THE HARBOR GRACE RIOTS.

Head Constable Doyle's Statement—He
Says he wiis Entirely Unarmed.

St. Joun's, Nfid., Jan. 9.—The evidence of
Head Constable Doyle, taken in the
presence of all thie withesses to-day, Is as
}ullowa:-l saw the Orange proucesslon in
the morping, but not again till after one
o'clock, when it was coming up Harvey
street, above Co urages Beach. While stand-
ing on Water sireet I was informed that
the River Head men were not ﬁ““‘ to let
the Urange procession paﬁéstk;]glt re. I''re-
plied: We have often heard "that before in
reference to the British Boclety and noth-
ing came of it, I was informed a second
time by three @men that the River Head
men were down and had torn down Parsons’
flag. I then we nt towards Courages Deach,
getting itoa s leigh.  Un the way I met
Constables Win:ilow, McKay and Fahey go-
ing up to Courages Beach. When I got glﬁht
of the Pipetrack road, I saw a crowd with a
flag of a dark color one hundred yards
west of the street. The drowd were on
Harvey street. ‘The procession was then
coming along siiid strest east of Pipetrack
road, about thr:e hundred and fifty yards
distant and east of the River Head party.
1 came up the  Pipetrack road from Wator
street and went over to the River Head par-
ii. T rec zedd James Quirk and Nicholas
Shanahon in fro.atof a crowd of one hundred
to one hundred and fifty men. I told the
crowd that sertous consequences would fol-
low if they and the Orange procession umt_I
it would be a terrible thing, and they woulc
be sorry. Shanuhan sald, * Well, then, turn
the Orange procession back.” I went back
and met the procession twentv-five yards
west of Pipet road. Iraised my right
band and called wut * Halt!" The society
halted. I requested it to turn back and go
down Pipetrack road, for the River
Hepd men wen: determined not to let
them pass. A man in front replied
*“We won't go down the lane further west.’
Witness was here admonished by the
Court to say noihing that would tend to
incriminate  him. his lane was about

where the River 1iead men were standing..

My back was turned. towards the ecrowd.
The prisoner Quirk, picket in hand, and a
man with a gun vame forward and got
amongst the progession. - The Soclety ealled
out, "o back.”™ I, fearing that the pro-
cessionists would strike the two men, caught
them and pushed them back. When getting
them back 1saw the crowd and the proces-
slon quite close to each other. [ saw two or
three of the crowd with guns. Shots were
fired close to me. I saw two men fall. 1 Cid
not kuow from which direction the shots
cume.  Ldid not, see guns presented. I did
ot know who fired the shots. Une man
then fell; he wore the regalia. The other
wis a Kiver Heavd man.  The two men were
vine yards dist aut from each other. Both
parties then reteeated. There were about
seven shots Hred altogether. After both par-
ties retired I woent to examine the bodies.
Some of the River Head party came back
and got excited when they saw the men dead.
I reeeived a blow on the head which
knocked me down senseless. When 1 re-
covered all had left. The two dead men
were still lying o the road. The procession
was not armed. 1 noticed two or three sym-
pathizers with the society come up with
guns whilst the aociety halted. I never saw
Callahan in the crowd. 1 did not see the
sympathizers fire their guns. Some of the
River Head party had pickets. The consta-
bles present were tryving to prevent an af-
fray. 1 had no arms whatever, neither
sword nor revolver. I was doing my hest to
prevent the partles meeting and was quite
cool. I felt quite afe among the River Head
meun. I bad no jdea that they would strike
me. I knew thet the procession had walked
twice in that diroetien before, but was not
sure where they turned down: I can only
identify two of thie prisoners present. From
the time I camethere until the firing ceasad
not more than ‘w0 minutes elapsed.  The fir-
ing lasted abowgt two or three minutes. The
l-rmmlnn nurnbered between three and four
1undred. I pasped two men beyoud Cournges
Beach with guus going in

ANOTHER RAILWAY DISASTER.
A Gang of Snow-clearers Eun Inte by an

men employed in clearing snow from the
railroad track were at work about seven
o'clock this evening in a cut just east of
here when an accommodation train rounded
the bend, and before the men could get out
they were run down. The train backed up
and the dead and dying were seen scattered
along the track for fifty yards. The bodies |}
of two men have been found i
life being already extinct. ve others
were barlﬁr injured and one has since died.
The pames of the killed are not known.
The injured are Frank Callla, Herman
Sands, Frank Chilli, John Fisher and one
unknown, who was unconscious when found
and died in the hospital. After the aceident
the men crawled out on the snow in all di-
rections, and it is feared the bodies of oth-
ers may be discovered.
