graph offices. It is the first port 
of call inward for Royal Mail steam­
ers, all mail matter being landed 
and forwarded to destination by rail. 
It is the last point of contact on the 
St. Lawrence of the I.C.R. with navi­
gable waters. It is also the last port 
of call for European steamers to take 
on passengers and freight before pro- 
ceeding on their voyage. Vessels of 
the largest tonnage load here with 
timber and freight for foreign ports. 
The sea-bathing facilities are unsur­
passed, and consequently induce a 
large number of health-seekers to visit 
it during the hot season. It is also 
the location, office and residence of 
the American consul for the consular 
district having under its jurisdiction 
the consular agencies at Cabano, P.Q.

ST. JEAN OR ST. JOH'NS, is situat­
ed in the county of the same name, on 
the Richelieu River, 27 miles from 
Montreal.

Two weekly newspapers are publish­
ed, “The News and Eastern Townships 
Advocate” in English, and “Le Canada 
Français” in French.

ST. LAMBERT, a suburban town 
on the south shore of the St. Law­
rence directly opposite Montreal in 
the county of Chambly, district of 
Montreal, with a population about 
4,500 and growing rapidly. It is an

important railway centre, with an 
electric railway to Montreal, oper­
ated by the Montreal & Southern 
Counties Railway Co., making 50 
trips each way; fare single, 15c. re­
turn 25c; ten trips 75c, 55 trips 
$2.75; and has an excellent train 
service by the Grand Trunk mail way, 
with over twenty trains1 each way 
daily. Return 25c, single 15c, on 
suburban trains, return good for day 
of issue only, 25c; return good for 
1 .month 35c; single fare on regular 
train 25c; by commutation tickets, 
10 trips for 75c., 55 trips for $2.75 
or 5c. a trip.

The Victoria Jubilee Bridge spans 
the St. Lawrence here, and all 
trains to and from the City stop at 
the railway station. Several lines 
of railway run here, viz: Grand 
Trunk for points South, East and 
West; I.C.R. for Halifax; Central 
Vermont for Farnham, New York 
and Boston. Delaware and Hudson 
for New Yorli; south Shore Railway 
for Sorel and the Montreal Southern 
Counties Electric Railway. The dis­
tance to Longueuil, the county seat, 
is three miles; communication, by 
the electric railway. There are four 
churches (Roman Catholic, Presby­
terian, Methodist and Episcopal), 
with resident cure and ministers. 
There is a large academy, conducted 
by the Protestant School Commis­
sioners, with a staff of eleven teach­
ers.

The Roman Catholic School Com­
missioners’ school is1 now conducted 
by the sisters of the Holy names of 
Jesus and Mary and have a staff of 
five teachers for girls and two Bro­
thers of the C.S. Viateur for the 
boys1. They have built a convent 
that has cost $80,000 to receive boy 
boarders. There is excellent boating 
on the river, and the St. Lambert 
Boat Club is recognized as one of 
the best clubs in the vicinity of 
Montreal. The residents are mostly 
employed in the City, and select it 
for a suburban home from its favor­
able situation and excellent means 
of communication at. all seasons 
with the city. A wall along the 
river bank gives the Town a line 
promenade of over 1,000 feet in 
length from which the view of 
Montreal, lighted at night by thou­
sands of electric lights, is magnifi­
cent. During the winter months 
direct communication is had with 
Montreal by an ice road across the 
Si. Lawrence on which considerable 
driving is done, and by the bridge. 
St. Lambert is being rapidly built 
up, and is destined to become a veij
