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Nature Proves Her Might

Canada, until now, has escaped light-
ly. Not a bomb fell; not a shot was fired
on her soil during the Two Wars, Earth-
quakes and hurricanes have all but passed
the country by. There have been floods,
especially those of British Columbia and
Manitoba, and the Sarnia totnado, the
work of a minute. Their damage has been
considerable but the death toll surpris-
ingly low.

It has been almost as though the
Dominion were immune to the major
catastrophies of Nature.

Now the hurricane has struck. Parts
of Central and Eastern Ontario, particu-
larly the Toronto and Belleville areas,
have suffered heavily. In the Toronto
district alone there have been fifty-five
deaths, most of them by drowning.

The Humber and the Don have pour-
ed over their banks with a hurricane-ac-
companying rainfall by far the heaviest in
half a century. Houses by the scores have
been torn from their foundations; mem-
bers of families swept apart; hundreds of
individuals left homeless. Bridges have
been torn down; motorists left, in some
instances, clinging to trees in a manner
reminiscent of a Florida-sweeping storm.

[t is not only the death toll, serious as
it is. The dreams of a small host of per-
sons who lived in their suburban homes,

|

many of these homes new, most represent-
ing a large proportion of family savings,
have been shattered.

These people, as Friday dawned, felt
safe. Ontario was expected to experience
only a swish of the Hazel skirt, Tragedy
might strike in Asia or in Europe or even
in the United States but Canada, it seem-
ed, was different. And sc, under Provi-
“dence, it has been.

A civic emergency has been declared
in Toronto. Offers of help have already
reached Ontario from many parts of the
country. An opportunity is here provided
lo prove once more the solidarity of
Canadian feeling. When one part suffers
no part can remain indifferent.

The United States seaboard, too, felt
the devastating effects of the hurricane
with many deaths from the Carolinas to
New York. As one instance only, thou-
sands of homes in South Carolina’s
beautiful Myrtle Beach were torn to
shreds.

The hurricanes of this year, following
higher paths in the Atlantic than those
which shook Florida in other times, have
done an immense amount of damage.
The peninsular state has evolved an alert
system of warnings but no accurate pre-
diction of a hurricane’s path have yet
been made.

Hestitate

Hardly noticed by the public through
this year has been the inescapable fact
that the seasonal pick-up in business did
not erase the seriousness of the unem-
ployment problem.

In July unemployment insurance
benefit payments of $12,760,098 were
almost double last year’s July total of
$7,148,024. In the first six months of this
year such payments to insured unemploy-
ment workers — which certainly does
not include all the unemployed — totalled
$146 million, exactly twice the amount
paid out in the full year ot 1951,

The most serious uncmployment is in
manufacturing. According to the Bureau
of Statistics, manufacturing employment
at July Ist was down by 5.2 per cent from
the same date of 1953. In terms of jobs
that means about 70,000 fewer people
were working in manufacturing than at
July 1, 1953, although in the intervening
year many new plants had opened and

As one enters middle-age there is one
lesson, at least, that is learned. That is,
that there are fewer persons and situ-
ations in the world which we can classify
rigidly as being black or white, usually
meaning bad or good. There is more
gray.

It is easy to say: “he is a bad lot,”
or “she is a wonderful person.” As the
years increase we find that the bad lots
often turn up trumps; thai the wonderful
persons frequently let others down.

There are several factors working to
create factory unemployment. One is
high production costs — for which high
federal taxation and increasing wage rates
are largely responsible — that have pric-
ed Canadian goods out of foreign and
domestic markets. Another is import
competition, surplus goods entering Can-
ada at low duty rates from the low-
wage and mass-production countries.

In the late spring there was hope that a
general improvement in economic condi-
tions would ease unmemployment. That
has not occurred and it seems probable
that the coming winter will, month by
month sece record numbers of jobless.
Perhaps wages and taxes cannot be re-
duced but realistic tariff laws to restore
more of the Canadian market to Canadian
producers is one practical and immediate-
ly available corrective, Ottawa should
hesitate no longer.

Probably the most inferesting|

feature of today's hand is the
bidding. South’s overcall of one
no-trump shows just about the
same strength as an opening
bid of one no-trump. Morecover,

the bid guarantees at least one |
in|

(usually two) sure stopper
the enemy’s suit.

North knew that his partner

had 16 to 18 points, balanced |
distribution, and at least three
suits stopped. His own eight|

points in high cards might not|

be enough to make the combined
total 26 points, but North was
nevertheless right in jumping to
game. His five-card suit might
be useful, and his jack of spades
was another important asset.

If North had raised to only
two mno-trump, South probably
would have gone on to game
anyway, but there was no reason
for, North to risk a pass. It

to bid what you can bid all by

yourself, _
North naturally never consid-
ered a bid of two diamonds.

Such a bid would indicate a long
diamond suit in a hand that was
far too weak to consider a game.
