Several Quesiions on Foreign Policy

London, Feb. 27.—In reply to a ques-
tion on the subject in the House of
Commons te-day Mr. George N. Curzen,
Under Secrefary for the Foreign Oif-
fice, declared Russia had assured Great
Britain that there was mo truth in the
report that, by the terms of a treaty
concluded between Russia and Chinog
the former had secured railway rights
and commercial advantages to which the
"most favored mnation' eclause did not
apply.

TALKING ON
THE BUDGET.

One Day More and the Debate
Must Cloge,

SOME 600D LIBERAL  SPERCHES.

Mr. McShane Has a Rap at Sir €. H.
Tupper—Montreal Has a Vig-
orous Representative
at Last,

(Special to the Herald.)

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—The penultimate day
of the budget debate, which has lasted
for a whole month, was occupied by Lib-
eral speakers, the Government giving up
after Mr. Stairs, of Hulifax, a sugar
refiner, had defended their sugar duties,

Mr. McShane spoke at the evening sit-
ting, and showed once more that Mont-
real has at length got a live represen-
tative, Although suffering from & cold
he spoke well, and declared his inten-
tion of devoting himself to keeping the
interests and claims of Montreal before
the Government.

On the orders of the day being called,
Dr. Weldon rose and read an extrack
from the Mail and Empire of yesterday,
ag follows: ‘It is no secret that, owing
to a long standing quarrel, the personal
relations or Dr. Weldon and Sir Charles
Tupper have since 1888 been somewhat
strained, yet it was never supposed that
this would lead him to seek to encompass
the destruction of a man—-who has® for
40 years served) the country, and, aftea
handling hundreds of millions, is to-day
without & blemish on his character.” Dr.
Weldon added: I ‘wish to say, Mr. Speak-
er, that if there is a long standing per-
sonal quarrel I don't know it. (Hear,
hear, from Bir Charles Tupper.)

®ir Charles, Tupper—I am equally ig-
norant of it, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Choquette; asked if the Govern-
ment was aware that Sir John Thompson
had received the following letter, and
what reply had been made to it:

That there was something
wrong in the policy of the Governmeni
was proved by the pgrowth o the
Patrons of Industry, wihose literature
might be studied with advaniage by
by members of the party opposite. Sev-
eral of the opinions of prominent Pat-
rons were quoted by Mr. Fraser +to
prove that protection is (ruining the
larming classes.  After dealing with
the decrease in population iand other
matters Mr. Fraser said the only
remedy was a change in the Government
or the levying of taxation on the people
so that each and every one, without
fayvor to any, should pay his just share
ol the taxes. The hon. member for
Guysboro spoke eloguently o! a future
when trade should move freely as the
natural demand for products required,
but while reaifirming his belief in abso-
lute iree trade as an ultimate end he
advocated for the present a tariff for
revenue only. No bright manufacturer
need fear, or would fear, competition, and
would be more prosperous without pro-
tection, He wittingly arraigned the
Government supporters far blackening
England because it suited their miser-
able policy to do so, and concluded by a
splendid peroration in braise of the old
land and her trade policy.

Washington, T'eh. 97.—In the House
to-day Mr. Hitt, chairman of the Com-
mittee on Forelgn Affairs, presented the
Cuban resolutions just adopted by his
committee.

The captain-general proclaims that he
allows the rebels in the Provinces of
Pinar Del Rio and Havana fifteen days
from the date of the proclamafion in
which to surrender to the authorities.

Those who will do so will not be subject-:

ed to molestation, but small bands of
insurgents in those provinces which
do not surrender within the given perios
will, at the expiration of that period,
be treated as bandits. Detachments bt
civil guards, reinforced by the civil
guards of the Province of Santiago De
Cuba and the Province of Puerto Prin-
cipe, have orders to form lists, at their
respective towns, of all persons who have
Jolined the rebels and their property will
be confiscated. The gproperty of those
who have openly aided the rebels in
their raids will also be confiscated. The
towns in the western part of the island
are authorized to organize corps of
guerillas and all office-holders absent
on leave of absence will be relieved if,
atter eight days from the date of the
‘proclamation, they have not returned to
their posts.

