Only Member Who Will Not Seek Re-Election—Motion of
Appreciation to Retiring Councillor—Financial Report
Accepted at Last Meeting.
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Six thousand miles of travel,
taking in every phase of Can-
adian life will be accomplish-
ed under exceptionally favor-
able circumstances by those
who leave over Canadian Pa-
cific lines, with Dean Sinclair
Laird, of Macdonald College.

Internal financing by the City of Outremont effected great sav-
ings for the municipality, it was pointed out at the City Council
Meeting last week. Explanation of savings through financing was given
by E. T. Sampson, city treasurer. About $750,000 of short term
bonds are maturing May 1, but $230,000 worth will be entirely can-
celled, and the financing for the balance, $520,000, will be effected
from the sinking fund investment and reserve through the medium
of the Metropolitan Commission.

Another interesting report too, was the further increase of
QOutremont’s taxable and non-taxable property and land valuation
which is now $50,006,475 following the adoption of the supplemen-
tary valuation roll for $371,000.

Considerable time was required to dispose of a number of items
at this meeting that concerned mainly the finances of the city. Short-
ly before adjournment, Ald. C. E. Gravel, representing the South
Ward announced that he would not seek re-election at the forth-
coming elections.

Referring to the two terms he had served on the Council, he
outlined various improvements accomplished during the last four
years, and spoke highly of the splendid co-operation he had received
from the other Council members. A motion of appreciation was later
expressed by E. W. Sayer and Ald. Charles Bourassa on behalf of the
retiring Councillor.

Mayor Joseph Beaubien presided and the attending members
were E. W. Sayer, C. E. Gravel, Ernest Pitt, Arthur Dansereau, J. D.

Moral lectures delivered to child-

ren are so much wasted energy. Why?

Because adults do not understand

the child’s attitude.

At every Public Examination held

in school when I was a boy, some

public man delivered what was sup-

posed to be an “inspiring address.”

But all those addresses failed to in-

spire. They failed to touch the in-

terests of childhood. “One of you

‘boys, if you study hard, may be Gov-

ernor of the Province,” was the tempt-

ing bait held out by the local preach-

er, who, no doubt, had been a dili-

. gent student himself, yet had come

far short of reaching that desirable

goal. We were not tempted to nibble

at that bait. In fact, not one of us

had the slightest desire to be Gov-
ernor. There did not appear to be any

“fun” in that job.

When I talk to a group of boys

about their games, I win their un-

divided attention. They readily agree
*to certain penalties to be attached to

unbecoming conduct. A boy may be

placed on the “Black List” for vari-

ous offences. That means that he is

deprived of the privilege of sharing
in the games umtil his conduct and
work have been satisfactory for ten

consecutive days. Also, he may be

placed on the “Black List” for dis-

puting with the umpire. A boy thus
learns the necessity of being a “GOOD
SPORT” in both WORK and PLAY.
The fact that the boy has sgreed

to the penalty in advance makes it

necessary that he accept it without

protest.

It is only when we make an appeal

to the vital and immediate interests

of boyhood that we secure a satis-

factory reaction to our appeal.

With our most ingenious efforts we

can make no change in the child's at-
titude. It is Nature's method of pro-

tecting the child from the mistaken

ambition and stupidity of his’ elders.
Every child has a right to all the
joys that pertain to childhood, and

it is unfair to inflict on his immature

shoulders problems and responsibili-
ties that are not his.

GOOD EXAMPLE is the only mor-
al influence that will appeal to the

child. Many adults attempt to com-

pensate for their failure to set a

good example by greater zeal in

moral lectures and drastic punish-

ment. But children are not so easily

fooled. They can estimate the char-

acter of a teacher in one day. They

can estimate the moral worth of
their parents before they have reach-
ed their tenth year.

If parents and teachers wish child-

ren to be students, they must them-
selves be students. But how many
of us are students after our school
days have ended? The majority are
not. i
Many teachers think that their]

education was completed when they
won their Diploma. Many parents,
who have made a mess of their own
lives, think that they are fully com-
petent to train children without any
attempt to learn better methods than
they know or to study the child's at-
titude in order to find out how to
appeal to his best nature. To learn
to understand the child is a problem
that requires more diligent study
than it has ever yet received.

The best method of studying the
child’s attitude is to cultivate anew

some of the best characteristics of

childhood—the PLAY SPIRIT,
EAGER INTEREST, UNADULTER-
ATBD SINCERITY, and INTENSE

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Appendicitis In Children
Appendicitis, or inflammation of

the appendix, isa comparatively com-

mon disease. It generally

known that appendicitis is a serious

and not infrequently fatal condition,

nor is it understood that the disease

may and does occur among children,

Evidence of both these statements

is shown by the fact that 1300 or

more deaths occur each year in Can-

ada from this disease, and of this

number, over one-third were those of
children under fifteen years of age.

