Westmount's ambulance
situation appears to be in a
state of confusion this week,
with both fire and police
medital vehicles tied up in
political red tape.

An jmpasse between the City of
Westmount and Urgences Santé
officials over dispatching of the
fire department's former am-
bulance, now designated a first-
responder vehicle, has all but
rendered it non-functional.

By vesterday morning it had an-

swered only three calls this
month.

Police put pressure on
city to save ambulances

Local police are asking West-
mounters to pressure their city
hall to support retention of the
MUC police ambulance service
which they say provides rapid
transport to hospital from the
scene of an accident.

“Call your mayor and ask him
what he is doing to save the ser-
vice," reads a notice being circu-
lated here by members of the
police brotherhood.

Mayor Donald MacCallum told
THE EXAMINER, “If Urgences
Santé can do what it says it can
do, I don't think we should
duplicate the service.”

The mayor said that the city
should be looking for wavs to
save money.

Alderman André Gervais, com-
missioner of publie safety, told
THE EXAMINER the subject had
not been discussed by city council.

He added he probably would
like to see the ambulances re-
main, specially since West-
mount's former fire ambulance no
longer was permitted to transport
stretcher cases to hospital.

Citizens also were asked to at
tend last night's meeting of the
MUC's public security commis-

MNA French
donates raise
for the needy

Richard French, Westmount’s
MNA, announced yesterday that
he intends to donate his 1983
salary raise to voluntary
organizations in his constituency.

The amount totals about $1,500,
he told the weekly luncheon
meeting of the Rotary Club of
‘Nestmount at Victoria Hall, in
the course of a major speech.

Mr. French explained that it
was important for politicians to
do something about the balance
between the public and private
sectors in “uebec.

“There is no such thing as a free
lunch," he said.

“At a time when many other
Quebecers are suffering directly
from the recession, we MNAs
should not be seen to be above the
struggle.”

Economic conditions and taxes
were a far greater problem in
Quebec today than language, he
said, despite the recent language
judgment against St. Mary's
Hospital.

He called that ruling a ‘“‘cheap
little side-show perpetrated by a
bunch of frustrated, power-
hungry, self-appointed
crusaders."”

It was a distortion of what the
average francophone feels about
anglophones, he said.

The complaint had been made
by the wife of the Péquiste presi-
dent in N.D.G., he said.

Recent headlines about three
National Film Board productions
being labelled propaganda by the
United States government have
boosted popular interest in the
films, according to Lyle Cruick-
shank, director of international
distribution for the NFB.

Mr. Cruickshank discussed the
controversy with members of the
Rotary Club of Westmount last
Wednesday during their regular

The three films, If You Love
This Planet, Acid From Heaven
and Acid Rain: Requiem or
Recovery, ‘‘constitute political
propaganda' according to the
U.S. department of justice which
has classified them as such under
the Foreign Agents Registration
Act, Mr. Cruickshank said.

Authorities now require that
leaders be attached to the films
stating that they “are not in keep-
ing with policies of the United
States government,” Mr. Cruick-
shank said. In addition, a report
nust be filed with the govern-
ment naming all the organiza-
tions who show the films

Mr. Cruickshank said the NFB
wil comply with the law, “but we
think it's bizarre and we think
there's something wrong here.”

f ice, but the NFB is not
involved. Mr :

ched by the American Civil Liber
ties Union on behalf of five other
organizations including the
distributor, Direct Cinema

films in the U.S. has increased
since they were classified, Mr
Cruickshank noted.

One of the films, If You Love
This Planet, has been nominated
for an Academy award. The film
was researched, directed and
edited by Terri Nash, a West-
mount resident.

Mr. Cruickshank is no stranger
to Rotarians. In 1958, he was a
winner in Rotary's public speak-
ing contest whose theme was
“Youth in the Gay '90s."

J. C. Terrier introduced Mr.
Cruickshank to the membership
and John Sancton thanked the
speaker. The meeting was chaired
by Raymond Valliéres, club presi-
dent, and attended by Rotarians
visiting from Sweden and France
as well as other Montreal clubs.

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The Greene problem

LANDMARK businesses continue to close
on Greene avenue, devastating for the
firms involved, serious for those that re-
main and sad loss for all Westmounters.

It also is discouraging for the City of West-
mount, which not long ago spent a con-
siderable sum to spruce up the physical
appearance and ambiance of the street,
dubbing it the *Village Greene'' to make
it a showplace for smart shopping.

The economy has something to do with
these closings — but that is not the whole
or even the main cause.

Ask any entrepreneur on Greene and you
will get agreement on one thing:
pedestrian (for which read “‘shopper')
traffic in the area has fallen off drastical-
ly with the closing of both the Steinberg
and Dominion supermarkets.

