We called attention some few weeks age to the
very gratifying revival in the export trade of our
port, more especially in the great sgricultural
products of the Western States and Canada.—
We endeavored to show ibat the falling off in
that branch of our trade, during the years 1854
snd °5, was aftributabls to exceptional cauges,
over which we had me controul; and that the
immensely increased exports of thig season was
merely a return to the normal condition of our
trade, heged, a3 it is, npon no mere logislative
restrictions, but upon our geographical position
&t the head of the ocean, and at the foot of the
vast inland navigation of the continent. We
did not forget, however, to remind our readers
ihat the great natural advantsges of our posi-
tion would be unavailing, in these days of
boundless enterprise, by which capital and skill
ia everywhere applied to the construction of ar-
sificial channels for the transport to the seaboard
marte of the surplus productions of the interior,
unlegs developed and improved by similar exer-
tions on our part. It is, therefore, that we re-
rarn to the subject of ourline of ocean steamers,
the establishment and, so far ag the public are
concerned, the complete success of which, is 80
legitimate a sonrce of congratulation to all in-
terested in the advancement and prosperity of
our conntry. We say, so far as the public are
concerned ; for while the owners of the line have
spared no cost or effortin honorably and strictly
falfilling the terms of their contract with the
Government, competing, as they do, with the
enormougly subsidized Cunard and Colling lines,
we fear the remunerative result of their invest-
ments must be somewhat problematical. Ttis
perhaps premature in this, the first season ol the
experiment which has proved so entirely suc-
cessfal to the country, to suggest & recongidera-
tion of the terms and an extension of the obli-
gations of the contract between the Government
and the owners of the lino; but so important,
we are satisfied, is its continuance and extengion
0 every interest in the country, that it i8 with
much pleasure we observe oar leading mer-
chants have already taken action in the matter,
in the form of a petition to the Board of Trade,

aying that body to urge upon the Government

wisdom of so revising the existing arrange-
a9 will not only secure the continuance of
‘ent fortnightly line, but firmly establish

# the recent rise in freights, the great

s of the seasom. Now, unless produce for

3 Ruropeau markets can find the means of
prompt shipment at moderate rates, in our har-
pour, it i3 vain to expect that Montreal can ever
sgsume her natural and legitimate position as
oneof the most favorably situated export marts
on the continent of America ; and we are greatly
mistaken if the establishment of & punctuaj,
syeekly line of fast and powerful steamships, such
a9 those now plying bsetween Liverpool and our
wharves, would not go far towards securing that
vesult. It is not the mera increase in toanage,
which such a line would supply, by which we
believe cur trade would =o greatly benefit, but
the comparative certainty, which the regularity
of their tzips would afford to shippers, that thoir
cargoes would reach the Europesn markets
within & time calculated upon. Besides the ad-
ditional tonnage supphied by the steamers them-
salves, there can, we think, be little doubt their
weekly departures would, 10 s considerable ex-
seul, regalate the general rates of freight during
the gaason and, possibly, bring them more npon
» par, thau they have hitherto been, with those
ruiing & New York aad Boston, Onge' let the
Kuropesn purchaser of breadstufis in Western
America be swiisied that he can depend upon
finding %+ prompt shipments and as low
freighu in our pory as in New York, and
fhe advantages of our inland navigation
will inevizahly sccurs to us that large share
of hia busiuess, which it is vain for ua to expect
at pregent, with our limited supply of carrying
veasels, conseqnent uncertainty of securing ship-
ments, and freights varying from 30 to 40 per
cent. above those &t New York. A weekly line
of Liverpool seamskips, e repeat, wonld not
only afford a considarabie increase in the tonnage
tequired for our export trade, but such a line
wonld act as o regulator of our general ocean
teansport business, and give it, what we under-
gtand from Western merchaxits it now wants, a
character for reliable supply and prompt dig
pateh, True, an export trade alone i3 but a
one-sided affair, and where vessels have to seek
it in ballagt, their freights must always rule
high; but with the supply of the whole of West-
ern America within our reach, we can see no
reason why our imports should not keep pace
with our exports. If the St. Lawrence route is,
what we believe it to be, the quickest, the safest
sud cheapest route for the productions of Weat-
ern America seeking o Furopean market, pro-
yided our ocean transit can be pul upon a par
with that from New York ; it must folloywy that
1he same route is the bést for the transit of Euro-
pean productions sceking a market in Western
America : and with a well-regulated and liberal
* honding system,” wo can discover no impedi-
raent in the way of such a trade, On the con-
trery, having secured certainty; expedition and
saoderate {reights for our ocean-trangit, our
gplendid inland navigation and, when speed is
essential, our continuous line of railway, surcly
cught to give, and will give our route to the
western interior advantages over that from auy
ot the Atlantic ports of the United States.

