The more he considered the
subjsct, he was fain to think that enongh had
not been done, and more must be done, In 7
counties 16,876 children attended, common
8chools, aud if he were to estimato those in all
these counties who had noreligious instruction,
it would be perfectly appalling. In 19 achools,
85 children had been savingly converted. God
Las laid upon ns all the necessity of giving all
the children of cur Dominion religious instruc-
tion, In one district there had been & greut
effort made, and nearly every child within it
had been gathered into Sabbath Schools. But
look at those districts partially unsettled, where
there are 156 or 20 miles between each settle-
ment, After one visit from the Suuday School
Agent, in some instances, Churches have Lecn
atonce formed. At these meetings,persons have
met who have never met before, aud there learn-
ad that there were others who could sing with
them the old songs of Zion. At these places
the Bubbath School had had a mighty ivfaence,
and had sent forth from the wilds to the world
young men and youog women, who had risen
to places of trust in this and the ueighbounring
country, Justone remark—He wished that ali
would ever do their duty for our new couutry
—the new Dominion.

Rev. Dr. MILLAR, of Ogdensburgh, said he
had much pleacure in moving the following

ADDRESS TO THE REV. CARON
BALCH, D.D.
A deputation from the congregation of Christ
Church Cathedral waited on the Rev. Caunon
Balch, yesterday, atthe office of the Diocesan
Synod, 77 Groat St. James street, and presente
to him the following address ’

I am deeply grateful to you, my friends, for
this expression of good-will on tho part of the
members of the congregation of Christ Church
Usthedrol.  Like other similar instances of
kiodness which bave preceded it, and from the
S&msy source, it creates o lifs-long obligation on
myself aud my family.  The cordial endorse-
ment of your act, by the Very Ravereund the
Dean and the Canons of the Usthedral enhances
its value and binds me closer in saffection to
those veneable dignitaries of the Church,
That I have not intruded on the labour to
which you refér in the address now pressnted
to me, may appear from these facts,

In Macch, 1866, our late Metropolitan sent
me to Lennoxville to become thoroughly ac-
quainted with the condition of Bishop’s College
and to confer with & Rey, Presoyter of the dio-

lege.

His Lordship also placed in my hands all the
reports of the Charch Society and of the Dioce-
sun Synod, with & reqaest that haviog carefully
read them, I would indicate the matters requir-
ing urgent effort,

Diocesan Missions, Church Education, and
the dabt on the Catuedral, seemed to me to be
the most pressing—and in the order named—
but the Bishop reversed the order, and request-
ed that, befors all others, and above all others,
I should first attempt the liqonidation of the Ca-
thedral debf. His wish, of course, had the ef-
feet of law in such a case.

Subsequently, he desired that I should accept
the office of Secretary of the Church Society,
which, by & unanimouns vote, was tendersd to
me, aud afterwards, when the Church Society
was merged into the incorporated Synod, at the
joiat request of the Bishop and the Synod, I ac-
cepted the offico.

You have been pleased, in the address, to
speak in friendly terms of my Iabours ag Secre-
tary. They are far below what I could wish
them to be, and are only valuable, as the Mas-
ter deigns to accepv and prosper them, I shall
not recite them, An account of « y stewardship
in this bohslf will ‘be rendered at the proper
time. Suffice it to say that the recent mission-
ary tour through the Depuery of Bedford (in
whnich I wai most ably assisted by the Rural
Dean, the Clergy and Laity), in its results, was
all I could wish, and move than I expected.

If, by God's blessing, similar resnlts shall
attend ths meetings yet to be held in the rest
of the Diocese, our Church will bave reason to
expuoct that the day is not fir distant when she
wlll ba entively sclf-supporting as well as self-
extending.

