Fluke storm sends five to hospital
after tractor-trailer loses

control

0 teenagers are in critical condi-
I tion after a serious accident
which tied up traffic for six hours
on Route 55 near Richmond in the
Eastern Townships.

Slick road conditions from a spring
snowstorm are being blamed for the ac-
cident which occurred when a tandem
tractor-trailer lost control on a slippery
overpass, glancing an oncoming truck
and hitting the two compact cars travel-
ling behind it. Two other cars also lost
control trying to stop, leading to a six
vehicle pile-up.

The lone driver of the first car was se-
riously injured and taken to hospital in
Drummondville.

The four occupants of the second car,
siblings from Cap-de-la-Madeleine, had
to be released from their crushed

Chevette with the help of Richmond
firefighters using hydraulic shears. As
soon as they were released the accident
victims were rushed to three different
emergency rooms in Sherbrooke where
a 13-year-old boy and his 17-year-old sis-
ter were listed in critical condition Fri-
day evening.

The truck driver escaped shaken but
unscathed.

Quebec Police Force spokesman Serge
Dubord said the accident occurred
when the truck driver applied the
brakes in an attempt to reduce his speed
behind slower traffic. That, Dubord
said, caused him to lose control and
veer into the oncoming lane.

Richmond Record correspondent
Rick Foss, who arrived about an hour
after the accident, said the scene was a
mess with long lines of trucks on either
side of the highway and cars driving

along the shoulder to seek alternative
routes.

“There was some blood on the
ground, but it was still snowing,” he
said, adding that the truck and its two
flatbed trailers were jackknifed across
both lanes blocking traffic in both di-
rections.

The accident, which occurred about
two kilometres north of the Richmond
exit, fouled up traffic for six hours as
tow trucks worked to remove the
wrecked cars as well as the tractor and
its two trailers. Workers also had to
clean up a fuel spill from the snow-coy-
ered pavement,

The road was finally reopened
around 4:30 after a police roadblock got
the go-ahead from Transport Quebec.

Police say the late storm led to many
fender-benders throughout the Town-
ships but no other serious accidents.

Blanchette gets head start on campaign for BQ

ith the election campaign well
W underway in Sherbrooke de-

spite the lack of an official
election call, Jacques Blanchette an-
nounced he wants to start representing
the Bloc Québécois in the riding to en-
sure his party doesn't start its campaign
when the other parties are completing
theirs.

“ (Conservative candidate) Jean
Charest did not wait for the starter's pis-
tol and when you open La Tribune it’s
clear (Liberal candidate) Martin Bureau
has also left the starting gate,”
Blanchette said, adding that his party
will officially select a candidate May 2.

Blanchette's only real competition
may come from regional Parti Québé-
cois president Céline Dostie, who is still
considering throwing her bonnet into
the race. Former Bloc candidate and re-
gional president Guy Boutin declared
he will not run, as did former youth
president Frédéric Dubé, who is sup-
porting his law partner Blanchette.

Blanchette, who ran for the PQ in
1989, said sovereignists can't afford to
wait, and after consulting the majority
of those on the local BQ executive, he
launched his race to represent Sher-
brooke in the House of Commons.

At a press conference Friday after-
noon, the criminal lawyer criticized his
two opponents for “stomping all over”

provincial election standards for spend-
ing and campaign advertising.

In a provincial election, advertising
before the campaign is prohibited and
spending is strictly controlled to ensure
candidates have equal footing in the
race.

He said times have changed in Que-
bec since Maurice Duplessis bought
elections with promises of new refriger-
ators. Now, he said his opponents are
trying to buy the election with publicity
- with Bureau’s quarter page ads in the
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press, and Charest's smiling face staring
at motorists and pedestrians from the
back of every bus in the city.

“But at the federal level, winning an
election campaign can never cost too
much,” he said. “To take power, all is fair
as long as candidates can afford it.”

Blanchette, who dubbed himself a pit
bull during his provincial election bid
in 89, has dropped what turned out to
be a negative image. But he said he still
intends to pursue his opponents relent-
lessly.

True to his word, Blanchette began
his attacks on Sherbrooke MP Jean
Charest and the Liberals.

He accused Charest of ignoring his
riding over the past four years, and of
never being on hand in the House of
Commons for votes and debates which
were important to his riding.

“Despite the fact that he was paid to
represent Sherbrooke in Ottawa, he
spent the past few years travelling
across Canada rebuilding his party on
the backs of his constituents,”
Blanchette said, adding that the Sher-
brooke MP didn’t even blush at taking
his paycheque and not delivering the
goods.

