t’s not exactly easy to find informa­
tion online about Montreal-rocker 
Jonas anymore.

The paintings of Sutton oil painter, 
Vita, on view at Studio Georgeville, 
marry two elements: the celebration of 
women, and the denunciation of soci­
ety's ills and foibles. It is the unmistak­
able symbolic meaning of his work that 
characterizes it, and separates his art 
from that of many contemporary 
artists.

His two paintings currently at Studio 
Georgeville are good examples of this 
celebratory/denunciatory quality. 
"Against the Wind” is the first in a se­
ries titled “Women and Wheels”. Taking 
his cue from a quote of suffragist Susan 
B. Anthony, “I think [the bicycle] has 
done more to emancipate women than 
anything else in the world,” Vita created 
.1 series of eleven paintings, celebrating 
this freedom and self-reliance, while, at 
the same time, denouncing the societal 
forces that defy and define women’s 
struggle—organized religion, the main 
culprit and originator of other forms of 
oppression.

“Against the Wind" is a riveting 
painting that depicts a beautiful naked 
young woman bicycling, head-down, 
against the wind, a metaphor for 
women’s difficult journey. In the back­
ground the flags of the world blow with 
the wind.

The second painting, “Contemporary 
Art”, shows another young nude 
woman gazing'at an abstract painting; 
close by, standing before another ab­
stract, are a young girl and an adult 
woman, both turned away from the 
painting before them to look at the 
young nude. Pieces of the abstracts have 
fallen from the paintings and lie on the 
floor—Vita’s critique of contemporary 
art, which he feels is often vacuous, and

cannot be subjected to meaningful cri­
tique.

The composition of these paintings is 
sharp and clear, without small details— 
a style Vita calls pictorial realism—and 
the purpose of this style is to clearly de­
fine the symbolic value of the images. 
Nothing in the paintings is without 
symbolic intent.

Vita’s paintings are controversial. 
Some—particularly those that attack or­
ganized religion—can offend. This artist 
is a man with strong opinions about art 
and its purpose. The original artists, he 
reminds us, “created intelligible images 
and carried readable messages.

“In fact”, says Vita, “the fundamental 
vision of the masters went beyond their 
contemporary doctrines and expanded 
the universality of the human mind 
(many at their own expense).”

Art, he says, “...should be rich in com­
mitments and convictions”.

Vita’s art will leave you no doubt he 
is an artist who lives by these princi­
ples. His commitment to confronting 
contemporary issues in his work has 
not made him popular; despite praise 
from many galleries for the artistic 
value of his work, the in-your-face soci­
etal criticism implied by the images 
does not endear him to those who want 
their art to sell.

Vita’s work begs several questions: 
What is contemporary art? What do we, 
the purveyors of art, want from a paint­
ing? Are we too Canadian in our judg­
ments? Too timid, too frightened of a 
work of art that challenges us? Are our 
tastes circumscribed by what is deemed 
“tasteful”?

Vita’s paintings can be seen at Studio 
Georgeville, 20 Carré Copp in 
Georgeville, until April 12th. The studio 
is open every week-end from 11 until 5; 
call 819-843-9992 for information. More 
of Vita’s work can be seen at 
www.galleriecharmante.com/vita.html.

It took eight years, but the Juno Awards have finally 
made it to the West Coast.

When CTV took over the show in 2002, the 
network announced that the Junos were going on the 
road - and they did, starting in St. John’s, N.L.

Now, after stops in seven provinces and every region, 
the Juno Awards are airing on CTV Sunday, March 
29, from Vancouver’s General Motors Place.

“We’ve gone from one side of the country to the 
other now,’’ says the show’s producer, John Brunton. 
"We started with the philosophy of taking the music 
to the people. So we’ve literally gone from St. John’s to 
end up in Vancouver.

"When we started that journey, people didn’t believe 
it could be done. There was the question of how 
much is it going to cost to go away from the major 
centers - instead of how much do people want you to 
come.

Also, tor the first time in its current incarnation, a 
host is repeating. Toronto comic Russell Peters is back 
as ringmaster this year.

" I here are only a few comedians in the world who 
can play the arena settings,’’ Brunton says. “When 
Russell walks out on that stage, lie’s completely 
comfortable in that setting. He plays Madison Square 
Garden. He's played 10 20,000 people in London in 
two days.

“The thing that makes Russell interesting for a gig 
like this is that be doesn't get bowled over or

overwhelmed by an audience of 15,000 or 
16,000 people. It’s a fine art.”
Since 2002, the Juno Awards have evolved, 

as Brunton says, “from a show that happens 
on Sunday night” to a movable music festival.

Along with the awards show and the red 
carpet, there are workshops, club shows and 
various events. Brunton compares it to Grey 
Cup weekend.

Performers at this year’s awards include Sarah 
McLachlan, who also will be presented with 
the Allan Waters Humanitarian Award; soul 
diva Divine Brown; Montreal rockers the Stills 
and Sam Roberts; Ojibwe roots artist Crystal 
Shawanda; and folk-roots singer-songwriter 
Serena Ryder.

Ryder is nominated in two major categories: 
artist of the year and adult alternative album. 
And last year, she took home the new artist 
honors.

