Cooking Fish

But if you'll try cooking fish
by methods similar to those used

in preparing meat, the family usu-

ally becomes enthusiastic. For in-
stance, try a fish loaf by the recipe

in this column. The least expensive
way to buy the fish for it, is to
select a 21; to 3 lb. fish suitable

for boiling. Fish from your locality

will be cheapest. Clean and boil
or pressure-cook it. Use part for

the fish loaf, and the remainder for
a fish and potato chowder, escal-

loped fish, or flaked fish salad for
lunch next day.

Tasty Muffins will Add Value To Breakfast

Crunchy oatmeal muffins give breakfast lasting value.
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Mary's Little Lamb Is Sure
To Go Further In These Dishes

 

No longer is lamb regarded as only a springtime meat, for it Is

in fairly good supply all year. You'll find a shoulder roast of lamb as

flavorsome, tender and juicy as a leg of lamb, and yet a somewhat

more economical buy.

For a springtime touch when serving a shoulder lamb roast, gar-
nish the platter with apricot halves stuffed with cream cheese and

topped with sprigs of watercress.

"When you are roasting a shoul-
der or leg of lamb, it is important

to know the weight of the roast, as
this determines the time required
for the cooking. If you have no
scale at home to weigh the pieces,
ask your butcher to write the
weight on the wrapper.
Always keep in mind that low-

temperature cooking is as impor-

tant in roasting lamb as in cook-
ing all other kinds of meat. For
roasting, wipe meat with a damp
cloth, then sprinkle well with salt

and pepper and place on a rack
in an open pan, preferably one
just a little larger than ‘the roast.
Set the oven at 325. degrees F.
and allow at least 35 minutes per
pound for roasting. It is not ne-
cessary to baste the roast while
cooking.
For a special tang, garlic, al-

ways a favorite lamb seasoning,

may be desired. Grate a clove of
garlic and add to two tabléspoons

and melted butter.
With a pastry brush, paint the top

of the roast with this mixture. In
this way the garlic flavor will be
evenly distributed and not too
heavy on any particular servings.

There .are many other cuts of
lamb, and they are suited to all
cookery methods. Since practically
all lamb is very tender, most cuts
may be cooked bydry heat, ‘that
is, roasted or broiled. Shoulder

chops, as well as loin or rib chops,
are tempting and succulent when
oven broiled or pan broiled. Stuf-

fed breast of lamb, as well as

shoulder roasts and leg of lamb,

may be dry roasted. The less
tender cuts, shanks and neck

slices, are cooked by moist heat,

either by braising or simmering.

Savory Lamb Shanks

4 small lamb shanks
1 cup meat stock or water

115 teaspoons horseradish
la teaspoon salt

3 tablespoons fat
2 teaspoons Worcestershire

sauce
1 tablespoon vinegar

Few grains of pepper

Roll lamb shanks in flour and
brown in hot fat in a skillet. Re-
move to a large casserole, Stir
1 tablespoon flour into remaining
fat in skillet, add 1 cup of

water gradually, and stir until
thickened. Add horseradish, Wor-
cestershire sauce, vinegar, salt and

pepper. Pour over lamb shanks
and cover casserole. Bake in a
moderately slow oven (325 degrees
F.) for about two hours or until
tender. Serves 4.

Roast Lamb Shoulder With
Spanish Stuffing

14 cup minced onion
21% cups of soft bread crumbs

1 tablespoon chopped parsley
14 teaspoon pepper

3 tablespoons fat
2 tablespoons chili sauce

14 teaspoon salt
414 pounds honed lamb shoulder

Cook onion in fat until soft, but
not brown. Combine with bread
crumbs, chili sauce, parsley, salt
and pepper by tossing all together

lightly but thoroughly. Fill lamb

shoulder cavity with this stuffing
and sew edges together or secure

with toothpicks or poultry pins,
Place on rack in an uncovered
roasting pan in a moderate .oven
(325 degrees F.) and allow at least
35 minutes cooking time per
pound. Serves six to eight.

 

GLORIFIED EGGS

For those who lke scrambled
eggs late in the evening, you
might glorify them by adding
finely diced ham. Serve with
toasted English muffins, jelly and
hot coffee.

Hot muffins for breakfast!

Muffins carry food values that

stick to the ribs during the rest

of the day.

Crunchy Oatmeal Muffins

(Makes 12-15 average size
muffins)

One and one-half cups flour, 2

teaspoons baking powder, 1 tea-

spoon salt, 3 tablespoons sugar, 3

tablespoons melted butter, 11;

cups quick-cooking oatmeal, 13

cup raisins, 2 eggs, 1 cup milk.

Set the oven control at 400

degrees F. and start it heating.

Sift the flour. Measure, Add bak-
ing powder, salt and sugar and
sift again. Add the oatmeal and
raisins, mix well. Beat the eggs
lightly ; add the milk and melted
butter. Add the liquid mixture,
all at one time, to the dry ingre-

¢ dients. Mix just enough to dampen

the dry ingredients. The batter

will look lumpy but that's okay.

