Stamp Chatter
By “PHILATELIST” FLOOD
While the practice of carrying

mail {s as old as the history of

civilization and letter writing has
evolved frominscriptions on stone

tablets to the fine photographic

Airgraphs of today, the habit of

stamp collecting does not go fur-
ther back than 1840, when the
firat postage stamp was issued on

May 6th.

In the lays before stamps,
many methods of mail delivery
were tried, one of the most famous
being the Mulready combination
letter and envelope issued by the
British Government. Itwas named
after the designer, and consisted

of a single sheet of paper on

which the person wrote the mes-

sage to be sent, folded and addres-

sed on the outside, similar to the

Afr Letter now so widely used for

mail qverseas. Postage was paid

and a receipt for the amount given

and the..destination:was written
on the face.There are alarge num-
ber of these covers in collections
called Stampless covers, bearing
various inscriptions many of which
prove exceedingly interesting.

After the issuance of the first
stamp, a Penny Black, so named

for its value and color. This
stamp was issued gummed but

The rules of riding apply to both

automobiles and bicycles. When

riding keep to the extreme right.

Always observe the red and green

lights. Never hitch a ride onto
cars or other fast moving vehicles.
Because when you let go you are

liable to bump into an onpassing

 

vehicle, Always ‘stop. look and

listen” before riding across
