oaoda goaa gaily on. To-day a candidate 
retiree, to retara to-morrow with brighter 
hopee. Every ahnda of politics ia represented, 
from tha Dynastie to the onmiatakable “ Bed.’' 
Tha law oo tha elections has been pnbliahed. 
For aome fifteen daya the folleat liberty ia 
giron to hold election pablic meetings ; bat 
then, only roten can attend aach, and only 
to their proper electoral district. Thus ia cot 
off all attempt at M stamping.’' Every French 
man, aged 21 years, and laboring under no legal 
disqualification,is eligible to be a fit and proper 
candidate for the new Corps Legislatif. A great 
many avail themselves of the liberty of “com­
ing forward,” and finding none to blow a 
born for them, only blow their own the loader.
I observe one plan for embarrassing the ene­
my. A troublesome voter embodies all the poli­
tical sine of omission and commission of a lete 
representative in the form of an indictment, 
serves n copy of it on him through the 
medium of some “widely-circulated” jour­
nal, and calls upon him at a certain 
time and place, to “come and appear,” 
and give an account of his stewardship. Non- 
eompliacce with this mandate entails a loss 
of suffrages beyond doubt, for the sovereign 
people are just now masters of the situation. 
Bochefort, of Lmultnu notoriety, is a candidate 
for Parla. Hs la at present living ia that city 
of refoge-^Brossels, to avoid two years’ and 
a-half Imprisonment. If elected, he states he 
will return to Paris, and place himself in the 
hands of the Chamber, with whom rests the 
yea or nay, if he ia to be given up to the law.
In any case, says the foe of the Second Em­
pire, it would be at all events something new 
to bare a Deputy of Paris sent to prison for 
fibs above period. There is no end of hard 
words and blows taking place between editors.

We hare had daring the week somewhat of 
n little révolution. The was,
till a few daya ago, a semi-official print ; but 
it haa gone over—arms and baggage—to the 
enemy 1 What is more curious still, is that 
it professes aloue to be the faithful interpreter 
of tha Imperial mind, while Lt Peuple, which 
is generally credited as being the exponent of 
His Majesty, scouts such Insolence as some­
thing akin to sacrilege.

The well-wishers of tbe Emperor cannot but 
regret a step taken by his subordinates on Sat­
urday last The new journal—Le Rappel, was 
to appear on tbe following Monday, and the 
Chief of tbe Police prohibited its sale on the 
highways two days before it was born. ' The 
consequence has been to bring the rewards of 
martyrdom to the condemned. Tbe journal 
has appeared ; its get ap is anything but credi 
table to the Paris printers, who claim for 
themselves to be the first in tbe world in their 
business. Bat one is reconciled to this, when 
it is remembered the French claim to “oat- 
lick all creation’' in everything. The new 
journal has, of coarse, a “ letter" from Victor 
Hugo—foil of all thoseaposthropies to liberty, 
Ac., which makes one understand the ennui of 
the Qrseks in hearing “Aristides the Jast” 
being eternally dinned into their ears. A letter 
from Garibaldi was the one thing wanted. We 
don’t want the complaints of Victor Hugo. He 
can return to France If he pleases, or remain 
at M Haaterille House" on his 100,000 francs 
ayear. Some election squibs, childishly illus­
trated. with a carefully arranged selection of 
old news, make ap the paper. By-and-bye, 
the Rappel mast have other thunder than this,
If it foSands to succeed.

The news per private letters from Rassis is 
of a very pacific kind. The question of extend­
ing the railway system is that uppermost in the 
nation’s mind. Tbe railway stations are en­
cumbered with merchandize, awaiting tbe 
means of transport. Another loan may soon 
be expected. The relations between tbe Czar 
and the Vatican are very cordial. Alexander 
haa convinced His Holiness that Polish Ca­
tholics suffer under no dissabiiity, as the high 
positions they occupy in the military and civil 
administration of the empire attest. Bussia 
desires repose, to develope her interns! re­
sources. She is keeping aloof from the news­
paper war between Austria and Prossia, and is 
resolved to look on only, if these powers de­
cide upoo opening tbe Sadowa question—which 
is quite on the cards.

Bat in Spain, matters are running riot. In 
the Cortes, the President has to be called to 
order by the members, to whom be ought to 
set a good example. The members themselves 
indulge in tbe greatest latitude, and. there is 
no philosophy too profound, no dogma too In­
tricate, that does not come in for discussion 
The mysteries of the Trinity, the Talmud, and 
the Bible, with a reference to Benan, and in­
decent allusions to the Virgin Mary, have all 
been tonched upon, only to illustrate tbe 
depth of absurdity, and the littleness into 
which the Revolution has fill en. The “coming 
man,” now more than ever, is demanded. Some 
friands of Spain ought to offer a reward for In­
formation as to the whereabouts of Don Carlos.
For the last ten days, he haa been a case of 
“ mysterious disappearance.” Some months, 
ago, his absence was explained by the “shoot-*
Jng season.” His game, this time, promises 
to be man.

