their financial condition now euabled them to
carry on work without falling back, They
relied on the liberality and munificence of
the citizens exercised from time totime, He re.
terred to the completion and occupation of the
Medical School building, one of the best ap-
pointed on this continent, and observed that
the Faculty of Medicine had given the broadest
basis to the University, exceeding in its num-
bers the other faculties. But along with this
bright and cheerful view there was a cloud of
ead remembrances. He alluded to the recent
death of the late Dr. Fraser, speaking of him
in terms of eulogy and went on to say & few
words on the duties that, on the decease of
their elders,would devolve on the younger who
were just elipping over the threshhold of pro-
fessional life, In making these remarks he
urged on the gradustes the importance of a
thorough preparation, and not only inculoatsd
the advantages derivable trom the taking of a
degreein their special profession, but the use
of a university education in strengthening tha
naturai gifts of the mind, giving it robust-
negs and self reliance. In fine, they should
go through the literary preparation afforded
by the Faculty of Arts, which would be of
incalculable benefit in after life to any pro.
fesgional man. In this country there was
wanted a higher degree of education in the
men filling its political and public depart-
ments. The high finish of the intellectual
culture of the leading statesmen of England
was very striking, as instanced in Gladstons,
the late Lord Derby, Disrseli and Lord
Lytton, lately decested. When was Can.
ada to have such names &8 these? The
time would soon come when half edn.
cated men could no longer occupy such
high places. The men who were to come
up to these requirements and possess these
qualities of libersl intellectual culture
were the young men of the dsy; and he
hopodthuowmmhsmu:lm who lmul:!l
leave their impression on present, an
thus show to the future thst they had worked
wisely and well.

No one who looks at tho matter fairly and
equarely can fall to answer that those
who hbave the destinies of the Dominion
in their hauds are the halt-breeds of the
North-West and the fishermen of the Lowar
Provinces; Sir John's support comes neither
from Ottawa nor Quebec, the old Province
of Canada having at the elections given a
majority against him. Those who really
stand by him do so only from hope of reward,
Manitoba and New Brunswick desire, and are
now seeking, for better terms ; and that thoy
receive them are the conditions of their alle-
glance.

PROFIBITION,

ELEOTION PETITIONS,

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THE QUESTION OF PROHIBITION IN
THE ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

The debate fn the Ontario Legislature, on
the 10th March, on the second reading of Dr,
Clarke's Prohibitory Liquor Bill, was, without
doubt, the most important that has taken
place in that House. From reading the reports
it would geem as if the Temperauce senti-
ment was clearly predominagt in that body,
Dr, Clark and Messrs. E. B, Wood and Fare.
well, especially, degerve the gratitude of all
patriotic Canadians for the noble sentiments
they expressed on that occasion.

It must, however, be & matter of regret and

dissppointment to the Temperance men of
that Province, that the Government decided
that the Provincial Legislature had no power
to evact euch a law. Atty-Gen., Mowat was
of opinion that the buying and selling of
liquor was one of the matters of trade and
commerce over which the Dominion Govern.
ment alone bhad juriediction; and the
Bpeaker ruled that Dr. Clarke's bill was in
contravention of the B. N. A. Act. This de-
cision may lead to curlous results. Inasmuch
a8 the 92ud Bection of the Confederation Act
expreasly states that among the powers of the
Local Legislatures shall be the granting of
shop, tavern, saloon and other licenses, 1f
the Dominion Government were asked to pass
& prohibitory law, and were to reply that it
would be a nsurpation of Provincial rights,
there would be, seemingly, strong grounds for
the plea. Dr, Clarke said he had legal au-
thority that hia bill was constitutional, Some
people will suspect that the Ontario Govern-
ment were by no means nnwilling to avail
themselves of a doubtful interpretation of the
Act, in order to shiit the responsibility of per-
petuating the liguor traffic from their own
shoulders to those of the Dominion Govern-
ment. In the United States~which is, we
believe, & precisely parallel case,—the right to |
prohibit the eale of liquors within their bor- |
ders has been massumed by no less than thir-
teen Btates. It was contested in New Hamp-
shire and Rhode Island, but confirmed by the
Supreme Court, Under the Dunkin Act
every separate mumnicipality in Ontario and |
Quebec may prokibit the traffic, but according |
to Atty.-Gen, Mowat an entire Province caa-
not do eo.
B Under the circumstances, the next best
thing to be done is for the Temperance mem.
bers in Parliament (and we believe thero are
s good number of them,) to prepare and intro-
duce as epeedily as convenient, a prohibitory
law for; the whole Dominion, for there area
good many scores of thousands of voters in
Canada who are determined that the liquor
traffic shall be abolished, and they want to
know what authority to look to in order to
secure that result. The question will have
to be regarded by legislators as a serious one,
and will soon begin to manifest itsclf as such
at the elections,

Costnoventep Euscrions Bitt.—We now
bave the principal features of this bill, which
the Premier brought before Parliament last
Friday night. It transfers to the judges the
trial of controverted elections. 1t establishes
also an “ election court,” to which an appeal
can be made from the decisions of a single
judge, Until this court is constituted, the
judges to try election cases, and of any three
of whom the election court is to consist, are
to be appointed by the Lieutenant-Governor
of each Province, with the advice of the Exe-
cutive Council. In the event of the Lieutenant-
Governor not appointing such jodges, the
right rests with the Governor-General of ap-
pointing barristers to fill the office,

Every judge called on to act a3 a member
of an election court fe to receive, in addition
to hie salary as judge, one bundred dollars for
each elcction petition, and ten dollars a day
when on actual service, with travelling ex.
penses. The persons entitled to petition
against an clection are the same as those in
the present law, and they must do so
within twenty-one daya after the retam
to the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery, with
recogoizance of a thousand dollara, As soon
a8 the trial s over the judge Is to notify the
Bpeaker of the House of { Commons of the
decision. There are also, we see, spocial pro.
vislovs intonded to meet any excoptional
oases. The principle of the bill is the true
one. Bir John deserves llitle orvedit for
adopting it at this late hour, Had heallowed

and water amalgamate as to unite the Ultra-
montane ecclesiastios and Liberals inany som-
promise scheme of higher education.

