PROCLAIMED KING OF TUNITED
KINGDOM.
London, May @ 9.—(Special)—With
the time honored ceremony of a most
brilliant and impressive character,
George V. this morning was publicly
proclaimed King-of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland,
and of the British Dominions beyond
the seas, Defender of the Faith, Em-
peror of India. -
Sharply at the stroke of nine, four
heralds arrayed  in mediaeval 'uni-
forms of scarlet, heavily braided
with gold, mounted the balcony of

| Friars Court, at St. James Palace,

where. Queen Victoria presented her-
self to the people upon the . opening
of her memorable reign, and blew a
fanfare through their long silver
trumpets.

The precincts of the Palace
crowded with a great mass of

The balconies and roofs of the- an-
cient palace, which had been draped |
with red clotn, were reserved . for
notables, all of whom were in deep-

The heralds having concluded their
duties, the officers of arms, chief of k
Norfolk, the
hereditary Earl Marshal and Chief
Butler of England, teok their places
on the balcony, forming the great
heraldic company. None wore

‘mourning, this having been removed

for the occasion. Sir Alfred Scott,
with the Duke of Norfolk and two
officers bearing the stafls of oflice,
stepped to the front of the balcony,
and in a voice which could be heard
across the court and into the streets
adjoining, -read the proclamation,
while great throngs stood uncovered
in a drizzling rain. The Duke and
Sir Alfred then called for three cheers
for the King, and the people respond-
ed with deafening ‘‘hurrahs,”’
were silenced only by the reappear-
ance of the heralds, who sounded an-
other fanfare.

Court Ad]ourns Out of Respect For
Late King.

REFERENCES TO DECEASED
MONARCH BY JUDGES
AND MEMBERS OF THE
| BAR.

A special meeting of the Bar of the
District of St. Francis was held this
morning when a resolution was pas-
sed to be presented to the Court re-
commending that the Court adjourn
until. to-morrow out of respect for
the late King Edward. .

When the members of the Bar ad-
journed to the Court Room, Messrs.
Justice Hutchinson and Demels wiere
on the. bench.

Mr. H. R. Fraser, K.C., in the ab-
sence of the batonnier and syndic,
said that he had been asked to pre-
sent to the Court a resolution passed
by the Bar in connection with the ir-
reparable loss which Great Britain
had suffered in the death of his late
Gracious Majesty, King Edward. He
did not feel that he was .able to ex-
pressithe views of the members of
the Bar and of the District in con-
nection with the death of the King ;
the loss was not’ only national, but
world wide. On such occasians as
this it was customary to ask for an
adjournment and they thought it
would be unwise to adjourn for the
same length of time as when Queen
Victoria died. The Bar of Montreal,
and the Legislature had adjourned
until that day and he asked on be-
half of the Bar that the Court be ad-
journed until to-morrow.

Mr. L. C. Belanger, K.C., seconded
the motion made by Mr. Fraser, and
in doing so referred to the excellent
qualities of the late King Edward.
He referred to the visit of the King
when he came to Canada and said
that he would be known in history
as Edward the Peacemaker.

Mr. ‘Justice Hutchinson, in reply,
said that a great momentous event
had taken place that not only affect-
ed the people of this Province but of
the wl“TFyountry, and the whole em-
pire through the fact that they had
lost their king, after a short reign of
a little over nine years. During that
short space of time he gained the
hearts of the people of this Empire,
-and the respect of the other nations
of the world. He was a man of good
judgment, and ' his thorough know-
ledge of the constitution, and as
result he ruled wisely and well. = If
mistakes were made they were more
in matters of taste than in contra-
vention of the constitution. He had a
