AS APRIL — was drawing to a close
Monday, Ormstown farmer/weather-
man Peter Finlayson took advantage of
some showery weather to come in
from the field and call us with the news

that April was the driest on record sin-
ce he started keeping statistics in 1964.

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As is the case these days with all farm-
related activities, protection against the
spread of foot-and-mouth disease was pa-
ramount at the April 12 farm visit to a
Hemmingford cow-calf operation, spon-
sored by the MAPAQ, .

Each of the 40 visitors to the PJ. Ranch
had to pass through a foot bath, at the sa-
me time learning that such preventive
measures are simple to carry out and well
worth the trouble. “Recipes” include a half-
and-half mixture of vinegar and water, or a
disinfectant solution of 200 ppm. of ammo-
nium chloride,

Even though the weather was not great,
visitors enjoyed the chance to see at first
hand the revolutionary high-density geot-
extile enclosure, which ensures the com-
fort of the beef animals while protecting
the environment.

Serene environment

The cows were so comfortable that one
even gave birth during the visit. The area
is clean and dry, and the cows and calves

were calm and quiet.

Owners of the Ranch PJ.,, Henry Pas-
cone and Diane Jubinville, had thought of
everything to make the visitors feel wel-
come: coffee and doughnuts, neighbors di-
recting traffic and organizing parking, and
a conference area set up for the guest
speakers beside the enclosure itself.

The experts included MAPAQ agronome
Régent Leduc, who explained the rationale
behind the new type of animal housing,
which was also described by Pascone him-
self. Engineer Robert Beaulieu and agrono-
me Fernand Turcotte, also from the
MAPAQ, outlined financial aid program
available for various types of facilities and
storage structures. They also presented sta-
tistics on herd performance compiled by
the PATBQ) (Quebec beef herd analysis
program). Veterinarian Georges Paradis
outlined medical treatment programs for
cow-calf operations year-round and also
during calving season.

A question period and informal discus-
sion followed, and the day ended with
Henry Pascone offering a short demonstra-
tion of rounding up the herd on horse-
back.

property as a fall-back operation in case
of hard times. The family moved to Orms-
town two years later, and Fred Jr. bought
his first calf, a Hereford-Ayrshire cross.

“When she calved two years alter, there
was enough milk for two calves, so 1
bought a veal calf for $15 and sold it a
month later for $60,” Fred Jr. recalls.

That was the beginning. Learning from
neighbors, especially the John Mason
family, as he went along, he developed
an appreciation for the challenges of
farming and a love of fine cows, which
led him to start a long and painstaking
upgrading process.

By 1973, he was milking 10 grade Hols-
teins. The number had doubled a year
later, and in 1975 the herd was one of the
first on DHAS. Along the way, Fred was
realizing the added value registered ani-
mals could bring to a farming operation

“My goals were not only high produc-
tion, but above-average functional type,
and good sale value, built around cow
families,” he said

Quota cuts loom

But even as he was starting to buy
purcbred cows to upgrade the herd, in
1976 the Canadian Dairy  Commission
warned ol upcoming quota cuts.

Acting decisively, Fred moved quickly
to sell off his surplus grade cows before
prices fell. Profits went to buying new
purebred animals and building a heifer
barn. The profits from one heifer alone,
bought at one month old for $175 and
later sold for $5,000, helped install a
pipeline in the barn.

By 1981, the herd was all purebred,
and the Suntor Holsteins were making
their mark at fairs and exhibitions.

The next potential set-back, animals
testing Leucosis-positive, was met with a
decision to eliminate all such cows from
the herd. By 1995, all were Leucosis-neg-
ative and another problem had been
overcome

“It was like starting all over the transi-
tion from grades to purebreds,” Fred says
now. “The positive animals were replaced
with better pedigreed animals, and now
we are open to all markets.”

Overall quality

In applying for the Master Breeder
Award, the Sundborgs achieved the nec-
essary points based on 28 VG animals out
of 47 eligible. Over half the herd is now
made up of home-bred cows, which have
passed on their good conformation, high
components and milk production.

NO LET-UP IN GAS PRICES

With the fine weather a kind of restless-
ness comes, beckoning us to take to the road
and drive — somewhere, anywhere — just
to feel free and enjoy the spring as it sweeps
across the land.

But we have to think twice before setting
out, given that our gas tanks now contain
something akin to liquid gold in value, and
there’s no relief in sight.

Here in the Valley, we're better off than
our neighbors in the big city, where gas
prices are running nearly 10 cents a litre
higher than at those of our gas stations which
are close enough to the US border 10 get
compensation, and offer the consumer a bit
of a break.

But we're still feeling sulky about the gas-
gobbling eight-cylinder sport-utes  which
some people insist on buying, even if their
most ambitious jaunt is to the shopping mall.

Some drivers, of course, need big vehicles
with powerful engines. We know truckers
are stuck with high fuel consumption, as are
farmers, but the latter at least get a rebate for
their farm vehicles. And it just isn't practical
to try and penalize some people at the
pump.

But surely the government, which man-
aged to give everybody at least a token break
on heating costs with an across-the-board
rebate last winter, could encourage people to
drive smaller, more economical, less pollut-
ing vehicles by offering them a similar credit
or rebate. If fuel shortages lead gas prices o
keep on climbing, we could end up in con-
ditions like the Great Depression, when
some people had to hitch the mule to the car
to get from A o B.

Local MNA impressed with
farming potential in Sudan

Sudan is one part
of Africa where the
future for agriculture
look very bright, says
Beauharnois-Hun-
tingdon MNA André
Chenail, following his
return from a work-
ing visit to that coun-
try.

