Cities and their Godfathers.
Most cities were founded bv accident. 

There was no deliberate plan. A hut or 
two grew into a village, a village into a 
town, and a town into a city. London, 
for instance, bad no godfather. The first 
barbarian who landed from his canoe 
and fixed Ids habitation under the bill 
now crowned by the cathedral of St. 
Paul, little knew be was founder of a 
city to which Rome at the height of its 
glory was insignificant iu its propor­
tions, its numbers, and its wealth. A 
place sometimes derived its name from 
the physical features which distinguish­
ed it. Oxford, Cambridge, Milford, New­
port, Itedhill, Blackwater, Yarmouth, 
are instances in paiut. At times some 
natural advantage it possessed was the 
occasion of its uaiac. Thus the Span­
iard, Pedre de Mendoza, named the 
capital of the State he founded in South 
America Buenos Ayres, to celebrate the 
excellent climate ; and Valparaiso was 
so called as an intimation that its posi­
tion is such as to be the very Valley of 
Paradise.

The cities founded by the godfathers 
after whom they were named are the 
most famous in existence. No man 
seems to have been above the ambition 
of perpetuating himself in this way. 
Alexander the Great gave his name to 
the Egyptian city which he founded, and 
which the Ptolemies made one of the 
most magnificent of the ancient world, 
iu Caudahar, too, we recognise (tie 
Asiatic name (Iskander) of the great 
conqueror who founded it. Cologne 
(Colonia Agrippina), which has come to 
be regarded as the symbol of German 
unity, owes its name to the incestuous 
mother of Nero, who was horn there. 
Saragossa capital of the old kingdom of 
Arragon, is only u corruption of Caesarea 
Augusta, so called after Augustus, who 
rebuilt the Carthageniau town formerly 
on its site, and named the new city after 
himself. This refounding an old town 
and giving it a new name was common 
in antiquity. When Adrian restored 
what the ancient Writercalled Uscudama, 
he Imposed upon it his own name, and 
thenceforward it was known as Adiia- 
nople, just as when I’liilip 111, of Mac- 
edon formed a new city on the site of 
Eumolpias, it was converted into Pbilip- 
popotis. In the same way Constantine, 
when transfering the seat of empire to 
Byzantium, leuamed the city on the 
Bosphorus Constantinople. The repre­
sentative of the modern Byzantine Em­
pire has his seat in a city also called 
after its founder—St. Petersburg. When 
adventurers from Great Britian named 
the chief town in Nova Scotia, they were 
virtually addressing and prefatory dedic­
ation to the Karl of Halifax. First Com­
missioner of Trade and Plantations. 
Charlestown was so named in honor of 
Charles 11., the reigning monarch. Bal­
timore received its name iu 17Gfl, after 
Lord Baltimore. It was only just that 
when, in 1793, the foumlation stone was 
laid of the Federal Capital of the United 
fltate*, the forthcoming city should be 
named after the Father of his country— 
Washington. In the same way the cap­
ital of Victoria was named after the 
Prime Minister of the time, Melbourne; 
that of South Australia, Adelaide, after 
the Queen Dowager ; that of New South 
Wales after the then Secretary for the 
Colonies,Sydney; aeff that of NewZealand 
after Lord Auckland.

