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Council votes to
reverse approval

The rift on Franklin Council over issuing a
water-bottling permit to a local company
remains, with both sides continuing to justify
their positions before a large audience at the
December 2 council meeting.

Because four councillors (three of them
newly-elected on a platform of opposing the
project) are firmly aligned on one side of the
question, mayor Pierre Barri¢re and remaining
councillor Sylvain Barré now find themselves
consistently in the minority when the issue
comes up. (One council seat remains empty
pending a by-election.)

The first illustration of this came with the
December 2 majority decision to fire the munic-
ipal inspector, on the grounds that he had failed
to apply the pertinent by-laws when issuing a
certificate of conformity.

When councillor Monique Desnommée then
introduced a motion opposing the Vergers Leahy
project, it was carried by a 4-1 margin.

The mayor did not impose his right of tem-
porary veto, and his vote, only called for in the
case of a tie, was not recorded. He did, however,
reiterate his position that a motion passed by
council last June was intended to show that
while the municipality had no objection to the
Leahy plan, “at the same time, the vote was not
equivalent to any kind of formal authorization
from the municipality to go ahead.”

Councillor Desnommée’s motion said the
municipality opposes the project “on the
grounds that it contravenes local zoning laws”.

“Must respect by-laws”

“We must notify the Environment ministry
that our current zoning by-laws do not allow a
project like Leahy’s for extracting our water. The
municipal regulations are there, they’re perfect-
ly clear on the subject, and we must respect
them,” she said.

She added that her primary intention is not
necessarily to block the project permanently, but
to hold back on approving it until more informa-

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Local watershed agency will take charge

of developing master plan for water use

The Chateauguay River watershed is one
of 33 province-wide listed for special attention
on the National Water Policy unveiled
November 26 by Quebec Environment and
Water minister André Boisclair.

Most of the rivers mentioned drain into the
St-Lawrence river system, and like the Cha-
teauguay, are located in densely-populated re-
gions where problems caused by human habi-
tation and activities such as industry and agri-
culture represent hazards to sustainable water
quality. Such areas are often associated with
actual of potential conflicts about water use.

In its report, the government has tended to

look at the provincial water system on a geo-
graphic basis, by watershed, rather than by
type of exploitation province-wide. It concen-
trates on considering all the activities in a
given area and their combined impact on
water quality. This, the report says, is the
approach used most widely in other countries
in Europe and North America.

Within each watershed area, local agencies
will be in charge of setting up an integrated
plan for water management on a sustainable
basis. Locally, the SCABRIC group (Société

More space, more services coming
in January at Ormstown’s Day Care

The new year will bring big changes to the
day-care network in the Ormstown area, with
the opening of a brand-new annex to the
Abracadabra Cay Care at the corner of
Lambton and Bridge Sts.

Not only will there be more room for the
young clientele which the day care has been
serving since 1980, there will be a total of four
new programs which will broaden its mandate
and help more families take advantage of the
government-sponsored $5-per-day service.
The space in the day care will nearly double
with the addition of the new building and the
enclosed passageway which joins the two sec-
tions.

The building beside the current location
was bought a year ago, in December 2001,
and in March 2002 plans for the expansion
were approved by Quebec.

The day care now includes 44 children on
the premises and another 50 in home-care.

Capacity enlarged
“The current renovations will expand our
capacity by 23 more children and five new
staff members,” said Abracadabra director

France Laplante. “We’ve been working like
mad to get things ready to open in January.”

She explained the new features which will
be offered at a December 3 ceremony launch-
ing the annex, where renovations costing
some $344,000 are nearing completion.

Laplante listed the following new services:

* A nursery unit equipped to handle five
babies, the first in the Ormstown area;

* Courses for parents of youngsters aged
from birth to 18 months to help them develop
developing parenting skills and provide early
stimulation for their babies;

* A nursery school program for 3-and-4
—year-olds, as the result of an amalgamation
with the Ormstown Nursery School, which
has existed in the community for the past 22
years; and

* A drop-in centre for parents wishing to
leave their children at the day care for short
periods of time.

