Io this city she secured work as a seam­
stress and,eked out a livelihood for herself 
and child for u time, but her frail constitn- 
tiou was *a mark for consumption, and she 
took to her bed io tbe lark aa t dreary room 
in which she died.

NOVA 8COTIA.
Halifax, Jao. 9—Ciptain Brown, of the 

American brigantine “tAtalaya,” which waa 
loat near Renews, Newfoundland, arrived here 
yesterday.

THE OPENING OF THE LEGISLA­
TURE.

The Legislature met yesterday after­
noon. There was the usual display in and 
about Parliament House, and the number 
of ladies and gentlemen present was large 
and influential. The members of the 
House of Assembly and Legislative Coun­
cillors mustered in great force. The 
speech from the Throne was read by Mr. 
Justice Bosse, owing to the continued in­
disposition of the Lieutenant-Governor. 
Everybody present regretted the absence 
of our able and esteemed Chief Magistrate. 
The form of procedure observed at the 
opening, was much the same, cf course, as 
if His Honor, the Head of the State, was 
in his place on the dais, but the knowledge 
that Mr. Angers was not at his post 
through serious illness threw a damper on 
the proceedings which was felt as keenly 
by Judge Bosse himself, as by the Chief 
Ministers of State, and the audience 
present On all sides the hope 
was expressed, that the Lieutenant- 
Governor would soon be able to resume 
his duties, and appear on our streets again, 
recuperated in health and physically strong.

The speech was principally remarkable 
for what it did not contain. The pro 
gramme offered by the Crown to the assem­
bled wisdom of the country, is very meagny 
No measure of paramount importance is 
promised, and from what we hear among 
the members of Parliament, there will be 
very few private bills presented at this ses 
sion of the Legislature. The session, 
therefore, will not be a long one. There 
will be some displays of oratory of course, 
on both sides of the House, and we are 
told that a few votes of want of 
confidence in the Government, will be sub­
mitted by the Opposition. But these will 
be introduced solely for use in the eftnsti 
tuencies at the next general election, and 
the aim will be to discredit the National 
wing of the ‘Government supporters, in 
counties where, a few years ago, Conserva­
tive members wore returned to Parliament. 
The Government has strengthened itself 
very much since it assumed office, but this 
fact is more due to the utter helplessness, 
and weakness of the Opposition party 
managers in Quebec, rather" than to any­
thing that it has itself done on its own ac­
count. This is unfortunate, of course, but 
brains are not given to every politician, 
and bumptiousness and vanity cannot be 
considered as statesmanship. So, we sup­
pose, the Government will not encounter 
much difficulty in carrying full sail from 
opening day to the close of the session.

Elsewhere, our readers will find a full 
account of whit took place yesterday. We 
have made the usual arrangements for re­
liable and ample reports of the proceed­
ings of the Legislature, during the session, 
and these, we trust, will meet the wishes 
of our citizens.

Wit in the Pnlpit.
Although an extreme gravity of demeanour 

is generally considered es-entkl to the proper 
conduct of religious services, numberless ex­
amples are on record in which the ocoupint 
of a pulpit hsa thought it cot inconsistent 
with his position to iudulga in outbursts of 
wit, or to give free reia to his sense of 
humour. In some instances, of course, this 
has been done deliberately, for the purpose of 
more thoroughly engaging the attention of the 
congregation ; bat the effects have been occa 
aionally romewhat startling. Sydney Smith 
was once preaching to a congregation in Edin­
burgh, made up almost exclusive of ladies. 
He chose for his text the words, “O that mon 
wonld therefore praise the Lord,” laying spe 
oial stress on the word nun, and looking sig­
nificantly around the church.

The R«v. Dr. Howard, rector of St. 
George’s, Southwark, and chaplain to Princess 
Augusta, was so fond of good living that he 
ran ocndderably into debt with many of tbe 
tradesman in his piriah. It was in their 
«peci-il interests that he one day preached 
from the text, "Have patience and I will pay 
you all.” He spoke at great length on the 
virtu's of patience, and then proceeded, 
now come to the second part of my discourse, 
which is ‘And I will pay you all ;’ but that 
I shall defer to a future occasion.”

