Getting their facts tersely on

paper, the girls see it this way:

“An ortificial satellite was
faunched Friday, by Russian
scientists.

This is most exciting news,
for man has never been able to

do this before.

" The last time such an event’
occurred, may have been when

the moon shot off from the
earth, millions of years ago.

Man wasn’t even on earth then.

t This satellite, unlike the

moon, is only 23 inches in dia-

meter and so is like a tiny speck
compared to the moon. It tra-

vels around the earth once every

814 ‘hours.
month. It is only 560 miles

away, The moon is 500 times

farther awaythan this.
If you look at the globe you

will see a white cardboard circle
which indicates the path the

satellite may be taking. If the

earth were the size of this globe,
the satellite would be circling
æround one inch from the globe’s

surface. So the path as shown

is the proper distance from the
@lobe. If we had a globe for the
moon on the same scale, it would

be about 30 feet away, that is,

just beyond the walls of the
school.

born in Ottawa has become
so well-known for his paint-
ings of Eskimo life that he ’
is at times referred to as the
Eskimo man. His first intro-
duction to the Arctic came
while on a 3 months tour of
duty with the Royal Navy in
northern waters in 1937. “I
found the Eskimos.very at-
tractive,” he said. “Their
golden-copper faces,
with surprisingly high color,
the intensity of their dark
eyes and blue-black hair and
the simple, graceful lines of
their costumes all seemed to
be most paint-worthy. More-
over, I found myself re-
sponding to the splendid
rhythms underlying the
somewhat grim and brood-
ing landscape. The skies in
thenorth are unusually ex-
citing: in contrast to the
slow-moving landscapes, the
clouds seem to be in a
hurry.”

A former barrister Mr. Beament

was asked why he had given
up practice after only a year.
“My father, who was a sensible
business man, took a somewhat
cloudy view of an art career.”
he said, “As he offered me an
education in any field except art,
I chose law believing that it
would give me a good practical
foundation for whatever I ulti-
mately turned to, After attend-
ing Osgoode Hall in Toronto, I
was called to the bar in 1922."

This year of practices Mr. Bea-
ment said was a concession to
his father’s point c* view. Mean-
while his paintings had been fav-
orably received in one or two im-
portant exhibitions. “I had
grown completely impatient with
being a Sunday painter,” he de-

“especially after having
done some’ work at the Ontario
College of Art while I was study-
ing. law in Toronto. Therefore, I
decided to try making a living in
the field of art. I took a job in
an art department of the civil
service, where the duties were
not very demanding, and by
painting in my spare time man-
aged to get a one man show to-
gether.” This show which was
held in Ottawa was not a finan-

cial success, and Mr. Beament
eventhough his funds were limit-
ed: decided to go abroad. “I work-
ed. my way over to England on a
cattle boat,” he said. Apparently
his recollections of the trip were
not altogether’ pleasant—for, he]
added, -4I detest cattle on such a
familiar footing—they're so ex- .

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‘Atomiclocomotive
still long way off
Rotary Club told

The growth of a civilization on the American con-
tinent was made possible not by maritime development —
as in Greece and England — but by the rapid development
of the locomotive. It was the locomotive that opened the

These remarks by Stephen

marked the opening of a highly

illuminative talk to Westmount

Rotary Club. Monday. A Mont-
real Rotarian, Mr. Harwood's

talk provided the membeers with

an informative and detailed ac-
count of locomotive development
during the last four decades.

Dring those years 3870 steam

locomotive had been built by the
speaker's firm — a large number
for export.

But, he continued, the advan-

tages of the diesel locomotive

have at last been asserted, and

the last steam engine was com-
pleted in 1950 and sent to India.

It is not hard to realise why
the diesel has taken over, he
pointed out. It costs only half

the normal amount in fuel; it

and faster speeds on curves
makes it easier for drivers to
keep to schedules. +

The diesel, he said, is really

only an electric train carrying

its own power-plant. The funda-
mentals were conceived by. .the

German, Dr. Rudolph Diesel,
who built the first one in Ger-

many in 1897. He tried to sell

his idea to the government for
military use, but they weren't

interested. So he decidedto take
his ideas to England. But he never

arrived there. He mysteriously

diappeared from the ship during
the voyage across the North Sea,
and his plans went with him.

But the idea had been born,

and a few years later an English-
man, Robert Ackroyd, built a

diesel. This failure was of a dif-
ferent sort, however, the diesel

just would not run. .

The next scene of development
was in Russia, where the dif-
ficulty of transporting water

over the plains to provide water-
ing stops for the steam-engines

necessitated something new. It
was in Russia that the first diesel
was successfully developed.

America quickly realised the
potential of these new engines,
and they were.soon being pro-
duced on this side of the Atlan-

tic. The first to run in Canada

“Was built for CNR jointly by
an American and English firm

and went into service in 1927.

In 1948 the first diesel wag

‘built in Canada and’ production
really got under way. Since that
time 2200 have been built here,

mostly for home use.

But of course, the speaker

pointed out, we ran into a lot
of difficulties modifying diesel
plans for conditions here. The

earlier locomotives that ran here
were not always a success. He

recalled that one complaint re-
ceived pointed out that “the
temperature inside the car may

be thirty degrees higher than
outside, but ‘outside it's forty
below”. + ‘

And we still have plans for
future improvement, the speaker
stressed. We are already study-
ing the possibility of developing

diesel hydraulic engines here, the
type that are used in Germany
extensively.
