LORD DUFFERIN'S INAUGURAL.—
ToroxTo, December 11.--A special by cable
to the Mail, dated London, December 10,
says :—The annoal meeting of the Royal
Geographical Society was held last evening,
at the Society’s Rooms, Saville Row, Bur-
lington Gardens, when - the -Rarl of
Duflerin, the mnew President, deli-
vered . his inangural address. His Lord-
ship was supported by Sir Rutherford Al
cock, K.C.B,, D.C.L., the retiring Presi-
dent ; Mr. C. R. Markham, C.B., the Sec-
retary ; Lord Arthur Russell, M.P., the
Foreign Secretary, and other distingnished
members of the Bociety. As an appropriate
compliment to His Lordship’s early travel in
““high latitndes,” the evening was devoted
to the subject of Aretic oration. In his
inangural address the new President gave an
cloquent and interesting acconnt of his
recent travels in the Great Northwest, with
a glowing description of the prospects of
that vast territory in connection with the
future of the Dominion of Canada. Papers
were also read on the SBwedish Arctic expedi-
tion under Prof Nordenskjold and the recent
Dutch expedition te the Polar regions.

THE BUTCHERS' CONTROVERSY

Meed Last The Other Side

A large and influential meeting of the
princijal private butehers of Montreal was
beld in the hall, corner Craig and St. Law-
rence streets, last evening, aud was called to
order by the appointment of Mr. W. L.
Biown, of Browu Bics,, 1323 St. Catherine
street, chaiiman. He said: We amk here
to-uight to  organize ourselves into an
ssstclation  to  vesist the attempt of
the Lut.bers to send us back io the
market, and to refut- the false and slan-
derous  statemenis  drenlited aguinst us
through the preas, It had Deen ool that
the moyerrent had originated with the pri-
vate Lutchors, but e would must emphati-
eally deny that such was the case, a3 the
whule :1;-i1uliun had heen hTI.“IK}Il- about hy
a market butcher and a privat: batehir, whoe
had been unsuccessful in business, aud who,
mn fart, wisbed to tuke refuge in the warker.
He might say that the amiation was mooe
atongst those who were now in the mourked,
but who formeriy kept  private stalls aud
were unsvceessful.  In regard to the petition
which had been circulated amongst the piv e
butehers, many who signed it were tm-
dated, and would pow gladly erase theu
panes from the roll. They had been theeat-
ened exclusion fiom the markets when the
law cate iuto force if they did not sign, and
this was particularly the ease in the Bast
Lod. In case the proposed scheme of abul.

iwling private stalls Lecnugglaw i was
generally understood that, would do

the same as they did in times, when
jobbing in market stalls was in onder and
txorbitant rates seeured ; when some of the
fraternity carried weights and other articles
around in their.pockets, prepared to aunibi-
late any one who wonld attempt to bid up
the prices of the stalls. It had been stnneill
by an evening paper that as « rule the pri-
vate hutchers did not pay up. This was
utterly false, ns not one of the rrivate butch-
ers owed a eent for licenses, with the excep-
tion, perhaps of one, a woman, who had
onl tia[lnjr paid her license. On the
contrary, the butchers of the markets were
greatly in arrears to the Corporation. This
same paper had stated that out of 104 stalls,
which the reporter had visited, sixty-five
butchers were in favor of central markets,
and the doing away with private
stalls. Now, there was not a
man out of the forty who were assembled
im that room who had received a visit from
the said re . In to the cleanli-
ners of private stalls they would not be
patrouized unless they were kept in a good
sanitary condition, and i fact the private
stalls were kept in a prach better condition
than the market stalls.  As to the matter of
convenience that was something important to
consider. He knew of parties who would be'un-
able to reach the. general markets for their
supplies unless attended with the greatest in-
convenience, When it was known that the
104 private stalls in the ci id a revenue
of $20,800 sunually, and did not give the
authorities the slightest trouble to collect it,
was not that money a met gain to the cor-
mtion'r The corporation talked about
ilding other markets. How sbout that
latest folly, St. James market ! Was not the
cost of it so great that they had to charge
the butchers keeping stalls there an exorbi-
tant rent for the purpose of defraying the
salaries § And the butchers fi it very
hard to pay it. Now the fact of the matter
was, that if matters were allowed to go on as
they were at present the corporation would
not find it necessary to expend a large
amount of money—the people would be satis-
ficd — the market butchers would per.
baps feel a little bad over the Efil‘
ure of their- <. Chines game ;"
and evexzﬂ:ing would go on as satisfactory
as it had done bBefore. Before closing his
remarks he would refer to the statement of
an evening paper concerning the inspection
and cleanliness of their stalls. He failed to
see how such a statement should have been
provuigated, ns be might say that their
shops were most thorerghly iuspected overy
day, and the only conclusion to be drawn
was that the calumhy had been cirealated
for the injury of the private butchers, The
Jospeetor was & man. He had
been a butcher of forty years’ standing, and
was thoroughly competent in both the pork
and beef butcherivg branches, a knowledge
which v.ry few undorstaud. The Chai
in concluding his remarks, said that they
had been calmuniated, and that they inteud-
éd to carry the war into Africa.

HE FOUND ATHERTON STONE DEAD

He had eaten his food so mvenonsly that he
either choked himself, or so disturbed or
overloaded  his stomach that the result
proved fatal. Information was then forward-
ed to an acquaintance of his in Montreal,
who, in turn, wrote to Atherton's mother,
who lives in Wolverhampton, England. The
young man lived in Blontrml fonr years
altogethier, and was very sober and indus-
trious. He will be remembered by many
around the wharves now, as he once hourded

Court.  Mr. Dugns gave as his reason for
the proposal that the ends of justice would
be beiter served in many cases were the
names of criminals not made public until
they were brought before the magistrates and
the focts connected with their crimes judi-
cially investigated.  His contention s that
a clerk in their Court should be appointed to
furnish such information aa the Press is to
be permitted to publish. All the newspapers
to get the same news,

Keporter— How do you intend to  deal
withmatters which eome under the notice ot
me¢ mbers of the Press who never come to your
Court.

The Magistrute — Well, we have the power
to prohibit its publication snd to punish
those who disobey.  Bat, of course, we know
the reporters do their best to make their
papers 1eadable, and get all the news they
can. We ennnot blume them. Bat what
would he a pood thing 1 suggest now, 1t is
an agreement between the Star and Witness
—they get most of the news—not to publish
anything except what we give them. We
could eaxily persuade the morning papers to
fall in with the plan.

-—-’l'{irﬂly think you could get
the plan to work, sir. In these days of
competition we get all the news we can for
THE 8TaAn, and, provided the news is fact,
publish it in advance of all other news-
papers.
