London, April 4—Sir Henry Booth, on 
board the yacht “ Kara.” started from Wi- 
venlioe, England, to-day, for Davis Straits, 
to^expjore the whale fishing grounds. The 
‘‘Kara is a heavily built vessel of 77 tons. 
She is double sheathed and her hows are 
planked. She is well provisioned for a two- 
years’ cruise and is manned hy twelve Scotch 
sailors, oil of whom are experienced in Arctic 
explorations. Captain Ashley is in command 
of the vessel.

1 lie effects of the strike of the coal miners 
in Durham threaten to be more deplorable 
than was anticipated, the stocks of fuel in the 
largo factories are almost gone and it is pro- 
Itable that in a few w’eeks a number of heavy 
failures will be announced. There has never 
been so grave a crisis in the history of trade 
ami industry in the North of England. All 
the berths on the River Tyne are occupied hy 
vessels made idle by the strike ami firms w ith 
a European reputation are in jeopardy. Huge 
coni yards, formerly the scene of the busiest 
activity, have now become idle. The strike 
bus already done more harm than any modern 
strike amt its effects are growing worse daily.

Mr. Chaplin, President of the Board of 
Agriculture, reports that the foot and mouth 
disease has ceased to spread. During the 
past few weeks the disease has appeared in 
only two new centres. The affected districts 
now scheduled aie Cheshire, Fifeshire, Kent, 
Kinross, Lancashire, Midlothian, London 
ami Glasgow.

The National Steamship Company has 
notified the Board of Trade that it is about 
to abandon its Atlantic passenger service.

The Admiralty lias ordered a report show­
ing the dates on w hich the ships building 
under the Naval Defence Act will be com­
pleted.

In the course of a long article on the grave 
situation in India, growing out of the fall in 
the price of the rupee, the Times to-day says : 
“From the time of the demonetization of sil­
ver in 1873 to the passage of the Bland Bill, 
India has been helpless. She sees her cur­
rency the plaything of foreign legislation. 
The present rates of exchange are an intima­
tion to everybody and to every firm with mo­
ney invested in India, that they may soon 
have to w rite off its value one-half of what it 
was valued at 25 years ago. As far as can 
lie seen the rupee has not yet reached its 
lowest value and will scarcely reach its low­
est point while the American treasury con-’ 
timies to make enforced purchases of silver.’

Dublin, April 4—Intense interest is mani­
fested here in the trial of Mrs. Annie Mar­
garet Monttgu, wife of Robert Acheson 
Cromie Montagu, of the County of London­
derry, who was indicted here on Saturday for 
manslaughter for killing her three-ycar-ohl 
daughter Helen, ami for cruelty to Austin, 
Walter ami Gilbert, three of her sous under 
tne age of fourteen years. Crowds collected 
early in the vicinity of the Court House ami 
immediately after the doorsopened the Court 
room was filled. After the Judge had taken 
his scat, Mr. J. Atkinson, Q.C., Solicitor- 
General, who prosecuted the case, said that 
the Crown did not charge the prisoner with 
the intention to injure her daughter Helen, 
but with the extreme and unreasonable 
punishment she had inflicted on her, result­
ing in the girl’s death. She was guilty of 
manslaughter as charged in the true bill the 
Grand Jury had returned against her. Much 
delay was met with in securing a jury. Mrs. 
Montagu’s counsel challenged every Protes­
tant among those propose t and the Crown 
objected to a numlier of Catholics. Finally 
twelve men were secured and the indictment 
was read to the accused. She pleaded “not 
guilty” to all the counts therein. The 
Crown decided to proceed against her on the 
indictment charging her with manslaughter. 
Mrs. Montagu was convicted of manslaughter 
and sentenced to imprisonment for one. year 
at hard labor.

Great anxiety is felt in Ireland regarding 
the safety of Lord Headley, of Aghaduc 
House, near Killarney, County Kerry, w ho 
some time ago left Fort Salisbury, one of the 
stations of the British South Africa Company, 
in Mashonaland, with the avowed purpose of 
traversing Mashonaland. He was accom­
panied by only a small escort ami since he 
left Fort Salisbury nothing has been heard of 
him or his party. Great apprehension is felt 
that all the members of the party have been 
massacred by the natives.

The body of a girl has l>oen discovered 
underneath the floor of a cottage near Ban 
don, twenty miles south-west of Cork. The 
body had been buried and then covered with 
cement, in a manner identical with that fol­
lowed hy that of the murderer Deeming in 
the cose of his wife and four children, whose 
bodies were fourni under the floor of Dinham 
Villa, Rainhill, near Liverpool.

Paris, April 4—In an interview with an 
Associated Press reporter yesterday on the 
Behring Sea question, M. Jules Ferry said: 
“If President Carnot is asked to be a party 
to the treaty he will doubtless accept the 
task, but it is a complicated question and 
considerable time will bo required to solve 
it.” Senoi Goblet said : “Our politicians are 
taking much interest in the Behring Sea dis­
pute. 1 am glad to see the United States 
assenting to arbitration, which is now be 
coming recognized as the best way of settling 
international disputes.” Deputy Floretis 
said : “This is the first time President Çarnot 
has been called upon to take part in an arbi­
tration. President Grevy once performed a 
similar duty. It is difficult to prophesy how 
long it w ill be liefore a verdict is rendered. 
If all the evidence be immediately forth­
coming it ought not to require more than six 
months to reach a decision. The expenses of 
the court of arbitration should be borne by 
the nation in w hose territory the arbitration 
occurs. France will bear the expense as a 
matter of interiiatioiial courtesy. If neces­
sary to send a mission to the scene in dispute, 
the expense of that should fall upon the par­
ties in litigation.” . ,

The Government has received an otticial 
despatch from Porto Novo, stating that the 
Dahomans continue to advance towards the 
coast and that they are gaining reinforce- 
ments. It is expected they will attack Porto 
Novo to-day.

