BILL TO REQUIRE EDUCATIONAL INSTITDtlONS RE­
CEIVING aid ntfttt the Province to lay
CERTAIN (PETITIONS BEKORE THE LEGISLATION
YEARLY.

Hon. Mr. Cauchon asked for some explanation

Mr. Holton said the bill was a very short one, 
and the title sufficiently explained it.

Mr. Dorion of Drummond, spoke at some 
length in favor of the bill. Some academies and 
other educational institutions were obliged from, 
time to time to receive aid from Parliament ; the 
object of the bill was to ptit all such institutiqhs 
receiving aid from Govèrdment upon, the same 
footing, or are incorporated with power to hold 
property. 1

Hon. Mr. Cauchon moved thaf the bill should 
be read in six months. There was no need fpf 
the measure, as all necessary information conldj 
be got without it, and the bill was introduced' 
to forward'sinister purposes.

Hon. J. S. McDonald said some were hound 
to make returns, and some not ; not* .could they 
bë made to do it without such an enactment as 
they proposed. It was, strange that opposition 
to so reasonable a measure should be offered by 
Government, and that such a motion as this, 
should come from the hoh. gentleman, and he. 
had thus, early in his Ministerial cfirêer, justified 
their ijtoy.t sinister anticipations. Why should 
inquiry be stifled and information withheld. He 
did not doubt the Commissioner of Crown 
■Lands had taken even his colleagues by surprise 
with his motion. He hoped that how.. ffletqhqrpf 
would have spirit enough not to vote for this 
motion because it emanated from a Minister, jmt 
would vote for the principle, of the bill, which 
all must admit to be a jpst onq.

Sol. Gen, Smith.*—No doubt members for 
Lower Canada would be obliged to the. Hop.,

defence of their bill. But he found it also ap­
plied to Upper Canada. AIL.educational insti­
tutions in the Province not now compelled to, 
port to Parliament,- should be compelled to re­
port, shewing their real property held by them, 
list of tutors, whether lay or ecclesiastic, number, 
of pupils, Ac.

out the Province did not report to Parliament, 
but to the Superintendent, of Education. AIL, 
these reports numbering several thousand would, 
therefore to be made in quadruplicate,, hereafttei;; 
givin g the teachers an immense amount of useless

Mr. O’Farrell spoke in very high terms of the 
institutions this bill was especially designed to 
affect ; the'degislature in making exceptions to 
the .(rule whereby they required returns frqm 
these institutions when incorporated must have 
had some reason and that reason , would hold, 
good now. When.such details as these had been 
moved for from certain Railways and other com-, 
inercial companies the House had refused to an-; 
thorize the demand. They should do so and ■ 
might, do so with still greater propriety in res­
pect of these institutionsi 

Hon. Mr. Chabot said if the brtUi simply order- 
:d a return of how tbc-money granted was spent, 
te should not object to ,it. Parliament had sp. 
right to demand this. : True, mawyimight rather: 
leeline to receive the pittancejgrskited them than 
take itron stlch troublesome conditions, but Par- 
iament might properly exact thus.mnch, but the 
till asked too much. If amended in that way lie 
fehoill'd have objectioV 'to vote for it. Such re­
turns might serve a good purpose and disabuse 
thq utwhs of. many people of prejudices enter­
tained against the management.ofLower Canada 
educational institutions. Much ,of the informa­
tion aéked* for by the bill in its '^résbnt shape, 
however, was .wholly unnecessary. ,

Mr- Mackenzie said he bud said the previous 
evening that the Ministry was made up of the, 
remnants of all exploded parties, and here wits 
an illustriltion of the justice of his remark, tie- 
had brought out the Postmaster General in.a, 
great speech in which hçfiaxi asserted that all 
Vlinisters wet e liberals. Here was a speimen of 
he liberality of their views. The moment a 
really liberal measure was brought before them, 
hey offered it,à'strenuous opposition. They 
tad declared tit a recent act that they wanted no 
union between Church and State ; even the hon. 
and gallantbcnight who Jiad for 30 years chanted 
the praises of the union of 'Church and State,- 
subscribed that declaration. But how, it seems 
they did,want to pay large sums out of the con-:

The Banks and other 
corporate bodies published periodical statements 
pf their affairs In order to give Hite -public confi-; 
dehce in them and assure them df.tjie proper use 
of the privileges bestowed on them by Parlia- 
inent. "Why should not the: same thing be ex­
acted from collegiate institutions enjoying.Par- 
jiametilary grants ? A similar bnqniry had been 
set qp foot by Lord 'Bro'ugliam ' in England, and 
it had been found that large funds, originally, 
devoted to educational 'purposes, baa‘been per­
verted from t'heir'original destination, and legis­
lation ensued to return them to those uses. 
Thu? the education of a million of children in 
England had been provided for. He understood 
that in some Lowpr Canada institutions where 
several scliolars were supported at, the expense 
of the Government, the scholarships had been 
made a matter of party patronage, not given to 
assist the meritorious poor. He would like to 
know if this was true ? As for this bill, it was 
ah honour to the Lower Canada member, who 
brought it in, and would he an honour to the 
House if they passed it.

Mr. Felton said the support given to this hill 
byhonble, inrembers opposite, .only arose, out of 
prejudice against Lower Canada R. C. religious 
institutions.

Mr. YŸiLSpN hjjd expjicfed th,ç, Commissioner of 
Crown Lands would have given ' sqme explana­
tion, of. his reasons for opposing tbii, bill, but Jie 
had not done so. If these iristtïi'ttçns ,did not 
wighjto giye this information, if 'they desired to- 
remain close corporations, let them'cease to ask 
for grants,of public moneys. The Legislature 
had sanctioned the principle' of this bill, by mak­
ing the furnishing of such returns.a'.ppndition of 
the charters pf all thei recently cheated educa­
tional'institutions when incorporated.

He op­
posed tin's hiil from ho feeling of opposition to 
sdeh a rule,'blit‘because of the animus which had 
dictated its .introdinction—-a feeling of ill-epn- 
cealed hostility-.to .certain Lower. Canadtap in- 
stit'ujion?.. If there, was ho religious hostility 
meant, why the Ijuestlon^—who were the-teachers, 
whether laymen or ecclesiastics 1i What purpose 
could such information serve,but the justification 
of somp religious pique ? Besides, the bill was 
wholly uncdfleil for and unnecessary. These 
returns had alwhys been furnished when called1 
for. dUntil some refusal, of.information was re­
quired legislation, ,)vas not.required. When there 
was any .such refusal he should be prepared to 
give bis support to legislation necessary to com­
pel returns.

.Mr. Sanborn thought the Hqn. Commissioner 
of Crown Lands had himself made out a case for 
this bill. The only ground for his bpposition 
was the flimsy pretext of a suspected hostile de­
sign to . certain religious, .in?titiufi9P?, without 
showing -how they were to be harmed by its 
operations. Such a reason for his conduct was 
unworthy any statesman, especially unworthy 
of a Cabinet Minister. They ought none of them 
to take their position as the partisans of any 
religious-body. They were sent there, and were 
boundtoprotect the ciyil.rightsofthepeople whom 
tfi^y represented,.Wen, though it should be at the 
expense of any religious bo'dy with which they 
were connected. It seemed to him that the only 
correct principles in these matters was that on 
which the bill was basedrr-.viz,;: that wherever 
any educational çr eleemosynary institution re­
ceived Government moneys it should account to 
Pârll'àm'ent for their expenditures—showihg by 
an account of its progtéss and'position how much 
good it had been enabled to effect. This mea­
sure seemed to be treated by some as an attack 
on R,,Çj, Qhurçl).but; he could, not. ?e,e what 
harm it could do it For his part he always en­
deavored to divest himself of all prejddiees res­
pecting religious bodies, and , he would never 
lepd his, lnflu,ence(tp any suQh, attacks. He de­
sired to .act,, and hq thought other hon. members 
should act upon thé sirhplè consideration whether 
it was expedient that such a measure as this 
should pass or not.----

-Hpp. Ml- Camehon thought fhere was no war­
rant for saying that this bill was an attack on 
tlTe .R.' C, institutions of Lower Canada. They 
wfireonlyasked to do w’hùt' Protestant institu­
tions in Upper and Lower Canada would have to 
do also. He did not know of any reason why 
the R. C. institutions should hesitate or object 
to furnish the returns. Whhn they asked for aid 
the legislature granted it tenthem for publiopur- 
poses, not for private use. *It would have been, 
refused if asked for as a grant for private cuds ; 
they wqre therefore .bound to apeoupt to Parlia­
ment for tjiemanner'in which they had effected 
the ëodtemplated public object! He had not 
heard, anyimember.of the Government, however, 
9pppse..this„pfincigle) and he should like to know 
whether, they were ..prepared to act on it. He 
saw a notice of* a bill by the hon. Inspector Gen. 
on the notice paper,.for auditing the Public Ac- 
cpunffiniage.wo.iRdi.Jilifê to. be informed if. that, 
w_on,ld.include the accounting by these institu- 
tfons for thé expendititïe of their grants. He 
thought it-better - the Government should take 
the re?p,0D?ibUity of this legislation. If they 
would do so he wqs prepared to vote against this 
bill, which all must admit was a very crude’ oite 
—if not, he would vote, for it,, and endeavor to 
amend it in Committee.

The Inspector General said that he would 
explain what he had intended to do on a subse­
quent, occasion : that, tbe bill, referred to would 
contain provisions providing for returns regafd- 
inp* the evnemlit.nre of the o-i’n.nta to thnaa .,.,1

The hon. member for Lambton front being editor ! fact, he had written to the Commissioner of

ing the expenditure of the grants to those and 
othenlnstitutions—in fact, such accounts would 
be required from all recipients of public moneys 
without distinction. In this way a condensed 
report.would be laid before Parliament by the 
board of audit, similar to that for Common 
Schools ,by .the, Superintendent of Education, 
which worn satisfactory,.,, This would save them 
sending into Pafliament and .printing in the, 
ApjieÜdices of'the Journais sôfnè 3,000 retiirns 
from Upper'Canada, and 2j000 from Lower Ca­
nada.

