IN CASE OF WAR.

A real service has been done to Canada
by Captain WiLttan Woon, Adjutant of
the Royal Rifles of this city, by the skill-
ful manner in which he has drawn atten-
tion in the Canadian Magazine, to the mi-
litary weakness of tha country ; and a still
greater service will be rendered by the
public man who will take the work up
where Captain Woop has laid it down
and secure the suppression of the many
evils and the supply of the many wants
which have been shown to exist by the
paper before us. One would be tempted
at first sight to express surprise at the
trouble to which our author has gone to
convince his readers of the necessity of
preparedness for war, so unquestionably
true is it, ae¢ furcibly stated by Lord
DurreriN in the speech cited by Captain
Woon, that force and not right is still the
dominant factor in human affairs, and
that no nation’s independence or posses-
sions are safe for a moment unless she can
guard them with her own right hand. We
have but a very short time indeed togo
back for a striking illustration of the
readiness with which war is pro-
voked with a weak and unpre
pired enemy, and of the impatience
with which all reasonable endeavors to
evade hostilities are set at naught by the
party of superior force. Yet the author of
the leading paper in the June nurjber of
the Canadian Magazine, has ample justifi-
cation for believing in the necessity of con-
vincing Canadians that thereis always
danger of war, for have not our military
authorities acted with that utter disregard
of all prudential preparation, that points
to something very like a disbelief in the
very possibility of & war in which we
might be implicated 7 We have the proof
of this in the lamentable neglect that has
permitted the gradual decay of the forti-
fications at Levis and the Citadel, and
Oaptain Woop makeg out a very strong
case against the reckless continuance of &
polioy of unpreparedness. His whole
essay is a well thought out and carefully
prepared one. He shows conclusively
that politics and false economy are the
bane of the Canadian military system. He
cites, as the CHronioLe has frequently
oited, the treatment of the Royal Military
College »nd of its gradyates asa result of
political partisanship, taking care to in-
dicate, with a nice sense of justice, the
excellence of the work done by the Col-
lege, and of the professional standing of
its graduates. Indeed, in his whole arraign-
ment of our military system, the author of
the paper is very particular to draw a
dividing line between the excellence of
much of the material compasing the Cana-
dian army and the ineffectiveness of the
system that governs it. The entire paper
is exceedingly pleasant reading, in spite of
the ugly sores which it opens up, for one
feels that the probing is done in the in-
torests of Science and Truth, and with the
object of secking and urging the applica-
tion of an effective remedy. All interested
in the cause should read and carefully
ponder the paper in question. Military
men who take an interest in their calling
will paturally do so. We strongly com-
mend it too to our representatives in Par-
lisment and to all who have the oppor-
tunity of reaching or influencing them.
Rending men will smile at the quiet satire
contained in the assertion that “Cz3sar’s
account of his victory over the Nervii is

Ministers.” The many gliring defects in
our system, and the ditference between
the actual strength of the Canadian forces
and their enumeration on paper are vividly
set forth, but the gallant Captain admits
that “reorganization is beyond the scope
of the present article. All that can be
done here,” he says, *'is to set down an
A, B, C suggestion for it. The militia must
have, first of all, complete organio life, and
all its organs full of proportional develop-
ment, lest the breakdown of one organ
should cause the death of the whole body ;
secondly, there must be recruits, ranks
and reserves; and thirdly, an effective
peace-establishment, numbering one-hund-
redth part of our population, should be
trained for an average of one-twentieth
part of the <year, surely this is not
excessive ; and it is well worth aim-
ing at, for the militia, reorganized within
these limits, would fully safeguard Canada,
without in theleaststraining herresources.’
The paper is one that appeals to every Ca-
nadian who is concerned for the well-being,
the safety and the future of this Canada
of ours, and we trust that its representa-
tions will not fail to be heard in the proper
quarters.

That depended mainly on
the coustruction of the third schedule to the
British North America Act, which was head-
ed **Provincial Public Works and Property
to be the Property of Canads,” The fifth of
these was ‘‘rivers and lake improvements,”
For the Dominion it was contended that the
whole of the rivers were transferred from the
Proviuce to the Domicion. Oa the ather
haod, it was urged that nothing more was
transferced than the improvements of the
Proviocial rivers—that was to eay, only
public works which had been cffccted, and
oot the entire beds of the rivers. Their Lord-
ships thought that improvements were only
transferred to the Dominion. The sabjects
comprised in the schedule were for the most
part works or constructions which had re-

sulted from the expenditure of public
money. With regard to ‘‘public har-
bors,” their Lordships eotertained no

doubt that, whatever was properly com-
prised in that term became vested in
the Dominion. The worde in the schedule
were precise on that point.

