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LOWER CANADA INVESTMENT AND AGENCY.

Hon Mr. CAMPBELL moved the adoption of
the Report of the Committee on this Bill, and
said it had been amended in most of the parti-
f:ul.ars suggested by the hon. member for De Lor-
imier, and as he believed, in every essential par-
ticular. The rate of interest which the Company
was allowed to take was fixed at 8 per cent, and
when it was considered that banks were under-
stood to cost 2 per cent, for management, it was
not unreasonable to allow of 1 per cent, in this
case. If the Company paid 4 or 5in London
for the nioney they borrowed, and their expenses
Were one 1 per cent. more the residue would be
but two to three, which certainly could not be
considered exhorbitant profit. - :As to the objec-
tion against paying interest in advance,. the ar-
gument had been regarded as of some ‘weight,
since the interest of two or three years taken in
this way would considerably diminish the sum to
be borrowed, and hence the Company had been
limitéd to taking six months interest in-advance.
Then ag to the issne of depreciated coin or un-
carrent money of any kind, while it was impossi-
ble tomake alaw morestringent than that which
already existed, the Company were precluded
from doing so by the clause which prevented
them directly or indirectely to receive more than
8 per cent, With reference  to the clause em-:
powering them to do various kinds of business,
it had been amended by striking out the part
which gave them - authority to insure the lives
or property of the borrowers. It had: been felt

* that this power might be abused, since the com-
pany, if allowed to do this kind of business,
would naturally wish the preference given to
themselves might seek unduly to press the duty
of insurance with undue weight upon borrowers.
They had been permitted to retain the power to
act ag agents for parties having money to lend,
aswell as the power to lend their own capital,
as the two things were quite congruous ; and
lasgtly, the suggestion of the hon member for
Saugeen had been carried out, by providing that
the Company might borrow to the extent of their
unpaid capital and to three-fourths only of the
extent of the gecurities they might hold. This
would allow a margin for any which might tnrn
out insufficient.  The rest of the Bill consisted
of details about the management which did not
touch the principles upon which the institution
was based. He hoped the hon member for the
Laarentides would now be able to give the mea~
gure his assent. |

Hon. Mr. Dz La TERRIERE repeated the ob-
jections he had formerly propounded, and pre-
dicted that if the measure went into operation a
great many properties would come under the
sheriff’s hammer.

Hon. Mr. BUREAU begged to inquire whether
there was a general law compelling corporations
of this nature to make periodioal returns to the
Legislature. He did not want such frequent
statements as the Banks were obliged to make,
but thought that at least once a year such insti-
tutions as that now in question should report to
Parliament. .

Hon. Mr, CAMPBELL accepted the suggestion,
and would embody it in the Bill, by way of
amendment, when it came up for a third reading
to-morrow.

The report was then adopted, and the House
adjourned.

@vent, be the battlefield of the two countries, and
swere the entire burden of defence to be thrown
mpon us, we might jostly despair of our ability
a0 resist the foree brought against us. But such
woild aot be the cage, as the army and navy of
England would be largely available for the de-
fence of our soil and liberties. He understood
the Hon. Premier proposed to rely primarily for
the wefence of the Provisce oa the yolunteer
force.

Hon I & MACDONALD—It is not primari.-
ly. .

! Mr STREET nnderstood him to have said so ;
and, thig in face ¢f his own statement that the
volunteer force wae & t'a.ilure, Wuntiug in drill
and subordication. [fegr, hear.] Now, it ap-
peared, he was not going ¢ depend primarily on
the volunterr force.

The hon. gentleman, in conclusion, expressed his

belief that there was no real danger of any or-
ganized attack upon our frontier, and thatif any
predatory bands attempted. to overrun our soil,

they would meet with the fate which such in-

vaders had met before. (Hear, hear and cheers.)

