Legal Wills Avoid Expense,

“To save needless expense and

hardships the making of a will

should Be carried out carefully,”

R. G. M. Gammell, manager of the

estates department of the Charter

Trust Company, told members of
-the Westmount Rotary Club at
its luncheon meeting, Wednesday.

Citing several examples where

difficulties and hardships have

been felt by the heirs to an estate,

the speaker maintained that it was

Almost incredible to witness how
leading businessmen will fail to
carry out this phase of life on a
strictly businesslike principle.

“They will take more time choos-

ing anew automobile than in mak-
ing and planning the future of
their entire life's savings,” he said.

While the speaker did not have

time to develop the procedure of
making legal wills, he did main-
tain that they should be made with
the aid of a competant legal

authority, preferably a notary, and
| should not be left until old age
since many people are killed sud-
denly in accidents.

He outlined some of the details
which any will has to go through
by virtue of the various Dominion

and Provincial by-laws governing
the passing on of estates from
generation to generation.

In making a will, he suggested
that it should be as simple of pos-

sible, and that at all times it
should cover the entire estate.
“The basic questions one should
ask oneself in preparing a will are,
who, why, when, what, and how”
Mr. Gammel] maintained, claiming
that it must be dealt with on a

ner.

The speaker also suggested that
once a will is made it should not

be changed by the individual him-
self, but should be taken to the
notary for any changes. He said
that it was a good idea to have a

will changed every five years or

so, which would insure it being a
