Cape Nome fleet to Alaska this year,
went to the bottom of Union Bay, Van-
couver Island, on Saturday night. The
same storm that made her founder swept
the whole coast, and telegraphic commu-
mcation has not yet been established.
The news was brought to this city by the
steamer ‘Czar, which came direct from

VancouverIsland,and that veseelbare-
dy succeeded in “Weathering “the “gale on 8

_ the‘way across the Gulf of . The
captain, four officers and three of the
crew were drowned. including the manag-
ing director, Mr. Sam Barber, an Ameri-
can, who had lately resided in Vancou-
ver.
The ‘Alpha’ was trying to make Union

Bay on her way to coal, but was forced
by the gale to go on the wrong side of
the Yellow Island Lighthouse. She
could not free herself, and five minutes
later ran high against the rocks, which
smashed her to atoms in a few hours.

| She had the full force of the gale against
her, as the hurricane blew down the
gulf. One member of the crew display-
ed great heroism by swimming ashore
with a life line, and over this twenty-five
of the thirty-four members of the crew
found safety. It was two hundred feet
through the breakers.
Capt. York, an old mariner, was swept

overboard. His body has since been
found. Mr. Barber was also swept away,
and neither his body nor that of the

‘| purser, Mr. White, has vet been recov-
ered. The engineer, Matterson ; the
second engineer, Dunn, and the third en-
gineer, Murray, were all drowned through
sticking to the engine room to the last.
Sullivan, an able seaman, was drowned,
and his body has been recovered. Crosby
and an unknown stowaway were drown-
ed likewise. There is not enough of |
the wreck left to be rendered visible in
the storm.

Sena-
tors are usually chosen either by political

or other influences brought to bear on

state legislatures, Apart from thus

springing,in the last analysie, from the
same tnuteble: fountein hesd, and hav-
‘ing the mmeinterests: in charge, these

two powers have no solidarity between
them.

tration seldom makes a foreign treaty

“Washington, Dec. 17.—Just before ad-

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COMMERCIAL
BRITISH CATTLE MARKETS.

Sons’. weekly report on the live stock trade
says:—The number of fat cattle on offer
this week has been fairly large. For the
best qualities of hoine-fed there has been
an active demand, and prices quite as high
as the previous week, but secondary de-
scriptions have been slow to sell without
change in value. Sheep have been much
under an ordinary suppiy. A good demand,
and prices the turn higher than the previ-
ous week, more especially for those adapt
ed for shop purposes. Fat calves and pigs
very dear, This being big Wednesday mar-
ket there was a large supply of store cattle
on offer. The great proportion were of à
very secondary description. For cattle in
forward condition, and the best class of
stirks there was plenty of demand, and
those got sold out at fairly satisfactory
prices; but a large proportion of the rough-
er descriptions were left unsold. A small
supply of store sheep, which met a good
enquiry, and a clearance was effected at
fully previous prices. Milch cows met the
best trade of the season. Quotations.—Top
best beef, 88 to 88 6d per stone ; mutton
from T%d to 83d per Ib.
London, Dec. 3.—Beast trade, for both

prime and second quality, slow, but rates
somewhat firmer,though not quotably high-
er. More demand for fat butchering cowa,
and bulls at slight advance in prices. Top
value—Polled Scotch, 48 104 per 8 lbs. ;
Herefords, 48 9d to 4s 10d. Arrivals—12
Scotch, 84 Irish, 260 Norfolk, Suffolk and
Essex, 1,254 midland, home and western
counties, 30 Devon. Sheep supply consisted
chiefly of Downs and half-breds. For both
wedders and ewes, trade and rates ruled
rather firmer. Lambs difficult to cash.
Less demand for pigs, best breeds, how-
ever, were no cheaper. Beasts, 2s 10d to 48
104; sheep, 38 2d to 68 84; pigs, 28 10d to 48
6d; lambs, 58 to 63 per § Ibs. Total spply—
Beasts, 1,650; sheep and lambs,5,820; claves,
10; pigs, 170.
Yorkhill, Dec. 5.—A sale of Canadian eat-

tle was held yesterday, when there were
in the lairages 395 cattie landed hy the ‘On-
tarian’ (8), from Montreal. Compared with
last Tueeday’s sale, e number on offer
shows an increase of 86 beasts. There was
a demand for bullocks of the best quality,
and secondary gaimals had a good sale.
Bulls were in request and realized high
prices. Mr. Roderick Scott had on offer 60

