For the first time, there is hope on
the cancer horizon that a cure for the
dread disease is on the way to being
discovered.

Scientists involved in cancer research
are commendably cautious on the sub-
ject, but even in their reserved pro-
nouncements, there is a hint of even-
tual victory.
