Something Electricity is Doing.

Under the title **Something Electricity is
Dying,” Charles Barnard writes in the March
Century :

“To the student of social science the elec-
sric motor is fall of co;gaﬁoo. for the futare,
[/ power can -be subdivided and conveyed to
4 di<tance, why may not oor preseat factory
system of labor be ultimately completely
ahaoged ? People are huddled together under
one rocf because belts and shafie are so
publickly short. If power may traverse a wire,
wby not take the power to lh:‘roopb'- homes,
or to smaller and more healthfal shops in
pleasanter places ? To-day we fiad sewing
women crowded iato a hot, stuffy room, close
to the noise, smell, dust, and terrible heat of
some little steam engine at one end of the
room. The place must be on a lower floor be-
caase of the weight of the engive and the
cost of carrying coal opstairs. Let us
see how the work may be done
with motors., We may take the ele.
vator in & wholssale clotbing warehouse on
Bleecker street and pass through the sales-
rooms to the top floor. The building is lofty
and of light construction, and yet we fiad in
the bright and pleasant attic above the house-
topa a hundred girls, each using power, They
& sewiog-machine, and secured to the
under side of the table is a small
electric motor, one to each machine. The
operator has only to touch & foot-pedal and
the motor starts, giving abous one tenth of a
horse-power, at very high epeed. If the
. is too fat it can be regulated
at will by the pressure of the foot
on the treadle. here is no heat, no
dost or ill-smelling oil, and only a slight
humming sound, the sewing machine iteelf
making more noise than the motor. The room
is sweet, clean, and light, and itisin every
respect a healthful workroom. If we look out
of the window we sea two in-ulated wires pas-
sing under the sash down to the eleotric-light
wires oo the poles below. Taere are people
who ory out against the overhead wires, and
would pull them all down. Some dey
they will be buried underground. Mean-
while, ia it not an immense gain for these
workiog girls to be placed in a quiet, sunoy
room, ?sr from the maddening engine?
