Theft of tens of thousands of
dollars in Huntingdon
On Thursday, May 21 four area businesses
who store goods in warehouses on Lorne
Street in Huntingdon found multiple pro-
ducts of theirs had gone missing. «The sto-
len goods were boxes containing items
such as cabinet doors and other similar fur-

niture. The theft was allegedly committed
between November and April. The value of
the stolen items amounts to several tens of
thousands of dollars according to the com-
panies involved,» said Sergeant Robert
Brabant Sûreté du Québec (SQ) Haut-Saint-

Laurent. As many people had access to

these warehouses, he said that the investi-
gation is still ongoing. Anyone with infor-
mation aboutthis crime can contact the SQ
at 450 829-2887.

Alcohol a possible factor in an
accident
A young man23 years of age who is a resident
of Saint-Rémi could face criminal charges for
driving his vehicle while impaired on the

night of Sunday, May 24. While traveling on
Route 203 in Très-Saint-Sacrement, he lost
control of his vehicle and ended up in the
opposite ditch. «His caris a total loss and he

suffered minorinjuries that required transpor-

tation by ambulance to Anna Laberge
Hospital in Chateauguay. Since he showed
signs of driving while impaired, a blood test
was requested and the results will be revealed
in the coming weeks,» says Brabant. If this
reveals an alcohol blood level above the legal
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limit by law, the driver must answer for his
actions before a judgelaterthis year.

Collision between a car and an
electric tricycle in Sainte-Barbe
An accident involving a car and an electric

tricycle occurred on chemin de l'Église in
Sainte-Barbe on Tuesday, May 26 in the mid-
afternoon. According to the SQ of the Haut-
Saint -Laurent, the car driven by a 47 -year
Salaberry-de-Valleyfield hit the three-whee-
led vehicle driven by a 67 year old man from
Sainte-Barbe when he was turning into an
entry. «The driver simply did not notice the
man who was coming along the road when
he beganhis turn. The impact caused minor
injuries to the manin his 60's in addition to

damaging the front of his vehicle. He was
transported by ambulance to hospital in
Salaberry-de-Valleyfield» says Mr. Brabant.
The car of the other man who was not
injured was also damaged onthe left side.

Breaking and entering in
Godmanchester
A residence located on the Ridge Road in
Godmanchester was visited by one or more
intruders between May 23 and 25. Once

inside, the individual or individuals stole
several valuables. «The owner of the resi-
dence works for the Labrador company and
had more than 200 empty 5 gallon water
bottles at his home. They were all stolen
along with jewelry, liquor, electronics and
tools,» lists Mr. Brabant. The owner esti-
mates that the total value of the stolen

goods rises amounts to more than $ 10,000.
No arrests have been made in this case yet.

Hit and run causes minor injuries
in Franklin
The Sûreté du Québec (SQ) Haut-Saint
-Laurentis looking for a black SUV after a hit
and run that occurred as a result ofa colli-
sion on Tuesday, May 26 early in the after-
noon on the Savary Rangein Franklin. The
incident caused minorinjuries to a 14 year

old boy who wasriding a motorcycle trave-
ling on the samesection of road at the time.

«The SUV had begunto exceed the scooter
but during the maneuver, the SUV was hit
the young man causing him to fall from the
scooter. Unfortunately, the driver involved
did not stop and the adolescent suffered
minor injuries,» said Mr. Brabant. Anyone

with information concerning this matteris
asked to share it with police by calling 450
829-2887.

Tobacco seized in Saint-Anicet
SQ officers discovered more than 90 bags
of loose tobacco on the ground near a com-
mercial building on Chemin Neuf in Saint-
Anicet in the night ofTuesday, May 26. «The
patrol noticed ATV tracks leading to the
back of what seemed to be a commercial
building. After following them, they found
the bags, but not offenders who had depo-
sited them at the spot,» informs Mr. Brabant.
The bags were seized and the investigation
is ongoing.

120YEARS AGO

May 30, 1895
Franklin Centre

Sufficient time has elapsed since the frost to
determine,in a great measure, its consequences

and whether ourfruit has suffered to the extent
which many had feared. Judging from personal
experience and that of my neighbors, | am
pleased to be able to give a favorable report.
Apples are very promising, the fruit now being

well set and in large quantities. No difference is
perceptible between the early and late varieties,
so far as | have heard. The same may be said of
Flemish Beauty pears. Smallfruits, such as straw-
berries, currants and cherries, are equally thrifty
and well laden. The recent cold weather has
again retarded vegetation, but at the present
increasing warmth after the fine rain, is quite
encouraging.

