French Troops Leave Algeria for 
Toiiquin.

Special from Toronto.
Toronto, Sept. 27—The Bishop of loronto 

has instructed his solicitors to enter an action 
against Geo. Tremble, ’but proprietor, for 
$950, loss sustained by His Lordship through 
the miscarriage of hia baggage. One of 
Tremble's employees got checks for the bag­
gage to convey it, from the station to the 
palace, but the trunks and valises when en 
route disappeared somehow and cannot be 
found.

A charwoman who looks after the cleaning 
of the premises of Millichamp & Co., show 
case manufacturers, after putting out the gas 
about lOlast night, before proceeding home, 
was seized from behind by a mau, who at­
tempted to wrest the keys of the building 
from her. She stoutly resisted, and in the 
struggle forced him through the glass of a 
show case. The noise of the breaking glass 
made him beat a hasty retreat. Darkness 
prevented the man’s identification.

Albert J. Meredith was taken suddenly ill 
in the post office to-day and was driven to his 
home on Mutual street. Two doctors were 
called in, who found the pain was caused by 
the displacement of the intestines, resulting 
from a strain. An operation was to be per­
formed, but Mr. Meredith died in intense 
agony.

Special from Ottawa.
Ottawa, Sept. 27—The Consul-General of 

the Hawaiian lalanda, who baa his head­
quarters at Ottawa, has appointed Mr. Allan 
O. Crookshanks. of St. John, Consul of New 
Brunswick, and Jas. E. Beck, of Frederictor 
Yice-Couaul ; also Dickson Anderson, Consul 
at Montreal.

A boy named John Lefebvre, aged 13 years, 
employed in McClymont'a mill, New Edin­
burgh. had his clothing caught m the 
machinery to-day and was thrown violently 
against a stone wall. The right arm was 
severed from the body and the left foot frac­
tured so badly that it had to be amputated.

Yesterday and Tuesday the friends of Wm. 
Wright, son of Mr. Edward Wright, locally 
known as "Ned the Sailor,” were not a little 
agitated over hia disappearance, be not having 
been seen since Monday night at half-past ten 
o’clock, when he parted with an acquaintance 
named Thos. Shea, at the corner of Elgin and 
Lisgar streets. This young man did not 
know anything of him after he had left him, 
but in speculating on what had happened 
Wright, he said he might have baen drowned. 
Samuel Boyle was the young mau addressed, 
and he says that Shea stammered greatly 
when speaking of the affair aud seemed to be 
very nervous about the matter. He said 
something about himself and Wright and 
three other fellows fighting, tpit just what was 
the meaning intended Boyle could not make 
ont so strangely did Shea speak. After he 
attempted to describe what had taken place 
he ended by saying that "Wright ran dowu 
Lisgar street toward the canal and might have 
been drowned, but they can’t do anything 
with me.” A search in the canal resulted in 
the body being found. The only marks of 
violence observed are an abrasion on the nose 
and a cut on the lip. Dr. Wright will hold 
an inquest.

The Secretary of the Department of Agri­
culture, Mr. John Lowe, is engaged investi­
gating the exodus from Canada to the United 
states.

Special from Montreal.
Montreal, Sept. 27—In Augaat laat, an 

Englishman named C. J. Dewey came here 
from Liverpool as a produce shipper to Eng­
land. He showed letters from the best houses 
all over England ordering goods, and he got 
all he wanted. He raised $25,000 from Mol- 
son's Bank on the strength of bills of laSing. 
The diafta were duly honored when present­
ed in Liverpool. His next ahipmenk was on 
14th instant, and he got advances from the 
same bank to the amount of $30,000, also on 
bills of lading. Whether these advances will 
be met by the shipments is a matter still in 
doubt, bat from other developments there is 
great fear the bank will stand to lose the 
whole amount, as it has been discovered that 
Dewey has passed forged bills of lading in 
Boston and Now York for advances there to 
a large amount. One bank in Boston is taken 
in to the extent of $30,000, and 
agents of a Bristol prodoce house 
in New York for $20,000. A produce 
merchant in London, Ont., is also defrauded 
ont of one thousand boxea of cheese, for 
which he has forged securities only as secu­
rity. The total amount of the absconder’s 
frauds will reach at least $100,000. Detec­
tives are after him and a large reward is 
offered for his arrest. He is supposed to be 
in the Eastern States.

