a comprehensive report from the Fire 
Committee on the state and efficiency of 
the Fire Brigade and the fire system of 
Quebec. Rosewater reports from chiefs, 
at the cloee of municipal years, compli­
mentary all round, do not cover the 
ground. The present chairman of the 
Committee, Councillor Owen Murphy, is 
the rignt man in the right place, and we 
trust he will see the force of these re­
marks. We have before called attention 
to the Firo Brigade. We consider the 
men insufficiently paid. They hardly 
receive enough to keep body and soul to­
gether, yet they are expected to furnish 
themselves with working clothing. It is 
time that the Corporation saw the neces 
sity of providing for the most important 
servants of the city, articles necessary to 
the proper performance of their duty, as 
necessary as the apparatus of their de­
partment. Working uniforms will cost 
money, not a great deal, bnt the citizens 
would rather see the money spent in this 
way than in any another we could men­
tion.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.
The Fire Committee of the Montreal 

corporation, in reporting on the state ot 
the force, and the circumstances con­
nected with the fire by which St. Patrick’s 
Hall was destroyed, make some observa 
tien* which we consider very sensible, 
and applicable to the Quebec Fire De­
partment as well as that of Montreal. 
The charge of drunkenness against the 
Brigade generally, is not borne out by 
the evidence. In only one instance was 
actual intoxication witnessed. The Com­
mittee recommend that for the future 
no man be permitted to introduce into 
the station any intoxicating liquor under 
pain of dismissal. The subject of disci­
pline and drill is taken up. The Com­
mittee approve of a suggestion offered 
that a regular system of drill should be 
adopted by which the men of the Brigade 
may be made thoroughly familiar with 
the working and oandling of hose, lad 
ders, hydrants, reels, and other appara­
tus. Such a system, ef | periodical drill 
would have the effect of developing the 
physical strength and vigor of firemen, 
and of increasing their efficiency. We 
would Hke to see the Fire Committee of 
Quebec taking into considéra lien the ad- 
visibility of providing rules for periodical 
drills, by which the men could be always 
kept in training for the work they have 
to perform. Another valuable auggea- 
tion.is made M It often occurs at firee 
that firemen are at a loss to know how 
to reach the interior of buildings on fire, 
and valuable time is sometimes lost on 
that amount. To remedy this evil, it is 
suggested that every now and thenf Jae 
chief guardians aad the men composing 
the Salvage Corps, should (with the con­
sent of the occupants, which will no doubt 
be readily given) visit the interior of the 
principal and moat valuable buildings in 
their respective districts, so as to make 
themselves familiar with the distribution 
and means of ingress and egress thereof, 
and thus ensure a speedy introduction of 
the men into such buildings in case they 
ahodki take fire.” It is further suggest­
ed that the permanent staff of both the 
Water aad Road Departments should be 
organised into a reserve, to be called ont 
only on the occasion of large flrefe and 
upon the sounding of a given alarm, and 
wit* that a proper understanding be ar­
rived at with the Chief of Police 
with reference to the duties to be 
performed by policemen at fires. The 
Committee recommend that the number 
of firemen should be increased to fifty. 
The Corporation, it is suggested, should 
obtain the necessary power “to compel 
proprietors and architects who are about 
to erect new buildings of large dimen­
sions and over three stories high, to de- 

^ posit in the office of the Inspector of 
Buildings a copy of the plan and sections 
of such buildings, that the same may be 
referred to aad examined by the Fire 
Department. In fact, this precautionary 
ureeanr» is so obviously in the interest of 
the proprietors themselves, that it may 
be presumed they will voluntarily come 
forward and furnish plans, not only of 
intended buildings but of structures al­
ready erected of the nature and for the 
purposes above adverted to.” With re­
gard to the water supply, the report says : 
'The construction of tanks in the busi­
ness pert of the city has also engaged the 
attention of your Committee, and they 
are of opinion theta certain number of 
these tanks, where a constant supply of 
water could be had, to supply the steam 
fire engines in case of need, would prove 
to be of great advantage, especially in 
case of scarcity of water from the hy­
drants.” We would press upon the Fire 
Committee of our Corporation the pro­
priety of studying the importxfifc points 
of this report. AJciowïedge of the in­
terior and means of ingress and egress,

