Can Chrétien deliver
on promise

OTTAWA (CP) — Prime
Minister Jean Chrétien says
premiers are ready to go along
with him on quickly delivering
changes in federalism — inclu-
ding recognition of Quebec as
distinct.

“They are willing to work
with us,” Chrétien said Tues-
day in the Commons after
talking with several premiers
following the referendum.
Chrétien suggested the

government could pass a reso-
lution soon to recognize Quebec
as distinct — “prefereably but
not necessarily” in the Consti-
tution. Provinces would be
asked to follow suit.
The move would not give

Quebec speciai status but be a

of change?
“statement of fact. . . that has
to be recognized,” said
Chrétien.
He added he did not want to

get into another comprehensive
round of constitutional talks “-
but we are looking at some ave-
nues that have been suggested
to us and we're not discarding
anything.”
The prime minister is under

considerable pressure to deli-
ver some concrete changes in a
hurry after the narrow defeat of
separatists in the referendum.

But the sudden resignation
of Quebec Premier Jacques
Panzeau took the immediate
spothght off Chrétien and
bought him more time to try to

Bouchard beams in on PO

Parizeau hangs up skates
in a cloud over remarks

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QUEBEC(CP)— Premier Jacques Parizeau said Tuesday he’s stepping down in a
surprise annoucementthat cameless than 24 hours after separatists suffered a heart-
wrenching referendum defeat.

Bloc Québécois Leader Lucien Bouchard, who resurrected a badly slumping separatist
pegged as the leading contender for Parizeau’s job.campaign, was immediately

Bouchard will meet with his
party today to discuss his per-
sonal future as well as the pros-
pects for the separatist Bloc
Québécois in Parliament.
He refused to say if he wan-

ted Parizeau’s job, but hinted
his priorities lay beyond the
House ofCommons where he is
the leader of the official
Opposition.

“I'm concerned about what's
going tc happen to Quebec,” he
said. “The situation is very
tense.”

Parizeau, 65, acknowledged
that he bore responsibility for
the referendum loss.

“With my qualities and my
faults I contributed to bringing
this great project to the resultof
Oct. 30,” Parizeau said, reading
from a prepared text held in
shaking hands.

“Others will now take it
across the final line.”
Prime Minister Jean Chré-

tien said he understood Pari-
zeau’s decision to resign.
“Whoever will take his place

I will want to work with him to
work on the real agenda for
Quebecers,” said Chrétien.

“That means the creation of
Jobs and economic growth. That
is really the real problem for
the people of Quebec.”

Parizeau's resignation beco-
meseffective before Christmas.
He left amid a storm of contro-
versy over his referendum
concession speech on Monday.

In a voice thick with bitter-
ness, he blamed the referen-
dum defeat on “money and the

Without that searing focus
on the divisions between
English and French, Charles
Humphries, a political scientist

at the University of British
Columbia, figures we’d be more
like the Americans at Klein-
man’s dinner parties.

“The Constitution forces us
to keep redefining ourselves in
a different way from Ameri-
cans,” he says.

Along with the neverending -
debate, Canadians have develo-
ped a determination to have
their cake and eat it too, says
Humphries.

“Other cultures understand
you can either eat it or keep it.
Any other country in the world
would think this (referendum)
was an attempt at limp
comedy.”
Many Canadians are willing

to accept that Monday's refe-
rendum means more constitu-
tional fireworks, but most
dearly want the monkey off
their backs.

While outsiders now consi-
der constitutional wrangling as
Canadian as hockey, Cana-
dians questioned Tuesday vie-
wed it more like having their
teeth drilled — occasionally
necessary and always
unpleasant.

He defied conventional wis-

dom that separatism was dead
and renewed the party's faith in
his hardline brand of
independence.

His comeback was crowned
by an election win last fall. But
that victory was tinged with the

disappointment over the failu-
re to outdistance the rival Libe-
rals in popular support beyond
about 40,000 votes.
The son of a wealthy Mon-

treal businessman, Parizeau
was intellectually sculpted in
the rarified atmosphere of the
London School of Economics of
the late 1950s.

