Again, when accidente occurred, as they fre­
quently do to laborers on board ship, It be­
came necessary to raise subscriptions to help 
the injured, and this was done with great dlffi- 
culty fut beggliig. j

Under the above circumstances, and having 
« right to protect thejr own interests as mach 
as any othat class of the community, the 
laborers determined to form themselves into a 
Society, (which was done in 1883) and by so 
doing hoped to do away with the injustices 
they were subject to, and to be able to rely 
upon each other for assistenSs, trusting that 
by doing so and performing their work when 
employed industriously and honestly, they 
will es a body win the good will and esteem 
ef their fellow-oitisens, and in this they hope 
they have succeeded.

In 1883 and 68, the Society adopted valour 
by-laws for benevolent purposes, under whicl 
nine hundreds of members have greatly bene 
filed, and the result of which has rendered it 
unnecessary for laborers to seek for assistance 
from persons not belonging to the Society 
who have so many other calls tor their cha­
rity.

Previous te the Act of Incorporation wages 
In the Port of Qnebeo fluctuated, and at some 
times were as much as *9-50 to $4 per day. 
Im i886the Society made a role to guide its 
members, aad by which a rate of wages was 
fixed at $3.50 per day for holders and swingers, 
and $1.80 for other laborers about ship. At 
tfaotime sod since than no complaint wss 
made concerning the amenât of wages claim­
ed ; on the contrary they are admitted te be 
moderate. Since then no attempt has ever 
been made by the Soclety to raise the wages, 
although it comprises, it may be said, all the 
ship laborers of this port, indeed all. with the 

I exception of an insignificant number, about 
twenty.

As a proof of the honesty of intention ot the 
laborers, I may say that if no fixed rate had 
■slstoit this spring ships would have been 
obUgri to pay from $| to |4.»0 per day for 
laboar, whilst on no occaglon has mpre than 
thetartff been ask sd. Leal year and previous­
