FUEESHIPS: IMPORTANT D IMANDS,

While the United States has made
wonderful progress in the industrial,
scientifc and agncultural arts, snd in
ternal commerce, itis s matter which
goes without sayiog, that its marine and
shipping interests have been allowed ¢!
Iate years to seriously decline. This de-
cline in an important branch of trade,
has been very noticeable during the last
ten years, but it really commenced ai
mwgamwc"uw.n
some twenty years sgo. The marme
business of the country has gradually
dnifted into the hands of foreigners,
unul to-dsy, the people of other coun-
tries than tbe United States, are dis-
covered to be doing very nearly three-
fourths of the entire trade of the Repub-
lic. This fact has awakened publicsenti
,ment 1n the United States, and a deter-
mined effort 13 about to be made by the
mercantile community, 1o secure a more
dasirable proportion of that business,
uu.pnl:ntu had. On Wednesda)
Iaat, with that object iu view, a conven-
tion of merchants sad others, was held
in Boston, and representatives to the
pumber of fliy-one sttended. They
came from il parts of the Union, and
comprised some of the best names
kopown in commercial circles, and repre-
senting large wealth snd extensive in-
terests. Wmuux H. LiwooLx, of ihe
New England Ship-owners’ Association,
called the meeting to order, and Capt.
Axozoss Sxow, of the New York Board
of Irade and Transportation, who was
chosen temporarly Chsirman, presided
shortly afterwards.

American seamen and to find employ-
ment lor many of the wdle young men
of our country, Charles Lawrence, of
Pbiladelphia, offered a resolution that
the Conventionask Congress to piss such
laws a8 will compel all masters of Amert
can vessels to take apprentices on their
respective vesse's in number in a-cord-
ance with tue tonnage of the vessels.
Laplain Ambrose Snow, of New York,
submitted the following plan of changes
in the laws of the United States:—The
removal of all tax or duty on the mater-
wls entering into the construction of
“vessels ; & bonded warebouse system thst
will permit foreign trading ships to take
sheir stores out of boni; permitting