Mr. Vest drew a vivid picture of Spain’s
bloody rule over the old Spanish-Ameri-
can dependencies. Then, he added: “Of
all those vast dominions won by blood,
won through torture and fire, there re-
mains to-day to this toothless old wolf
the simple island of Cuba. Never can
Spain bold the Island of Cuba atter she
has been unable to hold one foot of soil
south of us in all the wide area of
thé southern halt of this continent.”
Mr. Gray interrupted to ask it as @
matier of existing fact Cuba had now
established a condition of existence.

Vest responded that it was not for us
to determine that the Cubans had com-
pletely established themselves, The
question for us to determine was, can
Spain re-establish her power and do-
minion over Cuba ? Spain may exter-
eminate the Cubans, ‘“‘but,” ' sald Mr,
Vest, with impassioned tones, ‘‘Spain
will mever, mever, never again makea
them the unwilling subjects of her
power."

The Senator spoke with rontempt of
the statements that the Cubans were
negroes and mulattoes. So much the more
islhnuld they have our sympathy, said

e.

Mr. Vest added this apothesis to li-
berty: “Liberty lives with the poor and
oppressed, not with the wealthy and the
powerful. It throbs in the breast of the
caged bird and has gone with martyra
to the stake and kissed their burning
lips as the spirit winged its flight to
God. Liberty cannot be extinguished
when & people are upgnimous in defeémed
of the rights which God has given
them.” ¢

Mr. Vest's peroration was strikingly
begutiful. “Shall we,” he said, ‘'the
greal exemplar of Republican institu-
tions throughout the world, declare that
in our opinion the people of Cuba are
able to maintain their independence and
have achieved it? Are we to walt until
that island is desolated by fire and
sword? Are we, a Christian and Geod-
fearing people, to stand silent and dumb
while the Spanish Governor, called a
general, declares that he intends to pen
up the pzople of Cuba and butcher fhem
into subjugation to the Spanish throne?
Slir, if we do it, God wilb curse ys. If

{ we do this thing and stand here until a

desert has been made of that splendid
island, you may be certain that the time
will come when there will be retribu-
tion upon us s a people, as we haye nob
been true to the task ‘agsigned usg by
Providence, because we have not cher-

bequeathed to us by our fathems.” .

Mr. Gray responded hbriefly., He said
he looked at the questioh from & dis-
masiklonate standpoint and he could not
see how Cuba had established an actual
stafe of Indepundence warranting a re-
cognition of such state from the United
Stakes. Mr. Gray argued gz & legsal
proposition that the United States could
mot yet recognize the Cubans as inde-
tendents,

Paint
shouid be instantly wiped off, greause on
woed, sbtone or carpdt should be congealed
belore ib has time to penctrate, by throw-
ing cold water over if.

Tea, coffce, ik, wine and froit stains will
disappedy in & quarter of the time if they
can be attended to while wet, For acids,
tio up a bit of washing soda i the staimed
part, mate a lather of soap and cold water,
immerva, the linen and boil until the spotl
disappears. Apple and pear stainy may be
removed by scaking in paraffin for a dfew
hiours before washing. Blood, if fresh, id
removed by soakivg for twelve hours ju
cold watier, then washing in fiepid water.

If the mank still rumaing, cover it with
a paste made of cold water and stazch,
and expose to thle sun for a day or two.
For cofiee and cliocolate. pour soft boiling
water through the stains! and while wet
Hold in fHe fumes of buming fulphiur, Fruit
staing can ke treated in the same way if
frieshy bub if old, rub them on botl sides
with yellow soap, cover thickly with cold
water starch, well robbed in, and expode tg
the sun and air for three or four days;
Then rub off the mixture and Tepeati  the
process, if necessary.