There are certain diseases, such as

typhoid fever, which may be pre-

vented by sanitary measures taken to

safeguard water, milk and food sup-

plies. Other diseases, such as small-

pox and diptheria, are prevented by

raising the individual's resistance to

the disease by means of vaccination

and immunization.

In certain diseases, of which ap-

pendicitis is a striking example,

serious and fatal results can only be

prevented by securing the right treat-

ment and applying it early.

‘Proper early treatment has a great

deal to offer, but it is, of course,

without value unless it is applied.

The physician cannot help those who

do not come to him for his advice,
Unfortunately, the price of delay is

frequently death. Delay in securing

treatment, which allows the condition

to progress until the appendix rup-

tures, very often means the death of

a child despite all efforts made later

to save him.

When appendicitis occurs, there is

pain and usually nausea and vomiting.

Olderchildren describe the pain as

cramp-like, and generally they feel it

in the centre of the abdomen, Young-

er children cry as if in pain, and they

seem not to feel the discomfort in any

particular spot or part of the ab-

domen.

Unfortunately many parents and

others who are responsible for the

care of children believe that there is

one right and proper way to treat a

pain in the stomach, and that is by

giving a dose of castor oil or some

other purgative. When a part is in-

flamed, nature puts that part at rest.

The purgative sets the digestive tract

in motion just at a time when it

should be at rest. A pain in the

abdomen should not be’ treated with

purgatives,

To the parent, it may seem that

we are exaggerating the possible

dangers of pain in the abdomen. Cer-

tainly every stomach-ache is not ap-

pendicitis. However, unless abdominal

pain is always regarded as being

CANADIAN EXHIBITS POORLY HANDLED

By ERNEST PITT
 

While the Canadian exhibit at the

British Industries Fair was a splendid
showing, and reflected credit on the

ledge of Australia, South Africa,

South America and other countries,

but I found that some of them had

only a passing knowledge of Can-

ada.

Our Canadian manufacturers could

learn something from the way in

which the British manufacturer is

bidding for the export market. They

seemed to be treating the home

market as secondary and concentra-

ting their attention on expert busi-

ness.

It seems to me that for a country

like Canada, in a fair like this,

éhronged with potential purchasers

from every part of the world, 35 ex-

hibitors were hardly an adequate re-

presentation, particularly as a large

proportion of these were exhibitors

of food stuffs, such as honey, macar-

oni, breakfast foods, etc.

The exhibition was patronised by

hundreds of thousands of visitors of

all categories, from royalty down-

wards, every one of whom was a

potential consumer of something pro-

duced in Canada. Surely there must

be more than 85 firms in Canada who

might well be interested in selling

something to these hosts of potential

purchasers.

The balance of the Canadian ex-

hibits were in charge of people who,

although undoubtedly highly com-

petent in their lines, had never been

to Canada.

It seems to me that in order to sell

the products of Canadian manufac-

turers, not only in England but all

over the world, it would be highly de-

sirable to have some one from the Can-

adian factory on the spot to meet the

thousands of buyers from all over

the world.

During the mild spell last weck-end

the mysterious disappearances of two

local residents were solved when the

St. Lawrence river gave up two of

its victims, who, according to police

records have been on the missing list

since the winter months. The bodies

were taken to the morgue where they

were identified by relatives.

On Tuesday at the inquests verdicts

of accidental death were returned in

both cases.

The

body was identified as that of Eugene
Lauzon, 37 years old, of 1022 Church

avenue. Finn, during his walk ob-

served what appeared to be a body

floating in the water below the power

house. He called to C. Smith, 4077

LaSalle Boulevard and C. Travers,

4087LaSalle Boulevard who were out
in a boat. The three men investigated

and they brought the body ashore,

Immediately the Verdun police

were notified of the discovery and

Two boys, William Griffith and

William Messier, found the body of
William Dickey, 8 years old, 267

Pirst avenue, while they were in a

canoe on the river at the foot of Troy

avenue, on Saturday afternoon.
Being a fine day the boys started

out for a canoe trip, and as they
neared a point opposite Troy avenue,

they noticed the body of a boy float-
. ing in the river. The boys notified

the police and the body was removed

to the morgue, where it was later

identified by the father of the child,
who said he recognized it by the

clothing and its general appearance.

The case was investigated by Con-
stables Priestly and Gatineau, who

located the parents,
Dickey had been reported drowned

on January 22, and the police im-

mediately took steps to recover the
body. Their efforts proved in vain

and the search was given up. It fell

to the lot of the local lads to make

the discovery, while paddling near

the shore on Saturday.

cream. Add the eggs, slightly beaten,

and the salt. Now add the macaroni

which has been cooked until tender
in boiling water. Bake in a greased
pan 30 minutes in a moderate oven.
For ‘special occasions, pour the fol-

lowing sauce over the macaroni just
before serving:

Cream 1 tablespoon of butter with
2 tablespoons flour. Add 1-2 cup of
milk and 1-2 cup cream. Cook until
thick. Then add 1 cup mushrooms
and some of the mushroom juice,