Good times and bad, people buy groceries;
and where they go to purchase basics
they also see and, frequently, take home
other things from other shops.

The diminished buyer traffic is being felt
not only on the avenue but within West-
mount Square, where the smart bouti-
ques still are patronized by those who
seck them out, but not by those who once
passed through, going to and from
Dominion.

Godin nice

ONE of the nicest guys in the Lévesque
cabinet is the Hon. Gérald Godin, the
minister of the very junior portfolio of
‘‘eultural communities and
immigration."

When he says that he aims to relax Bill 101,
to permit names and signs which will re-
flect more accurately the institutions to
which they apply, we cheer him.

When he adds that he must get his pro-
posals through cabinet and, presumably,
through the Parti Québecois caucus and,
perhaps even, the party hierarchy which
jealously guards Péquiste policy, we stop
cheering.

No less a personage than the premier
himself has declared that he finds parts
of the French language charter
distasteful yet, with all the power and
prestige of his office, he has done little to
moderate the excesses which are not so
much protective of his native tongue but
clearly were set out to denigrate, even
obliterate, other languages, notably
English.

The supermarket in the indoor square was
the anchor for merchandising there. But
the extended dickering and accompany-
ing rumors which have mentioned in turn
Provigo, 4 Fréres and now Métro, still
have left the Dominion premises empty.

All the while, the vacant Steinberg store
and assembled land across the street
await a more propitious time for a new,
full-size grocery outlet to be built.

It is easy, perhaps, to second guess Mondev,
the Westmount Square owners, on their
policy. It is understandable that they
should hold out for the best possible deal
with a new tenant.

However, as other square tenants and, in-
deed, the whole Greene network of mer-
chants continue to suffer, outside advice
would be to get a supermarket going
again as soon as possible in the Dominion
location under whatever terms are
necessary.

Otherwise, the area will continue to decline
as a both prestigious and popular
business place. Not only will we see more
Ohman's jewelers and Rex pharmacies
close their doors, but Westmounters will
be served all the more poorly and our
community as a whole will be
diminished.

Not a false alarm

CITIZENS, specially the 426 tenants of the
Plaza Tower atop the Alexis Nihon com-
plex, might have expected an announce-
ment next day after last week's city
council meeting that the high-rise apart-
ments would be placed forthwith on the
list of priority buildings to receive
automatic mutual aid whenever our fire
brigade is called there.

One of those tenants told council a hair-
raising account of a Feb. 22 seventh-floor
fire. Their eyewitness was not just any-
body: he is a hospital administrator, well
acquainted with fire risk, and well
known to council for his frequent and
cogent interventions in question periods
at city hall, Mr. John Johnston.

His most telling criticism was the exclusion
of the tower from the automatic inter-
municipal mutual-aid system in-
augurated last year, purportedly because
of an allegedly high number of false
alarms at that address.

Every conscientious fireman knows that
false alarms are a dangerous evil but
should never blind him to the fact that
the next call could be the real thing, a
serious fire.

Thus, this excuse has got to be one of the
most muddle-headed positions taken by
the present city administration.

We say ‘‘administration' advisedly,
because the laudable scheme for
automatic aid calls was developed and in-
itiated, insofar as Westmount is concern-
ed, at the administrative level. Our fire
chief and our city manager represented
the city in the inter-municipal
negotiations.

It must be presumed that our chief drew up
the list of buildings here to be covered
and that our manager endorsed it.

The omission of Plaza Tower was and is so
glaring that, having been drawn to public
attention, city council itself now must
share responsibility until this staff
failure has been corrected.

All the more, considering the design and
structure faults alleged by Mr. Johnston
as putting the large number of West-
mounters resident in this building at
risk.

The *“false alarms'' excuse is arrant ir-
responsible nonsense.

Protectionist evil

LAST week brought good news to our
forestry sector when the U.S. commerce
department announced its preliminary fin-
ding to the effect that the subsidy element
of federal and provincial programs, namely
the "stumpage’’ charges in support of soft-
wood lumber and other softwood products,
were minimal and that interim counter-
vailing duties would not be imposed on
Canadian exports to the U.S.A. Most im-
portant, the commerce department decided
that "'stumpage’’ charges are not subsidies.

This is only a preliminary finding and by
no means the end of the story. However, it
augurs well for the final outcome. The U.S.
department of commerce is required to con-
tinue its investigation and make a final
determination by May 23.

I expect this particular dispute will have
a happy ending for Canada. However, the
mere fact of its existence underlines the
challenge which faces Canada in our tradi-
tional foreign markets. Despite the
rhetoric from spokesmen of all trading na-
tions condemning protectionism, this evil
is alive and well and on the increase.
Canada can not “‘cast the first stone' on
this issue because we too have our share of
protectionist attitudes in numerous
sectors.