We 1rast, then, that our Merchants and Boards
of Trade, throughout the Province, will unite in
guargetically urging upon the Government the
wisdom and expediency of dealing in & spirit of
congiderate liberality with the owners of onr
Usnadian Line of Ocean Steamers, who have 50
wonorably fulfilled all their angagoments hither-

to make a pecuniary payment a full and guffi-
cient compensation for the lifs of a man; and
we are horrified when we read of men clziming
credit for the most exact observance of the point
of honor, who, by laying in wait for their adver-
saries, or by collecting & force of friends, and
finding their edversary alone, secured the im.
punity of the coward while they did the work of
the assassin, Bat if it is a trath of frequent re-
currence that there is nothing new under the
sun, it geema to be no less & fact that the worst
evils of the past are too constantly repeated in
the present, This affair of Mr, Sumner'sisa case
in point. All the circumstances which rendered
the assaults of the nobles of the seventeenth cen-
tury npon unarmed and unwarned men so atro-
cious, were to be found in the attack made by
Mr. Brooks upon Mr. Sumner; and there were
other circumstances which still heightened the
exhibition of recklessness and violence, Mr,
Sumner had received no warning ; he was alone ;
he was unarmed, and in & pogition alike unfit
either for defence or for retreat. On the other
hand his assailant was acting in accordance
with a deliberate plan; he wag furnished with a~
weapon which was caleulated to inflict death;

and he had taken the precaution to gnard sgainst
interferencs ‘by having a small party of friends
at his back. Thus taking every precaution to
render his cowardly ontrage successful, and at
the same time to avoid personal rigk, or even
interference, Mr. Brooks was not deterred
by any congideration of the sacredness of tlie
character in which Mr, Sumner spoks, or the
respect due to the Senate Chamber—the very
focus and throne of the popular soyereignty ; nor
of the right of free discussion, Which i plainly,

notwithstanding its frequent abuses, the firat

condition and neceasity of every Government by

popular representatives. This iz a pretty good

parallel to any of the waylayings and assassina-
tions of the by-gone centuries,

‘Well, for this desperate offence, My, Brooks is
brought np before the Oriminal Court at Wash-
ington. He had, under the aggravating circum-
stances we have mentioned, almost done to death
one of the moat worthy and honored of the public
men of his country—a scholar, a lawyer and states
man of high rank, deputed to represent in national
QConncils perhaps the most intelligent of the con-
federate commonwealths. The injured party
declined to appear ; but there was plenty of evi-
dence to substantiate the guilt of the accused,
who, after the evidence had been heard, was put
upon hig defence. That defence seems to have
been entirely of & piece with the whole transac-
tion. A cowardly brutal criminal like Mr, Brooks,
who had all but murdered a man worth a thous-
and biackguards lilke himself, stood up in Court
and, apparently nnreproved by the Judge, boasted
of bis crime, and avowed his intention to repeat
it. The approbation of his deed, which has rung
throughout the Soutb, has, of course, had an
echo in his own hreast, and where there should
have been gorrow and repentance, and where, if
justice had been administered with any regard to
right, there must have bsen remorse and regrat
for the consequences, the only sentiment which
was uttered was that of exultation. The Caro-
linian knew his Judge alfogether too well to
have any fear of the sentence. ITven vulgar
rowdies, with political influences, escape among
our neighbours either without punishment or
with fines nicely graduated to their pecuniary
means. How could any one think of inconven-
iencing, by any resl punishment, a Senator of the
the United States, whose offence had been ap-
planded by the public voice of eight or ten States,
each one, owing to its happy possession of
glavery, being as influential as two other States
inhabited golely by freemen ? The Court did
not trouble itszlf with any of the modern
ideas of law; buf went back to that great Teu-
toni¢ principle which we have alluded to at the
commencement of this article—the principle that
everything hag its price. There was nothing to
do, then, but to assess the sum which Mr. Brooks
should be called on to pay for the amusement in
which he had indulged, and what do onr readers
thinkk was the amount demanded from thia
wealthy man, the representative of a wealthy
clags, for the sttempted murder of one of the
best men on this continent? Seventy-five Pounds
currency. Law like this is just fitted to counten-
ance outrage and provoke retaliation; it ie, in-
deed, the abdication of his functions by the
judge, whose infervention, for the future, will,
no doubt, ba dispengsed with, Men who have
that Ohristian deference for the laws wiilch
animates My, Sumner, will be beaten as he Caa
been, and finding that their cause hss no chahice
of being fairly avenged by the laws, they ?vlu
gither retaliate in person, or hire ruffisng t0'do
go, We cannol but express our apprehensigns
for liberal institutions, when we regard the law-
lessness which prevails even in the law courts
among our neighbors. In California, New York,
and Washington, the judges, so far from being &
terror to evil doers,seem to form a kind of criminal
insolvent debtors court, whose chief business it
i to white-wash the most notorious and hardened
criminals and turn them lose again upon socisty
to commit more crime.