The effort on behalf of Church Edacation, to
which also you allude;, was inaugurated with
every ptospect of success.  The death of our
Bishop of necessity suspended the effort during
the vacancy in the Episcopate. It is, however,
we truet, only a suspension,  So urgent is the
need, so manifold tue advantages, so lasting
the benefits of Church Bchools, which give the
maximum of education at the minimum of cost,
that our Chief Pastor cannot fail to take up the
good work and carry it to a successful issue, He
may rely on the hearty co operation of every
Churchman who loves his country and his
Ohurch.

Between the ages of five and twelye the death
rates here are remarkably low, frem the glmple
fisct that all were killed off betore reaching thab
8ge. A relative aversge of 18 aduitsto 43
children die throughont the year, Lbe propor-
tion was awful, and, as & standing fact, wasa
frightful commentary on the sanitary condition
of the city. In every year the most unhealthy
month among sdults was April, More children
died in 1868 than in 1867, 1ln the seconi week
of March the nuwber of deatts amoug children
doubled that of the first, donbtless becunse of
the poisons arixiug from the melting snow. In
September the weekly death rates among

were 87, 84 and 109, and then with the
advent of cold weather they went down with u
bound to 44, It had been said that the practice
among Roman Catholies of taking their cbild-
ren to be baptized immedintely sfter birth
caused a large number of deaths by exposure to
cold, But the lower averiges of the winter
months proved thi; to be untrus, Iu England
there were 18 cuses of sickncss to oneof death ;
here two children out of five died, so thut it wis
impossible to offer sn analogy., The lectucce
offered a large number of statistics, snl con-
demned the filthy yardsand bad draiasge of thy
city as direct canses of its uabeuithivess.
Dr. GIRDWOOD cofecid d witi: Ds, Ciypon-
ter.  Hu showed how the sbomivations of the
lower part of tec city rusted upwards thionzh
thy city io the form of impure air, und escaped
at every opportunity through the veuts.

ings that we should be bumane to them, the
mass of mankind continu:d to be actively or
passively cruel to the dumb creatures, Hs went
on to show that cruslty to animals had attained
guch dimeneions in this city and country, and
was markkd by such horrors, that it was our
duty to try to mitigate and preventit. Amohg
the many forms of this eruelty, he spoke of the
plucking of feathers frem hiving fowls The
tortures suffered by hundredy of thousauds of
cattla required for our food, &=., a8 they are
brought to market in bouts aud carte, lying for
hours without food or water, thole feet tightly
tied together with Haoe cord, In the cars,
crowded s0 that some died—when driven in on
foot, eruclly tormented, kicked, &c. Horses,
whether of carters or people, ov deawing bur-
dens, were also cruslly treated ; left for hours
on cold geande, in some cases with no covering,
—they were to be pitied ; but still more so when
they were driven, savagely whipped, with their
mouths jerked and sawed, and oo often over-
driven snd over laden. 'Tnls over-loadiag was
terribly oruel in the cae of heavy carts, Ha
regretted toat whippiog, jerking and sawing
weore practised by some grooms, who, in their
turn, followed the example of their masters.
He held that whipping should be the last re-
sort with borses, as with boys—not the first, as
it too often is, Shakezpeare had long since
found out bow useless much of the whipping
wag, waen he said, © Your dull ass won't mend
his pace with beating” He urged all drivers
to try kinduessas a change ; to “‘gentle” horses
instead of besting them. After speaking of
the cruel practice of making dogs draw sleighs
—mentioning & case which he had seen of one
drawiog a traia of three sleighs, with boys on
each, and that such an example ledto a cruelty
like that of the man whbo drives almost daily
across the ice, beating his dog and often ex-
hausting him with his heavy load. Hs dwelt
upon the clipping of horges as belng, in such
severe winters as we have, cruel and unfieces-
sary, In conclugion, he asked his hearers to
try and realize the extent of suffering of which
he had spoken, to remember that the victims
of nearly sll thess forms of cruelty were count-
ed by buudreds of thousands, and urged the
formation at otcs of & Bociety for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Avimalé—showing what it
conld do by eppealing to ministers,
magistrates, steambont mansgers, &c,, to
gesist  them —the  former, in  educat-
ing the psopls to be humase, and
the latter by preyventing such cruelty as is now
practised within their jurisdiction, by punish-
ing, where necsasary, sll such acis; sad he be-
lisyed e could get the help of almost every
one who could aid them by good exsmple, by
not permitting child, groom, or carter to be
cruel in their presence, and by spesking and
acting for the dumb animals whenever the op-
portunity presented itself, ss it only too soou
wonld, Bacon had said wisely, and besutifally