He accused Charest of becoming a
megalomaniac, particularly when pre-
senting his party's platform:Jean
Charest's plan for Canada's next century.

“Jean Charest speaks the same way
about himself as Louis XIV did,” he said.

Blanchette also attacked the current
Liberal administration and Chrétien,
failing to come out swinging against
Sherbrooke Liberal candidate Martin
Bureau.

But his main attack was on the Cana-
dian federation and how it does not
favor Quebec.

Blanchette said that while Quebec
has had a number of prime ministers
from the province, they have not acted
in the best interests of Quebecers.

“It was when one of ours was prime
minister that the worse insults hap-
pened to Quebec,” he said, citing as an
example the repatriation of Quebec's
Constitution under former Prime Minis-
ter Pierre Elliot Trudeau and current
PM Jean Chrétien, then justice minister.

“Never were we treated in such a vile
and base way,” he said, adding that the
repatriation occurred despite the unan-
imous objection of all MNAs in the Na-
tional Assembly, a consensus that is
extremely difficult to obtain.

Blanchette said that's the impetus
for sending Bloc Québécois MPs to Ot-
tawa, to ensure that such a coup doesn't
happen again.

Blanchette said that he's convinced
he will win the next election in a riding
which voted 52.7 per cent in favor of sov-
ereignty. And he said he intends to fight
this election as if it were another refer-
endum so that the election debate is
based on ideas and not personalities.

lete and Conservative campaign
“mascot” André Viger “that others are
capable of overcoming large obstacles
too.”

Charest, who has been accused of ig-
noring the region and his duties in the
House of Commons while traveling
across Canada to rebuild his party,
bragged that his most important role is,
and has always been, MP for Sher-

brooke.

But his speech to constituents sound-
ed more like the launch of a national
campaign, with few references to local
issues. Later he defended the speech say-
ing people in the riding were also con-
cerned about unemployment and the
economy.

Preaching to the converted, Charest
recalled a fund-raiser four years ago
when he announced his intention to
run for the Conservative leadership.

He said that although he started that
race with only five per cent in the polls,

he came close to winning the race
thanks in large part to the vital burst of
energy he got from constituents in Sher-
brooke.

“Now I'm coming back to get more
momentum from Sherbrooke to help
me win this race,” he said, adding that
he will make constituents proud.

Charest was also surrounded by more
than a dozen Conservative candidates
from Quebec, including former federal
Transport Minister Jean Corbeil, the
only prominent former Tory MP seeking
re-election in the province. Also on

hand were big name candidates Gen.
Lewis MacKenzie and Jan Brown, a for-
mer Reform Party

Some unexpected support came from
Orford Liberal MNA Robert Benoit who
joined Monique Gagnon-Tremblay in
supporting the Tory leader.

“I think Jean Charest is the best am-
bassador for this region not only out-
side this province, but also outside this
country,” Benoit said, adding that
Charest represents many of the same in-
terest he does including family, youths,
the economy and the environment.

Another small sector of the new rid-
ing is in the provincial riding of Megan-
tic-=Compton Liberal MNA Madeleine
Bélanger. Both Orford MNA Robert
Benoit and Bélanger and their organiza-
tions are solidly behind Grenier.

Grenier, who has been involved in
back-room provincial politics for years,
has been solicited many times by the
Union Nationale and Liberal parties. But
he never felt he had the time, resources
or experience needed to do justice to
the job.

Having recently retired from his prac-
tice, he said he and his family are now
ready for the sacrifice of political life.

$185 million for infrastructure

Federal Liberals
spreading the wealth

he federal government has eked
Tout yet another project just in

time for an expected election call
this week. The Liberals recently an-
nounced the extension of the Canada-
Quebec Infrastructure Program
through 1997-98. Federal investment in
the upcoming year will be $116 million,
in addition to the $74 million left from
the last phase, bringing the overall fed-
eral contribution to $185 million. The
total invested under the program, in-
cluding the investments by municipali-
ties and the province of Quebec, has
reached $554 million.

The announcement prefaces similar
ones that are expected this week. The
long-awaited job-training agreement
with the province is expected to be fi-

nalized in days. Human Resources Min-
ister Pierre Pettigrew has already signed
similar deals with four other provinces,
including one last week with Manitoba.