“They’re massive,” she says. “It’s awesome. I 
have no idea how I - 1 don’t want to jinx it, but 
I’m blown away by the company I’m among.

“I never in a billion years thought I’d be 
beside (fellow nominees) k.d. lang and Bryan 
Adams - or Hawksley Workman, who I have 
looked up to and adored forever. That’s 
mind-blowing enough. I don’t know il it 
could get better.”

They say in Hollywood it's not what you know; it's who you know, and it's true that as you 
work, that begets other work. That was one of those deals where Joss Whedon just assembled all these 
people he loves working with to do a project that's he's really keen on. I got to kick back and benefit from 
all the best that Joss has to offer.

A lot is riding on Michelle Obamas fashionable 
coattails.

Women started copying her look when she wore 
that black-and-white dress on “The View.”

Willie bares it all with latest release
Already a well-known songwriter (he 

wrote ‘Crazy’ for Patsy Cline, among 
others), Willie Nelson began his record­
ing career in the mid-1960s, at a time 
when the ‘Nashville Sound’ was the ‘in’ 
sound.

It contained lush string sections 
along with an array of back-up vocal 
singers, giving country music more of a 
pop big band sound. This style worked 
for some singers such as Ray Price, but 
for people like Nelson, the recorded ver­
sions of his songs did not always respect 
the moods and messages that he meant 
to convey.

But at the time, artists weren't al­
lowed to select arrangements, musi­
cians and studios. These are all factors

that sometimes really changed the re­
sults of what the artist had in mind. 
Back then, Willie Nelson was 
constantly frustrated by the 
use of strings, vocal group cho­
ruses and the slick final prod­
uct.

But everything would 
change with the release of 
1975's Red Headed Stranger 
album. From that point for­
ward Nelson and his Outlaw 
friends, redefined the way al­
bums were made.

It is with this sprit that ______
Willie Nelson and his good 
friend and band member Mickey 
Raphael decided to revisit some of Nel­

son’s early work. The new release titled 
Naked Willie is a collection of 17 Willie 

Nelson tracks originally 
recorded for RCA Records be­
tween 1966 and 1970.

The collection sees the orig­
inal recordings taken back to 
the bare essentials. Producer 
Mickey Raphael uses the origi­
nal master tapes from Nelson's 
sessions and with the help of 
modern day technology, they 
stripped down old recordings 
and turned them into master­
pieces, just as Willie Nelson 
originally wanted them.

By taking away all of the unnecessary 
instrumentation, the fans are able to

focus on the words of the songs rather 
than the music. It really leaves Willie 
Nelson and his band with a sound pine 
and simple. These uncomplicated tracks 
sound clean, with a good balance on the 
mix. You can hear nuances that were 
buried in the original mixes.

Five of the songs on this compilation 
were originally released on Laying My 
Burdens Down. Nelson and Raphael also 
picked material from the 1967’s album 
The Party's Over and Other Great Willie 
Nelson Songs, 1969 s My Own Peculiar 
Way, 1971's Willie Nelson & Family, and 
a few others including the 1968 single 
‘Bring Me Sunshine’ and the archive 
tracks ‘Jimmy's Road’ from 1968.

Naked Willie takes on a whole new 
meaning of‘less is more’.

The new production really shows the 
great tunes that country music had to offer 
back then. There’s ‘Following Me Around’, 
‘The Ghost’, and ‘Happiness Lives Next 

Door’ and T Just Dropped By’ which really shines with Nelson’s unique style.
The Party's Over’ is an unforgettable classic. I think everyone who gives this tune a listen 

will be extremely thrilled to hear the difference. It is a typical country song, so you can expect 
to hear about relationships coming to an end and misery.

Another great track is ‘What Can You Do to Me Now’, about a relationship coming to an 
end, but it is so much more than that. It is classic and raw Willie Nelson not to mention the 
beautiful Kris Kristofferson's classic, ‘Sunday Morning Coming Down’.

Of the 17 tracks on Naked Willie, only three weren't written by the legend. There’s ‘Bring 
Me Sunshine’ with a melody that recalls ‘King of the Road’, ‘Johnny One Time’ and ‘Sunday 
Morning Coming Down’.

While many of his songs have been re-mastered, remixed and repackaged time after time, 
very few times has a repackaged body of work sounded so vibrant, and so refreshing. It chron­
icles a prolific songwriting period for the icon and this is an album that every Willie Nelson 
tan needs to add to their own collection.

With access to the master tapes, Raphael was able to remove the overlays and remaster the 
iccordings. The result is a revelation for fans who have listened to these songs only through 
the overproduced version.

Nelson's voice with its unique phrasing is strong and appealing. I think that this time 
around, all those songs are presented as Nelson heard them when he wrote them and the way 
they were meant to be.

Willie Nelson is an artist bigger than life and the sum of his work is so impressive that it is 
sometimes hard to follow everything he does. Just this past year, the celebration of his 75th 
birthday brought numerous compilations on the market, including the 30th Anniversary 
Legacy edition of Stardust and the four-disc career retrospective One Hell of a Ride, just to 
name a few.