Do not beat. Fill the buttered
muffin pan by spoonfuls about

% full. Use 2 teaspoons to fill

muffin pans and remove batter
each time from the top. If you

dip to the bottom the extra stir-
ring will cause poor texture. Place

in the pre-hei.ted oven and bake

20 to 25 minutes. Remove muffins

from pans as soon as they come

from the oven and serve at once.

(Makes 12-15 medium size

muffins)

Twelve steamed, pitted prunes,

WESTERN SHOULD TAKE COLLECE CROWN

After one afternoon of glory, the McGill Redmen seem destined

for another mediocre season, as they showed little on either defense

or offense in dropping their second consecutive encounter to the Var-

sity Blues, 33-0, in Toronto on Saturday afternoon. The Blues were

even more impressive than they had been the week before, as their

well-trained, but outweighed line, stopped 18 of McGill's 32 running

plays for either a loss or no gain, and limited the Red Machine to 8 JN

first downs for the afternoon’s work.

It was the sixth successive time that a Varsity team had downed

McGill, the streak having started in 1946. McGill last beat Toronto
in the final game of the 1945 schedule,

So, this leaves Western as the best intercollegiate team around,

and a lead-pipe cinch for the league title, except for a small rule which

states that if the second-place team whips the league leaders in one
of the two games they play during the season, a playoff between the
two squads is in order. That means that if McGill was to luck out a
win over the Mustangs while Western then beat Varsity, the Redmen
would force a post scason playoff for the championship.

However, past performances show that the Redmen nave little
chance of upsetting Western, for they haven't beaten the Mustangs
since 1938, having dropped eight successive games to the Metrasmen.
Also, the Londoners will have an added incentive to win that one next
week, for they now have a string of 26 games in which they haven't
been beaten, equalling the record of those great Queens’ teams of
the '20s. A win over McGill will be No. 27 and a new record for West-
ern, who tied the old one by downing the Gaels 23-9, intheir most im-
pressive display of the season last Saturday.

Getting back to that game in Toronto, it was a great day for the
Blues, and for Bruce Cummings, who again was in the role of chief
conspirator against the Red Machine. Mr. Cummings passed 29 times,
and completed '18, for a 629, mark, and 270 yards gained. One of the
passes was good for the first touchdown. Cummings also scored once,
and kicked four single points. And just to be different, he kicked for
a sensational average of 55 yards per kick, as contrasted to a me-
diocre average of 36.6 by the Red booters on 13 efforts.

Despite these impressive figures, we can't see Varsity beating
Western, for Cummings’ nassing is never as effective against the
Mustangs as the rest of the league. The speed of the Wsetern back-
field, which is by far the fastest in Canada, is the reason for this, and
then the Londoners have George Wearring, who is probably the best
centre on pass defense in the country. Also, Metras has a triple-
threater named Jack Parry, who right now is just about the best
halfback in Canadian football. The crux of the matter lies in the fact
that both Varsity and Western play the same type of football, and
that both Varsity and Western play the same type of football. :

was once more comprised of Murray Hayes, who gained 85 of the
Redmen’s total of 104 yards rushing. Murray hit at a clip of 7.75
yards per try through that smart Varsity line . . . The Redmen ran a
total of just 59 plays, 32 running, 12 passing, and 13 kicking. There
were also a couple of kickoffs thrown in for good measure . . . In
American football, Notre Dame kept alive their three-year unbeaten
streak by hammering Navy, 41-7, the worst loss the Middies have
suffered in years. It was the fourth consecutive game in which the
Irish scored more than 40 points, At the rate at which they're going
now, they seem sure bets to reclaim the national championship that
they lost to Michigan last seasoh , . . Incidentally, Michigan stayed
among the ranks of the unbeaten over the past two seasons, by
edging past Illinois, 28-20 . , . In the Far West, California cinched a
Rose Bow! bid by outlasting Southern Cal 13-7, but just whom they'll
play in the Pasadena event is still a matter of speculation. Michigan
and Illinois are inelizible, having gone to the Coast in the past two
seasons, but Iowa, Wisconsin, Northwestern, Minnesota, and Purdue
are Big Nine teams who might be chosen. However none of these are
in Cal's class, so the Big Nine may choose a team from outside their
own conference, rather than lose the prestige which a defeat would
destrov . . . Alouettes should go into the LR.F.U. finals with a win in
Hamilton on Saturday, but don’t count the Argos out vet. Thev showed
they're capable of anything in that great win over the Als here last
Saturdav. If the Larks are counting on Ottawa to knock the Argos
out of the picture they may have a rude awakenine coming for we
can’t sere Ottawa playing too hard against the Toronto team, They'd a
lot rather get Argos in the finals than Alouettes, who have beaten
them twice this season