The Princess Beavnn Is thirty years 'of age, 
rather pretty, plump and unmarried. Her 
father to dead, and also her brother, the latter 
having died from tbe accidental discharge of a 
pistol.

Thoe» Christians more 
advanced in the Gregorian Calendar are 
piously observing this “ Month of Mary ” very 
rigorously. From the Empress down to the 
Queen of Spain, aU have private alters, and 
are strict accountant of their beads.

He 
ia about 26 years of age, thin, tall, handsome 
and blonde. He has a most remarkable re­
semblance to his nofortuoato brother Maxi­
milian.

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The Emperor and Empress having given 
bell to a chapel in the Fsnbonrg St. Antoine, 
presented themselves daring the week at the 
baptismal ceremony. A good many chapels 
are still short of bells, as daring the revolu­
tion they were melted down into money. On 
the occasion in question, there were three in- 
feats to be christened. The sweetest toned 
was named “Eugeqfe”—and such was engrav 
ed upon it. On a platform, raised a few feet 
from the ground, and covered with a white 
cloth were the bells. The Archbishop of Paris, 
assisted by the clergy, offered up prayers, 
chanted aud anointed them, and struck each 
three times The Sponsors were invited to do 
the same, but the Empress was so lightly 
gloved, that after seising the tongue she was 
unable to ring, and a clergyman acted for her. 
It is usnal, after every baptism, to distribute 
bonbon*, and the Imperial Sponsors had pro­
vided some two hundred weight of such, 
which quickly disappeared among the appli­
cants.

The celebrated clock of Strasbourg is put 
into tbe shade by that now exhibiting in Paris, 
for the Cathedral of Beauvais. To hide a de­
fect In the building, the inhabitants decided 
upon having a monster clock ; they subscribed 
40,000 francs, and for tbe last four years, the 
ctockmakers, and twenty assistants have been 
at work. It bas cost 100,000 francs 
more than the original estimate —has 
fourteen different movements, and 90,- 
000 pieces of distinct machinery. The case 
is eleven yards high, in carved oak, over five 
yards broad, and nearly three in depth. At 
each hoar, a figure of Providence surmounting 
the clock, makes a gesture, and quite an army 
of Saints appear at windows, ears’ listening to 
the crowing of a coct. The principal of the 
50 dials has a figure of Jesus Christ, in enamel 
upon copper, and above and surrounding are 
the figures of the twelve Apostles, also in 
enamel. The pendulum weighs nearly 200 lbs. 
The machinery must be wound up every eight 
days. Not only does tbe clock show the hour., 
and chime each lapsed quarter of an hour, but 
there are dials showing the days of the week, 
the motions of the planets, the rising and set­
ting of the snn, the hours in tbe different chief 
cities otthe world, the seasons, zodiacal signs, 
tbe length of each day and night, the equation 
of tisse, dates, Saints’ days, the changes of the 
moon, tides, solstices, moveable feasts, the age 
of the world, leap-years, longitudes and latitu­
des, eclipses, and every centnry that expires. 
The maker of this mass of intelligence, is not 
inappropriately called Verite (Truth.) Crowds 
rash to see this marvel of mechanism.

Tbe Central Market of Paris is a work 
uniqoe of its kind. When completed it will 
consist of fourteen immense wings. The 
eleventh, devoted to pork, tripe, and snch sales, 
has just been inaugurated. The idea of a cen­
tral market originated in 1811, with the Frist 
Napoleon. It was the present Emperor who 
decreed the new market, based open tbe plan 
of the Crystal Palace, and the immense rail­
way terminii. When completed, the wings 
will cover nearly twenty acres, and cost se­
venty millions of francs. The Market Women, 
Damee de la Balle, are an important institn- 
tion. Versailles illustrates the part they play­
ed daring the Bevolation, and in all such pies, 
they must bare a finger. Formerly they had 
the privilege of kissing the King on all solemn 
occasions, and speaking to him frankly, and 
eons ceremonie. On other occasions, they were 
so free spoken to the passers-by, that in IÏ38, 
a law was passed fining any Dame one hun­
dred pounds, and imprisonment for some days, 
if guilty of vexing the pablic. Not less than 
6,000 waggons come nightly to this market 
with provisions for gargantuan stomach of 
Paris. Under each wing are vast caves for 
storing article» for sale. It is here the ponltry 
is killed and plucked, and the fresh water fish 
accommodated iu immense tanks. Three- 
quarters of a million gallons of water are daily 
used in cleaning the market, and the same 
number of cubic yards of gas are annually 
consumed to light it. An army of 500 porters, 
earning from 1,500 to 3,000 francs per year, 
perform the duties of carrying, Ac. These 
form a band of brothers, and none are admit­
ted into the fraternity who are gamblers, 
drunkards, or quarrellers. A reserved fond in­
demnifies any stall-keeper, who may be rob­
bed by one of these porters.