Both are Indians of the
Pralries. Ten years ago this tribe of Sioux
were In as profound a state of peace with the
United States as the Crees aro now with us;
but & grievance had been growing—the condi-
tions of their treaty had not beon ardodm
o warning from half-breeds l% traders
been poohed by the apostles of red tape till
snddenly the massacre of '63 re-echoed
through the land. The hon, member stated
at Iuﬁi the difficultics encountered In the
U. 8. in regard to the Indian population. He
was well aware that a sort of stereotyped opi-
nion prevalls t other Provinoces that
there is no danger of diffiulty with Western
Indians, because we have had heretufere no
gerious difficulty with them in the present
settled portion of Canads. In the determi-
nation of our Indian we have, unfor-
tunately, very little to gain from past ex-
perience ; the circumstances under which the
Indians of the older Provinces were treated
with are utterly different from those of the
present day. The process of change was so
slow that it was scarcely fell, The Speaker
stated at full length what he conceived to be
the needs and righte of the Indian population,
Mr. Cunningham said he wished to makea
few remarks on the motion before the House,
This restlessness amongst the Indians was
sttributable to various causcs, First of all
there was the traniltion from British to
Canadian rule, This they did not com.
prehend. Colonial relations, as we under-
stood them, were utterly strange to
them, Hitherto they had lived on British
territory, and as they oconsidered under
British protection ; but they were left alone,
their hunting grounds free to them to roam
over when and where they chose, They
followed the buffalo, and lived on it, and
when starvation stared them in the face, as
often it bad done, they had always a dernier
ressort in the Hudson's Bay Company to fall
back upon. But now things were altered.
They heard of the white man coming in
from Canada to take possession of their
lands, to drive away the buffalo, and exter-
minate them, and reasoning quite naturally
they come to the conclusion that Canada
is a different power from England,
And hero he might state that one
great blunder was committed last summer,
which not only had a great effect in bringing
about this state of things, but had in a great
mensure caused the Indians to lose any confi.
dence they might haye in Canadian faithful-
nees, Early in the season the Governor of the
North-West sent to the chiefs on the Saskat-
chewsn an sutograph letter informing them
that the Indian Commissioner from Canada
would meet them in the hborhood of
Fort Edmonston in the month of August,
The Governor did this all in good faith, u.l!..
ing om dka N Laet o s
promise he had made; but what was the re.
sult? The tribes from all parts
in the month of August. They waited and
waited, but no Commissioner came, nor
was anything beard of such & functionary
making his approach. In the end, forced
by sheer starvation, they left for their
bunting grounds thoroughly convinced that
no faith was to be placed in Cana-
dian pledges or promises, and with the
full determination to have nothing to do in
the way of treaty with a nation in whom no
relisnce could be placed. It was altogether
an nnfortunate occurrence, for if e wis
one thing more than another that should be
altended to in dealing with these people, it
was carefulness in nk,ns promises, and seo.
ondly in sacredly implementing these pro-
mises when made, But there are other causes
contributing to this state of things in the
North-West. One of these was the American
element. Were there no more involved in
this than the traffic in furs with the Indians,
it would not necesearily involve much cause
for concern or interference ; but what was the
essential element in this traffic? It was rum.
These Americans were for the most part of
the most lawless character, — murderers,
outlaws, and escaped convicts. These were
the kind of men that were playing agalost
us in the North-West. At first, when
comparatively few in number, they were
more cautious, and their trade in secret ;

set all law at defiance and carry on thelr illicit
traffic openly and defiantly. As an instance,

BIOGRAPHY,

The Rev. Thomas Guthrie, D. D., was born

in 1503, in Brechin, Forfarshire, where his

father was an influential merchant and bank-
er. After receiving the foundation of a good
education in his vative town, young Guthrie
went to Edinburgh and at the University there
continued his studies, going through the cur-
riculum prescribed for candidates tor the min-
Istry by the Church of Scotland. Not con-
teut with this course, he spent two additional
winter seselons in studying chemistry natural
history, and anatomy. On leaving college,
the Presbytery of Brechin conferred on him a
license 0 preach, in 1825, Thoroughly de-
voted to the work of & minister, and imbued
with the epirit of earnest work among the
poor,Mr. Guthrie,before entering upon pastor-
al work, endeavored to fit himself as an ad-
viser of any congregation by completing his
study of medicine. With the ‘view, therfore,
of being able to glve medical advice to the
poor in whatever district he might be called
to labor, he proceeded to Parls. Hare he
spent six months in the study of comparative
Anatomy, natural philusophy, chemistry, and
the practice of medicine. On his return to
Sc.tland,instead of entering upon the minlstry

forthwith, he conducted,on behalf of his fami.
ly, the affairs of & beuk agency in Brechin
At the expiration of two years, in 1830, he
was ordained minister of the parish of Arbirlot, |
in his native comnty. Seven years were spent |
in this retired place, when he was appointed
one of the minlsters of Old Greyfriars' Parish
in Edinburgh, Here his fervid and imagin.
ative eloquence won for him a great name,
which was materially augmented by his de- |
votsd labor to reclaim the degraded popula- |
tion of one of the worst districts in the city, ]
The high place he had attained in public es-
timation warranted khis removal In 1840 to
the new purish ot St. John's, Edinburgh,
which church was erected chiefly in conse-

quence of his popularity. In 1843, when dis-