“The country is
blessed with fertile
land and enough
rainfall to develop a
prosperous  agricul-
tural industry,” said
the MNA, who with
his family also owns
Les Fermes Soleil in
St-Clotilde. “There are fewer problems
there than 1 faced when 1 began farming
— they hardly need any chemical fertili-
zers and don't have to use fungicides or
herbicides,” he added.

Last summer, a delegation of African
agricultural experts toured Chenail's
operation, and he returned the visit bet-
ween March 9 and 20, accompanied by
political advisor Manon Courtemanche
and lan Watson of the National Council
on Canadian-Arab Relations. The group
visited  several  different  agricultural
arcas, including Gezira, the Nile River
area and the Khartoum sector, all states
within the Sudanese republic.

Good growing conditions will allow
modern agricultural methods to produce
crops both for domestic consumption
and for export to Europe and the
Arabian peninsula, the MNA said. He
plans to host several Sudanese agricul-
ture students in Quebec this summer, to
study techniques used here and adapt
them where to conditions in
Sudan

Health “smart card”: are objectives
adminstrative rather than clinical?

The Access o Information Commission has
raised the warning flags over Quebec’s plans 1o
create twin computerized information banks
tor the health and social services network, say
ing a public debate must be held before any
new legislation is passed.

In an opinion delivered 1o the government
last October and publicly released on Friday,
the Commission expresses serious reservations
about key elements of the plan, noting the
objectives seem more administrative than clini-
cal and urging that more legal guarantees be
provided to protect personal information.

The Health Ministry’s latest proposal to esta-
blish a Health Access Card, or “smant” card, as
well as a National Patient Index — meaning the
creation of two banks of information about all
Quebec patients — has not been released yet.

According to Le Devoirthough, Health minis-
ter Rémy Trudel's latest version was presented
to and approved by Cabinet earlier this month.
Legislation to put it all into place will be pre-
sented this month.

While the Access Commission’s opinion may
have been based on an earlier version of the
plan, the newspaper says the latest version
does not provide for any broad public consul
tation.

The Commission, however, was categorical
about that

A SUMMIT INQUIRY

Now that most physical traces of the Summit
of the Americas have been removed, save for
some of the graffin, what's 10 become of de-
mands for a public inquiry into Summit securi-
Iy operations?

Public Security minister Serge Ménard  has
not completely dismissed the idea, raised by
the Confederation of National Trade Unions.
But he was not initially keen when asked last
week because of the time it would take and the
COslt.

Questions raised

There is great relief
and satisfaction on all
sides that no lives were
lost.

CPR skills could help save someone’s life
while waiting for the ambulance to come

If someone is not breathing and has no
pulse, it takes only four to six minutes for
brain damage to occur, nurse Margaret
Beaudin told members of the Aubrey-Ri-
vertield Women's Institute at the group's
April meeting at her home.

Theme of the meeting was Home Econo-
mics and Health, allowing convener Hea-
ther Anderson to introduce Margaret as
speaker for the afternoon. She has been a
CPR (Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation) ins-
tructor for the past 12 years and is certified
by the Heart and Stroke Association

CPR should be used with people who are
not breathing and have no pulse while
waiting for the ambulance to arrive, she
said

Drowning, electrocution, choking, suffo-
cation, drug overdoses and poisoning are
some of the events and conditions which
can cause a person to stop breathing and
showing a pulse

Margaret demonstrated how CPR s
administered to an adult, a child and a
small baby, explaining the use of the Heim-
lich manoeuvre in each case, and also

showed how to treat oneself, if alone and
choking, by falling on a chair back.

As well as offering complete CPR cour-
ses, Margaret is also involved in teaching
CPR as part of the local Red Cross baby-sit-
ting course for teen-agers, and she and a
friecnd have also offered instruction in CPR
to Grade 6 students in local schools.

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Le Haut-Saint-Laurent: destination
cyclo-touristique québeécoise

La MRC Le Haut-Saint-Laurent accueillera
tres bientdt des centaines d'adeptes du vélo
dans le cadre de deux importants événements
recréo-touristiques. Le 10 juin prochain, ils
seront 10 000 a prendre le dépan de la Vélo-
Féte, une activite organisée au profit de la
Fondation du centre hospitalier régional du
Suroit et qui, pour la premiere fois de son his-
toire, permettra aux participants de sillonner
des municipalités du Haut-Saint-Laurent et de
decouvrir ses paysages champétres qui en
font désormais sa renommee.

Environ trois semaines plus tard, plus d'un
millier de cvclistes sont attendus pour la Petite
Aventure du Suroit, une balade de trois jours
couvrant 160 km qui propose une sorte d'ini-
tiation au cyclotourisme et aux plaisirs de cir-
culer sur deux roues en famille ou entre amis.
Les participants effectueront une traversée qui
les conduira de Saint-Antoine-Abb¢ a Saint-
Anicet en passant par Saint-Chrysostome, Ho-
wick, Ormstown, Huntingdon et Sainte-
Barbe.

Ces deux activités devraient en principe
permettre au Haut-Saint-Laurent de safficher
comme étant une véritable destination cyclo-
touristique au Québec. A défaut de s'étre do-
tee d'un véritable réseau de pistes cyclables
comme il y en a dans les régions de Soulan-
ges et de Beauharnois-Salaberry, la MRC peut
se targuer d'offrir des routes les plus sires
possible pour la pratique du vélo, dans des
coquettes municipalités ot baignent la tran-
quillité et la douceur de vivre.