It ia usual after defeat as well as 
after victory to count up'.the losses as 
well as the gains. The late election 
contest in the County of Compton 
and ita results when analyzed will 
serve to place the relative position 
of both parties in a true light. It 
has often been said of military con­
tests “ another such victory would 
be defeat,” and when we come to 
look carefully into the figures which 
record the votes, and refer to the 
causes which gave one of the candi­
dates the solid vote of the French 
Canadians, the result of the contest 
is far from dispiriting, nay it is even 
encouraging. It must not be forgot­
ten that Mr. Sawyer was only a 
figure head in the last contest, a 
mvtli, a mere deputy on the suffer­
ance of the Minister of Agriculture, 
who represents his county in a dual 
character at Ottawa and Quebec. Ho 
speaks in the former place, where ho 
is somewhat sparing of language in 
his proper person, in the latter 
through bis deputy, who is as econ­
omical of speech as his principal. 
Mr. Sawyer’s inspirations como from 
Mr. Pope. Mr. Sawyer is his echo 
This was evident during the past 
few weeks, though it wanted no 
confirmation from the presence here 
of the Minister of Agriculture, and 
his great activity in canvassing for 
Mr. Sawyer, alias the Hon. J. H. 
Pope. In no previous election in 
that county had the constituency 
been canvassed with so much indus­
try. The d®mestic talent and zeal of 
the Conservatives in the constituency 
were put in requisition. The House 
of Commons was represented in the 
persons of Messrs. Brooks, Ives and 
the Minister of Agriculture. The 
Provincial Treasurer was zealous in 
the same cause. Outside support 
was sought and obtained.and the city 
of Sherbrooke was laid under heavy 
contribution. Fullfledgad lawyeif — 
and lawyers in the first prooess of 
moulting, others in a state of incu­
bation, all glib of speech and 
swelling with windy elo­
quence,were pressed in to Mr. Pope’s 
service ; Immigration Agents, Post- 
office and railroad employees, scur­
ried through every nook and corner 
of the electoral division using those 
argument suited to the prejudices or 
cupidity of each section of the 
county. The bigotry of race and 
religion was appealed to in favor of 
the Conservative candidate, and no 
agency neglected that could contri­
bute to his return. And the result 
was that Mr. McMaster was beaten 
by a majority of 507.

As we have shown the issue was be­
tween Mr. McMaster and Mr.J.H. Pope, 
as representatives of Liberalism and 
Conservatism. And as it is of some im­
portance to the former, to know their 
precise attitude in the county, and 
whether their cause retrogades or pro­
gresses, we give the following analysis :

In 1878 Mr. Hugh Leonard contested 
the electoral aivision against Mr. J. H. 
Pope, and was defeated by a majority of 
683. Mr. Pope polling 1,464 and Mr. 
Leonard 796. In 1881 Mr. McMaster 
opposed Mr. Sawyer, alias Mr. Pope and 
was defeated by a majority of 507, Mr. 
Sawyer polling 1,411 and Mr. McMaster 
904. Mr. Sawyer polled 53 fewer than 
in 1878: and Mr. McMaster polled 108 
more than Mr. Leonard did in the elec­
tion of that year, making an increase of 
161 in favor of the Liberals. These are 
facts which any one may authenticate, 
who chooses to take the trouble, by a 
reference to the returns of the Returning 
Officer. An increase of 161 shows no 
cause of discouragement to the Liberals 
and should moderate the triumph of their 
opponents. Besides the French vote 
was cast solid for the' Conservative can­
didate. The votes cast at the polls at 
Auckland, Westbury, Ditton and Clinton 
Chesham, Piopolis, North Winslow, 
Perryhoro, Emberton and Cormier, gave 
Mr. Sawyer 449, or within 58 of his 
majority, while Mr. McMaster received 
only 39 votes at these polls. We do 
not care to go at present into the reasons 
which influenced the French Canadians 
to give such a solid vote to the Conser­
vative candidate. The “ circular " pub­
lished by Messrs. Ives and Webb must 
have influenced tbeir prejudices and 
produced exactly the eflect it was in­
tended to reach. If others adopt the 
same policy to saciire party or indivi­
dual success, the peace of the country 
will be destroyed and a state of hatred 
and enmity will ensue. It has taken 
years of effort by the more moderate to 
keep under those prejudices of race and 
religion which at a former period dis­
tracted this country, and the dying em­
bers of which require little fanning to 
be rekindled. Better for the Liberal 
party it should never be in power than 
possess it by such means ; and it is to 
be hoped they never will scatter fire­
brands amongst such combustible mate­
rials. From tbe foregoing analysis, it 
will follow that tbeLiberals of theCounty 
of Compton, instead of discouragement 
have substantial cause to work for final 
success. But to secure this, they must 
take a leaf from their opponents book. 
The pass word should be organize ; not 
by fits and starts, but by steady, persever­
ing combination. If thoroughly organ­
ized, victory will follow. Scattered ef­
forts—every man fighting under separate 
chiefs—will only cause defeat. The good 
practical Scotch precept of “ Shouther to 
Shouther " has never failetl when prop­
erly observed. But there must be per­
severance as well as unity and submis­
sion in our organization. All cannot be 
leaders, but ail in a zealous discharge of 
Ilia duty assigned them will contribute 
to secure success. “ Try again,” and 
again and again should be the party 
motto. Sir John McDonald told his 
audience the other day in Toronto, never 
to relax their efforts. If defeated at the 
polls, to go on persevering till success­
ful ; and ha instanced Glengarry, in 
which at one period the Conservatives 
were so weak as to be contemned, but 
by repeated effort they added to their 
strength, till now they had achieved suc­
cess and were represented by a Conser­
vative, In tbe matter of party disci­
pline, what is good advice for the Con­
servatives is equally good for the Lib­
erals. And we say to our friends in 
Compton, that in the matter of organiza­
tion Sir John'e advice is wholesome and 
prudent. Here is what he said : 11 If a 
party ia weak in a constituency the only 
way to increaea its strength is to deter- 
mise to win it, to keep this object stead­