“SCABRIC itself will be seeing some
major changes,” said development agent
Geneviéve Audet following the publication of
the report. “‘We’ll be taking on a larger role in
bringing other groups together, in planning
and in decision-making, whereas up until
now, we have been limited to making recom-
mendations.”

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Local girls plan trip to Ecuador
as part of aid project for kids

Two CVR students are hoping to reverse the
seasons come next summer, when they plan to be
in the southem hemisphere as part of Craig
Kielburger’s Leaders Today program.

Kendall Ness, 15, and Marcie Tolhurst, 16,
both of Howick, were busy fund-raising by sell-
ing home-made goodies at the recent Barrie
Bagzaar, and by the end of the day they had accu-
mulated $500 toward a two-week trip to
Ecuador, which will cost each girl about $3,400.

Marcie, along with four other local teens
(Eric ‘Ness, Christine Tolhurst, Tara Chisholm
and Kasinee Templeton), attended a week-long
Leaders Today Academy in Toronto last August,
where they learned about the international pro-
gram launched by Toronto native Kielburger
seven years ago, when he was orly 12, promot-
ing the idea of “children helping children”
around the world. Kendall, who did not attend
the Toronto event, has become involved through
her friends at CVR.

Nobel nomination

Kielburger, now 19, has been nominated for a
Nobel Peace Prize for his work, and has
appeared on the Oprah Winfrey Show. He and
his brother Marc were originally inspired by
reading about a young Pakistani boy, taken from
school and sold into bondage as a child laborer
in a carpet factory.

Along with some friends, they founded Kids
Can Free the Children, a movement which now
has 100,000 young members in 35 countries and
is the world’s largest network of children helping
children.

Teams of spokespeople for the Free the
Children project are currently touring the coun-
try, and CVR has invited one group to visit
Ormstown and speak to the student body as a
whole on the Embracing Cultures program,
which explains the needs of other communities.
(The local high school has not yet received con-
firmation of a date for the talk.)

Community work

While Marcie and Kendall don’t yet know
exactly what they will be doing in Ecuador next
summer (which will, of course, be winter there),
they do know they will be working hard with
young people, helping to make their community
a better place.

Ecuador is just one country where the project
has built schools (over 300 in all) and created
alternative income projects for poor families.
Kids Can Free the Children also distributes med-
ical supplies and school kits to needy families in
developing areas, and project workers have also
helped out in orphanages and hospitals, as well
as teaching skills to young people.

Meanwhile, the Howick teens have been fill-
ing orders for home-made goodies, selling

PQ is like a dysfunctional family,
as internal squabbles surfacing

There was no mistaking the target of
Agriculture Minister Maxime Arseneau’s pot-
shot last week in front of the annual assembly of
the UPA, the Quebec farm producers’ union.

Under fire from producers for letting
Environment Minister André Boisclair seize
the lead role in tackling agricultural pollution,
Arseneau struck back.

"Decisions are made by Cabinet and when
decisions are made, it’s a government deci-
sion. Ministers don’t all work in the same way.
I, for example, don’t throw myself in front of
the cameras to get my face in the picture.
That’s not my style."

The comment came after a string of equal-
ly blunt statements from producers.

"Producers are feeling hurt,” said René
Walaszczyk, regional UPA President in St-
Hyacinthe, "from being treated like poisoners,
like polluters, like assassins of the environ-
ment, and from seeing the Environment
Minister act like he’s the Agriculture Minister
and telling us to produce the way he sees fit,"
said René Walaszczyk, regional UPA
President in St-Hyacinthe. "What we also see
is the absence of the Agriculture Minister at
the side of producers to defend agriculture."

"Get him to shut up," said Saguenay pro-
ducer Yvon Simard, referring to Boisclair.

"Get control of your ministry and come to
the rescue of producers. We're fed up," added
another.