It is not often, perhaps, that a preacher is 
placed in the position of the Rev. Patrick 
Stewart, who, on spreading out the manus­
cript of his sertnen before him on the pulpit, 
found that the first page or two had been 
taten away. “My brethren,” ha said, noth- 
iug diiooncerted, “I find that the mice have 
made free with the beginning of my sermon 
so that 1 cannot tell yon where the text is 
hut we’il just begin where the mice have left 
off, and we’il fiud oat the text &s we go 
along.”

Decidedly caustic was the remirk made by 
a clergyman who was stopped one Sunday by 
the loud talking that was going on among his 
congregation. A woman rose from the- side 
of the church where those of her s-x sat apart 
from the men, and called out, “Your raver- 
once, the talking is not among us.” “So 
much the batter,” answered the preacher ; 
“it will be the sooner over !”

Dean Ramsay tells of a northern minister 
who saw that a young man in the gallery, in 
Uking out bis pocket handkerchief, palled 
oat, at the same time, a pack of cards, which 
flew all about. “Kh, moo,’ exclaimed the 
minister, “your psalm-balk has boon ill- 
bund !"

A BRILLIANT CEREMONY.

THE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

The usual ceremonial attended the opening 
of the third session of the Legislature of the 
Province of Quebec in ‘this city, yesterday, 
but the scene in tho Parliament House was 
more brilliant than any which has been wit­
nessed on a similar occasion for some time 
pasf.

His Honor the Lientenant-Govemor, whote 
enforced absence through illness was matter 
of general regret, had sent his state carriage 
t> tho residence of the Hon. Mr. Justice 
Bossé, Administrator, to drive him to and 
from the Parlisrrent House. Arrived at the 
main entrance to the latter, His Honor the 
Administrator was received with a general 
salute from a detachment of “ B ” Battery, 
drawn np directly opposite to it, the.band 
playing “God Save the Queen,” while the 
Citadel gnnsaUo boome 1 out tho usual sainte. 
His Honor was attended by Capt. Sheppard 
an i Lient. LeatarJ, A. D. C.’s to the Lieute. 
naut-Goverucr, and by Mr. Taché, Private 
Secretory, and was mot within the 
entrance by the Premier and several 
of his oolleagnes and escorted to the 
chamber of the President of the Legis­
late Council and thence to the Throne, sur­
rounded by a brilliant military sluff, omergst 
others ahere being prrstnt Lt.-Co). Duchés- 
n*y. D.A.G., Lt.-Co!. r*sohMreau, Brigade 
M'jor, Lt. C.I. Turnbull, Lt.-CoL Miller, 
Major Short, M jor Prower, Surgeon Russell, 
C*pr. Moatiz&mbert, Ciptain RutherforJ, 
Capt. Dunbar, C.ipt, Peters, Capt. Morgan, 
Lieut. Morgin. Lieut. Indah, Lieut. Clint, 
Lieutenant Mailloux and many others. 
Toe Ministers present on either »iiie the 
Throne were Hon. Meters. Msroier, Rhoies, 
Garneau, Sheyhn, Rors and Gagnon.

The scene in tne Council Chamber was bril­
liant io the extreme. Di spite the disagree­
able weather, an unusually large number of 
ladies were preicot, and both floor and gal­
leries were fairly packed with «peotators 
drawn for the moit part from the elité of 
Quebec society. His Honor’s dignity of ap. 
pearauce ani manner was freely commented 
up m, „ad so was the brilliancy of the military 
staff and the splendor of the ladies’ costumes.

His Eminence Cardinal Taschereau was 
present for the first time since his elevation to 
tne dignity of a Pricce of the Church, and 
was accompanied by Mgr. Legare, V.G., at 
prelate. Mgr. Tetu and Canons Richardkon 
and Von Ifflmd were also present.