Alexandria, Egypt, April 4—The Turkish 
Imperial yacht “Izzeddin,” having on board 
Ahmed Eyoub Pasha, the special envoy of 
the Sultan, w ho brings to Egypt the firman of 
investiture for the Khedive, arrived here this 
morning. As she steamed into the harbor 
she was greeted with salutes from all the 
warships and the forts. Shortly after she 
came to anchor Ahmed Eyoub Pasha and the 
fourteen members of Ids suite were rowed 
to the quay in small boats. As the envoy and 
his party stepped upon the quay they xyerc 
received by representatives of the Khedive. 
A guard of honor consisting of British and 
Egyptian troops was in waiting and received 
the envoy with military honors. The party 
at once proceeded to the railway station, 
where they took a special train and started 
for Cairo. _ _

Cairo, April 4—Upon arriving in this city, 
Ahmed Eyoub Pasha was met at the railway 
station by tiie leading British and Egyptian

Buenos Avrrs, April 4—The excitement 
that has prevailed here for some days past, in 
consequence of the fears that the Radicals 
were aliout to attempt to overthrow the Gov­
ernment, is quieting down and it is believed 
timt tlic decisive action of the authorities in 
ordering to the city Urge detachments of ar­
tillery and cavalry has had the effect of putt­
ing a damper on any revolutionary ideas en­
tertained hy the Radicals. To-day, tele­
graphic and postal communications have been 
restored and save for the unusually large 
number of soldiers about the streets, the 
city wears its normal aspect. It is believed 
that no further trouble need be anticipated.

Dover, N. H., April 4—It has been learn­
ed that Julius McArthur, who killed Deputy 
Sheriff C. R. Smith, of New Hampshire, on 
May 6 last, while resisting arrest for stealing 
a horse and who escaped from the jail iu this 
city July 17, is none other than John Arthur 
Simpson, alia-* Geo. Simpson, a/iax Geo. A. 
Stillwell, formerly of Fredericton, N. B., 
once a Baptist minister, later a burglar, 
horse thief, forger, bigamist aud finally a 
murderer. His chief seat of operations for 
the past twenty years has been in New Eng- 
gland and the Provinces, but the police now 
think he has gone South or West. He is a 
remarkable speaker. He can preach a ser­
mon, make a prayer or deliver political ora­
tions, while his education and natural refine­
ment enables him, where his record ie not 
known, to gain consideration as a polished 
gentleman. The crime for which Simpson is 
wanted was committed less than a month after 
his discharge from the State prison of Mas­
sachusetts after serving a three-years sen­
tence for bigamy. Leaving Boston he went 
to Vermont and there stole a horse and car­
riage at Enoshurg. He was overtaken near 
Farmington, N. H., with the team and 
in attempting to at rest him officer 
Smith was shot. Smith, however, held 
his prisoner until he was secured by others. 
The day after he was placed in jail “Mc­
Arthur” attempted suicide by opening a vein 
in his right arm. He was then placed in the 
women’s department of the jail for medical 
treatment ami later succeeded in making his 
escape. Simpson is a graduate of the Baptist 
Seminary at Fredericton, N.B., and while 
studying did missionary work in the parishes 
near Fredericton. His first settled parish 
was at Newcastle, Grand Lake, where he 
was forced to leave on account of irregular­
ities. He then" went to Prince Edward 
Island with his wife, whom he married in 
Seotohtown. Here suspicion pointed to him 
as a thief and he soon left town, going later 
into the State of Maine where he was con­
stantly iu trouble on account of 
his fondness for horseflesh and gen­
eral crookedness, including the forging 
of a note. He then turned up in East Bos­
ton, his wife and child remaining in Scotch- 
town, and was sentenced to the Massachu­
setts State Prison for six years for stealing a 
horse. At the expiration of his sentence he re­
turned to theProvinces, then into Maine again, 
where he was arrested for stealing a trotting 
horse and pul into the Oldtown Jail, from 
which he escaped. He returned to the Pro­
vince and for stealing horses was soon lauded 
in Albert County, N.B., Jail, which was 
mysteriously blown up one night, Simpson 
escaping in the confusion. He was heard 
from in Chelsea, Mass., where he was arrest­
ed for bigamy.

ONTARIO.
Ottawa, April 4—The Supreme Court 

Judges sat this morning to deliver judgments.

St. Catharines, April 4—Mayor Todd, of 
this city, met his death this morning by being 
tilted from his waggon to the hard pavement, 
receiving internal injuries which resulted as 
above.

BRUNSWICK.