Mr. Brown had admired the opening remarks 
of the Hqn. member for Toronto, but had been 
disappointed at its conclusion. The Government 
had taken the hint thrown out for them by the 
hon. member, but how, could aabiil for auditing 
the public accounts be made to embrace the 
objects,.ostitis bill ? . How. could they in such a 
measure include an enactment for full returns 
from these institutions. A few months ago they 
voted at the request of ministers a list of grants 
te :new institutions oft this sort, of which they 
hardly knew the name—some of them owing 
their existence to such grants, and he supposed 
they would shortly be called on to vote £25,000 
more to them. Yet they wefe told they were 
not to demand-full information concerning their 
management. It was one thing to audit their 
accoupjs,,it was quite another to call upon (hem 
for details of their management and progress, in 
ordet; to, show whether the public money had 
been judïpionsly spent or no. They were told 
the Government were not opposing the princi­
ple of that bill—they wpro doing much more; 
sitey were shirking the matter altogether. This 
was not required for Lower Canada institutions 
alone. There was, one in?titution in Upper 
Canada which had received a grant of £500 
and only had’three students. Another with a 
large grant had only seven. The £11,000 
given to Upper Canada College had been wast­
ed in a shameful manner. Af.er the scenes 
they had witnessed last seasion,,respecting the 
expéndjjture by the Boar(l qf JSJqrks, they should 
take ç^ré. pot to rpn on in similair blind eftra- 
vagpoce, with regard to educational institutions. 
He should like to see a member from Upper 
Canada; whether conservative or liberal, go back 
to his constituents and avow his opposition to 
this measqre, and confess that he had yoted 
against jt at (be dictation of the hon. mqmber 
for Montmorepcy, the, leader. of the Lower Ca­
nada section-qf. the ministry. The .country 
would mark this as the first act of that hou. 
member’s leadership. He regretted it was such’ 
an illiberal one. As a member of the press, 
one who owed bis position to education, he 
should have been foremost to see to the proper 
regulation of e^ppa(LOn?l in?litn)ions. He was 
sorry that a gentleman whom he respected for 
his consisTeb'dYWtiil'e'’ he^ opposéfl his principles 
had been led to atjopt such a coutse of pro­
ceeding.

Attorney Genera] McDonald said the honble. 
member for Lambton had manifested great fear 
least ,the Government should be led astray by the. 
ultra views of the hon. member for Montmorency, 
and great regret fori it. He doubted not the ex­
pressions of fear and of sorrow were alike sin­
cere. But he remembered that once in a time, 
when he [the Attorney General] was in opposi-, 
tion, those two hon. gentlemen were on the same 
side, and faët allies, supporting the Baldwin-La­
fontaine Ministry. His hon. colleague then gave 
a rather thick and-thin-support to that ministry 
in the House, oft times, he thought, voting with 
them when they were wrong ; but whatever his 
hônV colleagues did-in the House, the hon. mem­
ber for Lambton was sure to echo aud applaud 
out?ide in the Globe. [Laughter,] When long 
lists of gracts for Ste Marie this and Ste.. Marie 
that,' and Ste. Therese fibre and Ste. Therese 
there, were brought, down by ithltt ministry, and 
voted (or, by hi? hon. colleague, nothing could 
be better in tbe eyes of t.be honble. member for 
Lambton. “ Look,” he would say in that able 
journal of his, the Globe, “ look how ministers 
take care to provide for education in Lower Ca­
nada, and how generously Upper Canadians vote 
money for that great object.” Later still, cer­
tain Lower Canadian supporters of that minis­
try were given a dinner in Upper, panada, at 
which the honble. member pronounced a eulogy 
on their conduct, hia hon. colleague being of the 
number. Nay, at Brantford whither his colleague, 
being;a modest man, desired to go quietly and 
unostentatiously,.the member for Lambton trot­
ted him out, and brought him before the eyes of

of the ministerial GJobe, had become leader of 
the opposition, while itis hon,"colleague the Com­
missioner of Crown Lands remained rnuch ..the 
same as he was in those days. tyhen .the hopble. 
member so lauded his conduct ilevertbéleg? 
it was cruel in him to attack him so bitterly after 
having so recently patted him on the back. But to 
have done with badinage, though that was the 
only way to treat, ?nch a bill as this, which the 
bon. member who introduced itdid not understand 
and could not explain. He did not believe £e 
bad ever read R, or that (he hon. member for 
Montreal had' done so before that evenipg. Be­
fore any hon. member had a right to come before 
that House and ask for legislation, be should be 
prepared to establish that some wrong required 
to be redressed, or sonie.right required to be as­
serted. The promoters of this measure liàd done 
neither—they should have shown that they had 
been unable to obtain this information, or Go­
vernment had refused to enforce the order for it, 
and Continued a grant after such tefusal. Nei-- 
ther of these things had been done! The princi­
ple was an undoubted one which had, been so 
often asserted'in the course of the debate. All, 
instiultions were bound to account for moneys 
received from the Province—but why limit it to 
educational institutions ? Thé general'measure 
to be introduced by his hon. friend the Inspector 
General would provide that all should account, 
and he hoped that mè'adure^would be full enough 
to satisfy even the hon. member for Lambton, 
though that were to hope against hope. Never­
theless, he was persuaded that his candor would 
compel him to vote for it howeVer unwilling.— 
And this bill, while it provided for everything 
else, did not provide for the fendbring of this 
very account, and was altogether’ such an entity 
that the House could not be asked to remodel it 
and pais it into law. * 11 mi ' ‘ t: 1

Mtv Larwbll attacked Mr. Brown for inconsis­
tency. He bad refused to vote for a motion of 
ijis, asking fox similar information from the Elgin 
Institution, of which the hon. member or his fa­
ther was a member.

Mr. Brown:had furnished the hon. gentleman 
With the information.

Mr. Larwell said he had refused to have it fur­
nished to the House and the country, as this-bill 
would make the educational institutions do. The 
fact was, the bill was intended as an attack on thé 
R. C. Institutions of Lower Canada, and that was 
why the hon. member supported it. He saw no 
use in passing more acts for returns, when they 
-had not got from 50 to 100 reports sent in which 
were already required by law.

Mr. Turcotte was not surprized that the mover 
and seconder of the second reading were curions 
to know something about the management of the 
superior seats of learning, since they had had no 
personal.experience of their benefits. Ithadbeen' 
said they Were Catholics who introduced and 
seconded it. Yes, they wete excellent Catffifliij? 
indeed, and members of a party which not long 
ago published a paper (L’Avenir,) particularly 
devoted to the advocacy of Gatholio interests.

Messrs.-Lemieux and Dufresne opposed the 
bill.

Mr. Jackson spoke in favor of it.
Mr.. Foley remarked that there.was no man 

on the ffbor of the House less wished than him­
self to do anything to oppose the institutions of 
Lower Canada, and his'vote for the bill would 
be actuated by no hostile feeling, and he would 
do nothing to Lower Canada but what he did to 
Upper Canada. He had watched for any 
argument on the other side that could have in- 
ducee him conscientiously to vote with the ma­
jority of Lower Canada, but he had watched in 
vain. None of the-arguments had convinced 
him, and they had been as numerous and conflict­
ing as the speakers were numerous. The Crown 
Lands Commissioner gave no reason but his own 
will. The member for Lotbiniere alleged vested 
rights, but this argument appeared to be scouted 
by all subsequent speakers. The most feasible 
objection was that of the Attorney General, 
who said that it would force all the common 
schools of Canada West to report, but upon ex­
amination there appeared to be nothing in this, 
for'first of all they were obliged by law now, 
and next being obliged to report, they were ex­
empted in the present bill. Other members seem­
ed to think the bill ought to be rejected because 
it was not perfect, but. that was a bad argument 
from members whose collëague had brought in 
bills that required to fie so often- amended in the 
upper House. The hon. member, for Kingston, 
had alluded to a journey which tl)e hon. mem­
bers for Lambton and Montmorenci and made 
in company, but be had failed to complete the 
story and tell how it appeared that he (Mr. Mc­
Donald) who was then opposed to Mt* Cauchon, 
was now in the ministry with him, while Mr.. 
Brown who contended now for the'same princi­
ples as he maintained then, was in opposition.

After a few words in suppprt of the bill by Dr. 
Rolph, the House divided on the amendment— 
Ayes 55, Nays 32.

The House then adjourned.

MR. EELTON’s CASE.
Mr. Dorion of Drummond and Arthabaska 

moved for an address to4 his Excellency, ior 
copies of all papers,; documents, correspondence 
and. returns, of the Prothonotary of the Superior 
Court for the District of St. Francis, relative to 
suits or informations instituted by Her Majesty’s 
Attorney General, to annul patents to certain 
lattds in the Township of Oxford, granted to the 
Heirs of the late Hon. William Bowman Felton, 
and of all papers, documents and correspondence, 
relative to or connected with the surrender to 
the Government) or sale, or exposure to sale, by 
any person or persons, of certain Lots of Land 
in the Townghip of Oxford, in the District of St. 
Francis. (March 2!)

He proceeded to explain that the late Hon. 
W. B. Felton, then locaT Commissioner of Crown 
Lands in the Eastern Townships, having been 
autborized to make a grant to his children, nine 
in number, of a lot of land (200 acres each. It 
seemed, however, that the grant had been made 
for 6 lots, (1,260 acres) to each child. This 
matter was taken up by the people of the Town­
ships at the time, and it was made a matter of 
grievance by the Committee on grievances in 
the Lower Canada Parliament. Mr. Felton had 
been ordered to reconvey the property, which, 
however, never had been done, owing at the 
time, to the fact that the children yrave minors. 
Subsequently actions were taken by the Hon. 
Mr, Lafontaine, when Attorney Genera], to 
rescind the patents;, and in some of these actions 
judgment had gone by confession. Yet a part 
of this land so given up by these judgments had 
since been sold by one of those heirs, and had 
passed into the possession of Mr. Nagle, a Crown 
Land? Agent. The circumstances called for 
enquiry, and he hoped the House would grant 
the motion for an address.