Of curious wounds, Mr., Thomson tells how
an ambulance-bearer, rquatting in native
fashion, had both legs and arms  perforated
by a bullet. After his wounds were dressed,
he sat up and wanted to sing a song. From
these instances it is evident that the bullet
used had not sufficient stopping power ; an
enemy might receive levenrwoundl aand yet
be able to inflict injary. So clear was this,
that the Pathans preferred to face European
troops armed with the Lee-Metford, rather
than pative infantry armed with the Martini-
Heory. The result scarcely requires inter-
pretation—its meaning is plain; the more
expepsive class of soldiers were exposed to
greater wear and tear ; which is financially
unsound ; while of far graver import is the
fact that such lessons must teach the soldier
distrust of his arms, and tend to diminish his
prestige.

In this matter, however, it was the ballet,
pot the rifle, which failed, and the Indian
Government set about findiog a remedy.
After experiment within the provisions of
the St. Petersburg declaration of 1868, which
prohibited the use ot explosive bullets, or

BULLETS CHARGED WITH FULMINATING

or inflammable substancee, a modification in
the outer case cf the projectile was adopted,
The result, known as the dum-dum ballet,
has been tried in the 1897 campaigns against
the Mohmande, Swatis, etc,, to the north,
and the Afridis to the south, of the Kabal
river. The results, as far as we koow them,
are satisfactory, aud we have experience both
wnxu ; we haveseen the effect on our enemies,
and have tended some of their wounded ; we
have also been subjected to Lee-Metford fire
with dum-dam bullets, our adversaries hav-
ln? in more ways than one possessed them-
selves of the weapon.
We do not desire, nor is there any neces-
sity, to contravene even the spirit of the 8¢,
Petereburg declaration ; but we do require
from those responsible that the ammunition
issned to our soldiers shall be serviceable, and
such as to command their confidence. Inthe
resent state of our relations with neighbour-
pg nations it is surely not too much to ex-
pect tha: this essential matter may receive
PROMPT AND EARNEST ATTENTION,
It istrue that by filing or grinding the thick
hard points of the bullets theic ntocphg
wer is increased ; but it is undesirable to
allow soldiers to tamper with their ammuni-
tion, which shonld manifestly be supplied to
them in serviceable condition. The rifles
used by the chief Karopean nations are simi-
lar in general principle, though they differ in
detail, the Maonlicher being a favourite
psttern ; and the bullets, as may be expects
ed, are much alike. They vary slightly in
gizs ; but the shape is wonderfully uniform,
save in that used by the French, which has
a flat nose, whereby the shock on impact is
probably increased, The Americans have
adopted & very small bore msgazive riflz for
their navy, and possibly ‘before long they
may have practical experience of its effi-
cienoy ; but with the powerfal guns now
used io men-of-war it is difficult to conceive
of small arma playing an important part in a
sea fight,— Blackwood’s.

DANDIFIED WARSHIPS. I
BRITISH AND AMERICIN ORUIS- |
ERS CONTRASTED.

(BY JULIAN RALPH.)
Tae,mattial respect and high regard which |
mavy Eoglishmen and Americans want the
two nations to feel for each other came to one
great contivgsnt of koth peoplés loog ago 1
reler to the American and Kaglish eailors. \
As far as concerns the nava! met amoung thoae |
sailors, who learncd to respect ‘each- other in
1776 and in 1812, and who, since the last
date, have fraternize:d together all over the
world, I fear no contradiction when I say
that there is a brotherhood between them
already. It makes no excuses for its being,
it never had to be “worked up,” and it has
o selfsioterest at bottom on either side.
History would be a much more bulky tome
if it held acccunts of all the evidences of un-
questioning brotherhood there bave been be-
tween your braves and ours at sea, I will
oot say what we Americans 'have done, but
will ask those who know the facts to recall

Americans by the British doring the Chilians
Peruvian war, the Brasilian revolatioo, and
within & few months on the Tackish coasts.
They aren't in bistory, but the fellows who
belung to the two navies koow, about them
and that’s enough,

I have found the Eoglish and American
n':nl men foregathering amd aonouncing
their 5. 4%

ADMIRATION FOR EACH OTHER
on both sides of the Atlautic ‘and both sides
of the Pacific, and the names «f the ships that
play parts in this war remind me of the greate
est fraternising they ever did, which was
when Vice-Admiral Hopkius bronght his
North American squadron to- Fort Monroe
and New York at the time of the Columbus
celebration in 1893.

There were fourteen Awerican ships, near-
ly all cruisers, assembled 1o receive visitors
from all over Christendom. Al the Yaokee
ships were white, and this characteristio was
grestly praised by the Eoglishmen, who
came in vessels as black 33 so many colliers,
The 8pavish, French, Datch, Russian, Ita-
lisp, and South American ships were all
black, but the German cruisers, “Kaiserin
Augusta” and *‘Seeadler,” which urrived late,
were white like our own.