The American people were not so blind to their
own interests as to do anything which would in-
volve them in & war with England, because they

well knew that, in case of war, the war vessels
of the British Empire would soon destroy their
merchant navy, and drive their commerce from
the seas. [Cheers.)

Mrv. BUCHANAN would like to ask the hon.
gentleman whether he would be in favour of pay-
ing the volunteer brigades whom he proposed to
call together for ten or twelve consecutive days,
for the time spent in drilling.

Mr. NOUTMAN was understood to reply in the
affirmative.

Mr. . BUCHANAN had another question fto
agk.

(A pause.) Well, he (Mr. Buchanan) would of-
fer a fow remarks on the bill ; and he would say
that it sepmed strange to him that the hon. gen-
tleman should have praised the bill, and yet ob-
jected to the principal clauses of it. He had
talked of amending the bill, but why could not
the - bill of the Cartier-Macdonald Government
have been amended. (Hear, hear.) 'I‘he. present
bill was wrong altogether, however, asit est:ab-
lished a kind of military Government putting
the whole disposal of the militia forpe in t}:e
hands of the Governor General and his Minis-
ters. Hon. gentlemen talked of our credit and
loyalty being impugned ; there was no doubt
they had been impugned. - But we knew we
were loyal and could afford to lef people im-
pugn our loyalty as much as they liked. (Laugh-
ter.) He thought the expense of an effective
militia need not be great. We could give 60,000
volunteers fifty cents a day for ten days’ drill
each year, which would only amount'to $360,-
000. This amount of drill would render the
force tolerably efficient, People talked of using
the militia, treating them very z}luch a8 if they
were third parties, the fact being that all the
men in the country were in the militia. If we
made a thoroagh preparation for defence, there
would be no war ; in fact, whatever:the result,
our duty was preparation, and we had no other
course. He believed the clause as to the appoint-
ment of officers'a great blunder, and must have
been inserted thrcugh mistale.  Would it be
wise to' disband officers who had a thorough
knowledge of drill and discipline ; who served,
perhaps, for years, simply bgca.uge they were un-
able to pass 2 military examination.

The  bill now bhefore
the house, although not altogether perfect, was
iin hig mind vastly superior to the mammoth bill
which the Cartier-Macdonald Ministry had intro-
duced. The latter had been concoeted by a gal-
lant officer of Her Majesty’s service, who forgot
that the people for whom he undertook to pre-
pare & Jaw were different altogether from. those
for whom he was in the habit of making rules.
The fact of the matter was, that the views,
habits or peculiarities of the Canadians were
never consulted, and that the' ‘gallant Colonel
who sppeared to be a great martinet thought he
was perfeetly competent to propound a system
which could not be improved. The bill in
question was monstrous, Look, for ingtauce, at
the proposal to erect scme’ sixty armories at an
enormous  cost. Thig ' and  other' claus:s
in that measure were altogether
ed to the country — they were’ mnot re-
quired by us, nor were we ever likely to want
them, As he said before — the bill now
before the House was vastly superior to the pro~
duction of Colenel Lysons and the Cartier-Mac-
donald Government. There were doubtless some
fmperfections ; but they could be remedied in
QConimittee, agd rendered mosat effective. He con-
tended! that our pregent organized force wag in
good condition, and complimented the Minister
of Militia ot the manner in which the!force had
been clothed nnd equipped.  ‘The clothing was
really superior to that of any army in theworld.

He did not. believe -there was any immediate
danger to be apprehended from the United States;
but he was convinced that the people of Canada,
East and West, were heartily loyal to the mother
country, and determined to stand by British con=
nection. They had done .go before, when the
disproportion of population between this and'th.e
adjoining couniry was even greater than it is
now ; and they would do 8o again. (Cheers.)
He concluded his remarks ou the defence ques-
tion by expressing his conviction that the coun-
try wag in & position of safety, and both willing
and able to rebel any attack,