-cattle, Messrs. Edward Watson & Ritchie
203, Messrs. Duff, Paul & Ferguson 72, and
Mr. C. T. Nelson 60. All the above cattle
were sold. The consignments were only
landed an hour before the sale. The dead-
weight quotations were as follows:—Best
bullocks, light weight, 56s per cwt., and
for really choice up to 68s; secondary dnd
heavier animals, 648; inferior, 528 ; bulls,
468 to 48s. according to quality and finish.
The sale terminated at an early hour.
Manchester, Dec. 5.—Arrivals of Danish,

TORONTO CATTLE MARKET.

Toronto, Dec. 14.—There was little change
in the conditions of trade at the Western
Cattle market to-day.

CIVIC SALARIES.

A LENGTHY MEETINGOF couN-
CIL, WITH LITTLE DEFINITH

RESULTS.

| It would be hard to have a more unpro-|.
! duetive meeting of the City Council than
that which was held yesterday aftermoon.
Yet, although practically nothing was
done, there was, perhaps, a certain
moulding of thought and sentiment
which may bear fruit at another time.
The whole time of the council was ta-

ken up with the consideradion. of civic
salaries, and no doubt those servants of
the city whose stipends were threatened
will now take encouragement, for it could
hardly fail to be understood that, yester-
day at least, the feeling ofthe council |-
was against the reduction “of salaries.
Ald. Laporte opened the: ball by seek-

ing to explain his ideas about retaining
certain of the employees who were
threatened with dismissal, He felt sure
that the salaries committee had doñe its
work well, and did not deserveto bé too

- harshly criticised. If the“sub-reports on

i salaries referred to the different commit
| tees were referred back to the Finance
Committee it would be possible to study
them with reference to the appropria-
tions nécessary.

Some cross-questioning took place here
between Ald. Laporte and Ald. Sadler.
It was broken up, however. by Ald. Lav-
al'ee, who wanted to knaw if some of the
civic employees were not lazy. Ald.

Laporte thought it might be so, and

these gentlemen would certainly have the

preference whén it came to dismissals.

A great deal of talk was wasted om this

and similar questions until Ald. Gallery

threw a bombshell into the camp by ask-

ing if it were legal for council to be dis-

cussing a financial question which had

not been reported on by the Finance

Committee, and he quoted by-law 42 in

support of his contention. Then the
councillor from St. Ann's Ward st
down and smiled cheerfully while the

rest stared at eachother, and the Mayor

hunted up chapter and verse. Mayor

Prefontaine at last gave it as his opinion

that the point of order was a little previ-

ous, but that if anything was intended

to be done affecting finance it muet first

come from the Finance Committee.
Ald. Ames here said that no question

of finance was before the council, but

only one affecting the scale of wages.

The council would not be eatisfied with

this, however. Ald. Laporte, even,

wanted to know if the council, or com-

mittee of the whole, had acted illegally

thie last time the salary question was dis-

cussed. The Mayor, however, gave a

further opinionthat theproper time to
~f asivethe. of hy of

prodés rasWienà |
made 0 couricil on ¢he wholé bist,

Tt was thought they might get down to

work now, and Ald. Ames proposed that

the salaries of the consulting city. attor-

neys. should remain at $2,000 each.
Ald. Martineau thought thet $1,500 was

ehough, but Ald. Laporte pointed ‘out

thatthere was a motion paesed two or

three years ago that the salaries in ques

tion should be $2,000, which would have

to be reconsidered. This raised anoth-

er point of order, and Ald. Tansey, in

the absence of the Mayor, did not like to

give a decision, However, it was de-

cided to take à vote on the main propo-

sition: The result was that the council

decided to allow the consulting city at-

torneys to retain their present salaries by

a vote of 18 to 14.

This gave a fresh impetus to the feel-

ing that the schedule should he left as it

was, eeeing that, anyway, # could rot

now be changed before the appropria-

tions were made. Consequently, when

Ald. Ames proposed adjournment with-

out report, the motion was carried by 20

to 10.