551 Head of Cattle
Entered for
Ormstown Exhibition

The Ormstown Exhibition will open on

Tuesday evening, June 7th, with an acrobatic
display by students of the Roman Catholic
school on Ormstown. This display will last for
one hour and a half or more. There will be the

usual messages of welcome from prominent
officials of the Exhibition and Membersof the
Federal and Provincial Governments. No Horse
Show events will take place on this opening
night. A very large list of entries in the Horse

and Cattle departments has been made for this
year’s show ... Ormstown Exhibition has com-
piled entries for 160 horses that will participate
in the “Horse Show” ... Entries have been com-
piled on 135 head of draft horses ... There will
be 5 four draft horse teams and 3 six draft horse
teams... Exhibitors have entered 146 head of
Holstein Cattle. One hundred fifteen head of
Jersey castle will be exhibited ... One hundred
and thirteen head of Ayrshire Cattle will be
exhibited ... The Aberdeen Angus breed will be
represented by four Angus breeders ... Scotch
shorthorns will be represented by [two bree-
ders]. [Another farm will be] exhibiting 12 head
of Herefords. In all there will be 54 head of
cattle of the beef breeds which is something
one doesn’t often see at a spring show. Fifty-
seven head ofCanadian Cattle will be exhibited
... Ten exhibitors have entered 207 sheep ...
Seventy-three swine are entered ... Eighteen

goats will be shown ... Sixty-six heifer calves will
be shown by the Junior Farm Club members.
There will be Holsteins, Ayrshires and Jerseys.
In all there will be 205 horses in the draft horse
section and breeding classes and “Horse Show”
section. There will be a total of 551 head of
cattle on exhibition. The horse show, always a
great attraction of this exhibition, will have its
first program on Wednesday evening and run
through until Saturday.

Dubois’list
Even if the date for the next provincial

election has not beensetyet, election feveris

gaining momentum in the county of
Huntingdon.

People are talking provincial politics more
and more each day, with many getting ready
to play a major role in the coming electoral
campaign in order to bring victory to their
side.

Huntingdon county saw an illustration of
these growing expectations over last wee-
kend as two important political meetings
took place.

Last Saturday, May 25, a dance was held
under the auspices of Liberal MNA Claude
Dubois. The latter took the opportunity to
address party members gathered at Lac des
Pins hall in St. Antoine Abbé.

Contrary to what had been announced,
the Quebec Liberal Party Leader Robert
Bourassa could not attend the affair as he was
busy campaigning in Bertrand riding where
he's a candidate in the coming by-election on
June 1.

Mr. Bourassa was replaced by the MNA for
Brome-Missisquoi, Pierre Paradis.

In his speech, Claude Dubois promised to

defend some points in the next provincial
election, which would lease to believe that
he’ll be running.

The main topics Dubois promised he

would defend are: the county roads, the farm
policy, and long-term care for the elderly.

On the question of roads, Dubois believes

that the needs in Huntingdon county would
run into millions of dollars. “There's an urgent
need for road repairs,” he stressed, “and this
would be one of my top priorities.”

The farm question is also of concern to

Dubois. Huntingdon county needs cleaning
of watercourses and also mechanized work.
Dubois said the county is neglected in this
matter and he promised he would look after
this once his party is back in power.

Another problem close to Dubois’ heart is

the need for more beds for the chronically ill
in the county. He believes the South-West

area has been the most neglected in Quebec
in the last few years. Dubois reminded his
audience that the proportion of senior
citizens in the county is among the highest in
Quebec. He promised to work at obtaining
the county's fair share in social services.

Coming back to agriculture, Dubospraised
the qualities of Huntingdon county as the
largest vegetable garden in Quebec. He
added that he would like to work on increa-
sing exports of farm products to the States.
“Our local economy depends on it,” he said.

It seems all the above will make up Dubois’
platform in the next provincial election

campaign.