A petition is about to he lodged at once 
against Mr. Mousseau’s return on the ground 
of bribery and corruption. Dr. Gaboury, 
M.P. P. for Jacques Cartier, has resigned his 
seat owing to the evidence given against 
him. The counter-petition to disqualify his 
late opponent, Mr. Leblanc, is now being 
examined into.

A public ball has been tendered by the 
citizens to the Csptain and officers of H.M.S. 
"Canada,” next week. *

Ferdinand Yerooneau, for an attempt to 
commit an indecent assault upon a child 
under ten years of age, was sentenced to re­
ceive, on Thursday next, twenty blows of the 
lash upon his bars back, and eighteen months 
imprisonment at hard labor.

Judge Baby, on the motion to quash the in- 
dictaient against Henrietta Sylvia Andrews 
(Mrs. Sony the), said the principal point of 
objection to the instrument was that it did not 
clearly state the acta upon which the charge 
of conspiracy was founded, but he found by 
examining the law that it was expressly de­
clared that any attempt on the part of a 
debtor to cheat a creditor by the removal of 
value was an act of conspiracy, and this cover­
ed this case exactly. He upheld the indict­
ment as correct.

GRB4T BRITAIN.
London, Sept. 27—A report is in circnla* 

tion that Parnell has been shot, but it is not 
confirmed. Inquiry is being made as to its 
correctness.

(Two Horiw Later )—A despatch from 
Dungannon states that a car containing a sup­
posed Parnellite was fired into but its occu­
pant was not hurt. (This probably explains 
the rumor that Parnell had been shot.)

The Chronicle has issued a postscript stat­
ing tnat there is great excitement in Dublin 
owing to a rumor that the Orangemen have 
shot Parnell. There appears to be some 
truth in the report. It is certain that Par­
nell is wounded. It is stated the bullet went 
through bis body. Another account says the 
affair was accidental. N, further details 
have been received.

Dungannon, Sept. 27—A Home Rule meet­
ing and Orange meeting were held to-day ; 
the police prevented a collision. There was 
no serious rioting, although some disorders 
occurred aad a number of arrests were made. 
The Orange demonstration was very largely 
^tended ; all streets leading to the place of 

~.iog were guarded by police and sol­
diers. A resolution was passed pledging 
those present to resist the treasonable aims of 
the National League and denouncing the es­
tablishment of Ultramontane or Communist 
tyranny in Ireland. The Nationalist meet­
ing passed resolutions expressing confidence 
in Parnell, demanding home rule and claim­
ing that the Land Act is a failure. Healey, 
O Connor and O’Brien, M. P.'s, were the prin- 
cipal speakers. At the conclusion of the 
meeting they were escorted to the railway by 
soldiers and police.

ALGERIA-
Algiers, Sept. 27—Two thousand French 

troops sailed forTonquin to-day.

UNITED STATES.
Pittsburg, Va.. Sept. 27—The strike of 

coal miners in the neighborhood of Connells- 
ville threatens to become general throughout 
that region.

Richmond, Va., Stpt. 27—All the news­
dealers in this city have been indicted tor 
selling the Police Gazette and similar papers.

Baltimore, Sept. 27—H. B. Holton has 
been nominated for G’ ^ernor to-day by the 
Republicans. The pla rm asks that labor­
ing men have equal righv as owners of capi­
tal to make peaceful combinations for their 
own protection and that such right should be 
secured to them by law. They point to the 
record of the Republican party and its policy 
of protection in establishing its sympathy 
with the interests of labor, and claim that 
while that policy is directed to the fuller deve­
lopment and fostering care of our home indus- 
tres the policy of the Democratic party tends 
to reduce and bring American workmen down 
to the lower grade of foreign workshops.

San Francisco, Sept. 27—Yellow fever has 
broken ont at La Paz. The heat is intense 
and the people are fleeing.

Philadelphia, Sept. 27—P. J. Sheridan 
lectured in the Horticultural Hall this even­
ing in aid of the Martyrs’ Fund. Resolutions 
were adopted favoring the use of dynamite 
and nitro-glycerine in the fight for liberty in 
Ireland.

New York, Sept, 27—J. B. Carroll, for 
two years up to March last clerk in the Bu­
reau of Arrears, has been arrested oa a charge 
of forgery to the extent of $15,000.

A copy of the proclamation issued by Gen­
eral Acquerra in Cuba has been received here, 
calling upon all Cubans to take part in a re­
volt against Spain.

A Brave Act Unrewarded.

HOW LIEUTENANT HUNTER CAP­
TURED A FORT.