_fwm Targe public and private buildings,
stares and warehouses, is something 
which should he reger^ed as mdiapensa- 
bl«s'. Drill aad discipline cannot be over­
looked. While most of the men of the 
Quebee Brigade are competent and ac­
tive, periodical exercises would increase 
the standard of excellence and efficiency 
of the Force. Heretofore we have had 
the Montreal Brigade lauded to the skies 
as a model of efficiency, but their disci­
pline was for mere outward show, and the 
gratification of the vanity of municipal

The Hawaiian Kingdom.
Late advices from Honolulu state that the 

plantation owners are busily engaged in 
gathering in the season’s sugar, and the yield 
is expected to be a large one. On account of 
the low prices ruling at San Francisco, it is 
probable that the growers will endeavor to 
increase their profits by seeking a market for 
their sugar in New Zealand and Australia. 
Ixrte news from that quarter is favorable. 
There is also considerable reciprocity and an­
nexation talk on the part of the leading mer 
chants of the kingdom, and an attempt is be­
ing made to revive the old agitation, averring 
that it is the only measure in which there is 
salvation for the commerce of the country. 
A few speak out boldly for annexation to the 
United States, while all who receive govern­
ment patronage or are hopeful of doing so, 
are stoutly opposed to any such change. The 
natives are against annexation. They, how. 
ever, have no views or opinions of their own, 
bat simply reflect those of foreigners. The 
foreign population are divided in their wishes, 
some contending for annexation and others 
opposing it. Looking at the question from a 
disinterested stand-point, there can scarcely 
be two opinions as to what measure would 
conduce to the general good. The Hawaiian 
islands, says a correspondent, are at the pre­
sent time in a neglected and luD^tushingcon 
dition. Here we have a magnificent climate 
and a country rich in agricultural resources 
unoccupied and uncultivated. Thu eutire 
population of the islands docs not exceed 50,- 
000, while ten or fifteen times that number 
would not be too many for the resources of 
the country ; moreover, the native population 
is decreasing at the rate of nearly 1000 an­
nually. At the present rate of decline, forty 
or fifty years hence scarcely a dozen Kana­
kas will be found on the Sandwich islands. 
This effect is brought about by a multiplicity 
of causes. The great desideratum of the 
country is population and skilled labor, and, 
as there is no hope of either of these from 
internal sources, it must come from beyond 
the sea.

Russian Romance.
To Louisiana, in the beginning of the last 

century, came an old German emigrant, with 
his only daughter and settled there. She 

young and v»ry beautiful, sud attracted 
much attention, especially that of one Dau- 
band, an officer in the colony. This officer 
had been in Russia, and what struck him, 
upon seeing the young lady, was the most 
remarkable resemblance which she bore to 
the late wife of Czarowitz Alexis, son of 
Peter the Great. The history of this princess 
had been a very sad one. Though sister-in- 
law to Charles VI., she bad been treated by 
her husband as though she had been his 
slave. He bad attempted to make away with 
her by poison, and at last he struck her with 
such violence, when ter gone with child, that 
he bod caused ihe death both of herself and 
her Intent. After a great lapse of time, the 
Czarowitz himself died, and to Dauband’a 
watchful eyes It seemed that the Intelligence 
of that Prince’s decease was received by his I 
teir lodger with such awpicrous interest and 
excitement, that he taxed her with being in 
truth the unhappy lady whom all the world 
thought to be dead and buried. If such were 
the ease, he declared himself devoted to her 
service aad prepared to sacrifice his pors- 
pects in the colony in order to escort her to

Then Charlotte Coushmon Sophia de Wool- 
fen buttai (for such had been her maiden 
name) narrated her pitiful story. She was 
Indeed the person he bad imagined, and had 
made use of a fraud to escape from the cruel­
ties of her late husband. The blow that bad 
been given to her had almost caused her 
death, but she bad recovered. By the help 
of Countess Kooigsmark, mother of Marshal 
Saxe, she gained over the women of her bed­
chamber, so that it waa given out that she 
was no more, and a funeral was arranged 
accordingly. Then, being conveyed to a 
secret place, she was carefully teuded, and 
when strong enough, removed in the guise of 
a peasant girl to Paris, under the guardian­
ship of a trusty German, who passed as her 
tether, and finally from France to Louisiana.