His time in England left him
not only with a faint British
accent when speaking English
but also the unshakeable faith
in his own ability — and by
extension, that ofQuebec’s to go
it alone.
Quebecers have never

embraced him.
His aloof demeanor, three-

piece suits and long-winded
oratory have resisted his han-
dlers’ bestefforts to bring him
into the TV age.

Only his 1992 marriage to
the vivacious Lisette Lapointe,
herself a longtime separatist
and now one ofhis closest advi-
sers, succeeded in softening
Parizeau's pedantic image.

‘We don’t know what will happen next’

Parizeau resignation no surprise for Paradis

KNOWLTON — Liberal

house leader and Brome-
Missisquoi MNA Pierre Para-
dis admitted Tuesday he was
surprised by Premier Jacques
Parizeau’s timing — but not
his decision — to resign at the
end of the fall session.

“I would have thought he
would stay on a bit longer to
take care of some of the affairs
of the state,” Paradis said.
“What I perceive fromhis

decision to leave now is that he
understood the results of the
referendum and couldn't
accept it, so he quit,” Paradis
said. “It is the democratic thing
to do. There are others who
have not understood, or accep-
ted the results.”

Paradis said it’s clear from

Parizeau’s speech following the
referendum defeat that the
premier had already made up
his mind to leave. “It’s not the
kind of speech you make if you
intend to stay.”

Paradis said whoeveris cho-
sen to lead the government
must accept the will of the peo-
ple expressed in the referen-
dum results.

“It’s clear that Lucien Bou-
chard has not accepted the
results,” he said. “And if you
don’t accept the results, you
can’t govern.”

Paradis said Monday's refe-
rendum results were a call for
change and the Quebec gover-
nment has a mandate from the
people to negotiate those chan-
ges with the federal
government.

And, he says, the sooner the
better.

“l agree with the guy who
said there should not be too
much time between the enga-
gement and the marriage,”
Paradis said. “If changes don't
come soon, we'll be dead ducks
next time around,” he added.

Paradis said the Quebec
Liberal party will meet later
this week to review referen-
dum strategies and plan for
future eventualities.

Premier Parizeau’s decision
to step down could change the
political landscape both in
Quebec and Ottawa.

“If Lucien Bouchard leaves
Ottawa to come to Quebec, it

will be the end of the Bloc in
Ottawa,” Paradis predicted.

SHERBROOKE — Despite a

deeply divisive referendum
campaign and the less than
decisive decision, life goes on
and Townshippers and Quebe-
cers have to continue to live
and work together, says the
president of Townshipper’s
Association.

Beattie said she also fears
the referendum debate will
cause the English-speaking
minority in the Townships to
shrink even further.

“I'm sure there will be anglo-
phonesleaving, even if the vote
was No,” Beattie said. “I'm
sure it won't be a mass exodus
next week, but after talking to
my parents and friends I belie-
ve people will start to trickle
out.”

Ex-Quebecer jailed for attack on wardens
SHERBROOKE (MC) — An

Ontario man will be spending
the next 10 months staring at
the walls of a Quebec prison for
his role in a late-night scuffle
with provincial game wardens.

William Brown, 27, was sen-
tenced Monday in Sherbrooke
after pleading guilty to dange-
rous driving, assault and grand
theft auto. A charge of armed
robbery of a vehicle was
dropped.

The misadventure began on
the night ofOctober 1 when two
game wardens who were on
patrol near Omerville spotted a
car going the wrong way down
Autoroute 55. They stopped the
car to investigate and the dri-
ver apologized, saying he was
lost and would immediately
turn around.

But just as the game war-
dens were leaving one of the
Jour men in the car threw a beer

 

bottle at their government
vehicle. shattering it on their
windshield. The wardens once
again stopped the car, and the
men got out. After a heated
exchange ofwords a fight broke
out between four ofthe men and
the game wardens.