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HANITOBA’S O PINION.

In a full sense of responsibility the
Manitoba' Legislature. has declared

* again for fjhe principle’ of provincial

rights, @gainst interferemce by the
Federal authority on the school ques-
tion, @nd for the remedy of such griev-
ances, on behalf of the minority, as may
pe' established upon’ investigation. The
amendment of the independent member,
Mr. Fisher, brought {he Legislature
{ace to face with the consequences of
the enactment of the Remedial Bill.
Mr. Fisher aslted his fellow-members
to pause before they placed in the hands
of the Federal Parliament the power to
deprive Manitoba for all time of the
privilege of directing her own system or
gystems of education. The Legislature
has prefprred to brave the chance that

the Cominion Parliament may:
place upon the Dominion statute
book a laew which would be sub-

ject to amendment only by the Domin-
fon Parliament itself and to which tha
Province of Manitoba: must forever sub-
mit. This is the peint. This seermns to
explain the eagerness of the more rabid
exponents of the coercive measure. This
opinion’ has been freely expressed by
My Costigan, a meraber of the Gov-
ernment.in the House: Pass the Remedial
Bill and place it beyond the power of!
Manitoba ‘to alter her school laws.
Arguing upon the assumption that the
Remedial Bill was apt to pass thq Fed-
eral Parliament, Mr. Ficher's proposi-
tion was politic. Ugon the ground of
simple justice it reveals a position which
i abhorrent to every mind which has
griaped the condit'ons of constitutional
goyernment In Canada. As its  very:
name implies Confederation is builg
upon the rederal prineiple. But' the mat-
ter of provineial sutcnomy is not the
only metter inyolved;, and the people of
IManitoba have demanded that they should
be heard in any enquiry locking to the

amendment of the!r laws. They have not

Yet been heard and they very properly
resist all attempts at intimidation or
coercion. g

TROVILE IN FHE NORCTHWEST,

According to the Calgary Herald there
is frouble brewing between the settlers
in that vieinity and the Dominion Gov-
erpment, The difficulty arlses' oyver a
¢natter of irrigaticn from the Hlbow
Rijver. ‘The Government last year re+
fused to allow the people at Springbank
to use the waters of the river, but grant-
ed instead the exclusive privilege to a
comreny of Calgary citizens. A mass
meeting of settlers held at Calgary has
therefore declared its intention of going
ahead with the work whether the Goy-
ernment lkes it or not. Says the
Herald: :

““They have running past their doors,
simgly to help fill up Hudsen's Bay, the'
water which it is only necessary Lo aj~
ply to thelr lands in crder toilmake fhem
yield abundantiy. They have the plans
of their engineers and surveyors snow-
ing them how to atpy it. Ohey have
sirong anmns; tliey naye horses and wa-
gons, szades and scrapers. By the com-
munity tureing out en masse, the neces-
Bary woras oy bringing the water to
thelr lands would i a few days be ecir~
fleted. Liet th@m set to work and les
the Governinent dare enforce its proht-
bition. I
date do s> than it dare stop 'peopie in
Manitoba from construeting the Red
River Valley Rallway in defiance of veto
of the Executive and the injunctions of
the courts.

. “"There is only one other way the Gov- |
ernment could possibly stop the work.

Let it but dare hint that it contemplates
that course and such a cry would ring
through Canada as would result in utter
overthirow of the present tottering Ad-
ministration. If the conscience of Can-
ada Is alarmed at possibility of Maniteba
being coerced by the mere passage of
a statute, we will see how the con-
science of Canada will manifest itself
when it comes to sending Canadian
militiamen to shoot down in eold blood
struggling sctilers in the west for de-
clination to allow themselves to be re-
duced to destitution in order that their
water rights may be conferred on a
Government oificials’ monopoly.