Declining industries combined with high
unemployment and severe recession in so
many of our industrialized countries create
fertile ground for protectionism and the
ultimate destruction it will bring about. On
the optimistic side, lower energy prices,
lower inflation rates, the failure of ineffi-
cient producers and sign of a U.S. recovery
point to a major economic upswing. With
that, protectionist forces will diminish.

Good, bad news

THERE was good news and bad news in the
linguistic battlefront last week. The good
news was that Gérald Godin, the minister
who last year was given responsibility for
Bill 101, announced changes in the regula-
tions and administrative ‘'attitudes”
governing the application of the legisla-
tion. These changes will make anglophones
‘‘feel more at home" in Quebec.

After so many false starts, we should
delay any celebration until the changes
foreshadowed have in fact been made and
we are in a position to evaluate them in
black and white. We have been disappoint-
ed too many times before, Nevertheless,
the government would appear to be ready
to make some modest progress toward
reconciliation. If Godin does what he has
implied he will do, he deserves a certain
respect and gratitude.

The bad news, however, was that the
Commission de surveillance de la langue
francaise has condemned St. Mary's
Hospital for failing to treat a patient en-
tirely in French. With one stroke, the Com-
mission has more than undone all the good
that Gérald Godin's announcement might
have accomplished.

It is not only the anglophone community
which has rejected the Commission's deci-
sion as counter-productive. Editorialists in
Le Soleil and La Presse have done likewise.
There is less and less of a constituency for
sterile linguistic drum-beating of the kind
the P.Q. and its Commission go in for.

Gérald Godin scarcely helped matters
when the issue arose in the National
Assembly. He had to back his Commission,
perhaps, but did he have to treat us to the
usual ethnocentric mumbo-jumbo? Did he
have to insult us by claiming that non-
francophones have the right to treatment in
their own language in francophone institu-
tions, when in fact no such right exists?

Let us hope Mr. Godin has something bet-
ter in store for us than the encouragement
of vindictive bureaucracy and the pro-
mulgation of phantom rights.

Once again I find myself moved to react
and question certain allegations printed in
the columns of our local newspaper and
aimed it seems at discrediting teachers or
unions once more. . .

This time I am referring to your article,
“Right to Work," in the last issue of THE

First let me point out that teachers that
crossed the picket lines did hardly do so in
order to work, since no students were at
school! Could it be they simply did not
want to lose their salaries or for fear of
greater calamities?” Furthermore a few of
those ‘‘law-abiding' citizens had the
audacity to go to union headquarters to col-
lect the token $32/week strike pay that
covers incidental expenses for “‘striking"
teachers with no other means of support.

Perhaps unions and their membership, in
passing the motion, felt that to simply and
formally sanction the offenders was not on-
ly a logical but a protective measure for
those people. Logical, in the sense that a
union is a democratic institution operating
through the vote of its members, naturally
the majority rules.

Belonging to a union as any other
democratic organization, a member's duty
is to fully respect the majority decisions no
matter what his/her personal convictions
may be. So, if a member cannot respect the
decisions of the majority, and in so doing
gains an unfair advantage over other
members, that person's action speaks
louder than words. The message is clear:
that person does not belong!

Protective, in the sense that such a
measure would insure that the individual
who acted in a way contrary to the majori-
ty rule, is officially reprimanded — thus
eliminating the possibility of personal ac-
tions of a wvindictive nature from
legitimately disappointed, angry or even
outraged colleagues.

Incidentally the reason the dues will con-
tinue being collected is simply because
member or non-member, all teachers
ultimately benefit from all gains earned by
the unions. The principle of collective ac-
tion and responsibility is thus of tremen-
dous importance.

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PQ’s obligations to the English community

THE Quebec Charter of Rights and
Freedoms was amended in December 1982,
At that time it was suggested that the
minority rights in the charter be
strengthened.

The Quebec charter prohibits discrimina-
tion based on language, race, color, religion
and ethnic or national origin. As well, it
provides that: ““Persons belonging to ethnic
minorities have a right to maintain and
develop their own cultural interests with
the other members of their group. This lat-
ter provision first adopted in 1975 only
deals with the cultural rights of ethnic
minorities.

However, in 1976 Canada ratified the In-
ternational Covenant on Civil and Political
Rights. Quebec's consent to this ratifica-
tion was obtained insofar as certain provi-
sions in the covenant are under provincial
jurisdiction. Article 27 of this covenant
which binds Quebec reads as follows:

“In those states in which ethnic, religious
or linguistic minorities exist, persons
belonging to such minorities shall not be
denied the right, in community with the
other members of their group, to enjoy
their own culture, to profess and practise
their own religion, or to use their own
language.”