Jayrs Goroox BeNNDTT OX EUROPEAN AND
Auxricany Socmry.—Bennett, of the N, Y. Her-
rald, who hag jost returned from a tour in Euaro-
pe, thus contrasts the society of the old eountries
with that of the United States:—

Whoever has had the pleasure of mingling
with good society abroad could not but be
struck with its high and pleasing tone. To be
introduced into the best of English or Continen~
tal cireles i3 to make the acquaintance of intelli~
gent, intellectnal and well-bred people, whose
conduet is perfectly natural, wlio entertain no
jealousies of their friends, and whose aims in life
are something more than the acquisition of
money, or its silly expenditure, In the best
families of Paris or London, of education and
position, there is no absurdity of manner or affec-
tation of style; the men are gentlemanlike, the
ladies accomplished, frank and rational. The
subjects of conversation are of the highesiorder,
It would be rare, indeed, to find any ignorant of
the hiatory of their own country, of general poli-
tics, the career of eminent personages, the pro-
gresg of the axts, snd the ellegance of belles let-
ters.  Thus, in our intercourse we are exempted
from the necessiiy of discussing the merits of a
paletot, or the price of point lace. A deep inter-
est is shown in all the interests ot humanity ; and
if worth is not sure of snccess, it never goes
without appreciation. Indecd, a sort of literature
hag arizen abroad of a psculiar character; ariging
entirely from the contributions of socitty, and
exigls in the shapo of Anu and table talk. Some
of the most pleasings works in French and Eng-
lish are bu$ the records ol coaversations and
anecdotes of good society.

In our own couniry, wWe are SOITY 10 8ay, it is
not s0. None gurpasses ours in the elegance of
themeansions of itsrich. Qur Fifth avenueis al-
almost uarivalled. But what do see in its inte-
riors ? Oostly furniture rarely used, stereotyped
copies of each other, the same courses, and unfor-
tunately the same conversation. We know be-
forehand what is to be our bill of fare, and what
cook and confectioner prepared the viands; we
retire from the bangust fatigued with its length,
without having maae much advance in informa-
tiop, formed any new and agreeable acquain-
tance, or Stored up any pleasant memories of a
happy uime.

Particalarly may we regret the small influence
which our American ladies exercise in improv-
ing the tone of our seciety, While the female
sex has no more ardent admirers than it finds in
the United Btates, yet it does uot use its power
in the right direction, or else is indisposed to do
80. We ges in the evidence made public ina
recent will case, how much club life and the dis-
gipation of late Hours enter into the enjoyment of'
the wealthy and fashionable.