THE RITUALISTE IN LONDON~——HOW THEY REGARD
THE JUDGMENT,

The Louvdon Zimes of the 4th instant, con-
tains the followiug :—'* Notwithstanding ths
recent decigion of the Privy Couneil in the St
Albuns casy, and the letter of the late Bishop
of London to Mr. Muckonochie commeutiog
on it, it will be fonud that the extreme Ritua-
listic party are detormine!, ia spite of the ex-
preseed . law and of Ecolesiestical censure, to
uct 1n direct defiance of the highest Court of
Appesl, sud completely t) ignors its jndgments
Qur remarks are sogeest:d by the rermoun
preached by the Rev Upton R cbards; at All
Saiuts’, Ma garet srreot, ui morainyg service yes-
terdnv. The preacher 1ook two pwsiges of
Scriptars for the text—viz, Psulms cxxxix., v
21, 22, aud 2 Cotlutuians, c.iv., v. 8,3 nnd
after huviog dwelt for a little spscs oo the
purely spiritusl and religious aspects of the
wordg, he proceeded to comment ot greater
length on the sutj b which he evidently foit
mo-t deeply, and wnich he called *a griovous
blow denlt at the Charch of God.! He remind-
ed his hewers th t on Coristmas day bo had
briefly I formed them of the disastrous tidiogs,
but to have dwelt at fall length upon thens
then he filt wounld 'have been des:cru-
tion of a sacred festival, He alluded, he
said, to the recent decision of a tribuval
which he parricularly desired his  hesrers
to remember was a tribunal not recrguiz=d
or sauctivned by the Cunich, but which bad
by & m st unjust decree upset the decision
of the Church’s own trivuasl —the Court of
Aicbes  Tue Privy Council, he remarked, was
ouly a creature of Parlisment, and 1t was not
nucessury that the men sbouald be ¢harchmen or
even Coristians ; bot they were or wignt be in-
fidels; heretics.und uubeliveers. He drew the
sttention of bis hesrers to the stats of lethargy
in which the church waosstesped five und thirty
yuars sgo, aud coutrarted thut state with its
prosent coudition, Then it did not tronbls it
gelf or the world witn religioo, and the world
was saticfiad, Now religion is it sll in ali,
I presses religious dntics on the world’s notice,
aad tono world s in consquonce displeas d.,
Directly the church, said the speaker, shukes
herself from her deep gleep and becomes faith-
ful to her Lord; directly she rouses from the
slumber in which she was suuk, and endeay-
ours to erouse in others & senge of their duties,
then we very soon fiod out thav oar lot here is,
a8 onr bluwsed Lord said it would be, to be re—~
viled and hated, the oltjects of suspicion and
obloguy. As long, he voutinu: d, as the church
is the fifend of the rich, the companion of the
educated, and js polite to the middle classee,
without belog intrusive, and shares the dutics
of the relivving officer and of the policemen to-
wards the poor, the world lets her pass, aud
comumends her for ber wise apirit of tolerance,
But now thas the church is in earnest it is por-
secutyd ; it is in the condition of the words of
8t Paul, ‘Troubled on every sive ;' aud be donbit-
¢d not that days of prosccotion and persecution
were in store, aud that some would seal
their confession with their blood. He con
sidered that the judgment of the Privy Coun-
cil on one poirt—the light on the altar—was
an attack on one of the great chrlstian veritivs
—ona which he had slways taught and iocul-
cated in that church, and one which he would
always teach—the ductrine of the resl pres-
ence, The opponents of the revival of high re-
ligious thioughts and practices were very 1eady
with their ol jections to the symbols by which
tho church strove to dignify the doctriaes she
taught, They call the symbols mummerics,
the doctrines superstitions, the olj=ct pricet-
craft, and the end Popery. The significance of
altar lights is, as the congregetion well kusw,
that Christ is the )ight of the world. Where,
asked Mr Richards, is any superstition in this?
But the world does not like to be reminded of
its datics and obligations, and, thersfore, it
tries to stifle the voice of those who would re-
mind it. Let not his hearers be cast down,
Thbe day wou'd surely come, and come soon,
when the doctrines of the Church would
be tiinwphant. Though tronbled on eyvery
sidd, jet were they mot distr weed ;
perplexsd, butnot In deepeir ; persecut d, but
oot forsaken ; cast down, but not destroyed.
The prescher covcluded & very long d.scousse
by ealling opon bis people henceforth to let
outward sigos téstify to toe inward belief of
theirhearts, They knew he did. That, hitherto, |
he had discouraged vather than encouraged the
uge of extreme external signs of devotion, Bub