The last 10 days have been busy ones
for the Grits, including new anti-gang
legislation, purging themselves of a con-
troversial Pearson Airport lawsuit and
allowing limited cod fishing in New-
foundland. The Department of National
Defence also approved a 6,000-metre ar-
mory for Prime Minister Jean Chrétien's
riding near Shawinigan. The federal
government also announced the ap-
proval of a $600,000 grant under the
Liberal's transitional-jobs fund for the
hiring of 60 people involved with con-
struction of a hotel in the Auberge des
Gouverneurs chain also in the Shawini-
gan riding.

Our farmers must have the right
to use their land to produce food,
their animals must have the right to
smell, and their machinery the right
to squeak when it needs a shot of
grease.

For decades now the status of the
family farm has been in crisis. Yet it
is these very families who are the
best stewards of the land, precisely
because they want the best to pass
down to their children. Factory farms
provide ample evidence of what hap-
pens when we allow the “culture” in
agriculture to become big business.

FARMLAND OR REAL ESTATE

In his best seller, “Fields of Vision,"
Ottawa freelance writer Phil Jenkins
chronicles the sad state of farming
across Canada, and comes to the un-
comfortable conclusion that once
upon a time all of Canada was land
but the day is fast approaching when
it will all be real estate.

Quebec’s farmers are doing their
best to see that this doesn’t happen.
But they need help. The outcome af-
fects us all.

a demonstrable relationship with
Jesus of Nazareth who lived and died
and is alive from the dead and is wor-
thy of worship as God.

Henry and Bev Musty have made the
boutique almost a Lennoxville institu- |
tion, they had to leave the Townships
and travel across Canada and back again
to find a special spot to call their own.
he Musty's were two daring souls,
Bev a teacher at LEE.S., and Henry an em-
ployee at Hydro, in 1966 when they de-

cided to cross the country in search of a
different life. They sold everything, ex-
cept for a dining table and chairs, quit
their jobs and headed for Vancouver
with not much more than their car and
an 18 foot trailer

“My parents thought we were crazy,”
said Bev.

Once in Vancouver, though, the
Musty's found that the atmosphere was
not what they had hoped it would be.

“There was a lot of “Don't go in this
neighborhood,” and “You shouldn't go
there,” said Bev Musty.

Rain for 43 days did not earn West
Vancouver extra points in the Musty's
books.

“The grass wasn't greener there,”
said Bev.

Undeterred after all, there was a
whole country to call home - the couple
backtracked.

Calgary was considered for a short
while. Witnessing an all-out no-holds-
barred brawl between a couple con-
vinced the Mustys to move on.

“That guy literally dragged her out by
her hair,” said Henry Musty.

“We just looked at each other and
said, ‘This is not the place for us’ con-
firmed Bev.

After finding Saskatchewan too
quiet, the Mustys thought they had
found a place to call home in Ontario,
where Bev found a teaching job. The
pair returned to Lennoxville on the
weekend to retrieve a copy of her
teacher’s certificate to finalize her new
job but fate stepped in to set a new path
for the Mustys.

While in town, they discovered 75
acres of woods and pasture for sale by
owner Howard Majury. Even though
Majury was willing to take the Musty's
18 foot trailer as partial payment, Bev
had her job in Ontario waiting for her.
But the piece of land was still on
Henry's mind.

“On our way back,” said Bev, Henry
said “I think we should move back.”

Expo ‘67 was coming to town the
next year, and the word was that people
would be looking for places to camp
anywhere within 100 miles of Montreal.
The following Wednesday, Henry went
to see Bev at work: he wanted to return
to Lennoxville and open a camp ground.

ple worked hard building a driveway,
picnic tables, office space, and a gift
shop area. During this time, Henry
found the Mystery Spot, a place where
the laws of gravity seem to take pause.

Over the years, the Mystery Spot and
its gift shop, the Homestead, grew in
popularity as it expanded its services.
The camp site grew to include a pool, a
mobile home park, and an 18 hole mini-
golf course. The Homestead, carrying
quality products, became the largest
collectible store in Quebec. In 1984, the
Homestead owners won the Spotlight
Dealer of the Year Award, given by the
Bradford Exchange, which honors deal-
ers with the best promotion, displays,
presentation and service.

Fate stepped in again in 1993 when
the building at 159 Queen Street in
Lennoxville, which had been home of
the Wool Shop for over 60 years went up
for sale. It was an opportunity the
Mustys couldn't pass up.

“It was more of a spur of the moment
decision,” said Bev.