The new loan for carrying on the city im­
provements is in coarse of preparation for the 
market. The Emperor and Baron Hausman 
have been innndated with petitions not to stop 
the works.

A carious exhibition was held daring the 
week, consisting of chaseh ornaments, and ca­
nonicals, destined for the. Home and Missionary 
clergy. These articles were prepared from the 
ball and other dresses, of leading fashionable 
ladies, and worked by their own hands.

“ Pstti-Canx ” submitted, a few days ago, to 
an operation, performed by Nelaton, consist­
ing of the removal of a small wen, from the 
side of her head. The eminent snrgeon de­
clined taking a fee, stating be was already 
debtor to la Diva, for innumerable noies.

From the speeches we 
published yesterday, it will have been seen 
that Mr. John H. Cameron is in favor of a 
slight modification of one of the chief fea- 
tures of Sir Robert Collyeris insolvency bill, 
lately introduced into the British House 
of Commons, granting a discharge only 
after the payment, by the bankrupt, of, 
from better than one third to one- 
half of his liabilities. Sir Robert’s bill pro­
poses to release the debtor if, within five 
years, ho pays 10s, in the pound. Mr. 
Cameron would discharge him in one year 
on payment of 7s. 6d. in the pound ; or in 
two, if 8s. ; in three, if 8*. 6d. ; in four, if 
9s., and within five, if he paid the ten. 
This modification, it is.thought, wonld prove 
an inducement to the debtor to realise his 
estate as quickly as possible. Mr. Abbott, 
equally eminent as a lawyer, opposes this 
principle, arguing that frequently the most 
honest debtors fail to save anything like 
even 7s. 6d. in the pound, and, therefore, 
would be not only ruined in business for 
the time, but forever, by being prevented 
from securing a discharge. We incline to 
Mr. Cameron’s view ^strongly, though we 
admit the force of the’objection as to pos­
sible cases of hardship under its operation. 
But some provision might be made for re­
lieving from disability insolvents worth less 
than the 7s. 6d., able to show they had not 
been guilty of palpable negligence or cri­
minal recklessness in business—men, in 
fact, moderately prudent and strictly 
honest. It would be worth taking some 
trouble to secure a^ provision that would 
have such a wholesome deterrent effect 
upon traders, as one incapacitating them 
for reentering business after failing to 
realise for their creditors, within one or 
two years of default, at least 6s. or 7s. in the 
pound. Men, with this warning light before 
their eyes, would move more circumspectly 
and, perhaps, act more honorably than at 
present. It is hardly too much for creditors 
who have entrusted parties with 20 shillings’ 
worth of their property to expect a guar­
antee for the recovery of at least one-third 
of the amouut, in the event of insolvency

The Grand Trunk Station, at Point Levis, 
presented a scene, on Monday, which is not of 
usual occurrence outside of New York.

Tho troopship Scrapie arrived on Saturday 
evening, having on board about seven hundred 
souls,|chiefly mechanics, and laborers, lately 
discharged ftom the Royal Dockyards of Wool­
wich, Portsmouth, 4c., 4c.

Mr. Stafford, the Emigration Agent, had 
made arrangements to have those conveyed in 
tenders, to the Grand Trunk Station, on Mon­
day morning, from thence to be forwarded on 
to various parts of Ontario, where employment 
was most likely to be found. At nine a.m , 
the mail steamer Moravian arrived, bringing 
some 900 passengers. Those were at once 
landed on the pontoon, and gave ample em­
ployment to the Grand Trunk officials, during 
the day, but when the 700 from tho Dacia 
were added, the crowd was very great, 
and the weather being very cold and 
stormy, some of tho poor people, particularly 
women having young children, were liable to 
suffer. It takes a considerable time to cart the 
luggage of 1,600 people from tho landing stage, 
and this done, tho people have either to ex­
change their European through tickets or pur­
chase tickets at the office, then have their 
luggage checked and re-loaded In tho baggage 
cars. While all this work was going on for 
tho Moravian's passengers, the Dacia's people 
were landed at the western end of the wharf, 
and Mr. Stafford seeing there was no chance 
of getting through with both parties if the 
usual routine were adhered to, determined to 
get the people more immediately in his charge 
despatched by a more expeditious method. 
He applied to Mr. Hall, the obliging Superin­
tendent of the Grand Trunk, who at once 
placed a special train at his disposal, and 
under the superintendence of Mr. Samuels, 
and assisted by the dockyard people them- 
selvo (who worked with a will) the ten­
ders were soon discharged, the baggage 
placed in baggage cars ; and tho people, after 
being allowed a sufficient time to procure pro­
visions for the journey, were dispatched to 
their destination.