ily in view and to fight every election. No 
grit should ever be allowed to be return­
ed by acclamation. The reform majority 
in Glengarry, in 1872 and for 30 years 
previous, was over 1,200, but by dint 
of work it was turned into a majority of 
62 in 1878,” In Sir John’s) wonl we say, 
« In no case allow a Conservative to be 
returned by acclamation.” Combina­
tion of effort and perseverance will 
eventually secure success.

Sir Leonard Tilley at ihe late Conven- j 
tion in Toronto, while defending the , 
National Policy, the present surplus of ; 
more than four millions of dollars, and ' 
the anticipated surplus of six millions 
this year, told his audience “ that by the 
time the Pacific Railway was built, which 
would be in 1890, he hoped to have ! 
enough to discharge the Government's 
obligations on the road." The outlook 
for posterity, or that portion of it which 
may exist at the close of the century, 
•hould be comfortable. They should be 
grateful to tbe present generation for 
having provided, at no cost to them or to 
their successors, such a generous patri­
mony. But there is a wide discrepancy 
between the announcements of the Pre­
mier and bis Finance Minister on the 
same question, so much so that it puz­
zles one to decide which is right, till tbe 
only way out of the difficulty is to 
prounenoe both unworthy of cred­
ence, so opposed qre both on this 
as have perused the masterly
question. Snch of our readers
•peech of Mr. Blake in reply to the pre­
mier, showing that the latter made wild, 
ill-considered assertions regarding the 
progress of settlement in the North West 
and the revenue to be derived from these 
settlers, will also recollect Sir John's 
bold assertion, made in the Iloiue and 
repeated solemnly and emphatically be­
fore the people on the public platforms, 
that the “construction of the C. P. Rail­
way would mot cost the people of the Dom­
inion one cent. This was no solitary 
affirmation. it formed the burden of 
his appeal to tbe public, and a portion 
of his reply to Mr. Blake in the House 
of Commons, where the latter proved 
that Sir John was imposing a burden on 
the people for the building of the C. P. 
Railway, which would press heaviiy on 
the resources of tbe country. lie aftirm- 
j~in the Houseand the members cheered 
lustily. He affirmed it in public and the 
people cheered vociferously, But Sir 
Leonard Tilley in the Toronto Conven- 
tioa says the surplus will pay the ex- 
pensesjof the C. P. Railway ; and he too 
is cheered to the echo. Now whom are 
we to believe—the Premier or his 
Finance Minister? One declared theO. 
P. Railway will not cost Canada a cent ; 
the other as confidently felicitates the 
country on the application of the many 
millions ot surplusses, to the liquidation 
of the cost of this railway. Of course 
Sir John has the privilege to change his 
opinions, if they are at all inconve nient, 
and he uses it. He did not contradict 
Sir Leonard at the Toronto convention, 
so that it may be assumed lie concurred 
in the application of these surplusses. 
This taking of money out of the pockets 
of the people when not required for the 
expenses of the Government is “ legal­
ized robbery.” And if the Government 
desire to have their acts in this instance 
fortified and legalized by the consent of 
Parliament, that consent owing to the 
material which now conastitutes both 
Houees, will be readily given. At the 
present moment the Americans appre­
ciate the dangers of permitting an aug- 
mentationof surplus revenue in thehands 
of their Goverum :nt. They know the 
temptation to dispose of this surplus 
money in the interest of party is too 
strong to be resisted, and that it is safer 
to remove the temptation than remedy 
the evil after it has been permitted. 
They, like us, have too much revenue, 
and desire to have intern il tax iti-jn so 
reduced as to relieve the people of an 
unnecessary burdeu, and thus secure as 
much as possible, purity in the adminis­
tration. The lesson, it is to be feared 
will be lost oa our Government. Not 
much, if any of these surplusses, is like­
ly to be paid to the C. P. Railway. There 
are thousands of men Wound to the Gov­
ernment only by the ties of self-interest, 
hungry speculators and contractors 
whose services must be retained by pro­
moting public works not demanded by 
the trade of the country. These are 
men whom it would be dangerous to 
disoblige ; they must be kept loyal as 
boys are kept out of mischief, by giving 
them employment, and the people will 
be mulcted year after year to provide the 
necessary funds. Whom are we to be­
lieve, Sir John or Sir Leonard ? Reason 
and facts witness against both.