"I defend my dossiers tooth and nail, I
assure you," replied Arseneau. "I prefer
results.”

Asked later by journalists if his comments
were aimed at Boisclair, he replied: "It was
just a remark that sometimes my entourage
makes. What's important for me is the result.
That’s my way of working. You follow politi-
cians every day. There are some you see more
often. Simple as that."

Differences of opinion

Happy times in the PQ government? In the
last month alone, Paul Bégin angrily left
Cabinet and the caucus because of differences
of opinion over sovereignty and the handling
of the Crown prosecutors’ dispute.

Then Landry’s chief of staff Claude H. Roy
was pushed out because his abrasive style was
causing a mutiny in Cabinet. Then sovereign-
ty advisor Josée Legault was turfed because of
either personality clashes or policy differ-
ences, take your pick.

Now, a clash of "styles" between Arseneau
and his Environment colleague. Quick, some-
one get these people a counsellor on team-
building before it’s too late.

GOV’T LOSES VOTE

Actually, just assembling a team would be
advisable. Late last Friday, the PQ govern-

ment lost a vote in the National Assembly
because it didn’t have enough MNAs present.

The vote was on a routine motion to
approve $22 million in compensation paid to
the Duplessis orphans. The issue was not
important enough to be considered a vote of
non-confidence, which would have meant the
government’s defeat.

But it was the second time this fall the gov-
ernment has shown ineptness in organizing its
parliamentary work.

In an attempt to compensate for the incom-
petence, PQ MNAs tried everything to prevent
the vote from taking place, and even assailed
the Deputy Speaker Raymond Brouillet, him-
self a PQ MNA, for aiding and abetting the
opposition.

To his credit, Brouillet stuck to his original
interpretation of the rules, even going so far as
to avail himself of an "instant replay" to make
sure he was not making an error.

That still wasn't good enough for
Education Minister Sylvain Simard. He called
Brouillet — remember, they’re both in the same
party — "arrogant” and contested his capacity
to remain in the Speaker’s chair.

Finally, Brouillet ordered the vote, but not
before firing back that he would never accept
to bear responsibility for "the negligence of
others".

"Do you understand? The negligence. You
should know the regulation. If not, you should
know it, and it’s up to you to prepare yourself
accordingly.”

Another day in the life of the PQ family.

FARM PRODUCERS HURTING

To get back to Quebec’s farmers for a
moment, they are definitely feeling the weight
of the sustained attacks on their profession.

Where they once enjoyed everyone's
respect as nature’s friend and the suppliers of
nature’s bounty, they now feel they're being
singled out as the cause of so many environ-
mental problems.

"2002 was a tough, difficult year," said
UPA President Laurent Pellerin last week, not-
ing widespread "frustration and exasperation".

Producers feel they are doing as much as
they can, as quickly as they can, to meet
demands to clean up agricultural pollution.
But at the same time that they’re integrating
new, environmentally-friendly techniques,
they are expected to be ever more efficient to
meet the demand for expansion of the agri-
food industry.

To demonstrate that producers are doing
their part, the UPA released an "environmental
performance" report.

One key initiative was the creation in 1997
of a network of Clubs-Conseils, advisory
clubs which provide producers with profes-

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mental problems, definitions and priorities
among the issues to be dealt with, as well as
projected goals,” Audet explained.

Lacolle farmer describes techniques
of environmentally-safe hog operation

Kathy Brownridge, for 25 years a
Canadian Customs officer, now co-owner of
a pig farm in St-Bernard-de-Lacolle,
described the efforts she and her husband
are putting into making their operation envi-
ronmentally-friendly.

As guest speaker at the November meet-
ing of the Howick Women's Institute, Kathy
said the farm, now home to 2,400 pigs, has
been in her husband's family for 225 years.
The couple are looking for ways to use the
manure, which lightens the soil, rather than
commercial fertilizer, which does not.