To the right of the Throne sat the ladies 
of the Administrator’s party, Mrs. 
Bossé, Mr*. Cssault, Mrs. Riuthier, and 
Mies Boat*. The other ladies and 
gmtlemea accorded official seats on the 
floor of the House were Madame Duhamel, 
Miss Marchand, ex-Lieuieusnt Governor and 
Mrs. Masson, Madame Caron, Senator and 
Mrs. Carvel, P.E I., Senetor Pelletier, the 
Consuls.General for. Span, Franco and Bel­
gium, Judge and Mrs. Chauveau, Mrr. T. 
Duohemay, the Deputy Ministers of the Pro- 
vines and others.

Having ascended the Throne His Honor the 
Administrator caused the meinb?ra of the 
Assembly to be summoned, and these having 
appeared, headed by their Speaker, in res­
ponse tothesummorsof the Gentleman Usher 
of the Black Rod, His Honor was pleased to 
open the session bv rending the following

SPEECH FROM THE THRONE :
Honorable Qent’emen of the Legislative Council,

OentUmen of the Legislative Assembly,
I am certain that I but give expression to 

yoar sentiments and those of the 
this Provino?, in stating that we regret tbe 
absence, on this occasion, through illaesv, of 
the head of the Executive and that we all 
sincerely desire to s-m him soon restored to 
health and to the otfioa which ho so worthily 
fills.

Reasons of a special nature have delayed 
the conversion of the consolidated debt of the 
Province authorized by you last session, but 
my Government still expects to carry oat this 
fioaucial transaction, whioh will enable it to 
devote Urge sums ot money towards promot 
ing the interests of Public Instruction, Agr 
culture and Colonization.

Tho act amending the law respecting dis 
trict magistrates, asaentfd to oo the ISsh

you. amongst others, in connection with the 
Quebec Controverted fEecticns Act, the 
Mining Act and the License Act.

I have every confidence that you will give 
all the necessary attention to these important 
matters and I pray Divine Providence to bless 
your labors.

After the Admipistra’orhad retired, Messrs. 
LiSrochelle and Marcil in the Legislative 
Council and Col. Rhoies and Mr. Tonrigny in 
the Assembly were introduced and took their j 
seats# the new Minister of Agriculture being 
introduced by Mr. Mercier and Mr. Oweu 
Morphy amid load applause.

After the adoption of the usual routine 
motions both Honsea adjourned.

The Speech from the Throne will be taken 
into consideration to-day.

The address in reply to the Speech from the 
Throne will be proposed in the Assembly by 
Mr. Boyer, M.P.P., and seconded by Dr. Do- 
Grosbois, M.P.P.

July last, having been disallowed by the Fe 
deral authorities without their hiving ap­
pointed the additional judges ordered by this 
L°gialature, my Government was compelled 
to put into force, in the o ty of Montreal, the 
old laws respeo’iog district magistrates, with 
aview of stopping the ever-increasing accn 
maintien of judicial biuioess in the metropo 
lis of the country. You will be again asked 
to enact the same law with certain modifica­
tions rendered necessary by circumstance*, so 
as to put an ond to tho difficulties in the ad 
ministration of Justice in Montreal and to 
assert the rights of this Legislature. The 
correspondence in connection with the dis 
avowal will be snbmitted to you.

The Federal Government having raised 
doubts as to the right of this Province to the 
ownership of a certain portion of the Crown 
Laud* called “beach lots,” my Government 
deemed is necessary to pret-at energetically 
agaiost such an encroachment, whioh, if «access 
ful. would ba disastrous in its remits. The 
memorandum cent to the Federal authorities 
on this subject will be submitted to you, tpge 
ther with the other docunieuts connected 
therewitb.

The Federal authorities having been oou 
sultid by my Goveromeot, have informed it 
that they had under consideration the ques 
tien of disallowing tbe act of last 
session, confirming the settlement made in 
connection with the property known as the 
Jcsnita’ Estates, and, consequently, the car­
rying cot of the principal provisions of that 
act has remained and will remain suspended 
until the expiration of the delay within which 
the disavowal might take place.