QUEBEC
Yamaska, April 4—The ice in the Riche­

lieu River began to shove yesterday, the 
force of which carried away about half of the 
bridge which spans the river. This is the 
second time this Yamaska bridge has been 
destroyed by spring freshets. In 1883 it was 
carried away and the following year the sub­
stantial structure which came to grief yester­
day was erected. The traffic will be in­
terrupted for a considerable length of time 
and will greatly inconvenience the inhabitants 
on both sides of the river.

Montreal, April 4—Early on Sunday 
morning Salmon River, in Huntingdon 
County, overflowed its banks, finding vent in 
the flats near by until the village of Dundee 
had the appearance of one vast field of water 
dotted with houses. Then the ice began to 
break up in the liver. With a tremendous 
rush the channel was forced open ami huge 
masses of ice came tearing down, carrying 
with them the steamer •‘Grenada’’ to a mile 
below Dundee. Next came the large iron 
highway bridge from Fort Covington, nearly 
a mile above Dundee, floating on top the ice 
and rushing along at a great rate of speed. 
This was followed in the same manner by the 
Grand Trunk Railway bridge from near the 
same place ami the flume of one of the Fort 
Covingtom mills. These were followed by 
masses of lumber, dtbri* from the bridges, 
trees, etc. The large number of boat-houses 
along the banks of the river were either car­
ried away or ground to bits. The cause of 
the flood was the breaking away of Meat ’s 
mill dam near Fort Covington. Had the dam 
just above Mear’s dam broken, as was feared, 
the damage would have been very much 
greater. The traffic ou the Grand Trunk be­
tween Fort Covington and Messena is sus­
pended for the present owing to the bridge 
having been carried away.

Maxime Rocheleau was given 25 lashbs on 
the bare back with the cat o’-ninc tails on 
Saturday afternoon in St. Vincent de Paul 
penitentiary, in the presence of the prison 
officials.

NEW BRUNSWICK.
Fredericton, April 4—This afternoon, in 

the House of Assembly, a message was re­
ceived from Lieut.-Governor Sir Leonard Til­
ley, conveying copies of the correspondence iu 
relation to the Opposition memirial for a 
Royal Commission to enquire into the charges 
made against memliers of the Government 
The correspondence consisted of a letter from 
Mr. A. A. Stockton, leader of the Opposition, 
to the Government ; a copy of the memorial 
and Sir Leonard's reply to Mr. Stockton, in 
which the Government refuses to appoint a 
Royal Commission, pointing out that 
such a step, under all the circum­
stances, would be without a precedent 
and advising the Opposition to make their 
charges in the usual way and ask for a Spe­
cial Committee of enquiry. He further points 
out that the memorial seeks to investigate in 
a general way without specifying any parti­
cular charges, and this is not only at variance 
with the well-established usage of Parlia­
ment, but the principal of British justice. 
The humblest subject of Her Majesty can 
only be tried before the Court on his indict­
ment. After all the documents had been 
read in the House, Mr. Blair arose and moved 
that the charges lie referred to a Special Cun 
niittee. Provincial Secretary Mitchell se­
conded the resolution and it was carried, the 
protests of the Opposition to the coutrary. 
The Opposition declare that they will not at­
tempt to substantiate the charges before the 
Committee, but Mr. Blair is determined that 
the Opposition will either come forward like 
men and prove their charges, orte compelled 
to occupy the position of making a complete 
back down. During his speech in the Assem­
bly Mr. Blair defied any member of the Op­
position to prove a single charge of dishonesty 
against him and he believed the same could 
be said about bis colleagues.

GREAT BRITAIN.
London, April 4—The Walsall Anarchiste,

Denkin and John Baittola were to-day found 
guilty at the Staffordshire Assizes of. “ un* 
lawfully and knowingly having in thtir pos­
session or under their control, certain ex­
plosive substances under such circumstance* 
as to give rise to the reasonable suspicion that 
they did not have them in their pcÀeession or 
under their control for any lawful purpose.” 
John.Westley and Wm. Ditchfleld, who were 
also tried on the same charge, were acquitted. 
Baittola, Charles and Calles were each sen­
tenced to two years and Deakin to five years 
imprisonment.

SPAIN.
Madrid, April 4—Great excitement wes 

caused here to-day by the discovery of an Anai- 
chist plot to blow up the Chamber of Depu­
ties. The leaders of the conspirators arrived 
here within the past month. The Civil Gov­
ernment had received information that two 
foreign Anarchists were conspiring with a 
number of Spanish Anarchists to blow up the 
public buildings and the suspects were acj 
cordingiy watched. The project against the 
Chamber of Deputies was arranged to coins 
off on Saturday, a Frenchman uamed Deval 
and a Portuguese named Feirriera intending 
to conceal a couple of bombe under the seats 
in the public gallery and then to leave before 
the bombs exploded. Feirriera, however» 
was taken ill and the attempt was postpone»! 
until to-day. At four o’clock both couspir 
alors left their house, each carrying under his 
arm a small parcel of the shape of a bomb 
wrapped in a newspaper. The police shadowed 
them and kept them insight until they reached 
the Cortes building, where both men were 
seen to place themselves before the door lead­
ing to the Chamber of Deputies by which the 
President of the Chamber and Premier Cano­
vas del Castello usual enter. The police then 
decided that it was time to act and they at 
once proceeded to arrest the plotters. The 
Frenchman, a man of herculean strength, 
fought hard, but was finally knocked down 
nmi overpowered. Both men were imme- 
«liately handcuffed. When searched, they were 
found to have iu t heir possession conical bombs 
enclosed in cast iron cases eight inches long 
by three broad. A yellow fuse, similar to 
that used by smokers, was attached to tbe 
bombs, which were bound and tightly com­
pressed by steel wire for the purpose of in­
creasing the force of the explosion. The 
bombs weighed each eight pounds. The fu e 
was so adjusted as to burn three minutes be­
fore exploding the charge. The bombs hate 
not been carefully examined as yet, but th-y 
appear to be loaded with enongh dynamite 
to blow up the whole Cortes. The dynami­
ters intended to destroy the Palace, Chamber 
of Deputies, Law Courts and other public 
buildings. They are a branch of the Paris 
Anarchists.