Attorneÿ-Gêneral Drummond said, this was 
not the proper time to discuss the matter, and 
he hoped the hon. member for Drummond and 
and Arthabçtska would have postponed its dis­
cussion until the papers had been brought down. 
Tile hon. gentleman had expressed his surprise 
at the manner in which thé proceeding had bèèn 
spun out. But when he came into office there 
was not a single book in his department in 
which was recorded tbe actions instituted and 
judgments obtained. Of these he had no-means- 
of obtaining informatiqp. The only book kqpt 
was that in which the opinions of the law officers 
of the Crown were entered. (Hear, hear, from 
Mr. Mackenzie). The hon. member cried out 
“ hear, hear,” but he should remember that the 
law department had heretofore hardly been look­
ed on as an independent department of Govern­
ment, or furnished with clërks to do the immense 
amount of business entailed upon it. Pie had 
endeavored to remedy these defects, and opened 
the necessary books. But lion, members would 
see by the circumstances stated,'how it wa‘s he 
was not aware on his entrance into office of the 
position of these procceedings. He first learned 
them when absent from the Seat of Government 
at Montreal, attending to some pressing private 
buSinessj about two' years ago. His attention 
réas then called to an . article in the Sherbrooke. 
Gazette, stating that some of these lands had 
been siezed and advertised for sale by the Sheriff 
in the hands of one Abercromby, at the suit of 
tbe firm of Noad & Co., of Quebec. How could 
fie have known that the Crown had an interest 
in the lands thus siezed ? He did not carry a, 
list of crown land’s in his head. He immediately 
telegraphed to Sherbrooke, and had the kale 
suspended. Up to that time he had a sort of 
indistinct historical; recollection of these grants;, 
but that was all. He telegraphed forthwith to 
the Solicitor General for information, but he 
Could get none at the lime in the Law Depart­
ment or Crown Lands Office ; but,at last he got 

* it "from. Mr.. Hallowell, at Sherbrooke,* and the 
-Tton. member for Compton. The position of the 
matter had been correctly enough stated by the 
hon. member for Drummond and Arthabaska. 
Judgment had been confessed in some of the 
cases, and the others were still pending. All 
th^ticould be done at the time was done ; the 
sale was stopped. Soine four or five months 
after, he was surprised to hear that Mr. Nagle 
had become the purchaser of these lands. It had 
been charitably suggested by some newspapers 
in Montreal, that he (the Attorney General) had 
an interest in the purchase, because,, forsobthy 
Mr. Jfagle was his agent. Now, Mr. Nagle was 
at one time his agent, but had ceased to be so 
some three years ago. It bad been said the 
lands had been bought-in order that the timber 
on them might be made available at his (the At­
torney General’s) mills. Now. it so happened 
that, finding it did not do to mix up such busi­
ness with his, public duties, he had some time 
liefbre tbe'phTchnse disposed of" them; aud ptpd 
off his debts. He would not have entered into 
these personal explanations, but for the manner 
inawbichf the icharges had; been, bandied about; 
anebinfixed up-with the question mow brought 
before the House. He never answered news-

Cnown Lands, aud had offered to surrender the 
plôpérty. The proceeding in the çase would be 
prosecuted to judgment withoufi farther unneces­
sary delay.

Hon: Mr. Cauchon corroborated the Attorney 
General’s remark respecting Nagle. He had not 
been appointed Crown Lands Agent when he 
made the purchase, or for a month after.

* Mr. Samborn 'said this might not be a matter 
pf very general 'interest, but was of very deep 
local interest. - The lands were situated near the 
Magog River, not far from Sherbrooke, neat* 
mills, and covered with valuable timber. His 
constituents felt a deep interest in the matter, 
and, though a somewhat disagreeable one to 
meddle with, he felt it a duty he owed them to 
bring the facts fully before the House. He felt, 
too, the country had a right to complain of the 
laziness of those 'charged with the legal proceed­
ings that they hàd been allowed to linger so long. 
They should have known the facts before they 
were published in the newspapers.' Ministers 
were responsible for the appointment of those 
barristers who had been charged’ri-ith the Crown 
business in that district. Mr. Hallowell, Mr. 
(now Judge) Short, and the hon. member for 
Sherbrobke himself had been successively en­
trusted with that business, and should have 
(informed ministers of the progress of the affair. 
1,200'acres of land had been granted to each of 
9 children, making 10,800 acres in alt : 18 of these 
Ibts, or 3,600 acres, had at different times been 
surrendered,—yet 24 lots, including those sur­
rendered; had been subsequently sold to Aber- 
cromby, and seized in the cause of Noad v. Aber­
cromby. In that cause the gentlèman charged 
with the' Crown law business in that district was 
plaintiff's Attorney of Record, and it was at his 
instance thb lands were seized arid advertised for 
sale. That proceeding being stopped, then a 
while after’eomes the sale from Abercromby to 
Nagle Mi*. Felton interveping as payee of the 
price, £750, it was somewhat late for Mi*. Nagle 
to offer to ' give ftp these lands. Hé Was fully 
informed of the fact at the time, and the titles or 
rëgistry bonds shown to him. It was necessary 
to bring'out these explanations from the Attor­
ney Générai, and, conSîdèrtng the connection 
that had subsisted between Mr. Nàgle and him­
self, the circumstances of the case were looked 
on vlitii1 a suspicious eye, and made the subject 
of comment among those not fully informed of 
the facts, or no't disposed to deal charitably with 
public men. There were many reason? Why 
public opinion was required to be brought to 

tar on this matter, and these legal proceedings 
1 the part of the Crown brought to an end. It 
as not for the value of the lands to the public 

domain simply, but in order thkt 'public morality 
4ight' be vindicated, and men taught they could 

o' more 'despoil fhe public than individuals with 
npunity, but that they could be condemned by 
nblic opinion for such conduct and reached by 
te laws.
Mr. Felton had hoped for fair treatment at the 

hands of gentlemen opposite, until last night the 
hon. member for Montreal had attempted to pre- 
jndice’t'Hé house again?t him. And now hon, 
member? were pursuing an unfair, unjust and dis­
honest course in forcing on this discussion be- 
fire the papers were litid before the House, which 
would contain his vindication. They did it in 
order that (héir ex pârte statements might be cir­
culated through the press from Gaspé to Sand­
wich and create a further prejudice on the public 
mind aga’ipst him. And why was this done?;— 
Becanse, (he individual assailed happened to be a 
supporter of the admicistration, and a little bun­
combe might be made by abusing him, and invol­
ving a member Of the Government in the charges 
brought against him. He appealed to the good 
sérise of the House if this were not so, and he 
cfilled on them fiot to be carried away by any 
shch attempts to prejudice or mislead them.— 
The lands in question had been granted to minor 
children who could not have been guilty, of any 
ffaud c* corruption in'the matter. The House of 
Assembly in those troublesome times held that 
these grants had been illegally and improperly 
made. He would not debate that question now, 
though be believed that opinion to have been 
erroneous. When one of the hçirs came of age 
and another married and thus acquired the rights 
of majority under the laws of Lower Canada, 
they were Called, on to surrender their shares, 
which they did, not even reservingthe sixth parts 
to which they were legally entitled, but. giving 
thém up as so much on'behalf of the minors — 
Subsequently becoming possessed of aoother 
share by the death of another of the heirs, he bad. 
sUrrendefeti that also on condition that be should 
get back the 200 acres 01 each of the three shares 
to which he was entitled. He had always held 
and it,had been held by Mh Justice Ayhvin, ano­
ther of the parties,. that these surrenders were 
invalid ' and could not be enforced by the law 
Offii érs W the Crown. He had never spoken to 
the present Attorney General of the ' fulfil­
ment by the Government of the sur- 
rendeT by re-conveying to him Ihe lands to 
which nobody questioned bis rijght, for as he was 
a friend of that hon. gentleman, he knew the do­
ing of tjiis act of justice by him, which other go­
vernments had failed tp do, would be attributed 
to improper motives. S6 these heirs had been 
left for 29 years in this position, that being the 
guarantees of this large tract of land their title to 
a portion of which no one disputed, they yet 
could not dispose or make use of any of it, since 
as no division had taken place, the actions insti­
tuted attached their right to the vrhoie. Weary 
at last of this stàte of things, he determined to 
test the legality of the proceedings by selling a 
portion of the lands. He effected a sale, to Absr- 
cromby, and took advantage of a judgment 
against him to bring them to Sbëriff’s Bale, He 
expedtéd.an opposition on the’paftof the Crown, 
on which hé' could join issue, and in order that 
this might be doéé, he wrote some weeks before 
tbe time appointed for the sale advertised in 
the Canada Gazette, to the Provincial Secretary 
to inform the Government what he had done.— 
As for having charge of the Crown business at 
the time, neither he nor Mr. Justice Short, who 
preceded hint, had charge of any but the Crimi­
nal business. This suit and other ciV-il business 
had been left in Mr. Hallowell’s hands. The 
value of theàe lands had been much exaggerated 
by the hon. member for Compton. Instead of be­
ing 6 miles from Sherbrooke, ihe greater part of 
them were 18, and on a mountain instead of the 
bank of the Magog—only two or three of the lots 
touching that river. He bad taken £400 to 
£4i>0 for his four shares in them, and should be 
sorry to btiy them back at £600. Mr. Angle con- 
s'derin'g bis.offidial position was prepared gene­
rously to sulfendei* his rights in these lands ; 
but he [Mr, FeltonJ set thp Government at de­
fiance. He believed he had the law on his side. 
He should take care that all the papers came 
down to the Hohse, though he was afraid the 
motion cf the hon. member opposite was not 
quite.brotd enough.

Hon. Mr. Drummond should explain that the 
letter referred to by tbe hbri. member, had been 
sent down to the,Secretary about the time of his 
leaving for Montreal, and had not been referred 
to him, but Sent into the Crown Lands Office.— 
He; was ' not aware of its existence when he first 
saw the account of the matter in the Sherbrooke 
paper. The motion for the address was agreed 
to.