The Americans entertainad all the visilors
as royully as they kvew how, but the Fog-
lish got the wartest greeting atid gave bac
the friendliest companionship The British
Admirs] inspected our ships with keen in-.
terest, and though he fraokly said, **You
have no navy, but you have the beginnings
of a fine one,” he did not spare praise of our
cruiser “New York.” *“In some important
respects she is better then aoy cruiser we
have got,” he said. x

Admiral Hopkins bore himself so like the
genial and gallaat tar he is that this is what
the Sun of nim :—*The British Admiral
is

a bally goed fellow. He has met every
rcquut’ ssd suggestion in pregisely the same
way. ‘I give you my cordial sdpport,’ is
what he always says } ‘I sm here to help to
make this a greac success.” To adopt the

rogramme for the npaval patade to New
g’ork would be to put himself uoder a
foreiguer and maw of inferior rank, yet he did
not hesitate 8 moment, but u}d. as usual,
that he wanted to do everythiog that: was
friendly and cordial ”

It was precisely the same when our people
came to him with a proposition for a blue-
jacket parade ashore in New: York. He
agreed to it, though I happened to know that
many of his suburdinate officers feared the
consequences, because Englishi tars only de-
sert in Americs, just as American tars desert
only in Eogland.

Juse as our racing yachts are fitted pala-
tially while the English yachts are apt to be
plaiu aud severe racing machines, 80 our new
ships are elaborately ornamental as com-
pared with yours. We give no whit less
attention to their fitness as fighting machiner,
as your naval men will tell you, but a mo-
deru ovavy is a new fad with us and ao old
one with you. .

For instatce, there is quite a little gilding
and oroament about a British cruiser like the
“Blake,” but it is all put there by the ad.
miral or the captaio or at the expense of the
ward-room mess, Fioe eogravioge, water
coloure, and oil paintings, as well as portraits
of the Quesn nnd lesser Royalties, ate in the
main cabios, but these, too, are the outcome
of private taste und patriotiem. So it was
with the beautiful service of fine, decorated
porcelain from which we dined when I eailed
on the “Blake,” and with the vases and the
flowers that were put in them fresh every

ay.

All this has nothing to do with war, apd
I am merely stating it as an interesting oha-
racteristic of the new American Navy.

The American Government does not farnish
these thiogs. 1t fits out a warship only a
little more oroamented than ao Eoglish ship.
It is the paople of the city or State for which
the ship is named who deck her with such
evideoces of their pride and love. It was
out of an effervescence of local patriotism
that the rich people of Californis thus orna-
mented the *‘San Francisco,” Our battle-
ships are named for our States, our cruisers
for our larger cities, and our guaboats for the
smaller towns, as a rale,
decoration of our ships by the .:ooplo of the
places for which they are named that it was
done even for the passenger vessels of the
American Line plylag between Kogland and
America. The library, for instance, which
the people of S [ouis gave to the ship *‘St,
L-)-E? is the largest and most skilfully
selected ship’s library I ever saw, and every
one of its many bundreds of volumes is ex-
vely bound ia gilded leather.

The daily morning Divine service aboard
the English flagship, the *‘Blake,” impressed
my countrymen, To sce the marioes drawn
tip on deck, and the offi :ers and sailors stabd-
ing bare-head=d §

and the fortress-like ateel shelters and cave-
mates, while the middies stood at one sidé in
s corner, and to hear these men, as brave as
our own, who only take religion as if it were
a bath—once a week—to hear them praying
not to ‘“run in any kind of danger” was ver
elevating to think about, While the Eoglie
tars were at prayers, ours were rooning
around the decks of our sbipe, doable quick,
in loose, soft shoes, slip-slop, slip-slop, tsking
their daily apin for exercise. This had to be,
for, even so little a time ago as tha', we had
very mixed crews, with only 10 or 20 per
cent of Americans in them, Now, thanok
Rgoodness, we have a navy with only 10 per
cent of foreigners io it,

The serving out of grog was another novel-
ty to us who give our sailors few prayers and
no j g-water, It seemed to us a very elabors
ate ceremony—this serving out of grog with
the men all massed arouad a brass-bound
cask, and the grog-secver and journal-keeper
officiating like high priests, while the pleaes
ing aroms of the epirits stole all over the
deck. Io our navy we stopped the practice
years ago, and have ever since given dur tars
241, a day in licu of this antidote for snake
bites. The Eoglish on the “Blake” told me
at the time that your men would gladly give
up the rum at the price we pay; but it only
costa 1§4., which is all you give to the ab:
stainers, a price that does pot sdffice to bribe
the rest to temperance.