Mr. CONGER thought that the rejection of the
first militia measure did much toiojure our re-
putation athome and create a prejudice against
us ; nevertheless he would let by-gones be by-
gones, convirced of the desirability of offering
every assistance to the Government, no matter
by whom administered, in the framing of a good
militia scheme. He could not see the necessity
of separating the militia and volunteer forces.
He did not see why the volunteers should not be
placed on the same footing as the militia, and
have the same duties and privileges. If the
Government wished to make the militia an ef-
fective force, it would be necessary to fix a long-
er period for drill than enacted in this bill. It
would be impossible to maintain the militia force
without pay, and it would be unreasonable in
the extreme to expect the militiaman to risk his
life, and expend time and labor in drilling for
the benefit of the couutry, without fair remuner-
ation. He believed the proper plan to adopt in
raising a good militia force would be to muster
a certain number of men thig year, and an equal
number next year, and the following, giving the
men 50c a day while on drill or duty. The cost
of drilling 50,000 men for foyr months, would
cost, net'including clothing, three million dol-
lars. Twenty thousand men could be raised the
first year, to drill whom four months would cost
at 50¢ per man, $1,200,000, an equal force
could be raised and drilled next year at the same
rate, and so until the whole number was em-
bodied and subjected to four months drill. The
sum required under this plan might be consider—
ed large, but it would not be felt heavily when
spread over three years, as proposed. 1f it was
aesired to put the country in a proper state of
defence by the creation of a well-trained sol-
diery, some scheme of this kind would have to
be adopted. The expense of clothing 50,000 men
would be $700,000 more, He was not inclined,
however, being of the same mind i this respect
as Mr. Buchanan, to place as much value on the
clothing as on the efficient training of the mili-
tia. With regard to a military school for the
training of officers, he hoped. there would be no
sectioual schools established, but one general
institution, for officars of both sections. He of-
fered these suggestions in tha hope of seeing the
bill amended to meet the requirements and
wishes of the people, desiring the passage of &
measure which would be at once satisfactory,
and creditable to the country at large. Cheers.
Mr. HARWOOD said he would explain his
views, as briefly as possible, on the very im-
portant question which was now before the
House. He repeated, it was an important snb-

ject, this question of defence, inasmuch as it

involved the preservation of our lives, our
property, our liberty, and our national exist-
ence. (Hear, hear.) For many yearsattempts
had been made to legislate on the subject of
the militia ; and not a single really effective
measure had passed through the Legislature;
not & single measure, calculatud to meet the
exigencies of our position, had become law.
(Hear, hear.) Iodeed, in so far as the organi-
zatton of the militia stood, we had not in any
way improved since 1812, Our statutes, dup-
ing the whole of that period, were incomplete,
ill-understood, and difficult to work. For two
years, indeed, we had no serious legislation on
the subject; and while we could point with
pride to material prozress, in every other res-
pect, ¥e had made no advancement, so far as
our militia was concerned. The old act, relat-
ing to the sedentary militia, was filled with the
most absurd exceptions. Nearly two years ago
an attempt had been made to introduce a good
measure, but i% had been rejected on its second
reading by a factious ‘opposition ; and a belief
was created abroad, by this very improper
course, that the people of Canada were hostile
to the principles of defence under any consider-
ation whateyer. There yag no doubt but that
iye rise-
to the belief to which he had alladed. The
course adopted towards the bill in question de-
served the strongest censure, for it mightrhave
been amended in Committee, and any defect
remedied. He (Mr. Harwood) believed, however,
that the propitious moment had arrived; and
that ‘we might, by applying ourselves earnestly
to the task, have a good militia law. The two
bills now under consideration were not suited
to our circumstances; not calculated to work
well ; but they might perhaps be so augmented,
corrected aud jmproved in Committee as to do
good service. (Hear,hear.) It yas altogether
tounded on the “penny-wise and pound-feolish”’
doctrine ; and, therefore, did not go far enough. |
The measure of defence which hon. gentlemen
opposite had introduced involved three points ;
firstly, ceytain training for the Sedentary Mili-
tia ; secondly, an incresse of the Volunteer
force; and thirdly, the establishment of schools
of military instruction. “The proposition rela- |
tive to the ‘training of the)Sédentary Militia
was not sufficiently comprehensive to ensure a
satisfactory result, and a number of absurd pro-
visions exempting from the ranks of first-class
service men-—just those parties whose services
could most easily be obtained. As for the Vio-
lunteep force, it had heen candidly admitted by
hon gentlemen opposite, that it could ngt be
considered effective for the defence of the coun-
try.” This fact had been illugtyated by the pe-
view recently held on the pl.ing of Abraham.
Although extraordinary effor.s had been made
to get together as numerous a muster as possi-
ble of the Volunteer force of the district—al-
though the day had been sot apart as a public
holiday, and it was sought to do honor to adis-
tinguished visitor—yet, only about half the
force could be paraded. . (Hear, hear.) There