Uegaki is from British Colombia and
highlighted Quebec as her top preference to visit
for the occasion. She had fond memories of the
province after having visited it with her parents as
an adolescent.Though she toured various schools,
the students at Franklin Elementary School were
thrilled that they shared a unique and serendipi-
tous bond—a“Franklin connection,’ifyou will.The
name of the elementary school that Uegaki
frequented asa child was called Sir John Franklin
Elementary.

“TD Canadian Children's Book Week … [is] about
celebrating the power of storytelling to enrich our
lives. Each year, weare delighted bythe excitement
and enthusiasm children have for the chance to

connect with authors and illustrators,” said Frank
Mckenna, Deputy Chair, TD Bank Group. That is

exactly what the Franklin students got out of their
encounter with Chieri Uegaki as she read her
various children’s books to them.

To celebrate its 25th anniversary, the
Hemmingford Environment Committee sought

out the help of local elementary school students
to create a new logo for the non-profit organiza-
tion. To further honour the day, the committee

also encouraged the students of both the
Hemmingford Elementary School and Ecole
Saint-Romain to create a mural portraying a forest
scene. Both the winnerofthe logo design contest
and the mural were unveiled at the Hemmingford
Recreational Centre on the afternoon of May 22.

A retired teacher, Catherine Stratford started
the Hemmingford Environment Committee
when she moved to the area almost 26 years ago.
Originally started up by a group of concerned
parents,their first mandate was to get a recycling
program going in the area. This translated to
covering almost 80 miles in a pickup truck and

collecting the municipality's recycling by hand—
even going so far as to crush up the recycled glass
in their own backyardsso that they could send it
offto be recycled.The Hemmingford Environment
Committee did this forten years—until the muni-
cipality took over the program. Now the organi-
zation has turned its attention to making the
community aware ofthe importance of reducing
waste—and many of those efforts have made
their way into Hemmingford's elementary scho-
ols. Alongside a gardening and composting pro-
gram, both schools promote the importance of
wasting as little as possible to their young
students.

 
To commemorate their 25th year, the

Hemmingford Environment Committee held a
contest to rework their logo—asking the
students from grades three to six to participate,
which resulted in some sensational drawings.
Taking a local field trip of sorts, teachers and
students made their way on foot from theirrela-
tive schools to the Hemmingford Recreational
Center to celebrate the winners of the logo
contest and to view the muralfor thefirst time.
The winning logo, designed bygrade six student
Daren Boucher from Ecole Saint-Romain
(although many came close), will be touched up
bylocal graphic artist Ellie Moss.

The mural also promoted the integration of
the two schools—muchlike the gardening and
composting program does. The children, from
kindergarten up to grade six were asked to draw
a creature that they had encountered in the wil-
derness—the results of which made for a
vibrant, heartfelt mural that will be first hung in
the Hemmingford Community Library before

being showcased in both schools for a certain
period oftime. Catherine Stratford got help from
local artist,Tamlin George to help drawthe trees
which served as the backdrop of the animal
drawings.

The Hemmingford Environment Committee
also showed their commitmentto the environ-
ment by supplying several trees to the schools.
They also hosted a tree giveaway and plant
exchange on May 23rd.



 

The Tick: A Preventative Pest

While many of us were hoping that the bitter
cold ofthis pastwinterwiped out a lion’s share
of ticks, there's some bad news. Since the
insects that inhabit our respective areas are

relatively cold hardy,thereis little thatthe cold
blast ofwinter did to the tick population, with
some ticks being discovered as early as April.

Six years ago, theChateauguayValleyarea was
declared endemic for ticks, making it one of the
most prevalent insect problems in the area.
Common to the Northeast, the deertick (Ixodes
scapularis) and the lesser-known groundhog tick
(Ixodes cookei) are currently enjoying a boost in
their current population, duetothe milder winters
of the past decade. The tiny creature is most
potent while in its nymph stage—meaning when
it is about the size of a poopy seed.

According to New England Journal of
Medicine, Lyme disease takes 24-36 hours before
it's transmitted, meaning that ifyou find one craw-
ling on yourskin, or notice it only after a day in the

forest, you're probably in the clear. If you're not
sure, contact your doctor or Info-Santé immedia-

tely for furtherinstruction. Some of the signs that

you've contracted Lymedisease include a rash at
thesite, fever, andmuscle orjoint aches. Ifyou dis-

cover a tick on your person, remove it carefully
using tweezers, and try to keep the head intact.
Thetick can be tested at the doctor's office. The
good news? The disease is generally treatable if
caught within the first 72 hours.