One of the most daring actions performed 
by the navy during the Mexican war was the 
capture of Alvarado by Lieut. Hunter, of the 
"Scourge,”a very small steamer carrying one 
gun and a crew of perhaps forty men. Com­
modore Perry had made preparations to attack 
this place with hia whole squadron (it had 
successfully resisted Commodore Conner), 
and to make assurance doubly sure, a brigade 
under Gen. Quitman was to march along the 
beach and co-operate with the vessels. As the 
fleet approached the bat, however, the "Poto­
mac” was hailed and informed that Alvarado 
was taken. "By whom ?” asked the Captain. 
“By Lieut. Hunter in the ‘Scourge,’ " was the 
reply. And so it was. Hunter, on the day 
before, bad stood in pretty cloee, and observ­
ing indications of flinching on the part of the 
enemy, he dashed boldly forward and captur­
ed the place almost without firing a gun. 
Not satisfied with this he threw a garrison, 
conaietinfj of a midshipman and two men, on 
■bore, and proceeded in his steamer up the 
river to a place called Tlacatalpan, which he 
also captured. Commodore Perry, it seems, 
was furious that the needlesaness of his elabo­
rate preparations should have beeu made so 
palpable, and as soou as ho could get hold of 
riuuter placed him uoder arrest and preferred 
chargee against him. Hunter was shortly 
afterward tried by a court martial and sen­
tenced to be reprimanded by the Commodore, 
the reprimand to be read on the quarter deck 
of every vessel in the squadron The rebuke, 
which was unreasonably bitter and severe, 
said in effect : "Who told you to capture 
Alvarado Î You were sent; to icatch Alvarado, 
and not Ui take it. You have taken Alvarado 
with a single gun and not a marine to back 
you ; and it wound up by saying that the 
fleet would soon make an attack on Tobasco, 
in which he should not join, but that he 
should be dismissed the squadron. This ac­
tion on the part of the Commodore was not 
favorably regarded by the officers of the squa­
dron, and it is not surprising that the people 
at home should have made a hero of Hunter. 
Dinners were given him and swords presented 
to him, and he was known as "Alvarado” 
Hunter to his dying day. After the Mexican 
war Hunter’s experience at Alvarado was 
made the subject of a rather clever allegory 
to the following effect : "Once upon a time 
ths inhabitants of a certain village were much 
annoyed by the depredations of a wolf. Two 
expeditions had been organized aud sent out 
to kill this wolf, but failed to find Inin. Cue 
day, however, a man came in and reported 
that he had seen tbe wolf go into a cave, and 
be though that if they went out soon enough 
they would catch him. The Selectmen of thu 
village immediately called up a countryman 
and directed him to go out and watch the 
mouth of the cave to see that the wolf did not

THE JACQUES CARTIER ELECTION.

Against odds of a most overwhelming 
character, Mr. Mocsseac has triumphed 
in Jacques Cartier County. The majority 
is not large, but his most sanguine sup­
porters, in all the estimates which they 
had formed of the contest several days 
before it took place, scarcely dared to con­
jecture that it would be great. The oppo­
sition to the Premier was of a formidable 
description. There were allied against 
him, first, the Castors, or disaffected Con­
servatives, not only of the county but also 
ot the Province. All the leaders of that 
party have been in the field talking, can­
vassing and writing against the Govern­
ment for more than six weeks. Being 
strong partisans, and warm supporters of 
the Federal administration, they exerted 
not a little influence over many of the 
voters in the constituency. It is said that 
the clergy, as far as they could, sided with 
Mr. Desca^rik. Then the Liberals of 
Jacques Cartier, almost to a man, tlirew 
their weight into the campaign, and 
vigorously canvassed their friends in be­
half of the Castor candidate. Hon. Messrs. 
Mercies, and . Laplamme were untiring 
in the exercise of their zeal to defeat the 
minister,and hardly a day passed in any of 
the parishes of the county, without a speech, 
full of invective and vituperation, being 
heard from either or both of those gentle, 
men. The English Reform vote wai de­
posited in favor of Mr. Descareie. 
the sore-heads of 
joined the Castor-Rouge g uup 
.J decapitated and reduced civil servants 
helped to swell the strength of the opposi­
tion. All these influences were early set 
to work, and the most determined oppo- j 
a.tion of Messrs. Beacbie.v, Tecdex, 
BxLLERuàB and others presented a front 
which, at times, appeared to be almost 
irrepregnable. Mr. Moc'.'>3EaC' could not 
summon such an array on his side. He had 
the help of Mr. Chafleai* for one or two 
days, but even the friends of the Local 
Government disapproved of the interfer 
ence of a Federal minister into a purely 
Provincial contest, and the Secretary of 
State withdrew from the campaign after 
having delivered but one important 
speech. Only a few members of the 
Quebec administration addressed the 
•lectors, but a quiet and skilful canvass 
was kept up in eveiy parish of the county. 
The contest was exceedingly biffer, and 
both aides exhausted their strength, but 
the Minister triumphed, and his Govern­
ment is to-day sustained in the county of 
Jacques Cartier, as it is in the House of 
Assembly. Mr. is to be con­
gratulated on his success. A larger major­
ity might have pleased his individual 
friends better, but the vote which he re­
ceived is a handsome one, and he ought to 
feel proud of it.