Having heard her story, Dauband renewed 
his otter to furnish the means for her return 
to that sphere from which she had fled under 
such pitiable circumstances ; but the young 
widow thanked him, and said that the only 
service she required was that he should main­
tain an absolute secrecy regarding her. He 
endeavored to obey her, bat his affection for 
her wu stronger than his loyalty ; be was 
young and handsome os well as impression­
able, and perhaps the ex-princess was not 
sorry when, her pretended tether dying, Dau- 
band offered himself to her as her husband. 
If she had really renounced all thought of re­
suming her rank, he argued, why should she 
not wed an honest man who loved her? 
Though not a queen, in him she shoold ever 
have a devoted subject She consented, and 
in so doing afforded one of the strangest vicis­
situdes of fortune that history has recorded— 
the marriage with an bumble officer of the 
infantry of one who had been destined for 
the throne of Russia, and whose sister was 
actually occupying that of Austria The 
marriage was a happy one, and bore fruit in 
an only daughter.

After ten years, Dauband being troubled 
with some disorder which the practitioners 
in Louisiana could not cure, removed with 
his wife and child to Paris to get medical ad­
vice, and on his recovery obtained from the 
government an appointment in the Isle of 
Bourbon. While in Paris the wife and 
daughter went to walk in the Toileries, and, 
conversing in German, were overheard by 
Marshal Saxe, who stopped to consider them. 
Mme. Dauband’s embarrassment confirmed 
bis suspicions, and his recognition of her was 
complete. She persuaded him to promise 
secrecy. He called upon her, however, the 
next day, and often afterward, and when she 
had departed for Bourbon, informed the 
King of what he had discovered. Orders were 
sent to the island that the greatest respect 
should be paid to her, aud the King of Hun­
gary was also made acquainted with the po­
sition of his aunt. He sent her a hotter in- 
vitisf her to his court, button condition that 
she should quit her husband, which she re­
fried to do. In 1847 Dauband died, having 
been preceded to the grave by his daughter, 
and the widow came to France with the in­
tention of taking up her xeudence in a con­
vent. In place of doing so, however, she 
lived in great retirement at Vitri, about a 
league from Paris, whero she died in 1872.— 
Chamber? Journal.

AFFAIRS AT OTTAWA. .
(From oar own Correspondent.)

The Parliament has now been long 
enough in session to warrant a brief re­
view of its proceedings, and some reflec­
tions respecting the conduct of the great 
parties now wrestling for the supremacy. 
It may be that any views on these or 
Cognate subjects may appear, at this 
early stage of the session, superficial or 
premature, hut no one can be expected 
to go deeper than the line of his expe­
rience permits, or, to form very positive 
estimates of a campaign whose opening 
skirmishes, only, have been fought. To 
begin at the natural point of the subject, 
everybody came to Ottawa with the ex­
pectation that the session would prove 
tha most important, in all respects, with 
which we have hitherto been acquainted. 
The public, as well, held this opinion, 
which has been justified by what has 
taken place up to this time. In review 
tag the composition of the Commons, the 
observer of preceding years could not 
fail to be struck with the changes in its 
personnel. Quebec district, alone, was re 
presented by many new feces, several ot 
the old being conspicuous by their ab­
sence. We missed Messrs. Irvine, Simard, 
Brousseau, Chauveau, Beaubien and 
othenjand of the more Western members, 

‘ Sir Geo. Cartier, Messrs. Workman, Mac- 
dougall, lately of Lanark, Walsh, and many 
Ctore. Indeed about 80 faces apppears 
for the first time, the changes affecting 
ail pA*'t* of the Dominion. Mr. Jones, 
of Halifax, a leading Opposition member, 
has been supplanted by Mr. Tobin, a 
Ministerialist, who moved the address, 
and is, apparently, a matt of ability. We 
have lost the only man m the Mouse who 
was an Annexationist, or who had the 
courage to avow his real sentiments* Mr. 
Carmichael, of Nova Scotia. On the 
ether hand, emphatic or blatant loyalists 
have come in, including Mr. Palmer, of 
St. John’s, Dodge, of North York, a 