In the course of the fight one
of the wardens fired his
sidearm several times to try to

regain control of the situation.
In the heat of the moment

one of the men jumped back
into their car and sped away.
Brown then jumped behind the
wheel of the game wardens’
four-wheel-drive pick-up and
took offwith the two remaining
men.
Brown, along with his

brother Royce and Bradley

Woodcock, were arrested the
following day near Ayers’ Cliff,
and the wardens’ four-wheel-
drive was found abandoned
behind a dépanneur nearby.
The fourth man has not yet

been found.
William and Royce Brown

were originally from the border
area near Stanstead. But for
the last seven years they have

lived in London, Ontario.
During his preliminary hea-

ring William Brown told the
court he was driving in the
wrong lane for fun when the
wardens stopped him.

In addition to his 10-month
jail term, Brown will also be
prohibited from owning a
firearm for a minimum of 10
years.

Charges pile up on robbery suspects

Two men are being held
withoutbail in connection with
a bungled hold-up at a Windsor
jewelry shop on Friday
afternoon.

Réal Toussaint, 24, and Sté-
phaneJutras,26, are accused of
entering Bijoutier Lussier on
St-Jacques Street at about 2:25
p.m. wearing masks and yelling
ai everyone to get on the floor.

One of them pulled out a
shotgun and fired a shot into
the counter. They demanded
the contents ofthe cash register
and the owner’s wallet.

But the police were quickly
called by a neighbor who heard
the gunshot. Windsor munici-
pal police arrived on the scene
before the two could escape,
and police chief Denis St. Onge

quickly negotiated their sur-
render. No one was injured in
the foiled robbery.

Serge Dubord said Tuesday the
two men are well known to
police.

Landry poised to replace Parizeau

MONTREAL (CP) — Ber-
nard Landry has never been
one to cloak ambition in false
modesty.

The man who will likely suc-
ceed Jacques Parizeau as inte-
rim premier and Parti Québé-

cois leader later this year spoke
frankly before his unsuccessful
bid to succeed René Lévesque in
1985.

“Politics is a world of ambi-
tion,” Landry said at the time.
“Anyone who claims not to have
any either got into the wrong
business orJustisisnlttelling the

   
I started when there were only about ten of

truth.”

“We get into politics in order
to reach the maximum of our
potential,” the affable Landry
added. “I keep myself in shape
mentally and physically — I'm
capable ofreaching the topjob.”

Landry, 58, was instrumen-
tal in helping Parizeau rebuild
the PQ while the party sat in
opposition. He was named
minister for international
affairs, immigration and cultu-
ral communities when the PQ
returned to power a year ago.
An economist and lawyer,

Landry can be a formidable
debating opponent and tough
political foe.
He has worked hard to build

bndges with Quebec’s cultural
communities. saying recently

he draws enormous satisfaction
from the fact that some new
Quebecers are open to the idea
of independence.

Landry financed his educa-
tion partly by serving as a
reserve artillery officer. He was

a student leader at the Univer-
sity ofMontreal's law faculty in
the 1960s when Walter Gordon,
then president of Canadian
National Railways, said he had
no French-Canadians in execu-
tive positions because it was
impossible to find any who were
qualified.

Landry led the march on
CNR headquarters where Gor-
don was burned in effigy.
Upon graduation Landry

worked for Lévesque, then
minister ofnatural resources in
Jean Lesage’s Liberal gover-
nment, before heading to Paris
for more study.
A coincidence further shaped

his nationalist leanings on the
day he returned from the
French capital. Friends who
met him at the airport drove
him to Old Montreal for dinner
— just in time to hear French
President Charles de Gaulle’s
famous “Vive le Québec libre”
speech.

Landry set up a law practice

before following Lévesque into
the PQ in 1969. He was elected
in the PQ sweep of 1976 and
held economic portfolios in the
Lévesque governments, win-
ning popularity with many in
the business community.