“Il the men of Springbank be molested
in thelr work, there is many a strap~
ping young fellow in Alberfa of the
same blood and spirit as Jameson's raid-
ers, who will volunteer any needed as~
sistance. Il Jameson's raid was im-
mediately futile, its ultimate object is
being attained by the removal o! the
grievances it wag organized to redress,
and, even should the east be so deaf to
appeals for justice as to allow the Gov-
ernment to rorce this matter to a bloody
erisls, there is no doubt the' ultimate
resulis will be of benefit not only to the
Springbank seftlers, but to the settlers
in every part of the west.”

These be brave words, but the i{rrita-
tion displiyed by tlie Springbanlk set-
tlers is quite to be understood, if the
statement that the BElbow River has
water enough, and to spare, for both
parties be correct. The implication
that the Calgary company is “a CGoy-
ernment officials’ monopoly” is a grave
one, but from the record of that par-
ticularly sweel-scenited body it is far
more than likely that the presence of
the milk in the cocoanut is thereby ex-

plained.

SILVER IN THE UNITED STATES.

' It is assured that in opposition to the
labors of the apostles of free silver, so
called, in the Unifed States, a camd
paign of education, with.a view to the
establishment of the lasting value of &
gold standard, is to be inaugurated by
the Chamber of Commerce of New York
gity.

50 cents, and certain to be worth even
less if the plans of its supporters should
prove sucecessful. The situation iz thus
sumed up by the Philadelphia Ledger,
8 Jjournal of generally Republican lean-
ings, but ot ~an  enlightened in-
dependence:

It is against this proposed debasement
of the currency that the integrity and
intelligence of the country should wage
a cempaign s_at education. Ignorance of
the evila of i is the force which suss
tains If, ang the ground upon which ita
afdvocates contend for wsuccess. The
_time for the meeting of the national con~
ventions of the two great political par-
ties Is near at hand. 'The rigorous
silence of nearly all the Presidential ass
pirants on the financial question sug-
geste not only their moral cowardice and
subservieney to oppertunism, but the
cangerous probability of the conven-
tions, both or either .of them, refusing
to declare unequivocally in  favor of
sound, honest money. Among the large
number of Republican candidates for the
Presidency there is but one—Governor
Morton—¢ who has with unmistakable
clearness and emphasis declared his un-
changeable support' off a curreney based
upon the gold standard of monetary value,
s for all the others, no one knows pre-
cisely_ what their options upon this do-
minating issue are. ‘There is not one,
except Mr. Merton, who has had the
courage 1o declfure his convictions, if ha
have any, with| regard to the financial
question. With this honorable excep-
tion, they are all as afraid to be sus-
| pected of opposition. to free and unlimited
¢ silver coinage as. of.a leaning toward
it. 'The minfng states have a certain
number of votes In the. electoral collega
i which will be cast for the Republican
. candidate if he will agree to stand upon
a currency plank of their shaping and
Liewing, and; which willsnot be so cast
uwnless thae plank is of their design and
covstruetion. It is the voles of the fres
isilver states which make cowards and
opportunists of the long line of Repub-
lican, Presidential ‘fspirants. In the
soutli and west, where illiteracy is the
greetest,- the popular support of free
silver aad the 5l-cent dollar is the strong-
est. Ior years the uninformed voters
of these sections have been the pupils
of the teachers of the debased currency
‘policy.  "They have heanrd little upon the
other side of the argument, and are
governed in: their views by the misin-
formation that they have received.