This provision is important because it not
only protects individual rights but also the
institutions of those individuals who
belong to a minority group. For example,
English-language institutions in Queber
would be covered by this article.

Quebec is bound

Quebec is bound by this international
covenant. However, there is no effective
recourse before the courts as eoncerns the
enforcement of this provision. For an effec-
tive recourse or remedy to exist, we must
incorporate these international guarantees
into Quebec law

During the December debate on amend
ments to the Quebec charter, the minister
of justice brushed aside a suggestion to in
corporate article 27 of the international
covenant into the Quebec Charter of
Rights. His answer was that his govern-
ment treated its minorities well.

It seems to me that Parti Québecois
government-sponsored laws as well as its
policies and practices run afoul of the
guarantees set out in the United Nations-
sponsored International Covenant on Civil
and Political Rights. The cultural and
language rights of the English-speaking
community are hardly being respected by
the present government. Consider the
following examples:

¢ All outdoor English-language signs are
forbidden;
¢ English-language health and social ser-
vice institutions are being forced to fran-
cize to the point where they will lose their
cultural and linguistic specificity;
* English-language school boards that
have existed since the early 19th century
are in danger of being dismantled,
* English-speaking administrators in
English-language health institutions must
write to their counterparts in English
language school boards in French.
Moreover, it is well known that the Of-
fice de la langue francaise (with govern-
ment approval) has not even respected Bill
101. For example, until very recently the
Office gave the same language tests to all
professionals — the nursing assistant took
the same test as the lawyer and the
psychiatrist. A 1979 internal report at the
office branded such testing as unjust and
unreasonable — an opinion that was recent-
ly echoed in a Quebee Superior Court
decision.

Threats and harassment

Finally, the office has threatened and
harassed Quebecers to respect practices
and procedures that are not even specified
in Bill 101. A businessman recently com
plained that he was ordered by a language
inspector to correspond with his customers
and suppliers in Western Canada in French!

Bully boy tacties often work. Rather than
“fight city hall,” many businessmen simp
lv comply. Taking a povernment ageney to
court is an expensive proposition
Businessmen cannot afford Pyrrhie vie
tories. Of course, the office (like the Conseil
de la langue francaise and the Commission
de surveillance) simply acts as o messape
boy for the Parti Québecois government

Not only does the PQ government not
respect the internstional covenant, hut it
does not even recognize the English
language community. Bill 101 only refers to
cthnie groups and it never even once men
tions the English language or the English
language community English Canadiansin
Quebece are no more an “ethnie group' than
are French-Canadians in New Brunswick

Quebecers have penerally  respeeted
political and civil rights as those specified
in the international covenant. Quebecers
have nothing to learn from others concern-
ing the protection of human rights
However, the Parti Québecois government
has a lot to learn from Quebecers concern-
ing the protection of such rights.

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Rug enthusliast

“First of all, be well informed,” advised
Mrs. Herbert, “*People should look at rugs
at every opportunity. They should read
everything they can about rugs and attend
lectures. The more informed buyers are, the
more likely they are going to get the best
value for their money.

“Then, they must identify the area where
they want to put their rug and establish a
price range. The next step is to visit the rug
dealers and ‘comparison’ shop. They
wouldn’t buy the first house they see, nor
should they buy the first rug they see, even
though they may come back to it and buy it.

“People need to ‘comparison’ shop by
comparing rugs of the same weaving cen-
tre, age, conditon and quality. It's helpful
to convert dollars to the price per square
foot or metre when comparing rugs from
one dealer to another.”

What does one look for in an Oriental
rug? “Condition is always important and a
well executed design, aesthetically pleas-
ing colors and colorfast dyes,” Mrs.
Herbert replied. "Generallv-speaking the
tighter the weave, the finer the rug.”

Oriental rugs, she said, vary in price
from $100 up as high as one wants to go. If
one is into collecting 18th and 19th century
may pay 52,000 up to

rugs  one from §
S100,000.

The most valuable ancient rugs are in
museums. The Victoria and Albert in Lon-
don and the Metropolitan Museum of Art in
New York have magnificent carpets.
“However, people have amassed magnifi
cent private collections,”” said  Mrs.
Herbert. “There are quite a few collectors
in Montreal. I am a member of the Montreal
Carpet Society. Rug people seem to find
cach other, It didn't take me long when [
moved here to find other people who
shared my interest in Oriental carpets.

Favorite rugs

“I am a rug enthusiast and I love rugs of
all types and countries and can’t say that |
like rugs from one country more than
another."”

Her favorite rugs are an antique Khotan
from Zinjiang in Western China, an antique
Tekke from Russian Turkestan and an anti-
que Balouchi from Eastern Iran.