Riches are not worth having without good
feeling, taste and education to dispense them ;
and oar American women seem to regard them
23 the mere advantages they afford to procure a
‘‘love of a hat,” or a moire antique, or jewelry
from Ball’s or Tiffany’s. The education of our
children at fashionable public schools, although
many of them are perfect of their kind, results
in the attainmoeut of a smattering of the langua-
gz a little unskilful musie, and vague general
idess of history and the arts of life.” When the
gchool i3 finished, then comes dress and Broad-
way, the easy flirtations of American youth and
gaicty, marrisges, intense love of dress, forget-
fulness of those early acquaintances so rapidly
msude; and vacuity of mind, only relieved by dia-
cipation of & most dangerous character. The
topies of conversation, undersuch circumstances
cannolb be very varied, Our really intellectual
circles are lew, and the charms of sogial life
diminished. It is owing fo this paucity of ‘re-
sources that our women are go fond of talking
abont theic ministers and churches. It is
scarcely possible to converse with them twenty
minules before thoe question is asked, ‘* What
church do you attend? How do you like the
Doctor 77 Madame Pfeiffer, in her recent book
of traveis, alludea to this very peculiarity. Every
where—on railroade, or in steamboats, or at
hotela—szhe was pestered with inquiries as tp the
character of her religion and the difference of her
creod. Miss Murray also alludes to the vapid
tone of our conversation with equal surprige, and
her work contains many sound and valuable

We are compelled toadiil, then certain faults
in American society which, uirepaired, are
giving the taste and the ambition of the young
entirely a wrong direction. To be rich, to be
gay, to be fashionable, is now the chiof hope of
1he young women of the country. The men of
the country aim at wealth with no less earneat-
ness, and the result is seen in the incongraities,
the ili-filled positions, the extravagance, the
{olly, and in tvoth the wretchedness of married
and unmarried life, The American firogide, at

least in onr large cities, ia no.longer a place

guggestions for the improvement of her Ameri- |
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where maternal love and paternal counsels form
the habits and principles of the young The
education of the heart and of the temper is out
of date; the examples of domestic suavity are
few and far between, The daughters are think-
ing of the dresses or their beaux, and Young
America rushes into the street to smoke cigars,
or to ' lubricate’ at the hotel, or to lark it at the
Bowery.

In England and in Germany the women
never forget theiv domestic duties nor the re-
ponsibilities of their sex. The most elegant
the most accomptished, do not disdain to become
good housekeepers, nor to keep their own hands
in many of the preparations of the pantry. They
often keep the acconnts of the family and settle
its bills. Here, not one womsan in a hundred
knows anything about figures, or can write an
intelligible receipt.

In France the married women are, when ne-
cessity compels it, the best assistantis of their
husbands, and in the upper circles, their wit,
their intelligence, their spirituality and practical
talents are truly remarkable. Here, it seems as
if the sex were satisfied with the life of dolls, o
roll their pretty eyes, and be dandled on the lap
of pleasure.

We trost that these remarks of oura will have
some effect on those sensible women who read
the Herald. They will perceive that we have
not, gone deeply info the subject, forit is one too
minutely delicate fo be entered upon in & news-
Baper; but the future of this republic will be

right or cloudy precisely as the women shall ox-
ercise their influence on their families and direct
the early training of their children. Ourfaults
of society, which appear to be surface faults mere-
ly, have in fact a deep seated origin, and should
be corrected.

A SOUTHERN STATESMAN ON THE SLAVERY
Question.—The writer of the following letter
was formerly & member of Qongress from Ken-
tucky, a staunch supporter and warm personel
friend o the late Hrxey Oray:—

To the Editor of the N. Y. Tribune.

Sie: I have reed the speech of the Hon. Ular~
les Sumner on Kangas affairs, in newspaper form,
but degire to have it in a form better snited for
pregervation ; and therefore ask the favor of you
to gend me the worth of the inclosed, $1 postage
paid, including one of the apeeches of Governer
Seward,

I have all my life been a resident of & slave-
Lolding State, and am the owner of a few
glaves, but I feel concious that I heve at all
times been able to read the dizcussions on the
slave question with calmnegs, and without such
a degree of excitement as fo unfit a person to
form & cool and deliberate judgment,

I was old enough at the date of the Misgouri
Compromise to understand and to take a deep
interest in that measure, and was exceedingly
gratified when Missouri was admitted as & Slave
State, with an accompanying legal provision for-
eyer prohibiting slavery in any of the then na-
tional territory, lying north of 36' 20, This
measure was adopted by the unanimous vote of
all the Blave States, and was opposed by part
of the Northern representation — only on the
ground that Missouri, lying north of the above
parallel, was admitted, by provigions of the
Compromise bill, as a Slave State.