words of pssim——*let us worship and fall down’
—during the prayer of consecration in the office
of the holy eucharist, and especislly never to
git down, but to kueel or to stand, while our
bleased Lord lies on the altar. No one,he said
would think of sitting in the presence of the
Queen, how much more shonid one be revsrent
in the presence of the King of Kings? He
wound up by requesting the subscriptions of
the coopgregstion at this crisis to aid the
sorvices of fhe chareh, alshough his practice on
the first Sunday of the year was ususlly to ask
them on bebaif-of some charity. At the
colebration after the sermon, the candles on
the sltar were lignted, nnd remaiced g0 during
the service, . Prostrstions and genuflexions as
desired were also performed.” |

Institate recently by Mr, R, Braudoz, on * Con-
solidation of Mansgement of Railways, snd
Uuaiformity of Fares for all Distances.! Mr.
Brandon, having pointed out the errors in tie
presgnt system of rallway management snd
seale of furss, proceedcd to argue that railways
should be placed under one management, go-
vernment or otherwise, and should charge a
uniform rates of fares The aualogy of the post-
office was exact, especially now when it has &
book and parcel delivery, aad is also & trans-
mitter of monsy. Government was also about
to tuke possession of the telegraph, and had
ouly to take one step more aod uundertaks the
reilways. He showed that the present relationg
betwoun shuareholders and raliway property
wers  most  uasatisfactory, the  uverage
dividend on £500 000,000 sterling having been
Iukt yesr only 34 per cent, AU preseut the
fares averaged 1s. for each porson; but
by this plan the fares would be lg, first class
64, srcond, and 34, third; and e calculated
that t ¢ number of pussengers would be in-
crensed gixfold, He would propose that all the
luggage should be paid for, as, if a man go
frow London to York for 6d, he could hardly
expect to get a hondred weight of luggage,
waich roguired portersge, curried for nothing,
By this plan, teken a8 s whole, he expicted the
tollowing results, Siugle tickets, 17 millions
sterhug  soousl, 18 milllons ; expross trains,
11 wiliions; 3d, fares, half & million ; luggsge
churge, 4 millions; saviog io managemert by
awalgamation, 31 millions—total contempla-
fed revenue, 56 willions, being an excess over
the present gross revenue of 38 millions ster-

8 tu goods trains, 89 he did not think they
would be much effected by the propored change.
[0 show thnt he was ot too sarguine io his
auticipstions, he might meution that in the
old cosching days 80,000 passengers were
daily curried in 3000 cosches, whereas in 1865
the teaius cartiod 850,000 daily. He believed,
therefors, that his calenlstions would prove
coireot, Bug even if the increass should be only
three. fold, there would »till be an enormous
pecuninry advantage, whilst the bunefits to the