Their renovations and business prac-
tices earned the Musty's Lennoxville's
Business Development Award in 1993.

With Bev running the boutique in
Lennoxville and Henry taking care of
the family farm, the Mustys put the
Mystery Spot up for sale. Though on
the market, the Mystery Spot and
tourist attraction still opens in the sum-
mer to accommodate the clientele.

Since moving the Homestead into
town, Bev and Henry have expanded
their selection of gift items to accom-
modate the demand of their loyal cus-
tomers.

“We've become more than a col-
lectible store,” said Bev. “We filled some
voids when we moved here.”

With the Wool Shop no longer in
Lennoxville, and the Christian book-
store closing, the Homestead carries
wool and knitting supplies as well as in-
spirational cards. Increased walk-in
traffic meant a need for a greater vari-
ety of products. Today, the Homestead
offers custom framing, decorating
items as well as Green Hill instrumental
and Solitudes nature sounds CDs com-
pliment the various gift items adorning
the Lennoxville boutique.

The second floor of the Homestead's
new home allowed the Musty’s to sepa-
rate items according to theme. There is
the Wildlife Room, which contains
prints, pillows, figurines and plates
adorned with animals and nature
scenes. The Table Top Room contains
everything imaginable for a table; flat-
ware, place mats, tablecloths, crystal
and silver. In the Baby Room, customers
may find the perfect little gift for a bap-
tism.

Bev insists that items of her store be
of high quality at the same time suit a
variety of budgets.

“We work hard to find reasonably
prices items, but not ‘cheap’ items,”
said Bev. “We work hard to find some-
thing good yet inexpensive.”

Bev used the Homestead's 99 cent
candles as an example of this search for
high quality at reasonable prices. A can-
dle bought at the Homestead had to be
drip less, burn for a long time and not
carry an exorbitant price.

“We found a company that had can-
dles that burned for 10 hours,” said Bev.
She knows this for a fact, having tested
them herself.

Of course, in the 1990's, any success-
ful boutique must have quality items at
reasonable prices. But what customers

Indeed, during the Record's visit to
the Homestead last week, Henry was
getting ready to deliver a print he had
framed for a customer. Every customer
walking through the door is greeted

with a warm smile and a “Hello.”

“You can buy nice things in.other
places,” said Bev, “but you can’t always
get the service,” that the Homestead
strives to offer every customel

Bev and Henry are the first to say that
they credit their staff for providing ex-
cellent service too. Heidi McElravy-Cur-
rie, who has worked in the Homestead
team for three years, adds her personal
touch to the boutique,

“She's a very valuable employee,”
said Bev. “Her specialty are plates, dolls
and a winning smile.”

The Homestead's 30th anniversary
will mean rotating 30 per cent sales to
thank customers for their loyal patron-
age. Bev promises that almost every-
thing in the store will be on sale at one
point in the year. Starting April 30th,
the Homestead will also be having a
monthly anniversary drawing. Cus-
tomers who sign their sales receipt and
leave it in a special box will have a
chance to win merchandise in the value
of their purchase.

Expanding their customer base is an-
other way the Mustys have decided to
begin their 30th year in business. The
Homestead will be offering a corporate
gift service. Local businesses will be
able to call the Lennoxville store for spe-
cial gift ideas for employees and for
final touches in their office decor.

Quick business savvy and quality cus-
tomer service have made the Homestead
a Lennoxville success story, but family
values have continued to provide Bev
and Henry with the energy to continue.
Though it is now allowed for stores to be
open on Sundays, the Mustys refuse to
open except for the weeks just before
Christmas. They believe that spending
time with family, for themselves as well
as for their staff, is top priority. Every
year the duo also close up shop for two
weeks and head for Aruba.

“It's the only time we can take,"said
Bev. Of course, a few weeks on a warm
island in the middle of winter never
hurt anyone.

And that dining table the couple left
behind in 1966 now sits solidly on the
store's second floor. Homestead's histo-
ry proves that sometimes you have to
travel a long way, sometimes across the
country, to discover the perfect place to
be is right where you started.

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Actress happy to be back in the fast Lane

1ane Lane was so happy to get a chance to play
Dm an action movie that she didn’t mind seek
ing workers' compensation - convincing
proof, she says mischievously, that even movie stars
are ordinary mortals,

Lane found herself filing a claim last year after
playing an intrepid White House security agent in the
new Warner Brothers mystery thriller, Murder At
1600

“It was stupid, really. It wasn't even a glamorous
moment of action - I was simply running downstairs
Irouble is, | had read the script wrongly, thinking
that the scene called for me to be running UP the
stairs, so I'd been practicing running upstairs all
morning.”