Inspection op Steamboats—A.n Act is before 
the Dominion Parliament, intended to amend tho 
Aot at present In force respecting the impootion Of 
steamboat*. The proposed amendments provide 
that a corta'n class of steamboats shall be fur- 

[ nished with means of lowering boats, bath safely 
and expeditbualy;-also that stoamboits not om- 
pl-iyed in the carriage of pissengers shall have 
boats for the safety cf the crow. One cf tho amend­
ments provides that certificates of any engineer^ 
except a first-class engineer, may be made to limit 
its holder to tho charge of any ola'S or classes of 
steamboats specified, in each endorsoment, fur 
taking charge of which alono he may be doomed 
qualified by knowledge and experience. AH these 
requirements are advances in the direction of secu­
ring, as ter aa possible, perfect safety in steamboat 
travel.

EUROPEAN ITEMS.
(By mail to the 5th inst.)

The Prince and Princess of Wales have 
arrived at Turin, on their homeward journey, 
and may be expected te arrive in London 
almost immediately.

Prince Arthur bas continued his tonr in 
the north of Ireland, having been well receiv­
ed in all places, and is expected to visit the 
Isle of Man after quitting Ireland.

Cabinet Connells were held on Friday and 
Saturday.

In Parliament the debates have been chiefly 
directed to Irish matters. On Friday, the 
state of that country was discussed in both 
Houses, and the Government were attacked 
for not declaring their views upon the land 
question, which it was insinuated they had 
used as an inflammatory weapon for their 
own purposes. This charge was repudiated, 
and the reason for not dealing with the land 
question at once was explained to be the 
necessity for first settling the Irish Church 
Bill. In the Commons, Mr. Bright, replying 
to an attack fiom Lord Cland Hamilton, 
declared that he bad a plan for the settlement 
of the land question upon equitable terms; 
but Mr. Gladstone, beiog urged by Mr. Hardy 
upon the point, said that Mr. Bright did not 
speak for the Cabinet. Last night the Irish 
Church Bill was proceeded with, and, it is 
hoped, will pass throngh Committee this 
week.

In the Hull Couvent case, '‘Saurin v. Starr,” 
a role niai for a new trial has been granted by 
the Court of Queen’s Bench. The same Court 
Lai also tskeo time to consider its judgment 
on tbe writ of error obtained by the notorious 
Madame Rachel now under sentence of five 
years’ penal servitude.

The Lord Mayor has dismissed the charge 
against the late directors of the Merchants’ 
Company (Limited), holding that no legal 
offence had been proved against them.

San Fraxcisco, May 17.—The English 
gun-boat Sparrow Hawk has arrived at Victo­
ria, from Baiclay, having on board six Indian 
prisoners, who are supposed to be tbe murder­
ers of the crew of the wrecked bark John 
Bright. One of the prisoners acknowledged 
the captain aad his crew were shot throngh 
the bead aa they landed on the beach. The 
ship’s papers were recovered.

A petition is in circulation at length at the 
Pacific Railroad, asking Congress to extend 
tbe land subsidy to the road, and to open np 
the land to Brampton.

Nsw Yoax, May 17.—The trot to-day, 
over Fashion course, between “Lucy” and 
“ American Girl,” in harnoss, was won by the 
former in three straight heats.

Washington, May 17.—The British Minister 
had a long interview with tbe Secretary of 
State to-day.

Minister Motley’s instructions are complet­
ed. Asst.-Secretary Badeau will accompany 
Mr. Motley to England on the 19th.

CmCAOO, May 17.—Reports from Iowa say 
that the wheat crop never looked so well as 
now. The extent of the grain crop is very 
large, varying from 25 to 30 per cent, larger 
than last year.

Havaxa, May 17.—News from Mexico to the 
12th lost., has been received. Arrange­
ments were in progress for the celebration of 
the honors ef tbe commercial treaty between 
Mexico and the North German Confederation. 
Mr Schlassar, who has charge of the treaty, 
has been received and officially recognized 
by tbe Mexican Government.

News of tbe death ot Mr. Palaices was re­
ceived at the Capital, and tbe report has been 
confiimed b£ subsequent accounts. This 
event bas put an end to the revolution in 
the States of Guerriora and Silano.

Minister Rosacrans returns to tho United 
States tu<z Aspalca.

A telegram from the city of Mexico, May 
13th, has been received.

Gen. Rosecrans will go to San Francisco via 
Actulco as soon as he is relieved.