At a recent sale of timber limits 
in Muskoka, the sum of 8717,176 
were realized.

This class of men, all Conservatives, 
appear to have been the object of 
Mr. Orr’s regard. If there were 
none others in tin ir own vicinity 
qualified to fill the office of Deputy 
Keturning Officers, he would have 
been justified iu making his selection 
from this class, though they were 
wholly Conservatives, But it seems 
to us, that the selection of men who 
actively canvassed for Mr. Sawyer, 
and whose opportunity for doing so 
made them desirable political agents, 
and had established for themselvss 
some claim for consideration from 
their party, requires some explana­

Vie.vxa, Dec. 9.—The celebration of 
the feast of the immaculate conception 
yesterda ylerminated in the evening with 
a terrible public calamity. Just as the 
curtain ascended in the Ring Theatre, 
the second finest theatre in the city, on 
the performance of Offenbach’s new op­
era, the theatre was discovered to be on 
fire. There were upwards of 2,000 peo­
ple in the audience, the crowd being 
mostly in the galleries. There was an 
awful panic-stricken rush for the means 
of exit. The flames spread with light­
ning rapidity. Many sprang from the 
uppermost gallery and were killed. 
Many leaped from fhe windows, while 
the shouts and shrieks of those unable 
to make their escape rent the air. Dur­
ing the greatest excitement the gas me­
ter connected with the theatre exploded 
causing total darkness. The escaping 
gas and the dense smoke caused by com­
bustion of smoke and turpentine caused j 
many to die of asphyxiation. The 
crowds in the galleries pressed in their ! 
despair toward the doors, crushing | 
against each other with remorseless force 
and trampling to death those who were 
so unfrotunate as to fall. At midnirrht 
from 250 to 300 bodies had been taken 
from the building, and it was supposed 
that at least 100 more had perished. On­
ly a small proportion of the audience I 
were able to save themselves, leaping 
on to the cloths held for them be­
low .

Gross neglect i 
against the management of the theatre 
The law prescribes the use of oil lamps 
in the corridors of theatres, so that exits 
shall he discernible in event of failure of 
gas, but this precaution was utterly ne­
glected. The scenes attending the re­
moval of the charred and mangled bo­
dies are horrid and painful in the ex­
treme. The fire is still burning; The 
burning ruins still contain a great num­
ber of bodies.