Kathy said farmers are stewards of the
land, depending on the enivironment, includ-
ing the quality of soil, water and living
organisms. She described the huge cement
holding tanks for liquid manure recom-
mended by Quebec, and the strict regula-
tions regarding leakage. Farmers are now
required to keep a log for each field, to test
soil annually, and to indicate all fertilizers
put on the land; the plan must be signed by
an agronome. Farmers must justify fertiliz-
er use, and respect distances from water-
ways.

Pig farms may only be set up in certain
locations, respecting rules about neighbors,

she said. Farmers themselves don't want pig
farms near a major centres, since this can
make the pigs sick. Antibiotics are not
over-used, and pigs do not have e-coli.
Visitors from another operation must show-
er and don cover-alls before seeing the pigs.
The couple are putting in a manure-treat-
ment plant to convert manure to compost,
eliminating the odor. Nutrients that are
presently going into the air are needed in the
soil, she said.

Kathy was introduced by Environmental
Safety Convener Penny Anderson and
thanked by Willa Hooker.

sional support on agro-environmental issues.
Membership is voluntary, but there are
already 79 such clubs, involving more than
5,600 producers, responsible for almost one-
third of Quebec’s agricultural production.
Among the results so far: more efficient
use of fertilizer, reduced pesticide use, and
improved manure spreading practices.
According to Statistics Canada, 47 per cent
of Quebec farmers have adopted fertilization
plans, compared to 15% across Canada.
The UPA has also been listening to the cho-
rus of voices protesting the rise of industrial

farms. Most Quebec farms are still family-

owned, but it’s clear they are falling in num-
ber. So producers have begun the process of
examining the future, and that includes trying
to come up with a definition of the "ideal
farm" size and what that means in a world of
falling tariffs and increasing competition.

Far from being "assassins of the environ-
ment", producers want us to know they’re
doing everything they can to be as eco-friend-
ly as possible.

the drop-in centre,” she said. “The $5-a-day
program has meant our child-care centres are
running at full capacity, and have been unable
to accept children for short periods of time, a
day here or there, or in the case of an emer-
gency.”

Le bassin versant de la riviere Chiteauguay a
été identifié par le gouvernement du Québec
parmi les 33 cours d’eau reconnus prioritaires en
vertu de la mise en application de la politique
nationale de |'eau déposée le 26 novembre dernier
par le ministre d’Etat aux Affaires municipales et
a la Métropole, 4 I’Environnement et a I’Eau,
André Boisclair.

Le gouvernement implantera progressivement
la gestion intégrée par bassin versant sur I’'ensem-
ble de ces cours d'eau reconnus prioritaires situés
principalement dans la plaine du Saint-Laurent,
pres des lieux d’activités humaines intensives oul
persistent les problématiques d’assainissement
industriel, agricole et municipal les plus impor-
tantes et la ol des conflits d'usage existent.

La gestion intégrée de I’eau par bassin versant,
qui se caractérise par son approche territoriale
plutdt que sectorielle, vise a tenir compte globale-
ment de I'ensemble des activités sur un cours
d’eau et de leurs impacts cumulatifs sur I'état de
celui-ci. Selon Québec, cette approche a fait ses
preuves dans bon nombre de pays d’Europe et
d’Amérique du Nord.

A I'échelle locale et régionale, des organismes
de bassin auront la responsabilité de mettre en
ceuvre, dans une perspective de développement
durable, la gestion intégrée de 1’eau. La Société de
conservation et d’aménagement du bassin de la
riviere Chiteauguay figure parmi la vingtaine de
ces organismes existent d’ailleurs déja a travers le
Québec.

La SCABRIC verra son mandat se modifier
passablement, en ce sens que ses régles de régie
interne et sa charte de fonctionnement subiront
des modifications. Selon I’agente de développe-
ment de |'organisme, Geneviéve Audet, le mou-
vement agira davantage comme une table de con-
certation et de planification et se dotera d’un pou-
voir décisionnel alors qu’a I’heure actuelle, il ne
peut que formuler des recommandations.