In accordance with the desire of this Legis 
lature, the Department of Agriculture and 
Colonization has been entrusted to a practical 
agriculturalist, which will, I trust, assure the 
signal success of these two great national 
□cdottakings, and you Lave doubtless learnt, 
with pleasure, that, by this arrangement, an 
important department is confided to a repre- 
«eotative of the minority in this Provinco in 
the person of a member from the Eastern 
Toj^hips. You will be called upon to con- 
•id^Pthe advisability of conferring special 
and honorary rewards for agricultural merit 
so as to excite a noble and legitimate emula 
tion amongst our farming population.

The Revised Statutes of this Province came 
into force by proclamation on the first of 
January instant, and the distribution is beiog 
made with all dued iligence.

Efficient measures have been taken to en­
sure tbe collection of the moneys due to the 
Province and to enforce compliance with the 
License Act.

Ae a result of the new appropriations 
which you voted to railway companies, the 
work of construction cn a certain nnmber of 
these roads has been energetically carrieJ on 
and I have much pleasure io informing you 
that some of them have been completed and 
are already in full operation. The aid granted 
last session to the Quebec Railway Bridge 
Company was. by Order-ia-Conocil, placed at 
the disposal tf tbe promoters of that import­
ant undertaking, under the terms and con- 
dirions imposed by law.

My Government endeavored, under the 
authority of the act fifty-one ond fifty two 
Victoria, chapter twelve, to appoint arbitra- 
tora to whom would have been referred each 
of the questions which the Government of 
Ontario and Quebec would have mutually 
agreed to submit. After certsiu interviews 
and correspondence, the two Governments 
could not agree, my Government insisting 
upon submitting only the questions connected 
with the school lands fund aod the Govern- 
ment of Ontario insisting upon adding others. 
There is, however, reason to hope that the 
difficulty will ba settled shortly, to the satis­
faction of both Provinces.

Qükbeo,'January 9th, 1889.
The President and Council of the Literary 

and Historical Society of Quebec bog to pre­
sent st this annual meeting of the society, 
their reports and accounts for the past year. 
It is a matter for congratulation that we are 
able to state, that through the liberality of 
the Premier of the Province and his col­
leagues. the Government and Legislature of 
Quebec have restored to the society an aonnal . 
grant, to enable ns to print transactions, and - 
rare mannscripts, and to otherwise proseente * 
oar lahonrs according to the aims of the 
society. Up to 1884 the asnonnt yearly grant­
ed ns wa* $750. In that year it was 
discontinued, however, and owing to 
losses in membership, non payment of 
snbscriptions, &o, the financial posi­
tion of the society became somewhat 
crippled. Last year, the present Government 
granted us $500, and we have reaann to 
believe that that sum, if not more will bs 
annually placed in tbs estimates for oar 
benefit. By means of that grant we have 
been enabled to place in the printers hands 
the manuscript of a volume of transactions, 
which will be published early daring the 
resent winter. We have also added to the 

library a large number of volumes.
For several years pist, the QaebeaGovern- 

ment has demanded certain original manus­
cripts relating to the early history of the 
country, which have been in the possession of 
the society for a great many years. The 
committee appointed by the society to con­
fer with ths Govtrnment, on the subject, 
satisfied themselves that the claim of the 
Government was legal, and that the acciety 
was the custodian and not the owner of the 
oapera in qaestion. Accordingly, the 
librarian handed over to the Provincial 
Secretary all the volumes of original manus­
cripts, and manuscript copies from the Pari* 
and London archives, as described in his 
report, which is bere appended.)

During the year 1888, seventeen new mem­
bers were elected, and fourteen withdrew 
from the society. Of the latter three 
resigned, swen left the oity, and four died. 
The council regrets exceedingly the s*d loss 
which the society sustains in the deaths of 
Jean B. Dion, Roderick McLeod, for many 
yrars a talented and zeal-ms office-bearer, the 
Hon Senator Jam.*s G. Ross, and tho Count 
de Premie Real, late Consnl-General for 
Spain st this port.

We have an active membrrahip of 190.
His Excellency, the Rt. Hon. the Lord 

Stanley, Governor-General of Canada, was 
elected patron and honorary member of the 
society. The following letter of acceptance 
was received.