UNITED STATES.
New York, April 4—To-day was the hot­

test day' on record in this section for this 
season. The mercury registered 74 degrees.

Providence, April 4—At a banquet here 
to night. Secretary Tracy said : “It is freely 
admitted by all that excepting the time of 
the Civil War, no other Administration since 
the days of Jefferson and Madison has en­
countered so msny difficult questions . of 
foreign policy and never, not even daring 
these Administrations, have the problems 
presented been so triumphantly solved as they 
have l>een by Harrison and Blaine.

Our friend King Malietoa, deposed aud ban­
ished by Germany, was brought back and rees­
tablished on the throne where hestiil rules and 
his restoration marks a triumph of American 
diplomacy over that of England and Germany 
combined. Do I need to do more than refer 
to the Behring Sea controversy, which a 
vigorous American policy should have settled 
five years ago? Within tfie month a treaty 
of arbitration has been ratified and our con­
tention that a great and important industry 
must be protected until the question of 
property rights is decided by a Court of 
competent jurisdiction, has teen practically 
conceded by the English Premier.” After 
reference to the success of the reciprociiy 
movement with South American nations, the 
German Empire, etc.. Secretary Tracy 
added : “The firm and patriotic stand taken 
l>y the President and the Secretary of State 
in the Chilian controversy and in the dispute 
with Italy, met the unqualified endorsement 
and approval of the patriotic and intelligei t 
citizens of both parties, and proved to the 
world that now, as at the beginning of our 
history, we stand a united country, snowing 
no North, no South, no East, no West, white 
our national honor is in any manner 
affected. ”

“THE TRANSFER OK THE * QUEBEC GAZETTE.’
“Our readers will have seen by the ad­

vertisements in this and other papers, that 
the present managers of the Quebec Gazette 
have found that their own special engage­
ments as Booksellers, Bookbinders, Printers, 
Ac., Ac., monopolised so much of their time, 
that it was impossible for them to devote that 
care and attention to its publication, which, 
as a long established, highly intellectual and 
moral newspaper, it manifestly required. It 
is now our duty to inform thorn and the 
public generally, that we have transferred the 
Quebec Gazette in its entirety to J. J. Foote, 
Esq., the well-known proprietor of the 
Morning ChroMcle, and that to-day, 
Friday, 80th of October, 1874, is the last day 
of its issue from the printing office of Messrs. 
Middleton A Dawson. We fuel convinced 
that the papor of which we have so long had 
the guidance, could not have fallen into better 
hands; and that its prestige, both as the 
ohlest paper in Canada and as a first class 
family epitome of news and information, will 
not be at all affected under the new superin­
tendence. In saying farewell to our sub­
scribers, which we do regretfully, as we 
have learnt to regard them in the light of 
personal friends, we must thank them for the 
kind consideration and assistance they have 
always been ready to offer us when occasion 
required, and to assure them that in negotia­
ting the sale of the Quebec Gazette we looked 
carefully to their interests, os asectiou of the 
reading public, to assure them a continuation 
of tho old paper under new and able hands. 
In conclusion, we hope that the name of the 
Quebec Gazette, which has floated buoyantly 
antf proudly down the stream of time, as the 
conscientious historian, and contemporary 
narrator of Canadian occurrences, both great 
and small, for over one hundred and ten years, 
may be perpetuated and identifier! with the 
brilliant future of this city, and that it may 
continue to exist to chronicle its dawning

THE LAST SAD RITES.
FUNERAL OI» THE LATE REVD.

DR GOOK.

AN IMPRESSIVE CEREMONIAL.

The grave closed yesterday afternoon 
above all that was mortal of the late Revd. 
Dr. Cook, and an unusually large number of 
people witnessed the committal of his body 
to its Mother Earth.

The afternoon train fiom Montrc&lhrought 
down two leading divines from the sister 
city, Revd. Drs. Barclay and Campbell, and 
other Montrealers who came to pay a last 
tribute of respect to the memory of the 
lamented deceased. It was therefore Rome 
what after half-past three o'clock Iwfore the 
splendid casket containing the honored dust 
of the dead divine, almost hidden beneath a 
magnificent profusion of flowers, was borne 
out of the manse which for over half a cen­
tury had been his home.

The principal mourners were the two sons 
of the deceased, William Cook, Esq., Q (’., 
and A. H. Cook, Esq., advocate, his 
sons-in-law, Andrew Thomson, Esq., and 
E. B. Grceushields, Esq., of Montreal, and 
his grandchildren, sons of Messrs. Thomson 
and Cook.