MOTION FOR PAYMENT OF JURORS.
Mr.TpRCOTTE, seconded: by Mr. Masson, moved 

resolutions to the effect that a? all actions or 
legal proceedings, not borne by the parties, 
should be borne by the state, petty jurors should 
be paid, Mr. Turcotte supported his motion by 
a speech of considerable length.,, It was asked 
them at gll,their eleçtions,wha,t;they were doing 
in this,natter.; The people ;desired for the reform 
andiit.was a ju?t one. , Poor men,bad been com­
pelled to .sell their household goods and leave 
their wives to die in their absence. He was aware 
that there was a provision in the municipal act 
of the Attorney General to allow the county 
municipalities to levy a rate to pay them, but 
the people did not wish this, and one must legis­
late in, accordance.with the dqsires or even the 
prejudices of; the people. It it, were objected
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Hon. Mr. Cameron thought the hon. member 
for Glengarry could not find any instance in 
which punistiment had been inflicted on men 
when the committee had not reported against 
them by name, with the evidence against them ; 
therefore if any mistake were made, it would not 
be in letting these men go, but in having brought 
them up there at all. He thought the hon. and 
galjant knight, therefore, was taking the proper 
course.

Hon. J. S. MacDonald said the evidence was 
reported by the committee in this case, and it 
showed that irregularities had been committed 
at the polls of wbreh they had charge. They 
must be held responsible until they bsd excul­
pated themselves; and'he contended that the 
House was not yet in position to judge of the 
validity .ofetheir ereguses.

Bolicitor Général Smith would not yield to 
any man in his respect for the privileges of the 
House, but in this instance he believed it had 
made a mistake, as other Courts sometimes did, 
in summoning these men to answer for their 
conduct. They had acted without it due con­
sidération of the report of the'cotamiitee. Hon. 
members,had jumped at the conclusion, that be­
cause mal-practices had been used at tbe polls 
presided over by these men, they were.blameable, 
but the committee who had investigated the mat­
ter carefully, hacl reported no such thing. AIL 
they did report was founded on their evidence.

Hon. Mr. Cauchon, and Mr. Dufresne [a mem­
ber of the election Committee] followed on the 
same side.

Mr. Wilson argued that comparatively little 
violence or threat of violence might restrain a. 
man, but a great deal was necessary to compel 
him to go on for hours with illegal proceedings 
agaist, his will. He did not believe there was 
any evidence, of such excessive or long continued 
violence as would justify the conduct of these 
men. After some further discussion the motion 
was carried by' a vote of 65 to 21.

THE CASE OF MR. DEPUTY RETURNING OFFICER 
HUDON.

Mr. Plamondon was then introduced and was 
heard at the bar on behalf of Mr. Hudon.

When he h.ad concluded, Sir A. MoNab rose 
and said he considered the case of this gentle­
man very different from that ot the other Deputy 
Returning Officers who had just been discharged.. 
This gentlemen was not a mere instrument in 
the disorders which had been pointed out, and 
condemned by the Committee. In proof of this 
he read several extracts from the printed 
evidence.; and concluded by moving that Mr. 
Hudon be declared guilty of a gross breach of 
the privileges of the House.

The further consideration of the subject was 
postponed, and the House adjourned.

The Hon. John Ross and the Montreal Min- 
jno Company.—The telegraph 'enabled us, yes­
terday morning, to furnish our readers with the 
Hon. Mr. Ross’s “ explanation” of the circum­
stances connected with the sale of his stock in 
the Montreal Mining Company to Mr. Allan, the 
President of that Company, at fifteen shillings 
per share above its market value at the time of 
the sale—or at any time before or after the sale.
It is often a thankless and always an invidious task 
to expose, what we cannot help viewing as, the 
loose morality—to use no harsher term—of our 
public men : it is a duty, however,from the perfor- 
rmance of which no honest and independent jour­
nalist can escape. It will be remembered that, on 
first noticing the extraordinary revelations with 
reference to this matter, which were made at the 
meeting of the Montreal Mining Company—and 
again, on publishing Mr. Murray’s letter on 
the subject—we said we should suspend our 
judgment on the character of the transaction un­
til Mr. Ross had had an opportunity of explaining 
all the circumstances connected with it. The 
Hon. gentleman has now given the Legislature 
and the people of Canada all the explanation, we 
take it for granted, he has to give on the subject.
It will be observed that Messrs. Wilson, Gamble, 
Cameron and other members of the House of As­
sembly, expressed themselves quite satisfied with 
Mr. Ross’s explanation, while Mr. Rankin was of 
opinion that further investigation was absolutely 
necessary. We entirely agree with Mr. Rankin; 
and trust that, what certainly appears to us to 
have been not only a very irregular transaction 
buta highly reprehensible “ bargain and sale” of 
Mr. Ross’s influence as a Minister of the Crown 
to the Montreal Mining Company, will not be al­
lowed to pass, without, at least, a formal deci­
sion of the Legislature on its character. Mr. 
Ross, we admit, may, as the phrase goes, have 
“ meant no harm” in listening to and taking 
advantage of, his now colleague, Air. Cartier’s 
offer, on the part of the company of which be. Air. 
Cartier, was a Director, to purchase his stock at a 
price which, it is notorious, none but the Company 
would give—or ever did give ; but who can 
fail to see that, for that excessive price, Air. 
Ross, with his shares, also sold to the Company 
his influence as a Minister of the Crown, 
to secure the fixing of the site of a new county 
town upon their property ? The only interests 
which appear to have been considered in the 
transaction, were those of the Hon. John Ross 
and of the Montreal Mining Company. The pur­
chase, as stated by the Vice-President of the 
Company, was made "for the benefit of the Com­
pany, and was an arrangement from which the 
Company might hereafter derive great advan­
tages”—to compensate, of course, for the present 
loss incurred by purchasing Air. Ross’s shares at 
a price beyond their value in the market. The 
public interest seems never to have been consi­
dered, either by buyer or seller. Now, as the 
turbulent Argyleshire freebooters used to say, 
“[It’s a far cry to Loch Awe !” and it is not easy 
for us in Montreal to form any just opinion as to 
the merits of the real question in issue—which is, 
not the enriching of either the Alontreal Mining 
Company or of the Hon. John Ross, but the pro­
per selection of a “Seat of Government” for the 
settlers in the mining districts on Lakes Huron1 
and Superior. It is a “ far cry” to the Bruce 
Mine, but, as it happens, we have not had long to 
wait for an answer; and here it is, from a corres­
pondent of the Toronto Colonist—he says:—

1 have lived for several years in that country, 
which is now expected to be set off into a Pro­
visional District, and which the Honourable 
John Ross presumes to take under his special 
patronage. I have never heard wnispered, nor 
do I believe that any resident there has heard, 
that it was intended to establish a County Town 
at the Bruce Mines. The directors of the 
Company in Montreal, and the Hon. John Ross 
in Quebec, (some bOO miles distant) appear to 
be the only parlies in possession of a secret the 
knowledge of which ought, in fairness, to have 
been in the possession ot every inhabitant of that 
region.

These gentlemen have no knowledge what­
ever oi the country, are utter strangers to its 
people, their wants, their wishes; and conse­
quently utterly incapable to legislate for their
advantage.

The Bruce Alines are situated on Lake Huron, 
where the Alontreal Mining Company own 64U0 
acres of rock ; and are as distant from other 
mining lociliues upon Lake Superior as is To­
ronto from Sandwich. Was it a spirit of patriot­
ism—was it a sincere desire to confer a benefit 
upon that extensive country, its present inhabi­
tants and prospective large population, that 
prompted the Hunourable John Ross to sacri­
fice his shares in the Montreal Company for 
£1000, in order that he might with honor unim­
peachable make use of an office which he holds 
in trust tor the people, to place the County Town 
of the destined County upon the property of the 
Montreal Mining Company ?

There are many localities throughout that 
country highly eligible for a county town, as re­
gards facilities of access from every quarter and 
position more central ; and above all, offering 
great capabilities for agricultural pursuits. The 
country around the Bruce Alines is a bare and 
barren rock. There is no prospect that a seden­
tary or fixed population will ever exist in that 
locality. If the mines are successfully worked, 
a transitory and fluctuating population of min­
ing laborers will frequent it—sometimes for one 
month the miner will be at the Bruce Mines, the 
next perhaps at some mines upon Lake Superior, 
distance some 300 or 400 miles.

Let the public now judge whether the Hon. 
John Ross, in this matter, has been influenced by 
a single motive in favor of those objects which 
the ministery are bound by oath to originate and 
support on the behalf of the people, or whether 
he has not prostituted his office to the mercenary 
ends of himself and of others.

The concluding remarks of this writer—who 
signs himself “ Huron”—may we think also be 
perused with advantar eby our readers, and with 
them, therefore, we shall for the present close 
cur comments upon this new case for the “ Cor- 
mption Committee"—“ Huron” closes his letter 
with the rollowing general reflections, in which 
we entirely concur :—

It is not very long since that a member of the 
then Executive, the Fidus Achates of the Hon. 
John Ross, when under examination by a Chan­
cery Commission, on his oath declared that “ be 
believed that he had a right to accept compensa­
tion for services rendered to corporate bodies or 
to individuals.”

In the instance before us, the Hon. John Ross 
baa rendered a service by which the Montreal 
Mining Company may “derive great advantages " 
He had a right to accept compensation for ser­
vices rendered.

Of all the causes of seduction from virtue ard 
honor, perhaps none is more powerful than evil 
associations, whether in a political sphere or 
otherwise; whilst we cannot deny the fact, we 
can have no grounds for reposing confidence in 
the correct moral discernment of men, even in 
those whom we know to have been deluded, 
nor iu the restraints of shame or principle upon 
those minds which baye already overcome the 
shame of their principles and their associates.

The Hon. John Ross is now the associate of 
other men who are comprised in the present 
Ministry. If this Government shall consummate, 
without enquiry, the iniquitous scheme of the 
Hon. John Ross and the Alontreal Alining Com­
pany, in establishing the County Town at the 
Bruce mines, we may be sure that more than 
half the corrupting work of political vice is 
already introduced into the Government, and 
that the reputed honest men of that body have 
either renounced the'r old principles, or dismiss­
ed them as the guide of their conduct.

It is a cruel mercy that would spare the par­
ties in power because some of them mean well. 
The plain truth should be told ; it may alarm a 
few, and save them from being traitors to the 
principles which they profess, and which their 
professors adhere to.