If we wers in -earnest in undertaking our own
'defence, we should do'it properly and eff ctive-
ly, disearding: all half-measures. The Cana-
dians were brave, loyal, generous and labo-
rious.  They «would stand to the last by themr
Queen and country; and all they asked was &
good system which would enable them to do
good sgervice. = They ~had distinguished tbegn-
selves on past occasions, and-would doso again.
They wished no ill ‘to their neighbors—on the
contrary, they deplored the dreadful war now
devastating that happv and prosperous coun-
try—Dbut they desired that their soil should
remain; free from  the -presence of theinvader;
and that their language, laws and: institutions
should continue as heretofore, to be respected,
beneath the protecting shadow of the glorious
flag’ of England. (Loud cheers.) He hoped
they would long continue so attached, and that
their mingled sentimeats of love and_affect_lon
for their, native land, and loyalty and devotion
for the mother couniry, would continue as
heretofore, to find expression in the light and
gracefal notes of the national song, ¢ Vive la,
Uanadienne,” and in the rich and solemn
strains of the anthem ‘“ God Save the Queen.’
(Loud cheers.)

Hon Mr. TURCOTTE remarked, that neither
the echo of the nice o’clock gun, nor the mag-
rificent spe-ch' of the hon member for Vau-
dreuil (Mc. Harwood) were sufficient to.rouse |
the hon Minister for Militia from the comforta~
ble nap which, judging from his graceful, re-
cumbent position, he was now enjoying. Judg-
ing by the attention' which he paid, he _must be
taking a rather peculiar kind of interest in the
subject under discussion. ‘He (Mr. Turcotte)
must say that he did not fear the consequences
of a bad Militia Bill, so much as he feared the
blunders: of an incapable War Minister. 1o8

Hon Mr. TURCOTTE—The hon" gentleman
repeats that falsehood again, although he
knows full well that it is a foul slander. (Hear,
hear.) The story to which the Premier re-
ferred had been provee to be a lie many years
ago; and yet, knowing this to bs the case, he
dared to repeat it. ;An investigation had been!

Honi Mr. TURCOTTE wen on to express his
opinion of the bill, which he condemned in
strong terms as being unsuited to the require-
ments of the conntry, and certain to be nuosatis-
factory in its results. (Hear, bear.) In fact,
it was only got up for the purpose of throwing'
dust in the eyes of the public; but he (Mr.
Turcotte) trusted that the aim of its projector
would be defeated. As for the proposal of the
hon. member for Vaudreuil, to establish a small
standing army, it might be turned to account
by adopting the gysterp which had produced
such admirable results whea applied to French
troops in Algeria, In the last named country,
they had constructed many of the most import-
ant public works. Why should not our national
force open our colonization roads ; and thus,
while conferring a great benefiv on the people,
identify ~ themselyes with the agricultural
population, reside in 'their midst, aad in-
fuse into them a taste for military - life - (Hear,
hear.) = The question, however, should be look-
ed atin this light. Rither we were 1n danger
and needed a military force for our defence, or
we did not. If we required it, we should see
that it wag effective—if we did not' require it,
then why wagte $500,000 or $600,000 on an
organization which was admitted tobe a fail-
ure, ‘The hon, gentleman congluded by urging
that it was upon the Militia thatreliance sh.nld
be placed. The whole of the militia might bo
rendered effective. There was nothing to pre-
vent them. They could be armed and acgout-
red ; but there ' was  no necessity that
they shoald be clothed.  They might be
drilled on Sunday evenings, or at other con-
venient t{imes, and by this means the force
could without difficulty, be rendered available in
case of danger. He remarked that the bill now
before the House was utterly useless, and con-
tained & number of clauses iuvolving the most
absurd provisions, which he pointed out.