Unfortunately, Lymedisease isn’t the onlything

that these harbingers carry. They can also be car-

riers of babesiosis and anaplasmosis —although
these parasitic diseases are more commonly seen
in animals, generally presenting themselves along-
side Lyme disease.

As for our pets, ticks present a more present
problem, as they are more difficult to manage,
often going unseen. According to Deborah Nash

of the Clinique Vétérinaire Deborah Nash, “The
most important thing to stressis that there are
ticks in the area, and there is treatment. But the

most important thing is prevention”
There are at least three reliable methods of

treatment available at your localvet clinic, both
topical and oral. While treating yourdogs is impor-
tant, it is essential to ensure that they have not
already been infected. Although they might seem
sick, tests have shown that 9/10 dogstested forthe
disease come back with positive results, making
the problem more serious than we may think—
often canines receive the Lyme disease vaccina-
tion before having been tested, rendering the
vaccine redundant. So look for the symptoms of
the disease, which may include a recurrent limp

that seems to disappear and return, general

Your pharmacy services threatened
Many of our fellow pharmacists have alrea-

dy sent their heart-felt cry to Dr. Barrette via
different media outlets. We felt like reaching
out to you, our patients.

My colleagues from the whole region join
me in signing thisletter. Despite being compe-
titors, we all share the same dedication. We are
also all equally discouraged these days...

Last fall, we were all full of hope. The new

Bill 41 was going to allow us to offer you so
many more services; prescribing for certain
diseases to avoid unnecessary doctor visits,
extend your prescriptions, prescribe blood
tests, adjust your medication when side effects
occur, etc. Some of us were planning to rede-
sign our pharmacies and to hire more
employees with the vision of providing all
these new services for you.

We have been waiting for 3 yearsfor this
Bill, already voted, to come into effect. The
government finally ordered conditions that
rendered offering these services properly
almost impossible! These new services will only
be covered for patients on the public drug plan
(RAMQ), leaving out the others. For instance,

someone on a private drug-plan would see his

doctor for a urinary tract infection covered by
Medicare but won't have the same coverage for
the same consultation with a pharmacist. To

make it worse, the government imposed for
most of these new services a 0$fee!

Bad news kept coming, in November, Dr.
Barrette announced drastic cuts in our fees,
averaging 100 000$ per year/pharmacy.Let's
not forget that your accessible pharmacy store
is a private enterprise (mostly PME) and is in no
way subsidized by the government.It is neces-
sary to understand that when a patient is under
the public drug plan, we sell the medication at
cost value(price dictated by the government),

whether that's 1$ or 10 000$. Ouronly revenue
profit comes from the prescription fee. That fee
is always the same no matter the cost of the
medication is or the service needed and provi-

ded. It is precisely that fee that the government
intendsto cut, thus cutting in our only income
source.

These cuts will have a major impact in the
care we will be able to provide. We have, in
recent years, already sustained cuts of above a
hundred thousand dollars and we have
managed to maintain the same level of

lethargy, fever and lack of appetite. Fortunately,
Lyme disease is not transferrable between pets or
humans, and can be treated using the antibiotic
Doxycycline.

As for picking up preventative medications
over the border? According to Nash, the trouble
with that is that often what you're buying over the
counteris a pesticide, which can be risky for the
other dogs and cats in the house, not to mention
possibly putting yourliving environmentin dan-
ger—especially ifthere are children being exposed
to these pesticides. “You have to know whatis in
them,she explains.

Livestock, especially those that are exposed to

wooded areas, brush and longer grass, are also
sure to encountera tick or two this summer, but
like cats, are usually unaffected by Lyme disease.

As always, the best way to stay healthy is pre-
vention.If you're wandering through the brush,
or work in an outdoor environment, dress accor-
dingly and use bug repellent.

While this war-
drobe description might seem extreme (and
unbearably hot), it is better that you are protec-
ted. Optfor lighter materials, and be sure to ins-
pect yourself and your family forticks at the end
of the day.

Treat your animals according to yourvet's ins-

tructions, every month. While the treatment may
seem expensive,the medication required for Lyme
disease can be pricey, and does not guarantee
your pet's well being (most antibiotics for the
disease require a 6-month follow-up), although
some dogs respond within 24 hours.