Already there is talk of another at­
tempt to disqualify him. but the fate of 
the last performance of that sort will 
likely deter his opponents from pressing 
the Courts for au opinion on the subject. 
Mr. Mocsseac, this time, will not Ik? in­
terfered with, we may be sure. Wero the 
attempt made, it would look so much like 
persecution, that the electors of the county 
would resent it as an unqualified attack on 
their rights as citizens of a free Pro 
vince.

There are some who say now that a 
liberal would have made a better “run” 
than the Castor. That ought to have been 
thought of before. A Liberal, however, 
would have made no “run' at all, in such

a thorough bUv county as Jacquoa Cartier. 
The only hope of the Reformers lay in 
splitting the Conservative party vote. 
This they tried to do, and in this they suc­
ceeded to a certain extent, but they failed 
to carry their man. Both the Castors and 
the Radicals uad each other for a purpose. 
They formed an offensive and defensive 
alliance for the campaign, and the 
“straight" Conservative defeateil the pro­
ject. It is not probable that the union, 
so utterly out of keeping with the life-long 
traditions of these gentlemen, will be con­
tinued. The Liberals and Ultramontanes 
form about as incongruous a mixture as 
fire and water. Everyone knows that.

THEY NEEDN’T ’“OBEY" ANY 
MORE.

Our Methodist brethren have settled 
another important question, and this time 
too, it turns on marriage. While the 
Episcopalians have been debating in their 
Synod the momentous and formidable 
sister-in-law, and her designs on the hus 
band of her late sister, the Methodists 
have quietly passed a law allowing their 
young clergymen to wed the object of their 
affections, without having to ask permis­
sion of their elder brothers in the minis 
try. The other day they further amended 
the marriage law, or rather curtailed the 
phraseology of the nuptial ceremony 
Hereafter, no young Methodist bride will 
be asked to promise to obey her liege lord 
at the altar. The word “obey” has always 
been the stumbling block in the marriage 
a?rvice. Perpectiv® brides, we know, have 
declined and vujved, time and again, that 
they would never say the hated word, but 
when their time came, tney, too, like their 
sisters before them, changed their minds, 
and said they would obey the blushing 
young party of the second part. After 
•U, the change won t matter much. It is 
one of a woman’s privileges to change lier 
nvnd as often as she pleases, and it is an 
u idieputed fact that though she promises 
to obey lier husband at the altar of Hymen, 
after marriage she only obeys him when 
she has a mind to. The new ritual, how­
ever, is very comforting to the fair sister­
hood, but we hope that it won't result in 
increasing the number of old maids. To 
avoid that condition in life, the girls could 
probably be induced to promise anything.

THE ORNITHOLOGISTS IN COUNCIL.
Mr. Montague Chamberlain is attend­

ing, in behalf of the Morning Chronicle, 
the meeting »>f ornithologists which opened 
in Now York the other day. Our esteemed 
contributor and anothor gentleman are th® 
only two Canadians who have been invited 
to attend this important gathering of 
scientific students. Mr. Chamberlain 
will give us a few notes on what takes 
place during the session. The object of 
tile assemblage is to organize an American 
Ornithologists’ Union. Among those who 
are present are Dr. Elliott Cocks, of the 
Smithsonian Institute ; Dr. C. iL Mer- 
riam, of Locust Grove ; Prof. J. A. 
Allen, of the Museum of Comparative 
Zoology, Cambridge, Mass. ; Mr. Wiluam 
Brewster, of Cambridge, Mass. ; Mr. 
George Bicknell, tha distinguished 
naturalist of New York City, and others of 
equal prominence in the study. An 
attempt will be mada, it is said, to remodel 
the ornithological nomenclature in use in 
America. Wo have now the Coues and 
the Ridgeway systems. From them it is 
likely a uniform classification will be made, 
for general use throughout the country. 
The meetings are extremely interesting 
and instructive. Mr. Chamberlain’s first 
paper on the subject will be looked for 
with interest by our readers.