‘ lately naturalist Canadian, of American 
birth, and such Oppositionists as Patter­
son, of Brant- It was amusing to hear 
the maudlin professions of Loyalty utter 
ed by Messrs. Palmer and Dodge, and 
then* ridiculously, earnest deprecations 
of colonial independence. One would 
hare thought tins question had been 
mentioned in the Speech from the 
Throne, whereas not a word was said on 
the subject. It was simply dragged into 
the debate, to supply a theme for ultra- 
loyal; bunkum, or an opportunity for 

t assuming credit fora virtue of general 
profession. These gratuitous loyal dé­
monstrations to some look as suspicious 
as the claims of neophytes to unalloyed 
orthodoxy, or of reformed rakes to ex- 
aired morality. It must be confessed 
that-. Sir F- IIhacks was unfortunate in 
jeering Hon. John Young's indepen­
dence opinions, in reply to Mr.Mackenzie’s 
taunt that be preferred that gentleman’s 
political company to the gallant kpight’s. 
dir Francis imagines a man cannot be a 
good.legislator or citizen of Canada who 

« believes in the abstract doctrine that she 
would be better separated from Britain. 
Mr. Young, who had not spoken in the de- 
bate, made a brief, forcible, manly reply. 
Having instanced the many occasions on 
which he had served and offered to serve 
his country? when in danger, he demand 
ed, with natural impatience and indigna­
tion—should a man be cried down or 
proscribed, here, for discussing a ques­

tion, which has been discussed by lead­
ing Ifritia h statesmen, at home, including 
ex-Governon-iieaeral of Onada for 
years? Surely not, if the words Cana­
dian freeman, or British liberty, are to 
prove other than a sham. The peppery 
{might certainly had been provoked by 
Mr. but he might have re-
plied without this undeserved fling at a 
former colleague. The consequence of 
the loyalty cry from the Ministerial side 
ms a senqs of rebukes from the other, 
including natural im* utaLons of hypo 
snsy. Bq| to finish wiMi the ; subject of 
the new House, it seems verydiflerent in 
more than ene respect from the old. Its 
elements are more varied—there is a 
greater diversity of talent—a larger num­
ber of men who can speak with effect 
and a moral general desire to make the 
osmtorical mark. There is also observa- 
ma, to parties not carried away by preju- 
diee, a rehix-ition of party discipline, 
ride by side with, or springing from a 
krger independent element than pre­
vious» jr visible. This change has been on 
more than one occasion anticipated by 
the CauancLM, aa one of the result!* pro­
bable from the operation of the various 
influences on the public mind. It would 
require more space than this letter will 
permit, to analyze or describe those J'ac- 
toea of the present reault. The enlarge 
ment of the nation, the gathering toge­
ther of diverse races, and dissimilar com­
munities, the development of the press 
and independent public opinion—these 
and kindred movements co operate in 
producing result* of this kind. As the

isr is given to ambition, new men pre- 
xt themselves to the public, untried 

^ and energies are called into ex- 
d.sre often preferred to those of 
I well-worn actors on the political 

stage. The latter decline with years,
" sometimes hastening their fell by blund- 

.er* sed nusdeeda. Under such circum- 
i the exaggerated personal power 
ie«ce of a few men diminishes and 