Landry's 1985 leadership bid
failed: he withdrew when he
realized that he would finish a
distant second behind Pierre
Marc Johnson and perhaps
even third behind Pauline
Marois.

But he soldiered on as Que-
bec finance minister when Jac-
ques Parizeau, Camille Laurin
and other senior PQ ministers
quit over Lévesque's flirtation
with federalism.

Landry he later insisted he’s
always remained commited to
Quebec sovereignty.

“I started when there were
only about ten of us — not
10.000 —- butten of us,” he said
recently. "It's a long road and a
constant effort but we will
continuefor aslong as 1t takes.”

Referendum stirs hope, relief in distant lands
By The Canadian Press

Countries around the world
took note Tuesday that Canada
is still whole, but separatists
everywhere drew lessons from
the cliffhanger that brought
Quebecers within a hair's
breadth of nationhood.
The narrow loss by Quebec

sovereigntists stirred hopes
and disappointment among
those seeking their own coun-
try in places such as Scotland
and Belgium. Even Taiwan —
the breakaway island facing a
hostile China — found familiar
refrains in the Quebec debate.

U.S. President Bill Clinton,
who spoke with Prime Minister
Jean Chrétien shortly after the
referendum result was known
Monday night, indicated he’s
happy with the outcome.

State Department spokes-
man Nicholas Burns said a
stable Canada is “absolutely
critical” for the United States.
“We are certainly heartened
that the United States will
continue to deal with a strong
and united Canada.”

In Paris, Foreign Minister
Hervé de Charette said France

will respect the vote.
“We have cared for the fate of

Quebec for generations
and ! can assure you we will
keep maintaining and develo-
ping the very warm ties we
enjoy with Quebec,” he said.

“France sends a message of
its highest consideration to all
the people of Canada . . .
which may need our friendship
even more in the coming
period.”

“We are available to help
seek the best possible
solutions.”

The British Foreign Office
expressed relief.
“We value a strong, united

Canada. . . It is now time for
all the people of Canada to look
ahead together and build on
this result,” a spokesman said.

The London-based Common-
wealth secretariat said: “A uni-
ted Canada plays an important
role in the Commonwealth and
any diminution would have
been a matter of great regret.”

Buckingham Palace declined
comment. “The Queen does not
make statements about this

sort of thing,” a spokeswoman
said.

Pro-independence advocates
in Taiwan pointed to the Que-
bec vote as an example ofhow a
dispute over sovereignty
should be handled.

Canadians “did not use mili-
tary threats and completely
pursued the peaceful means of
popular determination,” said
May Sing Yang, spokesman for
the opposition Democratic Pro-
gressive party which wants
Taiwan to become a full sove-
reign state.

 

‘Morneault was out of touch with his men’

Fired Airborne CO had great
By John Ward
OTTAWA (CP) — An officer

fired as commander of the
Canadian Airborne Regiment
just weeks before it went to
Somalia in 1992 had a great
record on paper, but military
brass had private doubts about
him.

Lt.-Col. Paul Morneault,
who took over the regiment in
June 1992 and was relieved
four months later, “had a
pretty good looking file,” the
public inquiry into the Somalia
affair heard Tuesday.

Col. Jan Arp,director of per-

sonal careers for lieutenant-

colonels from 1991 to 1994,

said Morneault looked very

sharp on paper.
Documents filed earlier sho-

wed his superiors consistently

rated him a superior officer
and recommended his
promotion.

However, Arp said, he heard
people express private “verbal
reservations” about Morneault
in October 1991.
Arp said he couldn’t remem-

ber who talked to him, but said
he had heard that Morneault
had a reputation for heavy-
handed leadership and for
staying aloof from
subordinates.
“Why they were not put

down on paper, I don’t know,”
he testified.

“In my experience, person-
nel evaluation reports tend to
be documents highlighting the

strong points of a person and
downplaying the negative
aspects. . for fear ofjeopardi-
zing the individuals chances of

promotion.”
Morneault was relieved in

October 1992 after Brig.-Gen.
Erme Beno. his immediate
superior, complained about
him. Beno said Morneault was
out of touch with his men. He
sat in his office rather than get-
ting outin the field on training
exercises.