It is remarked by the Ledger thalf the
Chamber of Commerce, of New York,
which proroszes to inaugwurate acompaign
‘of financisl education, is the most power-
ful in the country, hawving pecuniary
resources greater than those of any other
similar body of business men, but, says
the Ledger, it is' only one of ahundred
or hundreds of trade organizations
throughout the United States, every one
of which should vnite in the necessary
and important worlk of educating the
people to an intelligent understanding
of . the currency question. The
Boards of Trade, Chambers of Commerce
and kindred associations in the Upnited
States are not organized on political or
partizan lines. Thelr members are men
of business first and Republicans or
Democrats, as the case may be, aftera
wards. The currency question is a
question of business, pure and simple,
and it seems reasonable to suppose that
the commercial organizations of the
States, if they should determine ‘o
prosecute such & campaign as the New
York Chamber of Comirerce has decided
to inaugurate, should be able entirely
to offset that campaign which the silver
men of the country have been conducting
with such vigor and such signal powers
in misrepresentation during the past
few years. b :

_As the Philadelphia Ledger remarks,
:the power of such a body as the New
York Chamber of Commerce, the power
of a body composed of the undoubted
representatives cf the business of the
whole country, the representatives of fi-
nance, commerce and manufaciures,
would unquestionably be sufficiently
.gregt to shape the currency planks of
both the leading political organizations
of the States. Behind it would be ar-
rayed ag @ supporting, aggressive force
the army of voters educated fo the dan-
‘gers of a debased, dishonest currency
and the security of a pure, honest one.

A trial of the power of the people
in the United States to arrive at g
solution of a problem which has bat-
tled the power of faction should be
watched with eagerness by the people
of Canada.

Surrender of Strangers to Surgeons in
Skin Grafting @perniiomns.

“That was a close shave,” remarked

the patient on the operating table, save
the man from whose person the cuticlg
was taken. It happened during an
operation at the Emergency Hospital
yesterday morning, the thiyd operation
performed to save the leg of Hugh Mec-
Guire, who three weeks ago was serious-
Ly burned about the head and limbs in a
freight wreck. y

McGuire's case is an old one, but from
the viewpoint of the surzeons attending
him it grows more interesting ‘every
day. MeGuire was so badly scalded, the
skin and the flesh on the back side of

thigh, were cooked and killed.  He was
talken to the hospital, and for a tlme it
was feared he might lose the leg. The
wound was such a bad one thel skin could

was so large the edges of the skin
around the sides could not well grow
together and cover it.

The leg was ont huge, raw sore, and
without medieal atiention would have
speedily come fnto such condition as to
make amputation necessary. When iff
occurred to the surgeons skin grafting
might be resowted to, it was impossible
to begin the experiment. The surfacd
of the wound was covered with a layer
of dead tissues, and to get rid of these
in the easiest wmy it was necessary to
let ‘the woungl take its own course for
a few days. Granplation began, and
the flesh beghn to grow and puff up
above the edges of the skin susround-~
Injg the wound. If that flesh had been
permitted to grow as it began, & large
crop of what mighk be called proud flesh
wruld have been' thie result.

When the wound was in the condition
where, with the granulated flesh serap+
ed away, the living' tissues would be ex-
posed, it 'was deeided to begin the graft
ing of Bkin.

modern surgery. It was introduced
about 26 years ago ‘to a slight extenty
but not till within the last six or seven
years has the present process been fol-
lowed. At first, small pleces of skiny
pieces not larger than the head of a

wounide that refused to heal, and the
appearance was that of a plece of fresh
beefl sgprinkled with rock. salt.

Half a dozen years ago surgeons be-
gan to experiment with larger pleces of
skin, and, the result being satisfactory,
strips are mot used that mepsure six
or eight inches in length by half an inch
or an inch in width. The characteristicg

size of the pieces to be used, and grafts
three-quarters of &n inch long by &
quarter of an inch wide as a general
thing are preferred. The grafts gener4
ally are taken from the erm of some
friend of the patient, the tender skin
dver iye biceps Leing the cholce portion.
In some cafes the victim is placed on the
operating table while the surgeon, with
a long knife, dttacks him and slashegy
from his thigh long strips of skin.