Mrs. Herbert was born in Hattiesburg,
Mississippi. She was raised in Laurel in the
same state. Her mother, Katherine Sum-
mers, who lives in Laurel, has a tremen-
dous Oriental rug collection.

Chronic care MGH patients show

their talents in craft exhibition, sale

The long-term chronic care pa-
tients of the Montreal General
Hospital are holding an exhibi-
tion and sale March 22 of their
work produced within the diver-
sional therapy program involving
hospital volunteers.

Paintings, desk sets and

bookmarks are only a few ex-
amples of the work to be shown.
Proceeds will be used to buy
materials for the program.

The diversional therapy pro-
gram is a project of the depart-
ment of volunteer services
organized to provide physical as
well as intellectual stimulation
for these long-term patients.

Joan Lamontagne, 55 Forden
avenue, has been director of
volunteer services for the past
four years. She explained the
philosophy behind the program.

“We work with long-term pa-
tients in the hospital and because
they are in for a long time we
organize meaningful activities for
them," said Mrs. Lamontagne.
“They are involved from the
beginning to the end of a project.

“We also have music sessions,
sing-songs, and cooking classes.
The latter is important because it
stimulates the senses that we may
take for granted. The odors of
home baking are a real treat.

“‘Socialization with all ages is
very important to the patients.
For that reason we bring in school
children to entertain them, talk to
them, touch them and just be with
them.

“A large percentage of long-
term patients is elderly. Some
have families who visit occa-
sionally and some have no one."

Twenty-five volunteers work
on the diversional therapy pro-
gram. They include Westmounters
Mrs. Kay Robb, 9 Renfrew
avenue; Mrs. Sara Porter, 431
Mount Pleasant avenue; Mrs.
Charlotte Capombassis, 524
Mount Pleasant avenue; Mrs.
Erica Lennox, 366 Wood avenue;
and Mrs. Pat Munroe, 608
Carleton avenue.

Organized party

Today the volunteers have
organized a special St. Patrick's
party, bringing the patients into a
bright sunroom to listen to Irish
music and to partake of party
treats.

Mrs. Lamontagne has 450
volunteers, over 50 percent of
them Westmounters. They wear
red or grey smocks in the
hospital's colors.

"‘Besides the diversional
therapy program, the volunteers
do other interesting things at the
hospital,” said Mrs. Lamontagne.
“They work in the snack bar, the
gift shop and the clinics. They
also handle a refreshment cart, a
library wagon, a boutique cart
and an information desk. They do
clerical work, visit patients and
do liaison within the patients’
relations program.

Volunteers organize blood
donor clinics twice a year. The
next one is scheduled for April 7.

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Being foster parents for teenagers
can be tough, but ‘you grow, learn a lot’

*You have to know why you're
doing it. If you're in it just for
yourself, you're in the wrong
business.”

According to Ted Henderson, a
foster father of two adolescents,
this is one of the most important
pieces of advice he would give
anyone contemplating becoming a
foster parent, especially for
teenagers.

He and his wife Helen began
fostering two years ago for Ville
Marie Social Services. They are
presently caring for two
adolescents — Linda, 17, and
14-year-old Joseph. The family
shares a comfortable bungalow
with two very large but friendly
dogs in a quiet suburban
neighborhood.

Social workers agree that one of
the hardest populations to recruit
foster homes for is adolescents.
Asked why they had chosen this
age group, the Hendersons said
they both think teenagers are un-
fairly condemned by society and
too readily branded as
delinquents.

Putting up front

“*Most teens have conflicts with
their parents,’’ claims Helen, who
feels this is part of young people's
bid for independence. She went
on to say that parent-teen con-
flicts are often the result of inade-
quate discipline in families.

Neither Helen nor Ted feel in-
timidated by adolescents and
their problems. They admit that
the responsibility of their care is

most definitely a challenge
though.

“We'd be putting up a front if
we said we had no problems,"”
claims Ted. **We're strict. But it's
also important to allow the right
amount of freedom, to insure that
they don’'t lose their in-
dependence. It's a very delicate
balance.”

Although she's 17, Linda still
has guidelines to follow. For ex-
ample, her foster parents don't
allow her to stay out till 4 am on
weekends like many of her peers.
Nor do they approve of her going
to bars. Linda doesn't always ac-
cept these rules easily.

Joseph had severe behavior pro-
blems in the beginning, which
really tested their perseverance.
He comes from a pretty unstable,
deprived background where he
learned to act out to get attention,
not realizing all he got was
negative attention.

Both Ted and Helen cited the
need for determination not to give
up when you feel you're just not
getting through to your foster
child. They have helped Joseph
understand his attention-seeking
motivation but it has taken a lot
of groundings and other lost
privileges to achieve
improvement.