But Missouri having been admitted, all oppo-
sition (or nearly 80) to the Compromige ceased ;
and it waa quietly permitted to remain undistar-
bed for more than thirty years, until, in an evil
hour, the Nebraska bill (aa it ia usually termed)
was introduced by a Senator from & Free State ;
and the Sounth, in violation of a sacred snd hon-
orable pledge, caught at the bait, and assisted in
overthrowing the wisest measure that ever was
adopted to quiet agitation on the Slavery ques-
tion.

The fruits of the iniquitous bill introduced by
Mr. Douglag (which might have been foreseen)
have for a long fime been presepted in & shame-
fal attempt, countenanced by Mr, Pierce’s Ad-
ministration, to form a Blave Staie by force, out
of the Territory of Kansas.

Mr, Sumner i3 entitled to the thanks of all
discreet men : all men who are influenced by the
principles of justice and honor, for exposing the
abominable frauds, both in the passage of the
Nebraska bill, and the means resorted to for car-
rying out its design of forcing Slavery into the
Territory of Kansas,

In my judgment the best means of securing
the peace of the country and quieting agitation
on the subject of slavery will be to admit Kan-
gag a8 a Free State, according to the spirit of the
Missouri Compromise, extending the line 30’ 20
to the Pacific Ocean.

I heartily condemn the brutal attack of Brooks
upon Senator Sumner, for which he onght to be
expelled from his seat in Congress.

I have alwaya been, and still em, & warm ad-
vooate for gradual emancipation, to be carried
out by each State, as its citizens shall direct, by
constitutional provision. [ regret that public
gentiment in my =adopted State, Kentacky, is
not yet prepared for so sholesome and justa
measure,

Butler was annoyad at
this, and eaid that if fair play were shown him
he wounld fight Moore, but that he knew he would
not get fair play, Yet he followed the three
prisoners a few rods, when Moore seized a
stome aund threw it with violence at Butler.
The stone struck him on the forehead and stun-
ned him. Then the three prisoners fell-to and
beat him till his head was covered with blood
and he had become almdst senseless. They then
lifted and “ pitched him into the canal.” Here
Butler recovered his senses and became consei-
ous of hig dangerous situation. Providentially,
the cries of little children, who witnossed the
seene, attractad the aftention of Mr. McDonsald,
who went to the spot and threw out & piece of
timber to Butler, who seized it eagerly and float-
ed himself till other assistance came up and res-
cued him from his perilous situation, for he could
not gwim. The prisoners then ran away and
concealed themselves in a schooner close by,
where they were subsequently arrested by the

TRIAL OF THE SUMNER ASSAULT ¢AsE.—The case
of Mr. Brooks, for an assault and battery on Sen-
ator Sumner, came up before the Judge of the
Central Criminal Court this morning. There
was a large attendence, including Senator But-
ler and other membera of Congress, The Dis-
tric Aftorney read the correspondence befween
himself and Mr. Sumner to show he’ had used
due diligence, though unsnccessfally to obtain the
“pregence of Mr, Sumner, who had expressed him-
self ag having no desire to take part in the pro-
ceedings, and had left the city. Testimony was
then given by Wm. L. Leder, who cauged the
arrest of Mr. Brooks after the assault on Mr.
Sumner, and by J, W. Simonton, Mr. Keitt, and
Senators Foster, Pearce and Toombs. The last
witness (Toombs) wished to read in mitigation
of the assault, at the instance of Mr. Linton,
counsel of the accused, extracts from Mr. Sum-
ner's speech reflecting on South Carolina and Mr.
Butler. Drs. Boyle and Lindsley, and Senator
Benjamin, algo gave their testimony. The last
expressed the opinion, judging from what he saw
of Mr. Samner’s notes, that he (Summer) had
had his speech printed before delivery. Mr.
Brooks made a short speech, regretting that Mr.
Sumner was absent. He had hoped for the ben-
efit of interrogation concerning his (Sumner’s)
testimony before the House Committee. He took
the ground that there are some offences for
which the law affords no adeguate remedy. He
said, while he had a heart to feel and a hand to
strike he would redress the wrongs of his politi-
cal mother from every effort to cover her with
obloquy and' dishonor. His property might be
squandered and hislife endangered, but he would
be true to her who bore him.