“Then, when the time came to shoot the scene, I
find they wanted me to bolt DOWN the stairs. So nat
urally, I fell and slid, and jammed my leg pretty big
time."”

You sense some annoyance with herself for allow-
ing this to happen, especially since she came through
with flying colors when filming far tougher se-
quences - such as crawling through a musty tunnel
under the White House and making a dangerous leap
off the bottom of a rapidly descending fire escape lad-
der.

But, Lane who has been acting since she was a
child, is refreshingly candid about the business she is
in and about her own career, admitting that at one
point she was so disillusioned with acting that she al-
most gave it up.

She also has no trouble admitting that she some-
times makes bad choices when it comes to a role - one
notorious example being a 1995 futuristic clunker

called Judge Dredd in which she starred with Sylvester
Stallone in one of his more cement-like characteriza-
tions

“What the hell was I thinking?" she exclaims. “My
agents absolutely filibustered me into doing that

movie. They told me it would give me high visibility
and improve my ‘foreign stock.' I said to them: ‘Look at
Stallone’s last eight movies. What did they do for any
of the women he worked with in those?' But my

agents really stuck it to me.”

Lane had the last laugh: "I fired them after [ did the
movie,"” she says forthrightly.

Jut Murder At 1600, which opened Friday, is anoth-
er matter. The plot focuses on the gruesome murder
of a young woman at the White House - a crime that
places the integrity of the presidency in jeopardy.
Wesley Snipes plays the Washington homicide detec-
tive whose investigation runs into continued
stonewalling from various government policing agen-
cies and who eventually finds his own life in jeopardy
from mysterious high-level adversaries. Lane is the re-
sourceful White House secret service agent who defies
her bosses to become his one trustworthy ally.

She says screenwriters Wayne Beach and David
Hodgin had done something extremely rare in Holly-
wood by creating a believable female action hero.

“It's not a script where my character is usurped by
her sexuality or by a macho male or where she’s sim-
ply an ornament. That aspect was what was most im-
portant to me. This isn’t to say she’s a neuter and that
there's no charisma happening because of her female-
ness. But it's not an exploitive element.”

Lane is now 32, which means she's been in movies
more than half her life. She made her screen debut op-
posite Laurence Olivier in the 1979 film A Little Ro-
mance, playing a teenager on the loose in Paris.

he Bishop's College School Play-
Tor's Club in Lennoxville will pre-
sent another bilingual
production this year, Alan Ayck-
bourn's Invisible Friends.

It's the story of Lucy, who's part of a
dysfunctional family and is so ignored
that she revives her old imaginary
friend, Zara. When Zara becomes visi-
ble, the two of them kick Lucy’s real
family from the house, replacing them
with Zara's brother and father. At this
point, life is too good to be true and
will soon prove itself to be just that.

Sixth form student, Emily Evans,
who plays Lucy, has been rehearsing
since January. She said there is a huge
technical side to the show with plenty
of special effects, lighting and sound.

“It's more of a ‘techie’ production
than an actor's play,” she said. “Com-
pared to our other productions it’s
completely different because it has so
much technical stuff.”

Kristin Marosi, another sixth form
student, works as the play’s sound co-

ordinator and has to be on her toes
constantly because of the play’s many
technical features.

“It's a lot of work,” said Marosi, who
had never worked on a play’s tech crew
before. “All the equipment (lighting
and sound) is completely new which
was really lucky because (this is) the
first really technical play.”

Lewis Evans, the play’s director, has
decided to use the play’s plot to en-
hance its theme. Although Ayckbourn
wrote the entire play in English, Evans
and co-director Maryse Forest, decided
to have part of it translated into
French. The use of both languages re-
sults in a more concrete acknowledg-
ment of the play’s division and a
poignant commentary because the
dysfunctional family is English and
the ‘invisible’ one French.

“It's fundamentally a comedy,” said
Evans, the BCS drama teacher. “It's got
a moral to it. It’s not an original moral
but a moral nonetheless - if you put
your mind to it you can do anything.
That's a very positive thing.”

“We have sort of a typical topical
way of going about it. Last year, when
we did Romeo and/et Juliette it was a
bilingual production of Romeo and
Juliet,” he explained, “We’'re an Eng-
lish school in a French province, we
stress bilingualism, we have a bilin-
gual option program and one of the
key elements in the program is ‘ex-
pression dramatique’.”