The theatre at the time the fire broke 
out was crowded, with the exception of j 
the boxes, which were as yet unoccupied 
and a part of the pit, the vacant seats he- | 
longing to fashionable people, who al- S 
ways cptqc last jn order to attract at- 
tract attention. On the stage and in 
the dressing rooms there were 200 peo­
ple. Most of these were ballet girls, 
many of whom were attired in stage cos­
tumes,

ORIGIN OK THE FIRE.

The fire originated on the stage. The 
curtain was still down at file time. The 
precise manner in which it started is not 
known. However it was, when the 
flames made their appearance they did so 
suddenly and were in such alarming 
proportions as to throw the stage peo­
ple into an instantaneous and thorough 
panic. The stage had hut one exit to 
the street, and for this narrow place of 
egress the entire two hundred rushed. 
The flames were between the curtain aud 
this door’ and this fact was the cause 
which prevented anyone trying to escape 
to the body of the house. No one on 
the stage was bold enough to face the 
flames iu that direction, and so the 
great audience had no one to duly no­
tify them of the terrible danger from 
which most of them might have 
escaped, had they been warned in time. 
At the stage exit the actors got jamed 
and the door was literally plugged up 
with human bodies and it is believed 
that most of the nnmber were burned to 
death. What followed is indescribable. 
The people became demented and fell 
upon one another like wild beasts. Some 
few got into the passages but tbe hall 
was dark. Both gas and the electric 
lights were cut off. In the midst of all 
this terror, the noise of a terrible explo­
sion showed that the gas tank had burst- 
ed,< and this time the flames burst 
through the roof and through most of 
the windows, and the entire space be­
tween the walls of the large building 
was like a vast furnace in white heat, 
with living human bodies for roils

The sight attracted the whole city to 
the scene, and thoughtful people took 
thither clothes, rope, ladders, and uses, 
By an actual count it was ten minutes 
from the time the fire had posses ion of 
the auditorium before a single life was 
saved by outside assistance, and during 
ail this time the people within the fur­
nace were either burning up or tramp­
ling one another to death. Men and 
women crazed with heat and demented 
with the prospect before them, destroy­
ed themselves by leaping from the front 
seats of the galleries into the seething 
abyss below. Up to this time none e.s- | 
caped except the few who got from tiie | 
stage, the fewer who managed to stum- | 
hie out through the darkened passages j 
from the pit to the street, and the few [ 
who dropped from the windows ot the I 
first floor above the pit into the street. I 
The turners began at once knocking in | 
the walls around the exit aud dragging J 
out tlio bodies piled thereby. Iu this j 
way they managed to save several lives, I 
but the flames soon drove them away I 
from the walls. The sturdy fellows then j 
organized a blanket service and invited i 
those at the windows on the high first 
floor to jump. Fifty persons answered 
the invitations, and the turners caught j 
every one of the entire fifty in out- j 
stretched blankets and saved them with- j 
out injury. There were no windows in | 
the street walls higher than this first : 
floor, and it is hardly a matter of doubt ! 
that every occupant of the galleries was j 
burned to death.

cued by the blanket service the whole I 
building was a mass of white fire, so 
hot that no near approach was possible. 
After that no human being got outside 
the walls, and the assembled crowds, 
vast in number, were compelled to stand 
around and witness the most appalling 
and heart-rendering scene of modern 
times. Bodies could be seen falling from

the upper floors into the white fire below I 
—some still and limp as if lifeless, 
others in the wildest movements **f 
agony. One was seen as it plunged 
from the highest part of the house. It 
was that of a man, and lie fell iiead fore­
most, botii arms crushed under the face. 
917 bodies have been recovered It is 
thought the number of dead will reach 

j 1000. A large number of the victims 
| were buried in the Central Friedcbof, on 
j Sunday by their friends. On Monday 
j one hundred and fifty-one were placed 
j in tiie vast common grave that, before it 

closes, will have received tbe few charred 
j remains and ashes of seven hundred 

more of the victims Of these now 
buried only one hundred and twenty-five 
have been identified. The rest are un­
recognizable by tbeir friends and re­
latives.