The elders of the church acted ns pall­
bearers, namely William Thom, John C. 
Thomson, J. H. Clint, John Strang, Professor 
MacAdam and Adam Elliott.

His Honor the Lieut.-Governor was repre­
sented by Major Sheppatd, A.D.C,. and the 
Local Government by the Hop. T. Chase Cas* 
grain, Q.C., Attorney-General, and the Hon. 
K. J. Flynn. Of the late Government there 
were present Hon. P. Garneau, Hon. D. A. 
Ross and Hon. Chaa. Langelier. The judi­
ciary was represented by Judge Bossé, of the 
Court of Queen’s Bench ; by Judge Irvine, of 
the Vice-Admiralty Court; by Judges Caron 
and Andrews, of the Superior Court, and by 
Judge Murray, of the Police Court. The 
Lord Bishop of Quebec was present, and so 
were the Revd. Messrs. Petry, Richardson 
and Balfour, of the Anglican Church ; Revd. 
Mr. Bland, of the Methodist Church ; Revd. 
Donald Tait, of Chalmers Church ; Revd. 
Messrs. Tanner and Duncan Anderson, of 
Levis ; Revd. Dr. Barclay and Revd. Dr. 
Campbell, of Montreal. Morrin College, 
of which the deceased gentleman was Prin­
cipal, was represented by Revd. Pro­
fessors MacAdam and Love, and 
Professors Crockett and Walters. Imme­
diately behind them came the students of the 
College, who sat in a body in the Church 
with the Professors in front of them and the 
boys of the High School behind them. Other

The Very Reverend the Dean of Montreal 
had written expressing his deep regret that 
having to leave for Montreal that afternoon, 
he w ould be forced to absent himself from the 
funeral. Before leaving, however, he ordered 
the tolling of the Cathedral bell during the 
time of the funeral, out of respect to the 
memory of the late pastor of St. Andrew’s 
Church.

Similar letters of regret and condolence 
were received from Mr. S. Sloan, of New 
York, from the Venerable Archdeacon Roe, 
from the Revd. I). J. MacDonnell, ofToronto, 
who would, if present, have assisted in the 
funeral service, and from the Revd. Dr. 
Grant, Principal of Queen’s University, 
Kingston, who added that upon learning 
the sad news, the University Council had 
been immediately convened and had deputed 
the Rov. Dr. Campbell, of Montreal, to at­
tend as its representative.

The church was crowded to the doors 
throughout the service, and many were 
obliged to stand, being unable to find seats.

In aildition to the flowers upon the coffin, 
the table in front of the pulpit was covered 
with the most beautiful offerings. The Ses­
sion of St. Andrew’s Church sent a large and 
magnificent trophy representing the Gates 
Ajar, the St. Andrew’s Church Ladies’Aid 
Society, a Star, the students of 
Morrin College a beautiful wreath. 
Others had been ordered by the St. 
Andrew’s Society and numerous private 
friends, and the number of offerings of this 
kind was only limited by the impossibility of 
obtaining further flowers in Quebec. Several 
handsome memorials came also from Montreal. 
Amongst other gifts there were specially 
noticeable a very beautiful St. Andrew’s 
cross formed of the rarest flowers, a large 
anchor, stars, wreaths, crosses, &c.

The service was conducted by the Revd. A. 
T. Love, pastor of the church and was ex­
ceedingly solemn and impressive.

The first hymn sung was that commencing 
“The hour of my departure’s come,” sung to 
the tune “Rockingham.” Mr. H. Budden, 
jr., organist of the church, played the accom­
paniment to this, and an efficient choir led the 
congregational singing 

After the reading of the vScripture lesson 
by Rev. A. T. Love, he called upon the Rev. 
Dr. Campbell to lead in prayer.

A quartette composed of Messrs. Budden, 
Neil, Seaton and Logie sang the hymn “All 
unseen the Master walketh.”

Then Revd. Dr. Barclay, of St. Paul’s 
church, Montreal, Honorary Chaplain to the 
Queen, addressed the congregation,reminding 
them that they had assembled to pay a last 
tribute of respect to one who long and faith­
fully had served the Master,—one whose 
name was a household word, not only in the 
community in which he lived, but throughout 
the entire couniry ; one who had been con­
nected with every movement, religious, edu­
cational and moral that could tend to the 
w'elfareof society ;—one who was ever ready 
to relieve distress, either by leading public 
effort or by dispensing private bonefiocuce ;— 
one who held all the positions of honor, of 
trust and of dignity that his Church could 
bestow. To know him was to love him.

ficriebce and counsel. As we follow him to 
n’s rest, we can safely thank God for his life 
and works.

Revd. Dr. Campbell said he deemed It à 
privilege to add a word or two tothclo 
quent tribute to the deceased that had fallen 
from tho lipn of his friend, Dr.
Barclay. He hail been commissioned by the 
University of Queen’s College, of which Dr. 
Cook might be called the founder, and 
of which lie was first Principal and Chwn- 
cellor, to express its sympathetic and mourn­
ful regret at his decease. He also brought 
the samé message from the Temporalities 
Board and from the Widows Board of the 
Presbyterian Church of Canada, of which he 
had lieen a charter member. He desired to 
speak of the exceeding value of Dr. Cook’s 
services. He was always a safe counsellor and 
his in(1 uenco was ever dominant) not that he 
desired to domineer, but that his presence 
was so powerful that his views généraily 
found acceptance. In the Synod And the vari­
ous church courts iu which he appeared, he 
was always the greatest light. He gladly 
testified to the value that Dr. Cook had 
been to the Church at large as well as to that 
in Quebec, and said that in no case had he 
known the concluding words of the 92nd 
psalm to have been more strikingly illustrated 
than in that of the deceased divine.