.jKfla , CoLUNs^^iE of Ocean Steamers.—It 
seen by the report of the closing mea­

sures in the United states’ Congress, on Sunday 
morning last, which we gave in our yesterday’s 
issue, that President Pierce’s veto of the Appro­
priation Bill in favor of this line has itself been, 
practically, vetoed by the Legislature including 
the appropriation in the navy estimates fur the 
year—leaving the Government to give the ne­
cessary six months’ notice of its withdrawal.— 
As having some analogy with the existing diffi­
culties between our own Government and the 
Contractors for our Canadian line of Ocean 
Steamers, many of our readers, would, doubt­
less like to see the grounds upon which President 
Pierce bases his disallowance of the action of the 
Legislature in reference to the Collins Line— 
the following is a copy of his message on the 
subject :—
To the House of Representatives :

I herewith return to the House of Representa­
tives, in which it originated, the bill entitled “An 
act making appropriations for the transportation 
of Ihe Uuited States mail, by ocean steamers and 
otherwise, during the fiscal years ending the 
the thirtieth ot June, one thousand eight hundred 
and fifty-five, and the thirtieth of June, one thou­
sand eight hundred and fifty-six,” with a brief 
statement of the reasons which prevent its re­
ceiving my approval.

The bill provides, among other things, 
“ that the following sums be, and the same are 
hereby appropriated, to be paid out of any moneys 
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, for 
the years ending the thirtieth of June, one thou­
sand eight hundred and fifty-six:—

“ For transportaion of the mails from New 
York and Liverpool and back, eight hundred and 
fifty-eight thousand dollars : and that the proviso 
contained in the first section of the act entitled 
‘ An act to supply deficiencies in the appropria­
tions for the service of the fiscal year ending the 
thirtieth of June, one thousand eight hundred 
and fifiy-two,’ approved the twenty-first of July, 
one thousand eight hundred and fifty-two, he, 
and the same is hereby repealed: Provided, That 
Edward K. Collins and his associates shall pro­
ceed, with all due diligence, to build another 
steamship, in accordance with the terms of their 
contract, and have the same ready for the mail 
service in two years from and alter the passage 
of his act. And if the said steamship is not 
ready within the time above mentioned, by rea­
son of any neglect or want of dilligence on their 
part, then the said Edward K. Collius and his 
associates shall carry the United States mails 
between New York and Liverpool from the expi­
ration of the said two years, every fortnight, free 
of any charge to the government, until the new 
steamship shall have commenced the said mail 
service.”

The original contract was predicated upon the 
proposition of E K. Collins of March 6,1846 made 
with abundant means of knowledge as to the ad­
vantages and disadvantages of the terms which 
he then submitted for the acceptance of the gov- 

Tbe proposition was in the following

Much excitement and confusion, with cries of 
“ Order,” and 11 Hear him.”

I should 
feel unworthy of holding a place upon this floor 
if I did not give utterance to the feelings of my 
heart. Yeto follows veto in a rapid march of 
tyranny over the liberties of our country. This 
abominable veto just brought into the House is 
the height of tyranny and usurpation, unknown 
to our ancestors, and without precedent. I de­
sire gentlemen to remember who they are—the 
representatives of independent people, the Parlia­
ment sent here to express their minds—men met 
for grave, conscientious and patriotic purposes, 
and not slaves—the medium for recording the 
will of the Executive, who seems bent entirely 
upon doing away with the legislation of the 
country. The times are melancholy indeed, when 
the President dictates laws to the people without 
allowing members the exercise of their individual 
judgment. This is a power never conferred by 
the Constitution, and if permitted or tolerated 
for an instant, will prove the overthrow of the 
liberties of the country. When our fathers put 
an end to monarchy, they thought they had estab­
lished a free country; but Franklin Pierce, by 
accident President, can dictate to a free people 
what they shall do in the making of laws. Some 
gentlemen over the way are smiling complacently. 
No doubt they would feel rather overwhelmed 
with grief and sorrow at a tyrant striking down 
the will of the people.

Mr. Keitt moved the préviens question. Amid

“ This is the day of the revolution.” The remain­
der of the sentence was drowned in cries of 
“ Order.”

Air. Ashe—If we adjourn, we can’t meet to­

morrow.
Cries of “Order” in startling tone.
The House refused to adjourn.
The Speaker stated that the question was, 

Shall the ocean mail steamer bill pass, the Pre­
sident’s objections to the contrary notwithstand­
ing. Decided in the negative by a vote of 98 to 
79. The constitution requires a two-thirds vote.

We also pray your Excellency to pay the hom­
age of our profound respect to the noble Lady 
who accompanies you, and whose excellent qua­
lities are already felt in the Province.

Encourage our students with your approba­
tion, and accept our hearty acknowledgments 
for the favor and attention you have bestowed 
upon us this day.

His Excellency replied in a short but appro­
priate address, thanking them for their loyalty 
and attachment to the Queen, and their courtsey 
and attention to himself, and after some fnrthei* 
formalities and introductions the party proceed­
ed on their journey.

“E. K. Collins and his associates propose to 
carry the United States mail between New York 
and Liverpool twice each month during eight 
months of the year, and once a month during the 
other four months for the sum of ibree hundred 
and eighly-five thousand dol!ars( $385,000) per 
annum payable quarterly. For this purpose they 
will agree to build five steamsbips, of not less 
than two thousand tons measurement, and of one 
thousand horse-power each, which vessels shall 
be built for great speed, and sufficiently strong 
for war purposes.

“ Four of said vessels to be ready for service in 
eighteen months from the signing of the contract. 
The fifth vessel to be built as early as possibly 
practicable and, when^not employed in the mail 
service, to be subject to the orders of the govern­
ment for carrying despatches, for which service 
a fair compensation is to be paid. Contract to 
be for the term of ten years. It is also proposed 
to secure to the United States the privilege of 
purchasing said steamships whenever they may 
be required for public purposes, at a fair valua­
tion, to be ascertained by appraisers appointed 
by the United States and by the owners.

“ Edward K. Collins. 
“Washington, March 6, 1846.”
The act of Alarch 3d. 1847, provides :—“ That 

from and immediately after the passage of this 
act, it shall be the duty of the Secretary of the 
Navy to accept, on the part of the Government 
of the United States, the proposals of E. K. Col­
lins and his associates, of the city of New York, 
submitted to the Postmaster General, and dated 
at Washington, March sixth, eighteen hundred 
and forty-six, for the transportation of the United 
States mail between New Fork and Liverpool, 
and to contract with the said E. IC. Collins and 
his associates for the faithful fulfilment of the 
stipulations therein contained, and ia accordance 
with the provisions of this act ;” and under this 
proposition and enactment the original contract 
was made.

According to the terms of that contract, the 
parties were to receive from the United States, 
for twenty round trips each year the sum of 
nineteen thousand two hundred and fifty dollars 
the trip, or three hundred and eighty-five thou­
sand dollars per annum ; and they were to con­
struct and provide five ships of stipulated size and 
quality, for the performance of this or other ser­
vice for the government.

Ot the ships contracted for, only four have 
been furnished, the Atlantic, Pacific, Arctic, and 
Baltic, and the present bill proposes to dispense 
entirely with the original condition of a fifth 
ship, by only requiring the construction of one, 
which would but supply the place of the Arctic, 
recently lost by peril of the sea. Certain minor 
conditions, involving expense to the contractors, 
among which was one for the accommodation 
and subsistence of a certain number of passed 
midshipmen on each vessel, had previously been 
dispensed with on the part of the United States.

By act of Congress of July 21, 1852, the 
amount of compensation to the contractors was 
increased from nineteen thousand two hundred 
and fifty dollars to thirty-three thousand dollars 
a trip, and the number of trips from twenty to 
twenty-six each year—making the whole com­
pensation eight hundred and fifty-eight thousand 
dollars per annum. During the period of time 
from the commencement of the service of these 
contractors on the 27th of April, 1850, to the 
end of the last fiscal year, June 30, 1854, the sum 
paid to them by the United States amounted to 
two million six hundred and twenty thousand 
nine hundred and six dollars, without reckoning 
public money advanced on loan to aid them in 
the construction of the ships; while the whole 
amount of postages derived to the department 
has been only seven hundred and thirty-four 
thousand and fifty-six dollars ; showing an excess 
of expenditures above receipts of one million eight 
bundled and eighty-six thousand four hundred 
and foriy dollars to the charge of the Govern­
ment. In the meantime, in addition to the pay­
ments fiom the treasury, the parties have been 
in the enjoyment of large receipts from the trans­
portation of passengers and merchandise, the 
profits of which are in addition to the amount 
allowed by the United States.

It does not appear that the liberal conditions 
heretofore enjoyed by the parties were less than 
a proper compensation for the services to be 
performed, including whatever tbere may have 
beeu of hazard in a new undertaking ; nor that 
any hardship can be justly alleged calling for re­
lief on the part of the government.

On the other hand, the construction of five 
ships of great speed, and sufficiently strong for 
war purposes, and the services of past midship­
men on board of them, so as thus to augment the 
contingent force and the actual efficiency of the 
navy, were among the inducements of the gov­
ernment to enter into the contract.

The act of July 21, 1852, provides “ that it 
shall be iu the power of Congress at any time 
after the 31st day of December, 1854, to termin­
ate the arrangement for the additional allowance 
herein provided to upon giving six months’ no­
tice,” and it will be seen that, with the exception 
of the six additional trips required by the act of 
July 21, 1852, there has been no departure from 
original engagements but to relieve the contrac­
tors from obligation, and yet, by the act last 
named, the compensation was increased from 
three hundred and eighty-five thousand ro eight 
hundred and fifty-eight thousaad dollars, with 
no other prolection to the public interests pro 
vided than the right which Congress reserved 
to itself to terminate the contract, so far as this 
increased compensation was coueerned, after six 
months’ notice. This last provision, certainly a 
primary consideration for the more generous ac­
tion of the government, the present bill proposes 
to repeal, so as to leave Congress no power to 
terminate the new arrangement.

To this repeal the objections are, in my mind, 
insuperable, because, in terms, it deprives the 
United States of ail future discretion as to the 
increased service and compensation, whatever 
changes may occur in the art of navigation, its 
expenses, or the poiicy and political condition of 
the country. The gravity of this objection is 
enhanced by other considerations. While the 
contractors are to be paid a compensation nearly 
double the rate of the original contract, they are 
exempted from several of its conditions, which 
has the effect of adding still more to that rate; 
while the further advantage is conceded to them, 
of placing their new privileges beyond the con­
trol even of Congress.