Mr. SHANLY proceeded to express his views
on the suijt’.ct, remarking in the outset, that it
e delustve ia the extreme to imagine we were
able to take a 1eq,q‘in§ part jn our own defence.
We are a paople weals'ia numfpers as compared
with the I?nited States populatign, possessing a
long line of frontier, and lacking the means of
concentration of'large numbers at a given
point, in case of necessity. On our frontier
seven States of the American Union abutted,
whose population numbered twelve millions,
which States belonged to a confcderation; ex-
clusive of the Southern States, possessing
twenty-two millions of 'inhabitants. = Those
seven States abounded in wealth and warlike
resources, and all the elements which went to
make up a powerful nation. Let the present
struggle terminate as it might, circumstances
would henceforth compel tne United States to
maintain a large standing army ; all these facts
must compel impartial lookers=on to acknow-
ledge that the ‘Americans weré fast acquiring
mihtary tastes, and assuming a military atti-
tude, and attainingproficiency in thé art of war,
which might encourage them-to mesgure swords
with the best nation in'the world: Such was'the
people'with whom we, little ‘over ote-tenth of
their number, would" have for otir opponents.
He believed that ‘in time of wai our people
could be relied on, as one man, to defend the
soil, but in'a war between Hogland and Ame-
rica; the part which Canada would play would
be insignificant—left tg herself, she coulddo
absolutely nothing, and must be at the mercy
of the American States. Bugland was often
led into error respecting the resourges of Ca-
nada, and the object for which the States would
go to war. “The abandonment of Canada to
the States would not be regarded so much ag a
valuable accession, but as a trinmph of Ameri-
can prowess over England. In such event,
England would be compelled to abandon the
Western Archipelago, and in fact every foot of
land on the Uontinent. Every one knew of the
hatred of England prevailing in the States, and,
that spito of the fearful losses sustained in this
wal; hadthp rogept gonscription besn degigned
as against Kngland, thepe’ vt'q'u,lﬂ'fhﬁvﬂhégn no
difficulty in obtaining the full number required
—noresistancein New York. (Hear.) 1t would
not be on acconnt af Canada’s intrinsic worth,
that the States would go to'war with England,
but for the purpose of reducing and humiliat-

cer, he disobeyed, and gent jp his resignation
to his commander. ‘Herein lay the defects of
the system. It was impossible to enforce strict
obedience ; and it was equally imposslble. to
koo the organiged corps toget:he;.

It was ppop the militiamen,
the men residing upon the soul, attaghed tg it,
and having an intercst in it, that peliange fop
the defence of the country ought to be placed,
and not upon an ever-changing and shifting or-
ganization. As for the proposal that we should
ma ntain a small but efficient national army
in ‘this couni’Vs it deserved favorable con-
gideration, Itwould givé & reliable force. The
professions were crowded, and it wol'd afford:
to our edugated young men a new career. We
might, without much difficulty, keep an army
of 3,000 or 4,000: ‘and the commisgions might
be sold to well qualified young men, on the
same system a3'in the British army. ’The idea
of founding schools of instruction was very |
good, so fap a8 the officers were concerned, and
might gerve the purposp of training them to a
thorough knowledgé of theig duties ; but what of
the rank and file ?  Where was L{Je effective
provision for the training of the men whom
these officers were to command, (Hear, hearl)

throughout the copntry : the officers did not |
know their men, and in pearly every case,
were entirely ignorant of grill, or magters
of militery manguyre. @n the other hand, the
men might perhaps know the name of their
Colonel or Major, butithey knew nohing of
their Captaing, Lieutenants or Hnsigns.