A car of an eastern bound freight train 
which had just got in from Stony Mountain 
yesterday, was an object of groat interest for 
a time in the C. P. K. yards. The car was 
consigned to General Manager Van Horne, 
Montreal, and contained two large buffaloes, 
ono of either gender, intended for breeding 
purposes on the estate of the Marquis of 
Lome, m Scotland. Tho animals came from 
the buffalo ranch, in connection with tha 
Provincial penitentiary at Stony Mountain, 
and can hardly be called the “genuine wild 
buffalo” of tho Far West, although they 
probably looked as like the genuine article 
as anything else existing. It may be that 
His Excellency will go extensively into buf­
falo raising in Scotland, and before long— 
when the buffaloes are all exterminated in the 
North-West—he may be sending invitations 
to his friends to go buffalo hunting in the 
Highlands, where it :s said the deer are be­
coming scarce. The buffaloes certainly 
looked fat Ü not fierce, and it is to be hoped 
the sea voyage, not speaking of the couple of 
thousand miles of overland journey, will have 
no bad effect on their health, and that their 
future hie among the heather may be

Fire at New Liverpool.
$j,000 to 88.0ÜU loss os deals.

About half-past seven o’clock yesterday 
morning tire was discovered issuing from a 
pile of deals in tha yard of Messrs. Benson 
Bros., at New Liverpool. The cause of fire is 
unkuown, but was most probably due to 
smoking, though the rules against smoking 
in the yard are very stringent. The fire took 
at the western extremity of the heavy stock 
of sawn lumber piled in this cove, and as a 
very strong western wind was blowing at the 
time, it seemed as if nothing could save the 
entire stock. The IaivU fire brigade was 
telephoned for, and the appliances near at 
hand were ail immediately utilized. Some 
three hundred feet of hose was affixed 
to a pump in the mill and a stream 
played upon the fire, while the two baud 
engines belonging to the parishes of Ltcnemin 
and New Liverpool were also immediately 
sent for. All the residents in the vicinity 
lent their assistance in removing deals or in 
throwing water on the lire from buckets. In 
addition to these living near, all the hands 
from the establishments of Messrs. Fitch & 
Co., H. Atkinson & Co., Benson Bros., ami 
Ritchie Bros., worked hard to save property. 
Tha Levis firemen with steam fire engine 
arrived about ten o'clock, and threw splendid 
streams through 2,000 feet of hose, pumping 
up the water out of the river, from the end 
ot a wharf 28 fec-t above it. When they 
arrived, however, the fire was already under 
control. It was really wonderful to see so 
threatening a fire so promptly and skilfully 
combatted, 'ihis was of course principally due 
to the appliances on the spot for fighting it, 
and to tne rapidity with wmch piles of doals 
were lemoved to assist m cutting the spread 
of the flames. It is believed some 12,000 to 
15,000 deals are consumed, a few being first 
quality white and red pine, but tho larger 
quantity thirds and fourths. The loss is 
roughly estimated at $5,000 to 88,000, covered 
by insurance in tne North British à Mercan­
tile, Liverpool, London 4 Globe, Imperial 
and Hartford. Water was pumped upon the 
burning lumber until four o'clock.

Neiey, accused 
of the assault and attempted robbery upon 
the person of Paul Poliquin on Gilmour’s 
Hill, has been admitted to bail, and will sub­
mit to his trial at the next criminal Assizes.

Police Court, Yesterday.—Four actions 
for wages against the steamer “Royal" were 
disposed of, the owner confessing judgment.
A witness was heard in tho case of the Indian 
Sougraiue.

Sent to the RepormaToBT.—Messrs. 
Thompson and Dunn, Justices of the Peace, 
Levis, have sentenced to three years’ deten­
tion in tho Euiormatory School at Montreal, 
a little boy, son of respactable parents, who 
has become perfectly incorrigible.

Sad Accident.—Charles Nolin, an appren­
tice mechanic in the workshops of Messrs. Car­
rier, Laiue Sc Co., at Levis, was the victim of 
a painful accident on Wednesday, flo was 
engaged with a tube which conducted steam 
to a cylinder, when it exploded, several frag­
ments of the pipe striking him about the face. 
The unfortunate young man has sustained 
fearful wounds, and it is feared that he will 
lose his left eye.