disappears. A distribution 
wet among a larger number suc- 

monopoly, the sphere of action 
permanently widened, and the

crowd of competitors for fame and autho­
rity greatly enlarged. We have now a 
host of young and middle-aged men in 
the lists, struggling for the prizes of po­
litical life. The old champions like Car- 
tier, Brown, Howe, Galt, Hincks and Sir 
John Macdonald are passing away, or 
likely to be supplanted soon by a young­
er and more vigorous race. Certainly it 
must be admitted that among the candi­
dates for distinction to-day, including 
those known and little known in the 
House of Commons, are men of good 
ability—and a few, like Blake—of com­
manding talent. We have, at least, the 
mental capital necessary for our national 
co-partnership. I might further analyse 
the material of the House, and show that 
it might have been better, as far as the 
ability of not a few of the members is 
concerned. What prevented this result? 
In a general way I answer, poverty on the 
part of some of the aspirants, personal 
jealousy in various quarters official and 
private, and" a desire on the part of cer­
tain influential politicians to secure 
in Parliament the obedient, plastic sort 
of material which either lacks the 
thinking machine, or quietly dispenses 
with it at the back of a superior. This 
economises mental action, and supplies 
the docile follower. But what has been 
the effect of this policy of the leaders? 
In not a few cases, the men, who would 
not be snuffed out and the people averse 
to electing passive instruments or ani­
mated logs, took the matter into their 
own hands, and secured the election of 
rational animals, who will certainly ex- 
esoise the minds they possess. Thus, 
while party tradition# will be respected 
in the retention of old names, we shall 
see more independent action this Parlia­
ment, I think, than we have been lately 
accustomed to. There are men in Par­
liament who owe no fevours to either 
party, and who have the spirit to resist 
the attempts of either, should such be 
made, to drag them through the mire of 
error or dishonesty. As respects the 
Government party, there are influences 
apart from natural or individual feeling, 
to affect their standing and pros­
pects. As all Governments grow old 
their sins and errors accumulate, mak­
ing enemies accordingly. The olaims 
upon them increase, all or even a con­
siderable number of which it is impossi­
ble to meet, while for every favour or 
reward bestowed, a dozen enemies or in­
different friends are made. With regard 
to the preaept Government, whether its 
retirement would be a benefit to the 
country or not, the fact of its recent ma 
terial loss of strength cannot for an in­
stant be denied. True, the Government 
may conduct the public business in a 
way to regain strength—a feat one might 
believe within the skill of such a prac­
ticed and clever politician as Sir John 
Macdonald ; time will show whether this 
will be the case or not» Meantime, how­
ever, it would be fbolish to shut one’s 
eyes to the fact that the Government 
might easily lose even their present ma­
jority by incapacity or misconduct. They 
may gain this session by the blunders of 
their adversaries, but it would be peril­
ous to count muen upon such a contin­
gency.

from the Government the concession of 
a strip of ground for the widening of the 
Grande Allee. Councillor M. A. Hearn, 
when the subject of private property 
abutting on his strip was brought up in 
discussion, chose to launch a deliberate 
insult at the proprietor of Kincardine 
Place, whom he oelieved to be absent, 
stating that if Mr. Joseph never came 
back the city would be no loser. Now, 
we are not Mr. Joseph’s champion, but 
we must say that such conduct as this is 
highly reprehensible. Councillor Hearn, 
or any otner Councillor, has no right to 
come into the City Council and deliber­
ately insult citizens of Quebec, of the 
highest standing. The President of the 
Quebec Board of Trade is fortunately a 
man who can look down upon such petty 
spite. The dignity ot the Council should 
be uphold, and we are surprised to learn 
that Councillor Hearn’s conduct went 
unrebuked.

We are in a position to state that Mr. 
Hector Fabre’s complaint against the 
English speaking merchants and cove- 
owners, is unfounded. No orders have 
been given by these gentlemen to their 
employees to vote for Mr. Caron, on pain 
of dismissal. Somebody lias evidently 
been imposing upon Mr. Fabre. He 
may rest assured that he will obtain from 
all parties fair play ; a fair field and no 
favor. The quality of the British people, 
fairness, will be exhibited in his regard 
as fully as it ever lias been. There will 
be neither coercion or intimidation ; the 
Conservative candidates are before the 
constituency on their merits, and on 
their merits alone do they seek election.