Beno wrote, asking for Mor-
neault’s relief:

“The battalion has not been
adequately trained as a
general-purpose infantry
battalion.”

He went on: “The unit has
major internal problems in
regard to command and

control, cohesion, standardiza-
tion, administration and
efficiency.”

Beno said he couldn't declare

record — on paper
the Airborne operationally rea-
dy as long as Morneault was in
command.
Here are some important

dates in the troubled months
before the Canadian Airborne
Regiment left for Somalia in
1992:

June: Lt.-Col. Paul Mor-
neault is appointed comman-
der of the regiment.

in Somalia prompts the United
Nations to plan a peacekeeping
mission. Canada is asked to
contribute troops. The Airbor-
ne is earmarked to go.

Early October: Several
incidents highlight disciplina-
ry troubles in the outfit. A non-
commissioned officer’s car is
torched; practice explosives are

tossed into a mess; several sol-
diers head into Algonquin Park
for a night of drinking and
gunfire.

Mid-October: Brig.-Gen.
Ernie Beno, head of the special
service force which included
the Airborne, complains to his
superiors about Morneault’s
leadership. He wants him out.
End of October: Morneault

is relieved of command.
Lt.-Col. Carol Mathieu takes
over just six weeks before
departure for Somalia.

Early December: The Air-
borne mission changes from
peacekeeping to peace enforce-
ment as part of an American-
led coalition. The regiment's
area of operations is changed
so quickly there is no time for a
reconnaissance.

Sovereignist future cloudy

MONTREAL (CP) — Jacques

Parizeau came within 50,000
votes of achieving his dream of
Quebec independence on Monday
night — but now he says it’s time
for someone else to take up the
fight.

Parizeau leaves his successor a
separatist movement that faces an
uncertain future. The narrow refe-
rendum result blocks the drive to
independence, but also confirms
that support for separation has
never been stronger.

Lucien Bouchard is the Parti

Québécois’s obvious dream repla-

cement — but his future was also
thrown into doubt by Monday’s
squeaker.

Will he want to abandon his
Bloc Québécois in Ottawa? Will he

want to take over a government

that is facing tough budgetary

cuts? Does he have the heart to

continue in public life after Mon-
day's defeat?
There are other prospective

candidates waiting in the wings if

Bouchard, for whatever reason,

decides to take a pass.
Deputy premier Bernard Lan-

dry and Treasury Board President

Pauline Marois are two veteran

Péquistes who ran for the party

leadership to succeed René Léves-
que in 1985.
The pair are stalwarts of both

the government and the sove-
reigntist movement.
MAINTAIN GAINS
The challenge for whoever

takes over the PQ will be how to
maintain the gains separatists
made during the referendum cam-
paign and push the Yes over the
top in another.

“I'm convinced that’s it going to
happen very soon,” Parizeau said
at his news conference Tuesday. “I
would be very surprised that being
so close to the goal that years
would pass with nothing happe-
ning.”

But political commentators say
it's unlikely the PQ will be able to
rapidly move to another
referendum.

Quebec law doesn’t allow two
referendums on the same subject
in the same mandate of a gover-
nment. The current PQ mandate
would normally run until 1998 or
1999.
The PQ could change the law

but Quebecers are unlikely to be in
any mood for another bruising
referendum campaign close on the
heels of Monday's vote which left
the province split down the
middle.

“People aretired ofthis referen-
dum debate which has been going
on for a long time,” said Réjean
Pelletier, a Laval University poli-
tical scientist. “And it will be diffi-
cult to recreate the mumentum

that sovereigntist had in this
campaign.”

MUST BE JUSTIFIED
Political scientist Pierre Four-

nier added: “The people have to be
convinced that another referen-
dum is justified or else there will
be a backlash.”

Fournier believes separatists
can do nothing but wait to see
what emerges from the rest of
Canada in the coming months.