The first operation undergone by Mc-
Guire was two weeks ago yesterdpyy
Last Sunday, as described in the Buf4
falo HExpress, he was on the table for
a second time. Yesterday he submitted
for a third time, and, next Sunday the
Job wvilll be finizhed if the supply of
skin holds out. The patient was carried
from the ward to the operating roont
scon after gleyen o’clock. In the hall and
reception room were a number of men
who had come to give of their skin for
the good of the cause, and in the oper-
ating room were Dr. Danigls, of the at-
tending staff, and several members of
the house staff.

When the man had been placed up-
on the operating table the bandages were
removed and an examination was made of
the progress of the wound since last
Sunday. The leg looked as bad as &
leg could well look, but the surgeons
said {t was a “beautiful eaze” and was
getting along finely, They meant, their
eiforts were meeting with more' than
the success they had even dared; to’'hope
and the progpects were the man would
come out of his troubld all right in time.
As soon as thel leg was prepared for yhel
operation a call was made for.the first
volunteer tobe separatedfrom hiis hide,

Is running in pretty muech the same
groove. There is very little demand
from the other side, and shippers here
show liftle or no Inclination to trade.
Prices are, in consequence of the dul-
ness, purely mominal. Finest cheege
are quoted around 8 1-2c to 9¢, while
8c and under seems to be about the idea
for best summers. The cabile to-day
was unchanged at yesterday's de-
cline. It said: Cheese—Quiet; . de-
mand poor. Finest American white and
colored, 44z 6d. Butter—Finest United
States, 95s; good, 60s.

The cheese situation in New York is
reported as. follows by the Journal of
Commerce:  ‘“Little if any change can
be noticed in the general feafures of
the market. Home trade orders are
numerous, but nearly all for small lots
as actually needed to keep up assort-
ments, and while they keep holders busy
Yet they do not make as large a hole
in the stocks as could be wished for,
considering the steadily advancing sea-
son. Strictly fancy grades are consid-
ered In good shape, with holders confi-
dent that all such will be wanted be-
fore the new season fairly opens, and
prices firmly held, but all under-priced
cheese are urgently offering; and while
no actual change can be made in the
range of prices, still there is an un-
settled tone, and an actual buyer of any
quantity could probably do better than
a’ few weeks ago. TExporters are still
looking around, and one or two good-
sized lots of summer-made that have
been under negotiation for a day or two
are practically closed.”

Butter—There 13 mo particular im-
provement, although a steady jobbing
trade is still in progress, Finest cream-
ery is still selling around 2le for lots,
while 24c to 25c is about the range for
single packages of real choice. Town-
ships is held at about 17c upwards and
western in tubs 14c to 16e. Receipts
of all kinds continue comparatively small.

The London Grocer states that the Ar-

important eompetitor for the supply of
butter to British markets, following in
thig respect the lead of Denmark, Swe-
den, France, Ausfralasia and Canada.
As the result of the first year's Oper-
ations, though these have been largely

Surprise That Sugars Failed to Ad-
vance, but the Market is Still
Yery.

There is a soriewhat better feeling in
the wholesale grocery trade this weel
and the demand iR all lines has been
fair. There are very few new features
of importance to note, however. Money
is mot very plentiful and collections are
generally unsatisfactory.

It has been & source of some surprise
that the refined sugar market has tailed
to respond to the advance on the other
side of the line, but dealers say that
until business reaches more extensive.
proportions there is lttle chance of any
actual change.

In tea business has been of small
volume since our last report, but in an-
ticipalion of the duly which Americans
are likely to put on tea business may
commence to pick up. Japans are quo-
ted at 12¢c to 13c for eommon; ldc to
151-2¢ for medium; 1c to 19c for fine.
Choice Japans are gelling at from 2lc
to Z8¢, but are quiet at these figures.

Coffee rules stéady at firm quotations.
There is ‘a fairly good distributing trade
and we quote Mocha at 24 to 28¢; Marla-
caibo at 191-%¢ to 2lc; Rlo at 17c to
1%; and Java at 25c to 27c.