They emphasized how impor-
tant the involvement of the
child’s social worker is during
this process. They stressed the
necessity of consulting with the
worker about problems with the

Strong marriage

In reflecting on their experience
as foster parents, Helen and Ted
emphasized a number of require-
ments. The most important is a
strong marriage. Helen stressed
the need for good communication
between herself and Ted.

Another important point is the
necessity of both parents agreeing
about rules. Kids can so easily
pick up differences in opinion and
sabotage the discipline efforts.

Lastly, they stressed the impor-
tance of knowing the children as
well as possible before agreeing to
foster them. If they feel it would
not work out, that there's a
chance the placement would
break down, they don't take that
child.

“It can also be a lot of fun to
have teenagers in the house," add-
ed Ted, "“You grow a lot and can
learn a lot from them."

Ville Marie Scoial Services is
recruiting people interested in
fostering adolescents. In an effort
to expand its group home pro-
gram, preference will be given to
anyone who would be able to
eventually take at least four
young people. Extra supports and
funding are provided.

Savings from
snowfall still
are unknown

It's too early to know if the
year's meagre snowfall to date
will result in a surplus of funds
allocated for snow removal, the
recent city council meeting was
told.

Major snowfalls at the end of
the year in November or
December could wipe out any
surplus saved from this season,
Pro-Mayor Alwyn Lloyd said in
reply to a question by Peter
Trent, a vice-president of the
Westmount Municipal
Association.

The city must also pay a nucleus
of manual workers, snow or no
snow, he added.

It is important for all requests
to funnel through the one
Urgences Santé centre, a spokes-
man said, because it is sometimes
difficult to know *if a case is
urgent.”

In the meantime, the citizens
are caught in between the two
stands

They were instructed in the
January Mayor’s Letter to call
Urgences Santé for ambulance
service or emergency use of the
Westmount vehicle

The fire department, however,
was to be called directly for non-
emergency use of the first
responder.

In practice, however, Urgences
Santé dispatchers have been told
not to send out the Westmount
unit for the time being.

One Westmount resident called
842-4242 (Urgences Santé) for in-
formation on the first-responder
and was asked very politely if
that vehicle was operated by the
firemen.

Other citizens calling the fire
brigade have told THE EXAMINER
they are automatically referred
by the fire office to Urgences
Santé, but only an Urgences
Santé ambulance is then
dispatched.

An Urgences Santé official told
the EXAMINER that as soon as the
situation is clarified, "'we will call
out the fire department’s rescue
unit as we do in Pointe Claire."

Rose sh;frply

The number of calls logged by
Pointe Claire's first-responder
unit rose sharply after it came
under the Urgences Santé system.

By comparison, Westmount's
calls fell from close to 30 a month
to 10 in February, the first full
month under Urgences Santé.

"I have asked for a report on the
situation and will know about it
next week,” Alderman André
Gervais, commissioner of public
safety, told THE EXAMINER.

He said, as far as he was con-
cerned, the situation remained as
outlined in the mayor's letter.

A two-way radio system be-
tween the fire department and
Urgences Santeé has been installed
in the truck and in the fire station
floor office, according to Fire
Chief Edward Martell.

A three-way hook-up is pro-
posed but not yet in place, he said.

Almost all calls logged by the
first-responder in the past two
and a half months were the result
of internal requests from other ci-
ty departments

These were mainly from the
Public Security Unit and the
recreation department for ac-
cidents at the arena or at King
George Park.

had fallen off latterly, specially
since ambulance crews were not
required to requalify.

He said the cost saving in
eliminating the ambulances
wasn't worth it since most would
have to be replaced by patrol cars
anyway.

“The medical equipment they
have now I'm very unhappy
with,” he said. "'l was really an-
noyed when they took the oxygen
out of the ambulances.

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More to dance than fitness,
says Michel Boudot of Y

Michel Boudot took over as
director of the dance centre at the
Westmount YMCA from Sheila
Lawrence in September. Since
then, Mr. Boudot has continued
the tradition of trying to improve
the quality of programs offered at
the Y.

A dancer, choreographer and
teacher of considerable ex-
perience, Mr. Boudot seems par-
ticularly proud of the courses
planned to begin at the Y's dance
centre next month.

He makes a clear distinction be-
tween the fitness and dance
courses offered in his department.
“Dance is not fitness,” he main-
tains. "‘They live happily
together, but there's a huge
difference.”

While a number of courses in
aerobic jazz and jazz exercise are
included in the program offerings
— Mr. Boudot even teaches some
of them — there's more to the Y's
dance centre than exercising to
music.

Mr. Boudot points to the jazz
ballet, ballet, Broadway jazz and
tap courses given at the centre
and says the emphasis is on
dancing.