Claude-Catherine Lemoine, a bilin-
gual sixth form student, plays Zara,
Lucy's invisible friend. Lemoine said
her character is a seemingly nice girl
who slowly reveals herself to be a nasty
manipulator.

“I think they’'ll like (the play) be-
cause everybody will understand it,"
said Lemoine, “Because at the school
there are a lot of second language (stu-
dents) but (the play) is light, the sub-
ject is easy to understand and there
are going to be a lot of special effects
(making it) a fun play.”

Gaiters back in pads for one last Spring fling

LENNOXVILLE
t's not quite football season, but
Idon't tell that to Bishop's head
coach Ian Breck. His Gaiters just
finished their winter conditioning
program with a series of spring prac-
tice drills designed to keep the players
sharp during the off-season.
University football has become in-
creasingly competitive over the past few
years and now spring workouts are a
part of most teams' regiment. While

Bishop's drills aren’t on the scale of

some schools like the University of Cal-
gary, which usually brings in 100-plus
players to their spring practices, they
were a success.

“An awful lot of maturing goes on be-
tween the end of the football season
and the end of the school year,” Breck
said. “There is no doubt in my mind that
after our spring workouts, we are, I'd
say a year and a half better as a football
team.”

“It does a lot for team camaraderie
bringing 60-65 guys together in a foot-
ball environment in the off-season. Plus
it gives the coaches a chance to evaluate
the talent and personnel we have. We
can see how much progress they've
made and where they stand in relation
to last fall.”

“I'm going into my fifth year and I
learned that their is still a lot for me to
learn,” slotback Nigel McGilvery said.
“But these practices are also valuable
for the younger players since it gives the
coaches a chance to look at the guys
they hadn’t seen that much of in the

ik

fall."

Off-season workouts actually began
in January with thrice-weekly early
morning practices where individual po-
sition skills were stressed. The drills
were complimented by physical condi-
tioning programs developed for each
player by the coaching staff.

In late March and early April, all this
culminated with nine days of full-
fledged practices giving players a
chance to exhibit their skills and make
statements heading to training camp in
August. The practices, some of which
were done in the Bishop's gym and oth-
ers which were held on the team's out-
door practice field, were done at “thud”
contact, meaning that everything short
of all-out tackling was permitted.

Breck said he's flexible with the
depth charts and somebody not making
much of an impression at spring work-
outs would still get the chance to win a
starting job at training camp.

“This gave us a chance to experiment
with some of our people and try differ-
ent people in different positions to see
if they fit,” Breck said. “It also gave us a
chance to teach techniques and skills.”

“Objective No. 1 of these workouts
was to use the time to try and get every
player better as an individual and as a
unit. I think we did that, as well as set a
positive tone for the upcoming season."”

Defensive tackle Ryan Hamilton, the
team's rookie of the year in 1995 who
had off-season knee surgery, said the
workouts helped him a lot towards get-
ting into shape for the coming season.

“Coming back from my injury, I felt
things went very well and | benefited a

lot from the stuff we did,"” the Bramp-
ton, Ont., native said. “It's important to
keep on working out and trying to
progress. But also, these workouts keep
things like our formations and align-
ments fresh in people’s minds.”

“From a defensive perspective, things
were aggressive from the start, which is
a positive,” said All-Conference line-
backer Rob Smith, who led the team in
tackles last year. “"Hopefully we can take
what we learned and come back in Au-
gust at an elevated level.”

Now a second heart play is
fatal, stopping a second diamond ruff in the
dummy. However, North fell from grace,
trying to cash the spade ace. So, declarer
ruffed, took his ruffs. and had 10 tricks:
seven hearts, the diamond ace and two di-
amond ruffs in the dummy.

Here, North (Jens Auken) bid four spades
because he was a passed hand, As he
hadn't opened with a weak two-bid, he
rated to have only five spades. So, he could
be expected to have some minor-suit cards.
After East’s daft double, South (Dennis
Koch-Palmund) continued with four no-
trump to show 6-4 in the minors. (Bidding
five clubs would promise at least 5-5).

West (Henky Lasut) found the only way to
beat five diamonds. First, he led the spade
two. Then, on winning the second trick with
his trump ace, Lasut underled his top three
hearts. When East realized he had won the
trick with his jack, he returned a spade for
the fatal ruff.