Shelter Haves Food and le Profitable
Every keeper of animals would 

actually profit by a little study of 
chemistry and physiolgy. Here is 
a short lesson . All kinds of food, as 
hay, grain, bread, meat ect., are like 
wood, mainly composed of charcoal 
[carbon] and water, with consider­
able nitrogen in some of them. To 
prove this; strongly heat any of the 
above food materials in a coal pit, or 
better, under glass. water, with 
some nitrogen gas, will be driven off 
and can be found in the glass recei­
ver, while only charcoal will remain 
Let in more air and the charcoal it­
self will unite with the oxygen of 
the atmosphere, and also go off as a 
transparent, invisible carbonic acid 
gas. This chemical action sets at 
liberty heat that was before conceal­
ed or insensible, the same as when 
wood or coal is burned rapidly in a 
stove, producing an active fire ; or 
as when wood decays, but gives off 
heat so slow as can not be observed 
...........We must have an ever burn­
ing fire in both the animal and hu­
man system. If the surrounding 
atmosphere is cold, and carries otf 
heat rapidly from the surface of the 
body, we must increase the internal 
production of heat by putting in 
more food, or by surrounding the 
body with a covering that prevents 
the escape of much heat.

Is it not plain then, that by keep­
ing animals warm, by means of close 
buildings, or shelter against heat­
stealing winds, less food will be 
needed, and there will be less waste 
of flesh in making heat Î any arange- 
ment of shelter, cover, stable, shed, 
blankets—anything that will pre­
vent the natural warmth from pass­
ing away from the surface of any 
animal—will bo a great saving of 
food required to keep up the abso- 
lutley necessary internal life warmth; 
will prevent loss of flesh ; will allow 
the food to go more to adding to 
weight of flesh, or the yield of milk, 
or of wool. Shelter and external 
warmth in cold weather are most 
economical and therefore profitable 
in the keeping of farm stock.—Am- 
erican Agriculturist for December.

Notes Live Stork In Winter.
The farm animals at this season 

are dependant upon the care and at­
tention of the farmer. To pass the 
winter with profit they must be well 
kept. Animals are very complica­
ted engines, and must be run by 
careful engineers The food they 
receive is the fuel, and the daily 
rubbing, cleaning etc., may be like­
ned to the inspection, cleaning and 
oiling of the engine. The fuel must 
be equal to the demands made of 
the animal engine, else the machin­
ery will be run to a disadvantage, 
and therefore with diminished profit. 
When the water is low and the fire 
almost out, the engine is a source of 
loss to the owner. On the other 
hand the fire may be brisk, and the 
boiter well supplied, but some screw 
is loose, or a part rubs altogether too 
closely and the friction thus pro- 
duced neutralizes much of the force. 
So in tho animal machine, all the 
parts must harmoniously work 
or in other words there must be per­
fect health to oblain the best results. 
An animal may have the best of 
food in ssfficient quantity, and still 
pass a hard winter, and without 
profit to its owner. Food of the 
best kinds without shelter, is in the 
animal enonomy like fuel in an en­
gine that is rusty and loose and out 
of order. Both are expensive meth­
ods of arriving at desired results. It 
takes too much force to run the ma­
chines in both cases. As it is 
cheaper to have a good engine kept 
in good order, so it is to have an an­
imal in health and comfort. The 
thougtful farmer will see many other 
points of likeness between the an­
imal machine and the one construct­
ed by human hands, but this is 
enough to suggest the importance 
of keeping farm animals in a health­
ful and comfortable condition by 
means of warm stables with clean 
floors and pure air.—American Ag­
riculturist for December