The 
chief cause of anxiety to the Government in 
granting letters patent, had always
been . to see that the applicants had 
sufficient capital to carry on business, 
lit; denied the existence of the combine 
and indignantly denied the existence of the 
red parlor in Montreal, or Ihiit any money 
for election purposes had been used in sup­
port of the Government in the late elections 
from the Canadian Cotton Company or any 
other Company.

The motion was carried.
Mr. Flint moved for an order of the House 

for a list of all revising officers and llie 
amount of money paid to each for the last 
revision of the electoral lists and a detailed 
statement of ihc amount of money spent. In 
support of his motion he said there could be 
little objection to bringing down the informa­
tion asked for, as it was of the greatest im­
portance to the members of the House.

Hon. Mr. Laurier hoped the Government 
would give the information asked. They had 
suspended the Act before and be could not 
object to their policy in again suspending it. 
The Act called for a yearly revision of the 
lists and as a matter of fact they had only 
been revised in 1881, 1886 and 1891. He 
contended that the measure was cumbersome 
and expensive and should be done away with 
altogether.

It being six o’clock the Speaker left the 
chair.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, April 4 In Hi** Itoush Uns after­
noon, the Speaker took the chair at three 
o clock.

Before the orders of the day were called,
Mr. Davies asked fertile poitions of the 

return brought down a few <1 iya ago, of tho 
correspondence relating to the dispute 
between. Newfoundland and Canada on the 
question of the Bait Act and tbe retaliatory 
measures enacted by the Government of the 
Island against C&nuda.

Holt. Mr. Tuppor said the dispatches re­
ferred to were withheld untjl thb sanction of 
the Imperial authorities hud been obtained to 
their being made public.

Mr. Sutherland asked when the return 
asked for of the papers in connection with the 
London election case would he brought down.

Hon. Mr. Patterson said the delay in 
obtaining the papers was due to some ditti 
culty with the Supreme Court at Toronto.

Mr. Bergeron said that when coming up 
from Montreal to day, the train was delayed 
at Coteau on account of a serious flood. Over 
twenty-five thousand acres of land was sub­
merged and the St. Polycarpo bridge was in 
imminent danger of lietng carried away. This 
fact, he said, should influence the Govern­
ment before constructing the Boulanges Canal, 
as now farmers whose land was flooded could 
not claim damages, but should this stale of 
affairs occur after the construction of the 
Canal, there would be a pretty bill of damages 
claimed against the Government. He asked 
the Government to send an Engineer to look 
into the state of the bridge at Coteau.

Hon. Mr. Haggart said there was a whole 
staff of Government Engineers there and the 
matter would bo attended to at once. He 
was advised by the Engineers that after the 
construction of the Canal all overflow and 
floods would be obviated by the escape of 
water through the Canal.

The following bills were read a second time 
and referred to Committee :—

An act respecting the Cobourg, Northum­
berland and Pacific Railway Company.

An act respecting the Ontario|racific Rail­
way Company.

An act to incorporate the Canadian Rail­
way Company.

An act to incorporate the Kingston Belt Line 
Railway Company.

An act to confirm an agreement between 
the Tobique Valley Railway Company and 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company.

An act respecting the St. John and Maine 
Railway Company and the New Brunswick 
Railway Company.

In answer to Mr. Tisdale, who asked if it 
was the intention of the Government to in­
crease the interest upon the deposits in Post 
Office Savings Banks from three to four per 
cent,

Sir Adolphe Caron said it was not the in­
tention of the Government to do so at pre­
sent.

Mr. Guay, in the absence of Mr. Cho­
quette, asked whether it is the intention of 
the Government to introduce a measure with 
a view to suspend the operation of tho Elec­
toral Franchise Act, and to provide that a 
revision of the electoral lists shall take place 
this year ?

Hon. Mr. Patterson said that it was the in­
tention of the Government to introduce such 
a measure this session.

Mr. Guay asked whether an inquiry had 
taken place respecting the accident which 
happened last year to the steamer “Alert,” 
belonging to the Government and command­
ed by Capt. Koeing ; if so, by whom was it 
held and what has been the result?

Hon. Mr. Tupper said the report was now 
in Quebec for the purposes of litigation, but 
from memory he could say that last summer 
tbe “Alert” grounded on the Island of Anti­
costi. Litlle damage was done and an in­
quiry had been held by Captain Smith and 
his report completely exonorated Captain 
Koeing and the officers of the vessel. The 
accident was caused, he said, by the boat 
swain cutting the load line to repair it and 
forgetting to mend it.

Iii answer to Mr. Taylor, who asked if it 
was the intention of tho Government to erect 
a suitable monument to the late Premier on 
the grounds near the House of Commons at 
Ottawa,

Sir John Thompson said that such was the 
intention of the Government as soon as Par­
liament granted the money.