It will be regarded as a less serious objection 
than that already stated, but one which should 
not be overlooked, that the privileges bestowed 
upon the contractors are without correspondent 
advantages to the Government, which receives 
no sufficient pecuniary or other return for the 
immense outlay involved; which could obtain 
the same service of other parties at less cost; 
and which, it the bill becomes a law, will pay 
them a large amount of public money, without 
adequate consideration—that is, will in effect 
confer a gratuity, while nominally making pro­
vision for the transportation of ihe mails of the 
United States.

To provide for making a donation of such 
magnitude, and to give to the arrangement the 
character of permanence which this bill proposes, 
would be to deprive commercial enterprise of 
the benefits of free competition, and to establish 
a monopoly in violation of the soundest princi­
ples of public policy, and to doubtful compatibi­
lity with the constitution.

lam, of course, not unmindful of the fact that 
the bill comprises various other appropriations 
which are more or less important to the public 
interests; for which reason my objections to it 
are communicated to the first meeting of the 
House following its presentation to me, in the 
hope that by amendment to bills now pending, 
or otherwise, suitaoie provision for all the ob­
jects in question may be made before the ad­
journment of Congress.

A Duel fifty years aoo.—The following is a 
correct account of a duel fought in tneyear 1802 
by DeWitt Clinton and John Swartwout, in 
which the late Richard Riker and Air. W. S. 
Smith acted as seconds. The latter gentleman 
relates the particulars :—Portland State of Maine.

“ The ground being correctly measured, and 
intermediate questions adjusted, the gentlemen 
took their stations—were each presented with a 
pistol, and by order, faced to the right, and fired 
ineffectually. At the request of Mr. idker, I 
asked Mr. Swartwout, 1 Are you satisfied, sir 7’ 
He answered, ‘ I am not’ The pistols then being 
recharged and their positions resumed, by order, 
the gentlemen faced to the right, and tired a se­
cond shot, without effect. At the request of Air. 
Riker, I asked Mr. Swartwout, 1 Are you satisfied, 
sir?' He answered, ‘lam not—neither shall 1 
be until that apology is made which I have de­
manded. Until then, we must proceed.’ I then 
presented a paper to Mr. Riker, containing the 
apology demanded for Air. Clinton’s signature, 
observing that we would not spend our time in 
conversation—that this paper must be signed or 
proceed. Mr. Clinton declared he would not 
sign any papr-r on the subject—that he had no 
animosity against Mr. Swartwout—would wil­
lingly shake hands and agree to meet on the 
score of former friendship.

Air Swartwont insisted on his signature to the 
apology, and Mr. Clinton declining, they stood 
at their posts and fired a third shot. Air. Clin­
ton’s ball struck Mr. Swartwout’s left leg, about 
five inches below the knee ; he stood ready and 
collected. At the request of Air. Riker, 1 again 
addressed Mr. Swartwout, ‘Are you satisfied, 
sir?’ He answered, that it is useless to repeat 
the question—my determination is fixed, and I 
beg we may proceed.’ Mr. Clinton repeated 
that he had no animosity against Air.. Swart­
wout—was sorry for what had passed—proposed 
to advance, shake hands and bury the cii'^nm- 
stances in oblivion. During this convr^Kb-n, 
Mr. Swartwout’s surgeon, kneeling by 
extracted the ball from the opposite side uf his 
leg, Mr. Swartwout standing erect on his post, 
and positively do lining anything short of an 
ample apology. They fired the fourth shot, and 
Mr. Swartwout received the ball in the left leg, 
about five inches above the ankle; still,standing 
steadily on his post, perfectly composed. At the 
request of Mr. Riker, I again addressed Mr. 
Swartwout, ‘ Are you satisfied, sir ?’ He forcibly 
answered, ‘I am not, sir—proceed.’ Mr, Clinton 
then quited his station, declined the combat, and 
declared he would fight no more. Air. Swart­
wout expressed himself su rprised that Mr Clinton 
would neither apologize nor give him the satis­
faction required; and addressing me, said,
‘ What shall I do, my friend ?’ I answered, Air. 
Clinton declines making the apology required— 
refuses taking his position—and positively de- 
clates he will fight no more; and his second 
appealing to acquiesce in the disposition of his 
principal, there is nothing further left for you 
uow, but to have your wounds dressed.’ The 
surgeon attended, dressed Air. Swartwout’s 
wounds, and the gentlemen, in their respective 
barges, returned to the city."

Supposing Mr. Clinton’s fifth ball had passed 
through Mr. Swartwout’s lungs, prevented the 
possibility of his acting any longer as a target, 
and left, him, for the short remainder of his life, 
a poor, helpless invalid—would he have had any 
better reasons for being “ satisfied ?” The folly 
of duelling is quite as transparent as its im­
morality. Two gentlemen so hate each other 
that they find “ the' wide, wide world" all to 
narrow to contain them both. Being gentlemen, 
however, neither will be guilty of murdering the 
other, unless that other will consent to put him­
self on the same moral level, by at least doing 
his best to murder him. It is agreed that 
only one of them shall live, and that he shall 
only survive as the murderer of the other. Such, 
evidently and indisputably, being their relative 
position towards each other—being agreed that, 
according to the “ code of honor,” one of them 
must die—would it not have been more logical, 
more “ chivalrous” and less brutal and murder­
ous, had Alessrs. Clinton and Swartwout, having 
procured an adequate supply of prussic acid, 
thrown the dice or drawn lots for which of them 
should swallow the deadly draught ? Alost as­
suredly it would. There is also a savour of So. 
cratic philosophy in this mode of obtaining “ the 
satisfaction of a gentleman,” which, we feel sure, 
must recommend it to all refined and intellectual 
natures. It may be remembered that the modern 
Plato (Boz), in his admirable narrative of the 
wise sayings of the modern Socrates (Mr. Weller, 
sen.), puts the following speech in his hero’s 
mouth—the venerable sage (if we remember 
rightlj, for we quote from memory) is instruct­
ing his son, Samivel, on the “ philosophy of 
widows” :—“Samuel, my son,” solemnly says his 
parent, “ if ever you grows up to be an elderly 
gen’lman of fifty-five or sixty, and marries a 
widow, take my advice, Samivel : go into your 
room, if you has one, lock the door—and pizen 
yourself right off—hanging’s wulgar, — you'll 
be ’appy on it artervards, Samivel.” Now, we 
have neither time nor space to do justice to the 
great philosophical principle involved in Air. 
Weller, senior’s, advice to his son, our object in 
quoting the brilliant passage being, as the acute 
reader will at once eee, simply to support onr 
news as to the modus operundi suggested by us. 
If “hanging’s wulgar,” surely slaughtering by 
inches—sending ball after ball into your anta­
gonist’s tegs or lungs—cannot possibly be gen­
teel. We should, then, in the venerable Mr. 
Weller’s words, recommend any two gentlemen, 
who may find the world too narrow for both of 
them, to supply themselves with, what we shall 
venture to call the Socratic remedy for their 
wounded honor—throw the dice, and let who­
ever loses the cast, retire to his room, lock the 
door, and “ pizen hisself right off." Whether 
he will be “ ’appy on it artervards” is, we admit, 
extremely doubtful; but, at all events, he will 
not die with the blood of his brother on bis 
hands.

The Exhibition.—This is the last day of the 
Exhibition, as will be seen by our advertising 
columns. From yesterday afternoon’s Pilot we 
learn that the close of the Exhibition to-night is 
on account of the necessity of forwarding the 
articles selected to Paris for Exhibition, and the 
difficulty of finding steamships. So many ves­
sels have been taken up for the conveyance of 
troops to the Black Sea, that it has been found 
necessary to pack and forward the articles next 
week to New York, so that the Alontreal Exhibi­
tion will absolutely close to the public on Satur­
day night The Committee, anxious to extend 
its benefits as far as possible, will open it gra­
tuitously to schools, under the charge and con­
trol of their teachers, this morning, and to the 
public generally in the afternoon and evening, 
at half-price. At ten o’clock to-night the Exhi­
bition will close with a Valedictory Address from 
his Worship the Mayor of Montreal.

The late Benjamin Hart, Esq.—We take 
blame to ourselves for not having before said a 
few words “ in memoriam” of our old friend and 
fellow-citizen, whose name heads this paragraph 
and whose decease, in New York, was lately re­
corded among our obituary notices. Mr. Hart 
was one of our oldest merchants; a man, as many 
of our readers know, of quick, impulsive tempera­
ment but of warm and kindly disposition—one 
who, with some failings, had many virtues, who 
was widely known and wherever known was be­
loved and esteemed. He was for many years a 
magistrate for this city and county, commanded 
the 3d battalion of our city militia and, we be­
lieve, served in the war of 1812. Mr. Hart 
was a member of the Jewish persuasion, 
bat aman of liberal ideas and entirely free from 
all bigotry of sentiment or narrowness of con­
duct. He was a man who despised bunkum and 
insincerity, and who, certainly, would have 
scorned laudations on his character, which 
were not merited. He died at a ripe old age, 
full of years and, if not of honors, at least of tbe 
kindly regard and esteem of his numerous re­
latives and friends.
Time rolls his ceaseless course. The race of yore 
W{io danced our infancy upon their knee,
And told our marvelling boyhood legends store, 
flow are they blotted from the things that be.

City Council.—The City Council meets next 
week, on the evenings of Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday. On the first evening, the new mem­
bers and his Worship the Mayor will take the 
oaths of office.

A judicious proposal.—The Mayor of Albany 
has proposed an ordinance in the Common 
Council of that city, prohibiting the use of cam- 
phene, under a penalty of $25 for each violation 
of the law.

Geological and Mineralogical Department 
of the Exhibition.—In to-day’s paper will be 
found an account of this moat interesting section 
of the Exhibition, from the pen of a thorough 
scholar—“ a ripe and good one”—in this depart­
ment of knowledge.

The Mayor of Kingston.—Judge McKenzie 
gave his decision on Thursday last, that the elec­
tion of John Counter, Esq, as Alderman for Vic­
toria Ward, in the city of Kingston, and his sub­
sequent election as Mayor by the Council, was 
illegal, he being at the time of his election, a 
stockholder in the Kingston Gas Company.