Hon. Mr. CAUCGHON addressed the House in
a speech of cousiderable length, and great
power. He detailed his own experiencs as a
,volunteer officer, and pointed out in forcible
language the defq(;_.ss of the volunteer system,
the impossibility pf keeping the organization
of the corps perfect or complete, and the insu-
perable difficulties in the way of enforcing dis-
cipline. “He next referred to the proper train-
ing and organizalion of the militia’ force, as
being' the only reliable means of providing for'
the defence of thA country; snd urged the
negessity of its ofganization on an effective
footing. < He'next adverted to the suggestion
which had been made by the hon. metubers for
Three Rivers and Vaudreuil, namely—to or-
ganize a small but well appointed standing force
of some three or four thousand men, some to form
a nucleus for the less disciplined force in time of
war, A judiciously organized miniature army of
3000 or 4000 men would give us the framework of
an excellent army of defence, should the oecasion
arise for their'services. 1t would moreover place
at the disposal of the Province the talents and abi-
lities of a number of well-trained officers ; and, in
connection with this fact, it should be borne in
mind that it was move important by far that the
officers should be efficient in the true sense of the
word, than that the men should be well-disciplined.
The hon. gentleman referred to the Confederate
army, most of the officers of which are graduates of
the West Point Academy—in proof of his argu-
mentin favor of the advantage which might be de-
rived from the presence in our midst of a number
of men schooled in the profession of arms. A
great deal might be .done,  also, towards infusing
a military spirit into the people, and familiarizing
with military exercises, was by adopting generally
the system of drilling all scholars in our public
schools, say between the ages of ten and fourteen.
The idea had already been put in practice n this
city, nnd in one-or two' other loculities, and had
been found' to -work. admirably—why, therefore,
should it not be taken up everywhere. The hon.
gentleman then summed up his arguments, and

-afier a close review of the leading provisions of
fhe measure under discussion, he announced his

Tae FINANCIAL NTATEMENT.—The Minister of
Finance's Statement in detail of the financial
condition of the gountry, which he delivered in
the House on Tuesday evening, mugt have been
read with a degree of interest that gimilar pro-
ductions have not attracted for several years
past. With the exception of that made by Mr.
Howland last May, which was justly regarded as
of a provisional. character, to meet the pressing
emergency, all the badget speeches for the last
ten years have been either crude rambling dis-
sertations, a3 in Mr. Cayley’s time, or ingenious
mj stifications, agin Mr. Galt’s time, of the actual
position of our affairs. We know not whigh was
the least reliable in point of information j but
both had one and the same' object, to hoodwink
the public eye, and to extract the largest con-
tribution possible out of the peoples pocket.
From Mr. Holton gomething better was expected,
nor was that expectatiorn digappointed. His ex-
position of the state of our finances 'was frank
and sufficiently lucid to be understood by any
person giving ordinary attention, and possessed
of ordinary capacity. The points which he most
clearly impressed on his auditors are first, the
heavy amount which cur annual expenditure ex-
ceeds the ordinary income. This evil has been
systematic and continuoug, we may say, since the
Coalition Administration had its firgt breath of
life ; and he tra_ed its existence and the chronic ]
character of the malady in these terms: “In’
1857 the excess of expenditure over income was
$2,011,770 ; 'in 1858, $2,229.487 ; in 1839,
$726,833 ;in 1860, $1,923,465 ; in 1861, §1,626,- |
039 ; in 1862, $2,177,817; an aggregate for the |
six years of $12,248,413, or an average ‘annual
increase to the debt of two millions of dollars.”
The true deduction our Finance Minister draws
from this state of affairs is, that it is injurious to
our national credit, tends to impoverish cur re-
venue and to press unjustly on < our population.
There is but one remedy,that of equalising thereve
nue with the expenditure. Thyt he proposes todo
by levying an amoun$ by taxavion equal to the
amount of the deficiency. The modus he does
not fuily detail at present, justly conceiving that
until the time for putting it into operation, it is
not advisable to give such information as will
enable parties in trade to speculate at the expense
of the revenue, in articles the price of which wilj]
be affected by its change.
| ever, it will b2 observed Mr. Holton 'gave some
inkling of his ideas, that it is inexnedient to tax
imports so highly as to interfare seriously against
their consumption. In a word he indicated his