Bradstroet’a Weekly Report.
New York, Sept. 22, 1883—The improve­

ment in the general business situation of the 
country reported to Bradstreet’s during the 
past two or three weeks has been continued. 
Tho shipments of general merchandise from 
the North Atlantic ports to the West have 
been very large. Those of dry goods have been 
especially heavy, not only from New York, 
but from Boston ami Pniladelphia. Low wa­
ter in th* New England streams has resulted 
in many of the mills having to cut down their 
production one-hali, ami it is not impossible 
in the event of a continuance of this disturb­
ance that an advance in prices may result. 
At the West at leading distributive points 
the movement of merchandise to the interior 
continues to be heavy. Louisville is enjoying 
a large trade of this description. The orders 
received at tno larger cities at the North- 
West and in the West are coming quite as ra­
pidly as any time during the past fortnight, 
and at most of these points the aggregate of 
the autumn's trade is in excess of that of 1882 
from 10 to 15 per cent. Farmers in the 
North-West appear to bo inclined to hold 
hack their wheat. Money is going into tho 
interior, but has not begun to show symptoms 
of a return movement, not having gotten fully 
into farmers’ hands owing| to the lateness of 
the season. Anthracite coal is firm at the 
August price. September rates have been 
realized only in the case of a few special 
grades. The demand, however, is excellent, 
especially for domestic sizes. In the West 
there is continued firmness in the demand. 
Stocks at tide-water are decreasing. Petro­
leum certificates are advancing owing to ex­
cess of shipments out of the regions as com­
pared with the quantity of oil received from 
the wells at the tanks as per the United Pipe- 
Line figures. Ocean freights are steady. 
There has been a large business in wool in all 
markets and values have ruled firm with an 
advancing tendency on combing and delaine 
fleeces which are closely sold up. There were 
177 failures in the United States reported to 
Bradatreet’s during the past week, 41 more 
than tho preceding week, 46 more than the 
oorresponding week of 1882, and 81 more 
than the same week of 1881.

for repairs, is now ready for sea, having been
thoroughly overhauled and repaired.-----
The steamer “Scotia" arrived to-day from St.
John’s, Nfld.----- H. M. Warship “Garnet”
arrived from Barbadoes.

Baltimore, Sept. 27—A steamship from 
Swansea to-day brought Capt. Whitney, wife 
and the crew of seven of the brig ‘‘Joseph 
Clark,” abandoned at sea in a sinking condi­
tion. The brig belonged to Waldboro’, Me., 
and sailed from Rockport for Pensacola with 
a cargo of ice. She encountered two hurri­
canes.

St. John, N. B., Sept. 27—The bark 
“Oruntes" now at Chatham, picked up three 
men in adury on St. Pierre Bank. They were 
fishermen who had been out six days from 
their vessel, and one of them had opened a 
vein in his arm, from which he had sucked 
blood to quench his thirst.

The French bark “Roseca," arrived at 
Chatham the other day in a crippled condi­
tion. On the night of the 14th, when to the 
Northward of Bird Rock, she was run into 
by an unknown vessel, supposed to be bound 
for Quebec. Her mizzen mast, mainyard, 
maintopgallantmast, and a portion of her 
sails, rigging, bulwark, and cabin, were car­
ried away.

THE IRISH CHANCELLOR.

THE ASTECEDESTS OF SIR 
WARD SULLIVAN.

ED-

CUSTODIANS OF THE GREAT SEAL.

Dcblin, Sept. 26.—Sir Edward Sullivan 
has taken the oath of otfice as Lord Chancellor 
of Ireland, succeeding the Right Hon. Hugh 
Law, who died recently.

HSADiS or THK LAW.

The Irish Chancellorship has been held by 
some famous men—one might add by an es­
pecially large number of men of ttie essen­
tially successful type. Of those who have 
had the custody of the great seal of Ireland 
since the Revolution, at least ten have found 
ed families. Their representatives in the 
peerage of to-day are Lords Methuen, Nor 
maoby, Middleton, Roden, Lifford, Redes- 
dale. Manners, Blanket, Stratheden and 
Campbell, and St. Leonards. The only two 
in the list who sat on the English woolsack— 
Lords Campbell and St. Leonards—succeeded 
each other as heads of the law in Ireland, 
though Sir Edward Sugden had been once 
Chancellor of Ireland before he took Camp­
bell’s place in 1841. Campbell’s appointment 
is always spoken of as a “job” intended to 
give him a retiring pension of £4,000 a year. 
It was certainly Lord Melbourne's fashion of 
paying a party debt ; but it should not be 
forgotten ttat Campbell declined the pension.