THE HEALTH BY-LAWS.
This is the season of the year when 

particular attention should be paid to 
sanitary regulations, when the melting 
snow exposes the crop of foul matter of 
the winter’s gathering. Alderman Hearn, 
in the City Council on Friday night, call­
ed attention to the disgraceful state of 
the winter roads jn many p*r|8' of the 
city, especially the slips leading from 
Champlain street to the river. People 
are allowed to deposit their snow and 
filth in all manner of places, even on the 
public highway, with perfect immunity 
from police restriction. The police seem 
to think they have no business whatever 
to interfere with residents in the exer­
cise ot this assumed right to defile the 
streets and poison the air. It js time 
that this duty of the police, of putting in 
operation the moat important by-laws on 
the statute book, were performed. We 
have more than once been called upon 
to complain of the carelessness in this 
regard, and we that an early com­
mencement will be made, The force is 
not merely intended as a semi-military 
one ; though it is provincial in name, in 
reality its functions are purely municipal, 
and whatever mistaken notions as to the 
extent of duty may exist should be 
speedily rectified. The tax-payers of 
Quebec, from whose pockets the sum for 
the maintenance of this force, about 
$25,000, is yearly extracted, expect some 
thing more for their money than the 
parading ot St. John street, and the 
occasional arrest of a sliding or snow­
balling boy, or an unfortunate Bacchana 
lian-

MATTERS MUNICIPAL.
A letter waa read before the City Coun 

cil at its last meeting, from Mr. Charles 
Baillarge, City Surveyor, in relation to 
the last report of the Market Committee, 
already alluded to in these columns. Mr. 
Baillarge states that which must be patent 
to every one who heard the first letter 
read in connection with the report, that 
hé never intended anything haughty or 
insulting, and that he does not claim for 
himself a position lofty enough to war­
rant him in assuming any high and 
mighty stand with the Committees of the 
Corporation ; that if he did in any w ly 
allude to the private business carried on 
by gentlemen of the Committee, it was 
only to indicate whence'the opposition 
to his arrangement with Noel came. He 
showed that the question in dispute was 
as Po whether technical knowledge or 
mere red-tapeisg) should prevail. The 
report states that the matter was never 
brought under the notice of the Commit 
tee; Mr. Baillarge produces a letter of 
hjs of the 3rd February, and appends a 
previous ope of the ISth January, com­
plaining of the delay iq signing the Mar­
kets pay lists, to show that the assertion 
was inaccurate. This delay caused a loss 
of time on the part of toe men, 
and many an unnecessary visit to 
the City Hall to look after the pay. 
Mr. Baillarge, who had merely com­
plained of the action of the Com­
mittee relative to the landing slip at 
the Finlay Marfee^, now a much more 
serious charge, and asks if fie is not 
bound to protest against undue tamper­
ing with his plans and specifications, as 
in the case of the poteon lately built at 
Cap Rouge. Hcft'Foommitlee tinkering 
secured for the city a bill of extras foot­
ing up $996. Yet, notwitfistand the ad­
vance in wages, and the increased price 
of material, the second pontoon is now 
under contract a£ Oliyeys ship-yard for 
a sum barely in advance of that for wbjob 
the first was undertaken; without the 
extra cost of the knees and bolts which 
formed part of Mr. BaUlarge’s original 
design, and which, after being retrenched 
by the Committee, had to be restored in 
order to give the pontoon that strength 
and solidity necessary to its fitness for 
the purposes for which it was intended. 
Mr. Baillarge was quite right in bringing 
such matters before the City Council ; it 
was his dnty to let the. Council and the 
taxpayers know exactly the point where 
it is needful to apply the brake ot public 
opinion. The money wasted on the first 
pontoon would have gone far toward pro 
viding working umforms for the men of 
the Fire Brigade.

After the somewhat acrimonious de­
bating of the City Council on Friday 
night, Alderman Hearn paid a well- 
merited compliment to the Minister of 
Public Works and interim Minister of 
Militia, Hon. II. L. Langcvin, for the 
kind manner in which he used his in­
fluence to obtain for the Corporation

moijsriTtiis.

It is possible that Dis­
raeli will refuse to accept office, but it’s n t 
probable. If he accepts, he will probably 
finish up the business of the session by the 
end of June, and then dissolve the House. 
The Conservatives all over the country are 
very confident as po the result qf the ejection.

( To the Editor oj the Morning Chronicle.)
Sir,—A communication signed by Mr 

Hector Fabre, Editor of & Evénement, appear­
ed in vour issue of Saturday, of so extraordin 
ary a nature and containing such uncalled 
for insults to two important classes in the 
County that I am quite at a loss to find words 
sufficiently strong to characterize it. Tbe 
two classes are : First, The English-speaking 
Merchants and Cove-owners mentioned by Mr. 
Fabre. And second, the hardy wobkbrn em­
ployed by them.