If Ottawa and the other provin-
ces fail to come up with a package
of constitutional and administra-
tive changes the advantage will
swing back to separatist camp, he
said.

“If nothing happens theyre coo-
ked,” Fournier said.

“The ball is in their court,”
Simard said. “What are they going
to propose to Quebec?”

will not disappear.”

Thrill seeking cyclists defy
the rails and the rattlers
By David Foster
TILLAMOOK, Ore. (AP) —

Michael Rohde can talk for
hours about why the odd sport
of rail biking is poised to catch
on big. Asked why it hasn't yet,
he sums things up in seven
words: “One train can ruin
your whole day.”

Rail bikes, bicycles fitted
with guide wheels and outrig-
gers to run on railroad tracks,
have been around since the
Civil War. The 1908 catalog of
Sears, Roebuck and Co. offered
a $5.45 device for attaching
bikes to rails.

In recent decades, however,

riding the rails has been a
sneaky and largely iliegal pur-
suit. Big railroad companies,
loathe to share their working
rails with easily squished bicy-
clists, regard rail bikers as
trespassers.
Even abandoned tracks

almost always are off-limits
due to liability concerns.
Rohde wats to change rail

biking’s outlaw status. He sees
riding the rails as a healthy,
ecologically friendly way to get
people into scenic country and
he thinks he might make some
mone; off it, too.

recent autumn weekend, there
were seven middle-aged guys
and a fleet of strange-looking
bicycles at a railroad crossing
high in Oregon’s Coast Range.
Rohde had accomplished

what few other rail bikers
have: He got permission. The
Port of Tillamook Bay agreed
to let him test the potential of
its 135-kilometre freight line
for running rail-bike tours.
Among Rohde's guests was

Dr. Richard Smart, one of the
biggest names in the small
world of rail biking. Smart, a
dentist from Coeur d’Alene,
Idaho, guesses there are 200
rail bikers in the United Sta-
tes, many of them riding cycles
they built from his patented
design.

For the Tillamook ride,
Smart brought an extra bike
for a reporter, and after some
tedious tinkering, the group set
off.
The route followed twisting

mountain railroad, nearly all
downhill, along the Salmonber-
ry River. It soon was clear why
rail biking persists despite offi-
cial discouragement: It’s a
blast.

This ride featured white-
knuckled crossings of narrow
trestles, followed by black
plunges through tunnels where
a novice’s precarious sense of
balance quickly derailed, along
with the bike.
The bikes rolled for several

kilometres past a green blur of
tangled forest, quiet pools and
clamorous cascades. Like many
rural tracks, the Tillamook
railroad traverses country
inaccessible by road.

“I like to go places where
nobody else can,” Smart said,
turning backwards to address
the biker behind him as his
own bike steered itself down
the rails.
At 51, Smart is lean and

muscled from 32,000 kilorne-
tres of rail-riding over the past
20 years.

TORONTO (CP) —
When their children either
cannot or will not go to uni-
versity, professional-class
parents sometimes have a
hard time coping — to the
point that they seek profes-
sional help.
The parents have been

bombarded with the messa-
ge that a university educa-
tion is the only key to suc-
cess in the 21st century.
But the children look at
their driven, work-obsessed
parents and often conclude
that they would prefer a
different lifestyle.

Besides, the youngsters
argue, there are no guaran-
tees ofjobs after university
anyway.

In a scene that is played
out in households across
the country, parental
demands for academic
excellence can lead to nigh-
tly battles over homework
and study habits.

In Toronto, a growing
number of these embattled
families are turning to peo-
ple like psychologist Wil-
liam Ford, who helps 

Changing times, values come into conflict

bridge the gap between the
children’s goals, abilities
and interests — and their
parents’ expectations.

“Parents run into a credi-
bility issue — it used to be
called a generation gap,”
Ford said. “There can be
such a gap between a
parent’s experience and
expectations and a child’s
experience and
expectations.”