An English coffee house says of cof-
fee:  ““I'he rough average requirements
of the trade in Europe and the United
States are about 664,000 tons.on the
basis of prices current during the past
three years; the average supplies irom
other countries is well-known to reach
about 330,000 tons, and with Brazil esti-
mates of, say 6,800,000 bags for this
crop and 8,000,000 bags for next, it re-
quires very elementary calculations to
prove that we tend to mueh larger visible
supplies.. Increased cultivation, which
has been talked about for the last three
or lour years, Is now beginning to as-
sert itself in larger prospeetive impor-
tations, and we must hopz for an ex-
pansion in consumption, to be stimulated
by a more moderate range of value.”

The ' new system of
log-1olling and barterinz for aMiances, be
8444, had displaced the cld system of & bal-
anco of power between European 1ations;
England was not claver at this game, he
added, and had held aloof, althoueh her al
lance was courted by several groups of
POWers,

“Our isolation, dhercfore,” Mr. Goschen
continued, tis not one of weakness, but nf
free’om to act inflependently. This has cansed
misunderstandings. Bub it misht be hoped
tiat recent complications Bave shown onr
neigihors that the maticnal spirit is wot dead
and that on eeifain ocoasions we might ba
combusiible. Without betraying seerets. I
might say that o very distinguisiied states-
man, not Piince Bismarck, has been con-
vinced for years that Iingland could not bhe
moved to war by anything short of an at
tack on her cemitral jnterests in this coun-
try. That was a dangerous fallacy, whicH
has now probably been dislodged.””

He was able to say, Mr. Goschen added,
that our relations with the German Em-
peror were now as cordial as they cemid
possibly be.

Soon afber these charges were made, a
repoxt reachdd Honolulu  fibat Rudolpii
Spreckles was en ronte to the capital on a
Pacific Line steamship. Whon the vessdl ar.
rived at Honcluln o detail of soldierd went
ont board and searchel for the young mil-
lioraire, but failed to find him. Ha had
arranged t0 make the trip, bt altered his
intention on the day tho steamer sailed,

With sucll a serious charge Hanging cver
lis head, it was believed Spreckles would
not reborn Yo Hawailan soil, and his ‘um
expected departure caused consternation
among his friends. He will ondoubtediy be
arrested npon the arrval of the steamer,

A German Professon’s Report on Im-
ported Grain,

Berlin, Feb. 27.—The German Agrarians,
always on the look oot foy any  plausible
pretext fio kdep outi foreign competition,
bail with delight the mews fhat Professor
Heinrich in Rostock hag found mumerous
bacteria in Russian and Roumaniay orain,
which are fihe more deadly as they cannof
be rendered Harmiess even by the Feat  of
the oven. They Hope that fle importation
of this prain boe prohibited in the same mamn:
Her as American catile, and meat were ex-
cluded net long ago, on account of alleged
Texas fever. The matter was breught  to
the atitention of the Reichitag by an Agra-
vian member, whon it appearsl’ that  the
German Government bad alteady heen malke
ing such an enguiry. The director of pub-
lic health reported that 16 German ard 17
forelgn samples of grain Fad boen examined
for bacterla. The purest was the Amarican;
then ¢ame Moravian, Bokemian aid Hurga-
rion batley; the modt impure was Turkish
rye. In one gremme of German wwheat 14,-
000 to 230,000 bacteria were found; in Rus-
sian, 256,000 to 209,600; in Laplata wheat
only 5,000.

NEW BAGGAGE RULE

Western Smashers Pass a  Radical
Resolution ns 1o Size,

Chicago, Feb. 2.—AY a meeting of. the.
Westtenn  Association of General Baggagd
Agents hield Here yosterday, a resoluticn was
unanimeusly adepted, providing that rol sip-
gle piece of baggage exceeding forty cubic
feat in measorament or 250 pounds in weght
will bereafter be accepted for franspertfa-
tion in baggage cars. This is a very radi-
cal action, and if strictly adhered to by
the railroads, will revolutiorize the baggagd
razulations of the fransporiation companies.
Heretofore there Has never been any  Jimif)
to the weight or size of a piece of bazgage,
an excess charge being the only pemalty for
a plece of baggage weighing more than 150

pounds.