Running his finger down the list
of instructors at the centre, he
calls out the names of companies
like the National Ballet of
Canada, Les Grands Ballets Cana-
diens and the San Francisco
Ballet, with whom his teachers
have danced and trained.

“Teachers should be profes-
sional dancers. They should have
had experience on the stage.”

Leila Kovacevic, a West-
mounter, heads the children’s pro-
gram. As young as five years of
age, children begin with creative
danee programns. At eight years,
they are ready for classical ballet.

Alice Landau instructs the pre-
teen program which combines
jazz and ballet, and Nanci Moretti
is charged with jazz ballet for
teenagers.

Mr. Boudot says his aim is to
build the dance centre with an em-
phasis on the children's, pre-
teens’ and teens' programs.
Dancers have to begin at an early
age.

With dancing, Mr. Boudot says,
“many are called, but few are
chosen." The few voung dancers,
in whom he recognizes great

selfishness, which is a distinetly unciviliz
ed trait. In the primitive state of infancy,
one of the first words a child will learn to
say 15 “‘mine'’’; violent disputes over toys
and trinkets are waged before babies are
out of diapers. Most parents (not all, unfor
tunately) train their offspring out of their
selfishness as they train them out of their
other anti-social habits, No communi ;
without the flawed products of this system

self-seckers who want everything their
own way

For the most part, though, there is
cnough civility in the air to keep com-
munities going. That the modern communi
ty exists at all represents a victory over the
savage side of humanity, The earliest
groups of human beings must have been
much like packs of animals which were rul-
ed by the strongest or most cunning
members. The heirs to this tradition tried
to take the curse off their crude extortion
by claiming that, as superior beings, they
were entitled to the lion's share of other
people’s production by God-given right.

Lighting the beacons
of democratic life

This pretence found its fullest expression
in the feudal system of the Middle Ages. It
was the very antithesis of the concept of the
community. In a community, the rich help
to support the poor and the strong the
weak; that order was reversed under
feudalism. The common folk were held in
bondage to their lord and master.
Historians tell us that the modern
democratic community was conceived
when the traders and merchants of
medieval Europe rebelled against this op-
pressive state of affairs

Merchants in the market towns known as
“burgs" convened to write municipal
charters setting out uniform rules govern-
ing trade and commerce. By so doing, they
effectively stripped the feudal lords of
their power. Once commercial order was
established, civil order was not far behnd;
comprehensive penal codes were written.

The burgs became oases of freedom and
justice. [n some, a serf could win his eman-
cipation from bondage by staying a year
and a day

It was only the barest start, of course. As
Lord Acton wrote in his History of
Freedom in Antiquity, “In every age
[liberty has been beset by its
natural enemies, by ignorance and
superstition, by lust of conquest and by
love of ease, by the strong man's craving
for power, and the poor man's craving for
food.” Injustice and inequity continued to
abound; the march of civilization was set
back by wars, civil conflict, plagues and
famines. Nevertheless, the seeds of some of
the essential principles of modern com-
munity life had been sown

3| Progress

A regressive community
spins inward on itself

The overriding principle was that laws
should be made with the agreement of
those directly affected by them, and not by
some detached autocrat acting by fiat. Im-
plicit in this was the doctrine that there can
be no proper authority without responsi-
bility. If the laws were to be made by the
people on the spot, they must be applied,
administered and adjusted by those same
people — or, in actual practice, by represen-
tatives answerable to them. Moreover, the
laws must take account of local reality to
the extent that the people subject to them
were willing to abide by them of their own
free will.

The burgs and their satellite villages pro-
duced several other elements of the modern
community. The division of labor, in which
specialists took over tasks formerly per-
formed in the home, made people realize
how dependent on one another they were,
It also helped to promote equality. Writing
of this period, sociologist Amos H. Hawley
explained: “If functional interdependen-
cies are to be relied upon, all parties must
be treated as equals, at least under the
law."

The division of labor gave rise to another
prerequisite of community life — standar-
dization. The practical standards designed
to facilitate trade were underpinned by
ethical standards of fair dealing. A com-

mon understanding of what may and may
not be done is imperative if people are to
live harmoniously together. While there is
no code of conduct and no institutions to en-
force it, there is no peace

The standards were set and policed by the
merchants’ and craftsmen’s guilds, the
forerunners of our present service clubs
and chambers of commerce. In a way these
were communities in themselves — associa-
tions formed on the common ground of a
particular trade. Their members were
naturally concerned with establishing and
maintaining orderly, prosperous condi-
tions in their markets. Thus they began the
first municipal works by undertaking such
organized programs as cleaning the streets
where they kept their shops.