Mr. \itlrray asked for a return of ali docu­
ments and Oorrespondence relating to a fur­
ther grant of subsidy to tbe Pontiac A Pacific 
Junction Railway. He said that he had been 
Informed by the Vice-President of the road 
that unless the Government granted further 
aid( the construction of the road would be in­
definitely postponedi He appealed to the 
Government to grant the required aid and 
said the County of Pontiac had, under a mis­
understanding, granted a bonus to the Com­
pany of 8100,000, and writs of execution 
against the people of the County were now in 
the hands of tbe Sheriff for 850,000 due upon 
the coupons of said bonus.

Mr. Edgar moved for an order of the 
House for copies of tho original letters patent 
of incorporation of the Dominion Cotton 
Mills Company (limited) and of the supple­
mentary letters patent increasing the capital 
stock of the said Company from 8100,000 to 
$5,000,000, and copies of ail correspondence, 
petitions, statements and evidence submitted 
to the Government in support of the issue of 
such supplementary iatters patent ; and also 
for copies of the original letters patent in­
corporating the Canadian Colored Cotton 
Mills Company (limited) and of the supple­
mentary letters patent increasing the capital 
stock of the said Company from 8100,000 to 
$5,000,000, and copies of oorrespondence, 
petitions, statements and evidence submitted 
to the Government in support of the issue of 
said supplementary letters patent. In sup 
of his motion, he said that in 1890 tho Cana­
dian Cotton Co. obtained Dominion letters 
patent inconporating them with a capital of 
8100,000. Three months later they obtained 
supplementary letters patent, increasing 
their capital stock to 85,000,000.

factories of Canada, except the Parks k Son’s 
factory of St. John, N.R. This, he said, 
was the first great move of It dangerous com­
bine which had already made itself felt in 
Canada, lie modus operandi was to use the 
Hochelnga and St. Anne’s Spinning Mills to 
glut the market with grey cottons and run 
down prices so as to force the other factories 
out of the business, and it had been success­
ful in its effort. The second move of this 
combine was quite as sweeping in its opera­
tion. In September, 1891, another corpora 
tion, composed of the same men as the Cana­
dian Cotton Company, applied for and obtain­
ed letters patent from the Dominion Govern­
ment, incorporating them with a capital of 
81UO,000, and their modes, after they obtain­
ed supplementary letters patent, increasing 
their capital stock to 85,000,000. On Satur­
day last the information was made public 
that this second great combine, the Canadian 
Colored Cotton Company, which was in 
reality a branch of the Canadian Cotton Com­
pany, had acquired possession of the Canada 
Cotton Company and the Stormont Cotton 
Company of (Cornwall, the Troy Cotton Com­
pany of New Brunswick, the Dtindas Cotton 
Company of Dundas, the Lybster Cotton 
Company, the Merriton Cotton Company of 
Merriton, and the Ontario Cotton Company 
of Hamilton. The only Colored Colton 
Company which stood out against this 
second giant combine was again the Parks & 
Sons Cotton Co., of St. John, N. B. The 
same methods, he said, had been adopted by 
this second Company in securing control ot 
the colored cotton factories as had been used 
by the first Company in securing control of 
the grey cotton factories of the Dominion. 
The Government, lie said, might have some 
excuse for granting the letters patent to the 
first Company, but he thought grave suspi­
cion should attach to their action in granting 
the second application, as the application for 
the second Company was made by the chief 
members iu the first combine, Messrs. A. S. 
Gault and A. B. Morrice, of Montreal. As a 
result of the combine of the Canadian Cotton 
Companies, itwasa well known fact that there 
had been a reduction since last year in raw 
cotton of five cents per pound, wdiile tho com 
bine made no reduction in the price of manu­
factured cotton. The Government, he said, 

now helpless to deal with this great 
combine and so long as the high tariff on cot­
ton existed, just so long would the country 
have to pay millions into the pocket* of these 
nmbines. Wholesale houses, he said, were 

afraid to complain of the action of this 
great corporation, us it controlled the en 
tire output of cotton in Canada, and the 
people of the country would never hear a 
protest unless it was made in Parliament. 
The only way in which this burden could lie 
removed was by lowering the tariff on cotton.
He concluded by saying that there was good 
ground for the supposition that this great and 
oppressive combine had contributed^ largely 
to the funds used in tho general elections and 
the by-elections, supplied at the red parlor at 
Montreal, presided over by a member of the 
Upper House.

extraordinary amount of intelligence—almost 
inspiration, for it is more than instinct—the 
old mother seals pick out the most inacces­
sible parts of the ieo floes, and there the 
young are all born within a few days of each 
other—always about the end of February. 
After suckling their yonng, they take to the 
water and go away fishing, while tne ice on 
which the young lie is drifted about by wind 
and wave, sometimes as much as 15 or 20 or 
even 50 miles in the 24 hours. In the mean­
time, as I have said, the mother seal is away 
fishing ; but every night she returns, and it 
is certain that in the 12 or 14 hours she is 
away she cannot go farther than 60 miles, 
and to do this she must swim continuously in 
one direction at the rate of at least 10 knots 
an hour, and by the most singular instinct- 
far transcending anything In man—she re­
turns, and, unguided by compass or chrono­
meter, she discovers and suckles her offspring. 
The most extraordinary thing is that every 
one of the .‘500,000 seals—formerly there was 
double that number on onr side—is able to 
pick out her own baby, never, so far as is 
known, making a mistake. Suppose that in 
London 300,000 babies were born in one week, 
and that for a certain time their mothers 
were taken away from them. On their re­
turn how many of the mothers, do you think, 
would Ite able to pick out their ow n babies, 
especially if the nabics wore no particular 
dress or mark Î Yet that is what the seals 
do.