That these oaths can in no way be made ap­
plicable to usufructuaries, to whom, nevertheless, 
the right of voting at elections for the County is 
given by the thirty-eighth Section.

That Tour Petitioner, in the difficult position 
in which he was placed, did not take upon him­
self to make up the deficiency manifested in that 
Act, with respect to the oath of qualification, and 
deemed it his duty to act strictly in accordance 
with the terms of the law.

And Your Petitioner takes the liberty of fur­
ther representing that, in the whole course of his 
conduct at the said Poll, he was only influenced 
by a sense of duty, and strove to act with the 
greatest impartiality, towards the two parties into 
which the County was then divided ; that he 
had previously given a similar decision on the 
same question at the time of the election of 1851 ; 
that he has, moreover, since been confirmed in 
this opinion, and that even on the first day of 
polling, he admitted several voters to vote as 
usufructuaries without administering the oath, 
under the impression that he had no right to 
do it.

That Your Petitioner relying upon the good 
faith which has governed all his actions, in the 
matter in question, and in consideration of the 
embarrassing position in which he was placed 
by the law, ventures to hope that Your Honor­
able House will be pleased to do him justice, by 
acknowledging the justice of his intentions.

The telegraph will have informed you of the 

result in Hudon’s case before this reaches you. 
The returning officers ought all, if not to have 
been punished, at least to have been censured in 
a manner to mark their conduct with a proper 
stamp ; and perhaps Hudon deserved something 
a little more strong than the rest, though the 
great difference in their respective criminality— 
always omitting the mistake of Hudon in being 
on the wrong side—seems to me hard to distin­
guish.

In the course of the evening, the affair of the 
Crown Lands given up by Mr. Feltou, but after­
wards sold by him for £750, and subsequently 
made the subject of a Sheriff’s Writ, came up on 
a motion for papers. Mr. Felton made a state­
ment which, if borne out by the facts, seems 
fully to exonerate him. He says he wrote to the 
Provincial Secretary to inform him of what he 
was going to do. Mr. Drummond’s excuse for 
the neglect of the Government to interfere till 
his attention was called to the subject, was the 
old excuse of incapacity, just such as every­
body has made in Eng'and for the hor­
rible shortcomings of Government there.— 
Everything was wrong, but nobody is in fault. 
He knew EOthing of what was going on ; 
there was no record in his office ; the Provincial 
Secretary did not communicate Mr. Felton’s let­
ter. In the meantime, the land was in great 
danger of being disposed of in such a way as 
though it would not have been lost to the Pro­
vince, could only have been saved at the expense 
perhaps of wronging an innocent buyer. Upon 
this statement Mr. Drummond charges the news­
papers with,slander because they called him to 
account, and because they did other things (as 
he alleged) which 1 believe none of them did do. 
But Mr. Drummond might at least reflect upon 
this, that if it be an excuse for his neglect not to 
know that which his official duties made it im­
portant that he should be aware of, the public, of 
which newspaper writers form part, could hard­
ly be expected to know that the public offices 
were in the deplorable state that he described, 
and which accounted for his own ignorance.

A meeting of the Central Board of the Church 
Society was held this day, the Lord Bishop in 
the Chair.

The following report of the Lay Committee 
was presented by the Hon. Justice McCord and 
ordered to be considered at the monthly meeting 
in April next :—

The mission at Hemmingford having complied 
with the requirements of this Committee, sug­
gested in their report to the Central Board in 
November last, by placing before them sufficient 
assurance of means to complete the parsonage 
now in the course of erection, respectfully re­
commend the Ce,ntral Board to pay over to the 
Rev. G. D. C, O’Grady the sum voted on the 4th 
January 1853, namely £25, and a further contr,- 
bution of £10 towards the balance of £22 15s 4d 
remaining to be made up.

An application from the Mission of Laprairie 
was submitted, showing an unpaid debt due on 
the Church property at that place of £75, and 
praying an aid from the Central Board of £25 
towards the payment of the same, the Commit­
tee recommend the Board to grant their request 
sd soon as the inhabitants shall have raised the 
sum of £50 required to free the property from 
debt.

A letter was received from the Rev. the Mis­
sionary at St. Hyacinthe, praying aid towards 
the erection of a building to serve, at present, 
both for a school-house and house of prayer, un­
til the inhabitajits shall bo able to build a suita­
ble church. The Lay Committee recommend a 
grant of £12 10s.

QUEBEC CORRESPONDENCE OF 
MONTREAL HERALD.

Quebec, March 8.
I wrote you some comments on the proceed­

ings ot last evening with regard to the Deputy 
Returning Officers for Kamouraska, and the Tele­
graph will have informed you, before this reaches 
you, cf some other facts in the same connection. 
As I intimated some days ago, the officer un­
lucky enough to have erred on the wrong side, 
is to be made the scape-goat for those who were 
fortunate enough to sin on the gaining side.— 
There does seem to be a shade of difference be­
tween the two cases, for an impartial Committee 
have made a direct charge of corruption and 
fraud against Mr. Hudon, while they have left 
the four others to the discretion of the House, I 
must say, however, I am unable to see much.— 
The evidence, as I read it, establishes this fact, 
that Mr. Hudon acted obstinately against the ad­
vice of the Retureing Officer, in admitting chil­
dren and other persons, notoriously unqualified, 
to give their votes, but that according to his own 
account, he did so in the belief that he was bound 
to admit anybody to vote who claimed to be a 
usufructuary, inasmuch as the law provided no 
form of oath to be tendered by such persons, 
whereas the other four say they did what they 
knew to be illegal by compulsion : the compul­
sion being evidently of a kind very insufficient, 
except, perhaps, in the case of Beckard, to ope-

Osteml and Cuba,
(From the N. Y. Commercial Advertiser, March 6.)

The papers relating to the conference of Ame­
rican Ministers at Ostend were laid before Con­
gress on the last day of the session, but were 
passed by unheeded, notwithstanding the eager­
ness with which they were called for by Con­
gress. The Herald and Times of this morning, 
however, contain the most important of the do­
cuments, viz : the official report of the Ostend 
meeting supplied by the three Ministers, Messrs. 
Buchanan, Mason and Sonlé. From this report 
it appears that the meetings were held at the 
suggestion of the President, at Ostend on the 
10th and 11th of October, and subsequently at 
Aix La Chapelle, the subject of conference being 
the acquisition of Cuba by the United States.— 
Tbe diplomatic trio became “ thoroughly con­
vinced that an immediate and earnest effort 
ought to be made by the Government of the 
United States to purchase Cuba trom Spain at 
any price for which it can be obtained, not ex­
ceeding the sum of---------------- dollars.” The
“ cordial coincidence of opinion,” however, which 
the trio discovered when they met in conclave, 
does not seem to have been participated in by 
the State Department at Washington. Whether 
the President “ cordially coincided ” in the opi­
nion is not as yet very clear.

We must give the three diplomatists credit for 
also “ cordially coinciding in the opinion” that 
the proposal should be made with all the appro­
priate forms of diplomacy, and that all the pro­
ceedings on the part of the United States ought 
to be “ open, frank and public,” an opinion which 
might have been formed without travelling to 
Ostend. They “firmly believe,” also, “that in 
the progress of human events the time has arri­
ved when the vital interests of Spain are as 
seriously involved in the sale as those of the 
United States in the purchase of tbe Island, and 
that the transaction will prove equally honor­
able to both nations,” and that “ the probability 
is great that the Government and Cortes of Spain 
will prove willing to sell it, becaus- this would 
essentially promote the highest and best interest 
of the Spanish people.” It so happens, however, 
that the Spanish Cortes and Government adopted 
exactly the opposite creed, and on that question 
largely outvoted the three American Ministers. 
They would not sell and denied the parting with 
Cuba would promote the interests ot Spain. Bat 
the diplomats support their view of the case by 
considerable amount of sophistry and by some 
show of argument. Their starting point, how­
ever, is an assertion which coming from Mr. Sonlé 
would excite no surprise, but which we scarcely 
expected to find over the signature of Mr. Mason, 

even Mr. Buchanan. They say :—
“It must be clear to every reflecting mind, that 

from the peculiarity of its geographical position, 
and the considerations attendant on it, Cuba is 
as necessary to the North American republic as 
any of its present members, and that it belongs 
naturally to that great family of States of which 
the Union is the providential nursery. From its 
locality it commands the mouth of the Mississipi, 
and the immense annually increasing trade 
which must seek this avenue to the ocean. * * 
On the numerous navigable streams, measuring 
an aggregate course of some thirty thousand 
miles, which disembogue themselves through this 
magnificent river into the gulf of Mexico, the 
increase of the population within the last ten 
years amounts to more than that of the entire- 
Union at the lime Louisiana was annexed to it.
* * The natural and main outlet to the pro­
ducts of this entire population—the highway of 
their direct intercourse with the Atlantic and 
Pacific states—can never be secure, but must 
ever be endangered, whilst Cuba is a dependancy 
of a diatjnet power, in whose possession it has 
proved to be a source of constant annoyance 
and embarassment to their interests

Indeed, the Union can never enjoy repose or 
possess reliable security as long as Cuba is not 
embraced within iis boundaries. Immediate 
acquisition by our government is of paramount 
importance, and we cannot doubt that it is a con­
summation devoutedly wished for by its inhabi­
tants. The intercourse which its proximity to 
our coasts begets and encourages between the 
United States has, in the progress of time, so 
united their interests and blended their fortunes, 
that they now look upon each other as if they 
were one people and had but one destiny (1 I) 
Considerations exist which render delay in the 
acquisition of this island exceedingly dangerous 
to the United States. * * The system of im­
migration and labor lately organized within its 
limits, and the tyranny and oppression which 
characterize its immediate rulers, threaten an 
insurrection at every moment, which may result 
in direful consequences to the American people.
* * * Cuba has thus become to us an unceas­
ing danger, and a permanent cause of anxiety 
and alarm. ***** gut we nee(j 
not enlarge on these topics. It can scarcely be 
apprehended that foreign powers, in violation of 
international law, would interpose their influence 
with Spain to prevent our acquisition of the 
Island. Its inhabitants are now suffering under 
the worst of all possible governments—that of 
absolute despotism, del. gated by a distant pow­
er to irresponsible agents, who are changed at 
short intervals, and who are tempted to improve 
the brief opportunity thus afforded to accu­
mulate fortunes by the basest means. As long 
as this system shall endure, humanity may 
in vain demand the suppression of the Afri­
can slave trade in the Island. This is rendered 
impossible whilst that infamous traffic remains 
an irresistible temptation, and a source of im­
mense profit to needy and avaricious officials, 
who, to attain their ends, scruple not to trample 
the most sacred principles under foot. The 
Spanish Government at home may be well dis­
posed, bat experience has proved that it cannot 
control these remote depositories of its power. *
* Beside, the commercial nations of the world 
cannot fail to perceive and appreciate the great 
advantages which would result to their people 
from a dissolution of the forced and unnatural 
connection between Spain and Cuba, and the an­
nexation of the latter to the United States. The 
trade of England and France with Cuba, would 
in that event assume at once an important and 
profitable character, and rapidly extend with the 
increasing population and prosperity of the 
“Island.