SUPERIOR COURT.

OATHERINE HARTRGAN VS The INTERNATIONAL
Lire Assuranom Co.—A special jury had been
summoned in this case for the purpose of pro-
ceeding with the new trial which, had been or-
dered upon' the application of the counsel for the
defendants. ~After waiting some time, however,
only nine jurors could be obtained. The counsel
for plaintiff made application that the absentees
be fined for their non-attendance. Several wit-
nesses, including Doctors Russell and Marsdea,
had come up expressly from Quebec for the pur-
pese ot giving evidence at the trial. The Court,
however, considering that this was the week of
the Provincial Exhibition, and -that the gentle-
men summoned a8 witnesses might have justifi-
able cause of absence, declined to ‘impose any
fine in this instance. His Honor suggested: that
the parties might possibly agree upon a basis of
facts to be submited to the Court for a judgment
without the mnecessity of another trial. The"
counsel engaged in the case found this to be im-
practicable, as they differed on  the material
points, namely, as to the age of deceased having
been correctly stated by him ; as to hig state of
health when the insurance was effected ; and as
to his having had medical attendants. The
trial was therefore necessarily postponed, and
the witnesses were taxed. One of them, Dr.
Russell, stated to the Court that hewould prefér

PARLIAMENTARY.

[From Our Special Correspondent.]

Quebec, Sept. 16th, 1863,

Yesterday being the day designated by the
new Finance Minister for making his financial
statement, the galleries were crowded early in
the afternoon by a large and respectable audi-
ence, composed of the leading citizens of Quebec.
Much -disappointment was occasioned by the an-
nouncement that the Badget would not be open-
ed till half-past seven in the evening. Evening
came and the appointed hour found the Minister
of Finance in his place surrounded by piles of
manuscript. It was generally known that Mr.
Holton was. suflering from temporary indisposi-
tion, but when he rose to address the House
every eye was attention and every tongue silent.
I sent you by special telegraph a brief eutline of
the hon. gentleman’s speech, concerning which
in the public mind here there is but one opinion.
If he was not lofty and. dazzling in his style ot
eloquence, he was clear and argumentative. If
he did not scrape together all the dry common-
places about loyalty and union, he did what was
far better, he analyzed the financial difficulties
which beset the administration of public affairs,
and pointed out the only method by which these
difficulties can beremoved, and ruin averted. If
he did not strive to excel in effect he at least ap-
pealed to common sense. « Sueh:practical men as
Mr. Holton are what Canada waats at this hour
of her extremity. - Burdened with a large annu-
al deficiency in our finances, the peage and har-
mony of the country threatened by the torch of
invasion, immense and useless expenditure prac-
tised in connection with the public buildings at
Ottawa, there i3 a fnecessity now if ever of hav-
ing a judicious and'clear-headed man ‘at the head
of the financial department. © We have got such
a man in the person of Mr. Holton, whose abili.
ties'are acknowledged even by his opponents,
and hig deep pains-taking earnestness none will
dare to deny.