LOCAL FAME.
The fame of the Irish Cnancellors has been, 

as a rule, of rather a local kind. But Lord 
Methuen, for instance, is known in history 
chiefly for his achievements as a diplomatist. 
He is was who negotiated the treaty with 
Portugal which bears his name, and which 
did more than anything else to make England 
for upwards of a century a port drinking na­
tion. John Fitzgihbon, Earl of Clare (Chan­
cellor from 17S9 to 1802), is also known on 
the English aide oifUl. George’s Cnannel. His 
last male descendant was killed at Balaklava. 
George Pousou by (1806-7) became leader of 
the Whig party in the House of Commons on 
L >rd Grey's accession to the Upper House. 
He died in 1817. Thomas, Loul Manners 
(1807-27). had previously been a baron of the 
English Exchequer. 8ir Anthony Hart (1827* 
30) bad been Vice-Chancellor of England. 
Perhaps the greatest name in the list is that 
of the Irish Demosthenes, Lord Piunket, wno 
was Caancellor from 1830 to 1834, and again 
from 1835 to 1841.

Hann's Account of the Murder.
A story concerning Frederick Mann, the 

Little Rideau murderer, who will be hanged 
in October for killing four of the Cook family, 
snows that he had a quarrel with Cook^ar., 
and had flown into a terrible passion. Mann 
•aid, “1 did not know what possessed me to 
do murder, for I was neither drunk nor mad, 
but 1 was in a terrible passion, having had a 
row with the old man the morning of the 
murder, and he was in a passion too. I did 
not know what I bad done until four or five 
days after. Hart I been in my proper sense 
at the time I would not have hurt Emma nor 
George Cook no more than I would my sister 
or b:otner. Emma was a religious, good girl, 
f r whom I entertained regard, and as long 
as George remained at home I had no trouble 
to contend witn, and everything went well. 
He had no fault to find with me nor my work, 
cor bad I with him, and I worked with a 
will. I feel awful sorry for what has hap­
pened now, but it » too late ; I have to die 
lor it, bat I thank God I am prepared, and if 
I had nine lives to give I would gladly give' 
them if I could atone for or bring back those 
that are gone.” He continued :—*T suppose 
I would have killed the rest of the family 
ust as I killed the others, but I was over­
powered by the girls and their appeal to me 
by saying, ‘Fred, what do you mean ?’ or some* 
thing to that effect. At this time I became 
unnerved, losing control of the axe, which 
they took out of my bands, and I ran town 
sturs and away from the place. It was not 
my wish to deny the murder when I realized 
what X had doue, for I wrote a letter four or 
five days after, which I wished to nave for­
warded to the remaining members of the 
Cook family.” Mann further said he was a 
baker by trade, and that had he got work in 
Montreal, he would not have gouo on a farm, 
and the affair would never have happened, 
This is the first reference from Manu concern- 
ing the affair tnat has been made public since 
the murder.

Jem Slace in Action.

It was on a Third avenue horse car last 

night. A man of middle height, but of pertly 
person and with a carefully arranged black 
moustache, swung himself on the rear plat- 
fo in and seated himself with much care on 
ti.c dashboard. He expressed himself as one 
who loved peace above all earthly things.

The car stopped again, and two men of 
almost gigantic suture, whose gait was suffi- 
cieutly unsteady to prove an unlimited in­
dulgence in liquor, stepped on the platform 
and stood opposite the man who loved peace. 
The Irishmen were aggressive. They looked 
upon the peaceful one with a careless in­
difference that led one of them to step upon 
his toes. This inviution to become acquainted 
was not accepted by the elderly man, but, 
instead, he moved away. One of the Irish­
men—tbe larger of the two—again trod upon 
the quiet man’s toes with so much force that 
it made him bite his lips. The suffering man 
once more changed his position, and for tbe 
third time the Irishman stood upon the un 
fortunate man’s corns.

no literary men deem ches.s worth 
F LAYING.