• In tbe canyass, up to the day that Mr. Fa­
bre wrote, there was but one candidate for the 
House ol Commons in the field—Mr. Caron. 
Therefore it was not likely that the Mer­
chants would forbid their employees to vote 
for a candidate whose name had never been 
mentioned .

Mr. Caron, (apart from his politics which 
are those of the large majority of the County, 
and which may be termed the politics of the 
party of Progrew), is personally known to 
every Cove-owner and Merchant interested in 
tbe contest, and possesses tbe confidence of 
the People—as a proof of wfijch I need only 
refer to the numerously signed requisitions 
calling upon him to represent them To him 
all' the men of weight In the County naturally 
tendered ther support. They hai} known 
trim since he was a cb^ld, and had 
known his as long as they
coiilB remember anything. They knew 
that for half a century hU father 
had served Quebec, as Mayor, Representative 
In Parliament, Judge on the Bench and last 
tho’ not least as Lieutenaat Governor of the 
Province. In fact they looked to ADOLPHE 
CARON almost at a matter of course to repre­
sent them in the House of Commons of Ca­
nada.

For Mr. Fabre, this Filiut nuliut to accuse 
men of the stamp of Messra. Gilmour, Shar­
pies, Dobell, Roche, Connolly, Stevenson, 
Timmony, Jackson, Cautillou, and others 
equally promineut, with exercising tyranny 
over their men under any circumstance is an 
Impertinence which I lack words to. charac­
terize. Its twin impertinence u to insinu­

Belleville in 1862. Tbe same Mr. Dorion, 
who was at that time Provincial Secretary,

Mr. Fabro, with the avowal on hia lips 
that he is trying to restore the Executioners 
of the Aylwards to power, asked the country­
men of the victims to grant him Fair PUty.

( To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle.)
Sir,—In your issne of the 13lh Match I 

have had my attention drawn to a communi­
cation from the Revd. J. 8. Sykes concerning 
the non-admission of a patient into the Jef­
fery Hale Hospital, and the general manage­
ment ot that institution.

If your correspondent had fully entered 
into the facts of the case, instead of alluding 
to them as he has done, the charge would, I 
think, have a diffuaent aspect from that 
which it apparently wears.

Mr. Sykes did call on me, requesting ad 
mission ior a patient into the Hospital. I told 
him that individually I had no objection tp 
do so, providing it was a suitable case, but 
that, owing to my sense of duty to the insti­
tution, I hesitated, as two patients whom he 
had recommended were left on our bands, 
after he had been repeatedly requested to 
remove them, they being no longer fit objects 
for the charity of the Hospital, and that if 
such a state of matters was allowed to con­
tinue the institution would soon cease to be 
an hospital and become a house of refuge or 
a home.

Each patient’s certificate of admisaion con­
tains the following clause :—“And if request­
ed will remove the patient from the Hospi­
tal.” As your correspondent did not comply 
with this promise I consider that I performed 
my duty (although much against my inclina­
tion) in not receiving a patient from one 
whose non-compliance with the leans of od- 
misHjon originated the difficulty.

A« to the remark on the “need of a. good 
Protestant Hospital on n broader basis,’’ if 
Mr. Sykes can originate and carry on snch 
an undertaking I am sure that we all can 
wish him every success*, but as to its being 
on a broader basis I do not sue how one can 
be more so than the Jeffery Hale Hospital ic, 
it such a remark refers to the denouunatietM 
of those admitted, as out of three hundred 
aud sixty-four patients that have been in the 
Hospital two hundred and fifty-two wore 
Episcopalians,—sect having nothing to do 
with admission provided the applicants are 
Protestants. Further on, he arrogates to 
himself the right of propounding to the 
Governors the course that they ought to pur­
sue and the opinions they ought to hold In 
regard to the management of the Hospital. 
In doing this I think that he assumes more 
than he or any other person has a right to do, 
for according to the will of the late Jeffery 
Hale, the Hospital was to be “organized by 
and subject to such regulations as the Gover­
nors shall deem most fit and proper.’’