Still, 1t 1s difficult for
parents to lighten up, even
when their children are
several years away from
university age. Parents of
grade-school children have
placed anxiouscalls to Ford
asking him to test their
children because the school
system has not designated
them as gifted.
With parents of older

children, Ford sets firm
limits. “First we have to
make it very clear to
narents that we are not
their handmaidens, we are

not here as big guns to
convince their kids to go to
university.”
Sometimes it turns out

that the child wants to go to
university and has the

intellectual ability, but not
the study skills. Those pro-
blems can be worked on
and overcome, to the satis-
faction ofparents and child.
But in other cases, the

child “is very bright and
just not interested” or the
child is already doing his or
her best but is not up to the
academic rigors of universi-
ty, Ford said in an
interview.

“Ifwe find out there is an
interest gap and the
youngster is not interested
in scholastic pursuits, we
might basically negotiate
the alternatives and walk
through them.”
Ford said many

uni‘ersity-educated
parents tend, unfairly, to
regard community colleges
as second-class, as places
where students go when
they cannot hack it at uni-
versity. “It’s a status
thing.”

But, in fact, it is not
uncommon now for stu-
dents to go to community
colleges for a more “practi-
cal education” after gra-
duating from university, he
said.

Sherbrooke sailing crew takes on the world
By Brian Turner
SHERBROOKE — The Uni-

versity of Sherbrooke sailing
team is representing Canada
at the Student World Cup of
Sailing in Lorient, France this
week.
The team is racing against

20 of the world’s top university
crews in the eight-day competi-
tion held on the Atlantic Ocean
off France's west coast. Sher-
brooke’s appearance marks
only the third time a Canadian
crew has competed in the
16-year-old event.
The local crew earned a

place in the elite field based on
their consistent winning record
at top-level races in North
America over the past four
years. Some members of the
crew won the last two Cana-
dian Championships and this
summer in Kingston, Ont. pla-
ced second at the North Ameri-
can Championships in the
Laser 28.
Ann Davidson of Sargent’s

Bay Yacht Club, who has
worked with the crew for four
years, credits their success to
the group's cohesion and
stability.
BONDED
“The guys work so well as a

umt because they have sailed
together for four years, and
they all know their place on the
boat,” she says. “They have for-
med a tremendous bond and
there’s been none of the friction
that so often splits crews up.”

“They are a very technically
oriented crew,” she adds. “Six
of them are studying
engineering.”
They display an almost fana-

tical attention to precision,
wntüng all their chartings and
measurementsin black marker
an the deck. “After many regat-
tas the deck 1s almost comple-
tely black,” Davidson said.

said that since the North Ame-

August the team’s efforts have
intensified both on and off the
water. Every weekend has
been devoted to sailing and
during the week they had mee-
tings to discuss tactics and fun-
draising, Laberge said.

Eight of the 10-member
team will sail on the boat this
week, while one male and one
female will act as substitutes
in case of injury or illness.
World Cup rules stipulate that
at least two of the crew mem-
bers on board must be women.

NEW RECRUITS
The seven men on the team

have been sailing together for
four years and three experien-
ced women sailors have been
recruited for the Cup races. A
big part of the team’s recent
training was spent incorpora-
ting the women into the alrea-
dy cohesive unit.

“Integrating the women into
the team has gone really well,”
said crew member Martin
Larose. “There hasn’t been any
real problems. They are all
very. very good.”

Off the water, the crew has
worked just as hard to promote
their sport in the Townships,
enlist sponsors, and raise tra-
vel and equipment funds. In
the six weeks following their
invitation to the World Cup,
they managed to raise the
$20,000 needed to cover the
cost of the trip.
The World Cup will present

some new challenges to the
crew. They will have to master
the intricacies of a new and
complex electronic navigatio-
nal system for one long over-
night race. But perhaps the
Atlantic Ocean will prove to be
their biggest test.

Lakes and sailed on the ocean
before, but this is our first com-
petition on the open seas,” crew
member Nicolas Lassonde said
before the team left for France.