UNITED STATES
COAST DEFENCES

Address by Senator Proctor, Ex-
Secretary of War.

He Believes that Land qutiﬁcations
are Better Than a Navy.

Washington, Felh, 27.—Senator Proctor,
of Vermont, ex-Secretaily of War, address.
ed thq Seratd to-day on tho question of
coast defenses. The Senator, at the ontset,
quoted Admiral Walker to the cffert thatif
the English ware to geid cver sneh a naval
force as they could spare irom Europe they
would bave their gwn way bere. Tt Sena-
tor took fhe ground that land fortificaiions
are much more efficiont for coast defensgs
than a mayy, and when once constructed are
duraple, cheaply maintained, and eacily
stvongthoned; that the defense of our citius
cannot by left to the navy alone, however
la¥ge, and thaf a navy that would equal the
great pavid of Eurcpe is unecessaly, and
its cost makes 'such a navy impracticable.

The Senator said that in the last dezen
years ten {imes as much 'had been appro-
priatad for tho increase of tha navy as for
coast defensed, b

“"We havo also spent,” he continued, 'tmil-
ifons in despening the approaches to our
harbors to make them acccesible to a  hos
ilo fliet, and pracieally notbing for {her
defonss, The protection o7 2 system of
barbor defene shegld hawe preceded the
construciion of a ravy. It is to be hoped
that the Biitish war office and admiralty
have not plans in detail of our partly ccn-
structed mine and torpedo systems. There
is little (se in our preparation or non-pie-
paralion for war that ibey do not undir-
stand. Qur week prints are well known.”

Speaking agein of the navy, the Sinator
demonstrated how hogelessly behind forcign
Powers the United States is in naval equip-
mont, This was partitulaly true as re-
gards Great B itan, our traditional enemy.

"It would be much better to provide the
land fortifications af atost so many times

CATHODIC
RADIOGRAPHS.

Interesting Experiments at the
Harvard Secientific School.

A Ray Lamp Devised Which Can Take
Instantaneous Photographs.

Cambridge, Mass.l Feb, 27.—F. L. Wood-
ward, of the Lawrence Scientific School at
Harvard, bas devisid @ new 1ay lamp by
means of which gxcellent Cathodic = radio-
graphs bave bgen obtained. The lamp id
tonical in shape, with walls of sheet alus
minumy one-tenth of an incli in thicknpss.
Theg rays pass through the alumirom readi-
ly, an% with this Jamp Mr. Woodward has
obtained very clearly defined shadowgraphs
ofl the kand in five seconds, from an indu-
ogd carrent of only betwegn 25 and 30000
volts,

The base of fhe lamp is of solid glass)
fitbed into the bate ef the alumipum cone
with plaster of paris and made air-light. A
metallic ring passes around the base of the
cons and holds the sides firmly to the glass
bottom. Through a point a little at one
side of the cemtre of the glass baso passcs

the Cathode pole into the lamp and a pla- | o

tirum dise is fastensd to the end of ity ab
such an angld as to be parallgl to thg lamp.
At the top of the lamp, and direcily con-
nected with the metallic side is the ancde
pcle, and at the top of the cone is a glass
tube 'through which the air may be exbaust-
ed. The glass tube is also fastened in wilki
plaster of paris and bound by a metallic
ring. A circular wooden disc is fastened in-
gide the metallic cone to prevent any  col-
lapse of tho sides as the sir is exhausted.
The new ray lamp has an intergst aside
irom its construction, from ihe fact experi-
mentis conducted with it appear to disprove
tle theory that a glass yacuum ‘envelope
plays am importent part in the geneation
of the Roentgen rays. This theory was ad-
van-ed by Roenbgen himself.