The guilds make an interesting study in
the growth of the institutions which are the
vital organs of any community. But
perhaps the most interesting thing about
them is where they went wrong. At their
zenith, they were genuinely community-
minded; while they acted primarily in the
interests of their members, they did much
to improve conditions for the general
citizenry. Then they became obsessed with
perpetuating their monopolies and
privileges. When they lost their public
spirit, they slipped into decline.

The limits of utopia
are set by human nature

The object lesson of the guilds lies in the
fact that they stopped caring about all the
community. They came to act as factions,
each fighting for its particular interest at
the expense of everyone else. They went
from being progressive to being regressive.
A progressive community may be thought
of as a spiral, spinning out concentricaliy in
ever-widening circles. A regressive com-
munity has the same shape, except that it
spins inward on itself.

In a regressive community, the natural
tendency to think in terms of *“‘them and
us'' may be twisted into a mistrust — even
a hatred — of others. The healthy feeling of

pride in one’s own kind may be channelled
towards destructive ends. In contrast, pro-
gressive communities find constructive
outlets for their pride by trying to be more
friendly or efficient or neater than the next
place. In sports and other competitive ac-
tivities, they challenge each other to prove
which is the better at a given place and
time.

It is no accident that communities ex-
press themselves in acts of co-ordination
such as a hockey team or a school band
playing together. The ideal of teamwork is
for everyone to perform his specialized
part in conjunction with others towards a
common cause; that is also the ideal of
democratic community life.

The ideal community, however, has prov-
ed to be as much a will-o'-the-wisp as the
ideal hockey team in which the players
never miss a pass or a scoring opportunity.
The 19th century utopian communities in
the United States and France failed in-
gloriously. If nothing else, these ex-
periments proved that the limits of utopia
are defined by what human nature will
allow.

An intrinsic part of that nature is what
William James has called “‘the instinct of
ownership.” In the utopian communities,
everybody's produce and property was
pooled. Soviet communists subsequently
extended this to the extreme of con-
fiscating property and redistributing it
throughout the population. By taking
away the right of people to dispose of their
own efforts and possessions as they saw fit,
communism also took away the right to
follow one's conscience and to assert one's
individuality.

The communist experience has
demonstrated that the community spirit
cannot be forced; it thrives only when free
men and women think for themselves in ar-
riving at a consensus as to what is best for
the majority. The difference between a
commune and a democratic community is
that members of the latter willingly par-
ticipate in it; a community in which people

Neither would a place in which
all the good works were perform-
ed by professionals. Until recent-
ly, it looked as if this might hap-
pen in Canada as part of cen-
tralization of social, educational
and municipal services and the
formation of regional and
metropolitan authorities.
Economics dictated that small-
scale localized institutions be
replaced by larger units operated
by central bureaucracies. Lately,
however, the economics have
changed: necessary cutbacks in

government spending have again,

assured that there will be plenty
of vital jobs for volunteers.

The urban revolt and
a fresh look at values

Centralization is only one of the
trends in recent years that have
threatened the survival of the
progressive community. Quick,
efficient transporta.ion created
“bedroom communities' whose
commuter-inhabitants are detach-
ed from local concerns and ac-
tivities. Television has tended to
cut off contact among neighbors;
the sort of people who once stood
chatting on street corners may
now be found glued to their sets in
their living rooms. Commercial
development has eradicated some
urban neighborhoods and left
others as dilapidated areas with
transient, rootless populations.

In fact, the strong roots which
once nurtured the sense of com-
munity have been eroded every-
where in Canada as well as in
other western nations. In a
highly-mobile society, families
have been scattered all over the
map. The cultural homogeneity
which held communities together
has been diluted. The community
spirit can no longer rest easily on
the safe ground of sameness.
Cultural diversity has called upon
people to rise above the simple
ethos of the tribe.

The pressures on the communi-
ty are a direct cause of the
psychological condition the ex-
perts call ‘“alienation.” Its suf-
ferers feel left out of the system of
mutual commitment and support.
This feeling swelled to mass pro-
portions in the United States in
the 1960s when urban dwellers
went on the rampage to burn and
loot their own neighborhoods. It
has been said that the urban
revolt was really a revolt against
the indifference and impersonali-
ty of 20th century western socie-
ty. The authorities sought a solu-

Communities have learned to
check the heavy hand of cen-
tralism by asserting themselves
sharply when their interests are
in danger of being overlooked in a
bureaucratic shuffle. Imaginative
new forms of participation and
service — “walkathons' and the
like — have been devised.
Cultural diversity has been
turned to advantage to broaden
the outlook and deepen the
character of communities. Run-
down neighborhoods are being
repopulated and attractively
restored.

And if the millennium
ever arrives, it will have started
out in our own back yards.