OOTSÆIMIEIRCI^âLJC,.

Annual Report ot the Marine De­
partment.

Ottawa, April 2-The annual report of 
the Marine Department was brought down 
this morning. The total amount expended 
011 the various branches of the public service 
administered by this Department, including 
the ralaries of the established staff during the 
fiscal year ended 30th June last, was $374,- 
132.76. being an increase of expenditure over 
that of the previous year of $60,943.88. This 
increase is largely due to the outlay for the 
new steamer “Luadra,” built for the British 
Columbia service. The total amount voted 
by Parliament was $938,350.10, which 
amount includes the department salaries. It 
will be seen that during the last fiscal year 
the expenditure was $63,089.59 less than the 
amount appropriated by Parliamant.

During the past fiscal year the expenditure 
for lighthouse ami coast service amounted to 
$492,196.99, including construction, wdiile for 
the previous year it amounted to $466,155.09, 
showing an increase of expenditure for the 
past fiscal year of $26,041.90. The appro­
priation by Parliament for lighthouse ami 
coast service was $510,833.80. It will thus 
be seen that the expenditure for this service 
was $24,636.81 less than the appropriation. 
The number of lighthouses now maintained 
is 710 as compared with 227 at Confederation.

The total number of vessels remaining on 
the register books of the Dominion on the 
31st December, 1891, including old and new 
vessels, sailing vessels, steamers and barges 
was 7,015, measuring 1,005,475 tons register 
tonnage, being an increase of twenty four 
vessels and a decrease of 19,499 tons register 
as compared with 1890. The number of 
steamers on the registry books on the same 
date was 1,433 with a gross tonnage of 221,- 
679 tons. Assuming the average value to be 
thirty dollars per ton, the value of the regis­
tered tonnage of Canada on 3lst Dec. would 
be $30,164,250. The number of new vessels 
built and registered in the Dominion of 
Canada during the presentyear was 312, mea­
suring 52,145 tons register tonnage. Esti­
mating the value of the new tonnage at forty- 
five dollars per ton it gives a total value of 
$2,346,525 for new vessels. The number of 
tons for new vessels is included in the total 
registered tonnage of 1,005,475 and in 
total value of $30,164,250.

Ottawa, April 4—The Opposition sprung 
the much-talked-of sensation, hatched at the 
last caucus of the party some time ago, upon 
the House this afternoon. It eventuated in 
the shape of a notice of motion given by Mr. 
Edgar, which reads as follows :—

1. That James D. Edgar, the member re-

Êresenting the electoral district of the W est 
dding of the County of Ontario in this 
House, having stated from his place in this 

House that he is credibly informed and be­
lieves that he can establish by satisfactory 
evidence, that during each of the years 1882 
to 1891, inclusive, the Quebec and Lake St. 
John Railway Company received by way of 
bonus from the Dominion of Canada subsidies 
amounting in the aggregate to upwards of 
one million dollars, which subsidies were 
voted by Parliament on the recommendation 
of Ministers of the Crown.

2. Arrangements were entered into by tho 
said Railway Company whereby the expendi­
ture of the said subsidies was made by a Con­
struction Company through or in conjunction 
with one H. J. Beemer, a contractor, and the 
said Beemer and those who assisted him in 
financing for the said railway received the 
benefit of the said subsidies.

Missionary Meeting.—The Cathedral 
Church Hall was crowded to the doors last 
night on the occasion of the address delivered 
by the Venerable Archdeacon Phair, of 
Rupert’s Land, upon missionary work amongst 
the Indians of the Canadian North-West. 
Tbe Lord Bishop of Quebec occupied the 
chair and introduced the speaker of the even­
ing, who was already known to many of 
those present by the sermons which he 
preached on Sunday morning in the Cathe­
dral and in Si. Matthew’s in the evening. In 
an interesting and attractive manner the 
Archdeacon described the Church’s work 
amongst the Indians, dwelling also upon their 
manners ami customs. He drew a compari­
son between the political system of fighting 
them and the religious idea of Christi^iizing 
them, and mentioned some interesting facts 
concerning Indian converts, their religious 
meetings, Ac. He dwelt upon the vast amount 
of assistance required in the work of Chris- 
tianiziog them, and urged the necessity for 
more men as well as for more money in the 
work.

Maurice, Champlain, Levis, Montmorency, 
Charlevoix Kamouraska, Temiscouata, 
L’Islet, Dorchester, Berthier, Portncuf, 
Quebec, Gaspe, Rimouski, Montmagny, 
Bellechasse, Beaucc and Megantic, and in 
Quebec West, Quebec Centre, Quebec East 
and Three Rivers.

11. That the above statemeiits l>o referred 
to the Select Committee on Privileges and 
Elections, to enquire fully into the said alle­
gations, with power to send fol persons, 
papers and records and to examine witnesses 
on oath or affirmation, and that the Com­
mittee do report in full the evidence taken 
before them and all their proceedings on the 
reference and the results of their inquiries.