The reputation of these three diplomats would 
have been materially benefitted had the President 
declined making public this correspondence — 
Better arguments for the purchase and annexa­
tion of Cuba have been put forth on tbe stump 
by speakers making no pretension to diplomatic 
ability or rank, and even fiuustiers ha^e scarcely 
begged the whole question as boldly as have 
Messrs. Buchanan, Mason and Soulé. They make 
no attempt, that is not directly controverted by 
facts, to prove the preposterous assertion that 
the acquisition of Cuba is a necessity for this re­
public, and that the perpetuity of our glorious 
Union depends upon it ; while the oft repeated 
assertion that annexation to the United States is 
a consummation devontely wished for by the in­
habitants of Cuba, and that they or the majority 
of them are prepared to accept the transfer even 
if made by force, is met by the fact that at this 
moment they are rallying to the support of the 
existing Government against an anticipated in­
vasion, with a unanimity and enthusiasm worthy 
of a nobler cause than tbe upholding of a despot­
ism. It is worthy of remark that this trio of 
diplomats seem much more anxious to point out 
the duty and interest of Spain in the premises, 
than the advantages that would accrue to the 
United States from the annexion. It is, we ima­
gine, much the easier side uf the argument. They 
continue their report:—

“ Secondly. But if t e United States, and every 
commercial nation, would be benefitted by this 
transfer, the interest of Spain would be greatly 
and essentially promoted. * * * She can hut
see what such a sum of money as we are willing 
to pay for the island would effect in the develop- 
ement of her vast natural resources. Two-thirds 
of this sum, if employed in the construction of a 
system of railroads, would ultimately prove a 
source of greater wealth to the Spanish people 
than that opened to their vision by Cortez. Their 
prosperity would date from the ratification of the 
treaty of cession. * * * France has
already constructed continuous lines of railroads 
from Havre, Marseilles, Valenciennes and Stras­
bourg, via Paris, to the Spanish frontier, and 
anxiously awaits the day when Spain shall find 
herself in a condition to extend these roads 
through her Northern provinces to Madrid, 
Seville, Cadiz, Malaga and the frontiers of Por­
tugal.

This object once accomplished, Spain would 
become a centre of attraction for the travelling 
world, and secure a permanent and profitable 
market for her various productions. Her fields, 
under the stimulus given to industry by remun­
erating ptices, would teem with cereal grains 
and her vineyards would bring forth a vastly 
increased quantity of choice wines. Spain 
would speedily become what a bountiful Provi­
dence intended it should be—one of the first 
nations of continental Europe—rich, powerful 
and contented. While two-thirds of the price of 
the island would be ample for the completion of 
her most important public improvements, she 
might, with the remaining forty millions, satisfy 
the demands now pressing so heavily upon her 
credit, and create a sinking fund which would 
gradually relieve her from the overwhelming 
debt now paralysing her energies.

Such is her present wretched financial condi­
tion that her best bonds are sold upon her own 
bourse at about one-third of their par value, 
whilst another class, upon which she pays no 
interest, have but a nominal value, and are 
quoted at about one-sixth of the amount for 
which they were issued. Besides, these latter 
are held principally by British creditors, who 
may, from day to day, obtain the effective inter­
position of their own government for the purpose 
of coercing payment. Intimations to that effect 
have been already thrown out from high quar­
ters, and unless some new source of revenue shall 
enable Spain to provide for such exigencies, it is 
not improbable that they may be realized.— 
Should Spain reject the present golden opportu­
nity for developing her resources and removing 
her financial embarassraents, it may never again 
return.”

The words italicised probable supply a clew 
to the sum which Messrs. Buchanan, Mason, and 
Soulé would recommend the United States to 
offer for Cuba. If “forty millions of dollars” 
are “ tbe remaining one-third,” the total sum must 
of course be one hundred and twenty millions, a 
liberal sum, truly, considering the nature of the 
purchase, as described by these gentlemen in this 
very document. While insisting upon tbe neces­
sity of our possessing Cuba, and urging that 
$120,000,000 should be given for it, they, in the 
same breath, declare—

“ Cuba in its palmiest days never yielded her 
exchequer, after deducting the expense of its go­
vernment, a clear annual income of more than a 
million and a half of dollars. These expenses 
have increased to such a degree as to leave a 
deficit chargeable on the treasury of Spain to the 
amount of six hundred thousand dollars in a pe­
cuniary point of view ; therefore the island is an 
incumbrance instead of a source of profit to the 
mother country. Under no possible circumstances 
can Cuba ever yield to Spain 1 per cent, on the 
large amount which the United States are willing 
to pay for its acquisition. But Spain is in immi­
nent danger of losing Cuba without remunera­
tion. Extreme oppression, it is now universally 
admitted, justifies any people in endeavoring to 
relieve themselves from the yoke of their op­
pressors."

Here follow some strong censures of the policy 
of the Spanish Government in Cuba, and a re- 
assertion of the disposition of Cubans to revolt 
against it, which the recent demonstrations there 
effectually disprove. We have also a repetition 
of the facts respecting past acquisitions by the 
United Stah-s, which have been much more ably 
set forth by Daniel Webster and Edward Everett 
in diplomatic correspondence. In sober truth, 
there is nothing, so far, in this official report from 
the conclave at Ostend that was worth the 
journey to that city. It is a bold re-statement 
of arguments and assertions that have again and 
again been put forth in tbe press, on the floors of 
Congress, and from the mouths of filibustering 
agitators. Bat possibly the design of the con­
ference, held “ in compliance with the wish ex­
pressed by the President in several confidential 
despatches,” is contained in the concluding para­
graphs, after tb| model of certain other episto­
lary communications.
“Our past history forbids that we should acquire 

the island of Cuba without the consent of Spain, 
unless justified by the great law of self-preserva­
tion. . We must, in any event, preserve our own 
conscious rectitude and our own self-espect. 
While pursuing this course we can afford to dis­
regard the censures of the world, to which we 
have been so often and so unjustly exposed. 
After we shall have offered Spain a price for 
Cuba far beyond its present value, and this shall 
have been refused, it will then be time to consider 
the question: does Cuba, in the possession of 
Spain, seriously endanger our internal peace and 
the existence of our cherished Union ? Should 
this question be answered in the affirmative, then 
by every law, human and divine, we shall be 
justified in wresting it from Spain, if we possess 
the power; and that upon the very same princi­
ple that would justify an individual in tearing 
down the burning house of his neighbor, if there 
were no other means of preventing the flames 
from destroying his own home.

Under such circumstances we ought neither 
to count the cost nor regard the odds which 
Spain might enlist against us. We forbear to 
enter into the question whether the present con­
dition of the island would justify,such a measure. 
We should, however, be recreant to our duty, be 
unworthy of our forefathers, and commit base 
treason against our posterity, should we permit 
Cuba to be Africanized and become a second St. 
Domingo, with all its attendant horrors to the 
white race, and suffer the flames to extend to our 
own neighboring shores, seriously to endanger 
or actually to consume the fair fabric of our 
Union.”

With all deference to their Excellencies the 
United States Ministers at London, Paris and 
Madrid, we suggest that instead of its being 
“ time to consider the question” whether Spain 
in the possession of Cuba “endangers our inter­
nal peace and the existence of onr cherished 
Union,” when Spain hasrefused $120,000,000 for 
it, the question ought to be well considered 
before we make that offer. Such would certainly 
be the wiser course. But their Excellencies for­
get also what they have dogmatically affirmed in 
the commencement of their communication. 
They have pronounced the question to be decid­
ed—have assumed as an indisputable fact that 
the possession of Cuba does endanger our peace 
and the perpetuity of the Union. They have said 
that “ the Union can never enjoy repose or pos- 
ess reliable security as long as Cuba is not em­
braced within its boundaries.” The natural in­
ference and the just one, is that they decided 
without consideration ; and certainly one cannot 
give that man credit for much reflection, who, 
with the past annd present of this Union before 
him, predicts disturbance and ruin for it if it 
does not add Cuba tofthe galaxy of its sovereign 
states.

The question very naturally arises whether 
the authorities at Washington sympathize in the 
views set forth by the three Ministers. The re­
plies of Mr. Marcy have not yet been published. 
It seems to be understood, however, that between 
the time of the President’s suggestions and Mr. 
Secretary Marcy’s reply to this joint despatch 
trom Ostend, changes had occurred in the views 
of the Executive, and to Mr. Soulé was assigned 
some duty which was unpalateable and prompt­
ed his resignation. We shall probably know 
more soon. The Herald has the following de­
spatch from its Washington correspondent :—

Marcy’s letter in reply to the joint despatch is 
very long, taking decided ground against the 
opinions advanced by Messrs. Mason, Buchanan, 
and Soulé, and directing Mr. Soulé to retrace 
his ground, and resume negotiations at Madrid 
upon the most peaceable basis.

To this Mr. Soulé replied in a brief note, stat­
ing that the instructions thus communicated 
were of so extraordinary a character—so totally 
at variance with the whole previous policy of 
the administration, and disregardful of the hu­
miliating position he would be compelled to as­
sume were he to carry them out, that self-respect 
left him but one course to pursue, and he accord­
ingly tendered his resignation.