The annexed extract is from the pen of the 
late Mortimer Collins, written in the early 
part of 1875:—“An old friend of mine, many 
years ago, remarked to me that literary men 
(of whom he is one) seldom deemed the game 
of chess worth playing. To this I demur. It 
is a game which gives a sensitive and active 
intellect a restful-change after study or writ- 
iug. It is not trivial, and it rests wholly on 
skill. To play it as a science, with careful 
memory of all the openings, is of course im- 
posssible except to a professional player ; but 
simply as a recreation it is without equal or 
rival among sedentary games ; and as to its 
being despised by men of letters, there is 
plentiful evidence to the contrary. Howard 
Staunton, the greatest of our players, lately 
deceased, was among the most subtle of our 
Bhakespenan scholars ; Peacock, humorist 
and poet, has in one of bis novels, ‘ Melin- 
court,’described a ‘ohess dance’ with such 
accuracy and picturesqueness that any reader 
may see he loved the game. Dr. Busy is one 
of our best living players ; and when he and 
the Praed were at Eton together, he, being 
high in the school, chose Praed, who was 
much younger, as a player who ‘could meet 
him on equal ternes.’ ’ —Design and Work.

We had pleasure iu placing before our read­
ers, last week, a very interesting article on 
the “Ruy Lopez Opening,” and this week 
follow with one on “The French Defence,” 
both of which we extract from “Land and 
Water." It is instruction written in a form 
which should be of service to chess players ge 
nerally, shewing as it does the why and where 
fore of certain moves far more plainly than is 
the case in the regular treatises on the open 
ings. We hope the efficient Ohess Editor of 
our contemporary will continue his lessees iu 
the same argumentative strain, until he has 
disposed, seriatim, of the numerous recogniz 
ed openings of the present Any.—Chess {‘lay- 
ers Chronicle.

The French Defence. 7^
It is now nearly forty years ago since 

Btaunton commenced thej French Defence, 
inasmuch as it “by nullifying the advantage 
cf the first move, gives a higher tone and 
charactei to the game than it possesses while 
chance is an admitted element to the strug 
gle.” The accuracy of this opinion has been 
to a large extent verified by the Opening’s 
subsequent career ; for though the adoption 
of l P to K 3 by Black docs not entirely de 
prive White of the profit derived from play 
ing first, yet. at any rate, it goes nearer than 
any other defence to placing the players on- an 
equality at starting. Nevertheless, though 
this has at no time been doubted, the French 
Defence was until comparatively recent 
period treated with much scorn, It was con­
sidered a mean and cowardly method of open 
ing. Now all is changed, and its adoption by 
experts of the first rank, is frequent in im 
portant games. Mr. Blackburoe, as 
is well known, scarcely ever plays 
otherwise. It was a favorite with 
the late Mr. DeYcre, and also with Mr. 
W. N. Potter in his day of active play, and 
it is likewise much used by Mr. Mason, so 
that altogether it might much more appro 
priately he called the Anglo Saxon Defence 
than by the name which its adoption by La 
bourdonnais against McDonnell caused it to 
receive. It scarcely needs mentioning, that 
the above-mentioneu talented French expert 
was not the first by a good many to move 1 
P to K 3 as second player. How old the 
opening is, no one knows ; but as Luceua 
alludes thereto, it is very clear that Chess 
players four centuries ago opened their games 
in this fashion. The special features of the 
French Defence (in its normal grooves) are 
very easily stated. The Bishops on both 
•ides become immediately liberated and capa­
ble of a free action. There is in other respects 
a clear board. No clogging, no blocking up. 
The King’s Knights come quietly out, and 
Castling may quickly take place. As neither 
side can hinder that operation, so, for that 
very reason, a speedy recourse to Castling by 
each player becomes advisable, less the ad­
verse King’s Rook, which so early takes part 
in thelfray, should prove mischevious. The 
Queens Knights Ore also fit for fighting, and 
the Queen’s rooks are in no wise prevented 
from responding to any call for their services. 
The rapid development of pieces on both sides 
is therefore a special feature of the French De­
fence. As a consequence thereof it must be 
admitted that there is in the Opening 
a want or that richness which attends a slow, 
complex development, and also a deficiency of 
sparkling positions. Another notable feature 
is the marked augmentation of the power of 
the Bishops, with its corollary iu a sensible 
diminution of scope on the part of the 
Knights, so tnat the latter are sometimes 
only useful as corks for the stopping up of 
diagonals. A third very remarkable pecu­
liarity of this opening is the active part 
played by the Rooks therein, while as a 
winding up characteristic it is worth noticing 
that the Queen often has to play the undigni­
fied part of staying behind Bishops and back­
ing them up. All these points represent one 
and the same meaning. There is a free board, 
and this is the ear-mark of the French de­
fence.