QUICK ADAPTATION
The team had just two days

at the race site to become fami-
liar with ocean-size waves, cur-
rents, and wind patterns.

Unlike the America’s Cup
where boat design plays a key,
and often controversial role in
a crew’s success, the teams in
the Student World Cup compe-
te in identical 35-foot Jean-
neau One Design (JOD 35)
boats.

“This ensures that winning
or losing depends mainly on
the skill of each crew,” Laberge
said.

Because timing plays such
an important role in sailing
races, Larose said it was cru-
cial for the team to get some
practice on a boat that sailed
like a JOD 35.
The team put outa call on

the Internet and found that
one and only boat similar to the
JOD 35 on the eastern sea-
board this fall was in New
York. Fortunately its owner,
Bob Taylor of Connecticut,
agreed to let the crew race on
the boat in the Long Island
Sound race series.

Four members of the Sher-
brooke crew joined Taylor’s
crew one weekend and the four
others were supposed to join
the following week. But Taylor
was so impressed with the first
four Sherbrooke sailors that he
asked the Canadians to fill all
eight spots the following week.
Although the JOD 35 is 25

per cent longer than a Laser
28, skipper Patrick Lizotte said
sailing the two boats is very
similar.

“Everything from the

Weight management andor

control is something that a
large percentage of individuals
are constantly striving for.
Most of these people are trying
to lose weight and a few are loo-
king to put some weight on.

Statistically, 14 per cent of
men and 24 per cent of women
between the ages of 20 and 74
are more than 20 per cent
overweight. At any given time
in the U.S., 27 per cent of men,
46 per cent of women and an
alarming 75 per cent ofteenage
girls are trying to lose weight.
Canadian numbers would be
very similar.

If one is going to go about
losing weight, it should be done
safely and with the least bit of

disruption and difficulty.
There is no question thatit will
require some determination
and willpower, but it is better
off to do it slowly so that the
individual will create some
lifestyle changes that will be
introduced gradually.
From the onset it is impor-

tant to realize that there is a
difference between someone
who is overweight and someo-
ne who is obese. Overweight is
simply an individual who has a
body weight greater than that
which is considered normal.

Normal is considered to be a
certain weight according to a
certain height. It is quite possi-
ble that someone who is consi-
dered overweight is very heal-
thy and already enveloped in a
very beneficial lifestyle.

Obesity, on the other hand,
is a true medical problem that
should be taken seriously and
addressed as soon as it is possi-
ble. It is defined as an excessi-

foods that do not deserve this
label. Repeating what I said
before, anything in excess
could then be considered “fatte-
ning”. A little bit of sour cream
on that baked potato in mode-
ration consumed by an active
person, is very acceptable.

I can see already that I'm
going to run outof space, so I'll
give you some simple sugges-
tions as to how to try to achieve
the greatest success for weight
loss.

1. Exercise should be a vital
part ofyour process and lifesty-
le change.

2. Your diet and exercise
program should teach you
changes that will last a lifetime
yet allow for individual
modifications.

3. It should encourage the
reduction of fat in the diet.

4. It should use foods that
are easily attainable, natural
and relatively inexpensive.

5. It should be set up so that
you are losing one to two
pounds per week maximum,
therefore it is more likely to
stay off.

6. Obviously the output
through activity should be
greater than the intake of
calories.

7. It should still allow for the

enjoyment of social activities,
with slight modifications, such
as holiday meals. eating out,
parties. etc...

%. It should still allow you
your basic energy needs and
still follow Canada’s food guide
{balanced meals).

9. If the weight loss you are
iooking for is substantial, you
should consult a physician
andor dieticiarvnutrionisi, in
order to make sure it is done
safely and properly. This may
end up costing you money for
these special services, but the
long term savings in health-
care costs will easily make it
viable and beneficial.

I'd like to spend some more
time on this next week so I'll
talk about one’s metabolism
and determining what your
caloric needs are on a daily
basis. I'll also address weight
gain and some guidelines to
help you achieve that.
