GENERALPRE8SDESPAÎCKES.
Washington, Dec. 17, 8:35 A.M.—War De­

partment—To Maj. Gen. J. A, Dix The follow­
ing official report of the great victory achieved 
yesterday by Major Gen. Thomas and his gallant 
army over the rebel forces under Gen. Hood in 
front of Nashville, was received this morning. 
One cf the most surprising circumstances con­
nected with the great achievement is the small 
loss suffered by our troops ; evincing among 
other things the admirable skill and caution of 
Gen. Thomas in his disposition of the battle. 
In our rejoicing at the defeat of the enemy 
thanks are due to the Almighty for bis protec­
tion to our gallant officers ana soldiers in the 
great conflict they have passed through. The 
report ot Gen. Thomas and also an unofficial re­
port containing interesting details are subjoined. 
Headquarters Department of the Cumberland, 1 

Eight miles from Nashville, >
Dee. 16, G p.m. ) 

To the President of the U.S., Hon. E. M. Stanton 
and Lieut -Gen. U.'S: Grant :

This army thanks yon for your appreciation of 
its conduct yesterday, and to assure and that it is 
not misplaced, 1 have the honor to report that 
the enemy has been pressed at all points to-day 
on his line of retreat to the Bentwood Hills. Brig. 
General Hatch of Wilson's corps of cavalry on 
the right turned the enemy's left and captured a 
large number of prisoners ; the number not yet 
renorted. Major General Schofield’s corps next 
on the left of the cavalry, captured many prison­
ers and 6 pieces of artillery ; Brevet Major Gen. 
Smith next on the lett of Major Gen. Schofield 
carried the salient point of the enemy’s line with 
McMillan's brigade of McArthur’s division, cap­
turing sixteen pieces of artillery, two Brig.-Gen- 
erals and about 2000 prisoners Brig.-General 
Gerrard’s division of Smith’s command next on 
the left of McArthur’s div,, carried the enemy’s 
entrenchments, capturing all the artillery and 
troops of the enemy on the line. Brig.-General 
Wood’s troops, on the Franklin pike, took up the 
assault capturing the enemy’s entrenchments, 
and in his retreat also captured 8 pieces of ar­
tillery, something over 600 prisoners, and drove 
the enemy within one mile of the Brentwood 
Hill Pass. Maj.-Gen. Steadman, commanding 
detachments of the different armies of the mili­
tary division of the Mississippi, most nobly sup­
ported Gen. Woods’s left and bore a most honor 
able part in the operations ot the day. I have 
ordered the pursuit to be continuel in the morn­
ing at daylight, although the troops are much 
fatigued. The utmost enthusiasm prevails. I 
must not forget to report the operations of Brig.- 
Gen. Johnson in successfully driving the enemy 
with the co-operation of the gunboats under Lieut 
Commander Fitch, from their established bat­
teries on the Cumberland river, below the city 
of Nashville, and of the success of Brig.-General 
Coxton’s brigade in covering and retsining our 
right and rear. In the operations of yesterday 
and to-day, although I have no report of the 
number of prisoners captured by Johnson’s and 
Coxton’a commands, I know they have made a 
large number. I am also glad to be able to state 
that the number of prisoners captured yesterday 
greatly exceeds the number reported by telegraph 
last evening. The woods, fislds and entrench­
ments are strewn with the enemy’s small arms 
abandoned in the retreat. In conclusion, I am 
happy to state that all this has been effected with 
a very small loss to us~ probably 300, and very 
few killea

The Frontier Affairs in Congress.—it is 
natural enough that the people in the U nited 
States should feel aggrieved and angry, as well 
at the attitude of bitter enemity to them which 
has been too widely assumed and pertinaciously 
published by a portion of the inhabitants of these 
Provinces, as at the actual acts of outrage which 
have been perpetrated by persons starting from 
or returning to our territory. But it is not be­
coming in grave legislators to exaggerate the 
facts, as Mr. Chandler did in his speech, of 
which we print a shert report elsewhere. One 
would imagine that during the Iasi four 
years plundering expeditions starting from 
our ,-ide- of the line, and marauding upon theirs 
had been things ot common occurrence, and that 
they had met wilh that kind of physical aid 
which during our troubles was so plentifully af­
forded to the insurgents by the people of the 
United States. Mr. Chandler must know that 
all this is untrue. Two crimes such as he 
speaks of, as if they were of daily occurrence, 
have made up the sum of the injuries with 
which we can be reproached. In neither of 
these were any Canadians concerned, nor did 
the perpetrators cf them use any arms, ex­
cept such as were their own private property. 
Neither by force nor through the connivance of 
the government have ihey obtained any wea­
pons belonging to the government, as was done 
by native American invaders of Canada, who 
sympathized in 1837 and 1838 with our rebels. 
The excuse of the American Government then 
was that they had done their best, and yet were 
unable to prevent the acts of which onr Govern­
ment complained. But surely we have much 
more reason to say so ; for the raids on St. Al­
bans and on Lake Erie were not made openly, 
as were those which set out during the period 
above referred to from the State of New York, 

wo wrongs do not of course make a right, and 
may be safe for the strong to do, that which 

would be very imprudent in the weak. But 
American orators should recollect what very 
different acts of hostility—how much more nu- 

eraus, serious and open—we have had to com­
plain of than any which they can iay, even con­
structively, at our door, We of course now 
say nothing about the privateering—that has 
been done upon an immense scale ; but with that 
wo in Canada have certainly nothing to do. 
We should be the first to admit any just remon­
strance which may be made by our neighbours, 
and they bave cause for remonstrance ; but in 
order that we should do so the jase stated 
against ns must be made out in language which 
does not go beyond the bounds of truth and 
soberness. No Canadian has had any hand in 
robbery or murder in the United States, nor do 
Canadians in general approve of marauding 
expeditions. It is also true that there have been 
reasons for taking reasonable precautions for 
defending frontier towns against suaden pillage ; 
but the state of apprehension which Mr. Chand­
ler has described has been produced only by 
giving credit to wild and foolish rumours, 
which have multiplied a hundred-fold such 
elements of danger as have had any reality.

Judges of the Court of Queen’s Bench, and never 
received any since he was appointed, bui is Eole-# 
ly the Chief of Police of the City, bound to see 
to the execution of warranis and orders issued 
from the ci:y authorities. That nevertheless he 
never did intend to refuse to execute the warrant 
in question, but merely asked for three quarters 
of an hour to ascertain how he could legally' 
execute a warrant issued by a judge and not by 
a governor, when a competent court of criminal 
jurisdiciion had a tew hours previous declared 
every ouch warrant null and void. That if snch-^ 
judgment was to be respected, and if the princi­
ple therein expressed was admitted, he had, and 
could have no authority to arrest or order the 
arrest cf the parties, and they would be entitled 
to resist by all means in their power.

Under such circumstances he was bound to 
ascertain whether he could execute tuch a war­
rant legally, and three quarters of an hour, the 
delay demanded, could nor be considered' more 
than was necessary and could not be refused , 
him.

It simply ccmes, then, to this qm s- 
tion, was a Proclamation necessary ? I think 
not. It might have been well, for the informa­
tion of the public, to have proclaimed tbe sanc­
tion of this Act ; but I know of no law requiring 
it. It is urged that the permissive power to sus­
pend can oniy be granted in express terms, that 
in matters of this kind there must be strictness 
of construction. I do not thiuk so. This is 
just a case which calls for a liberal construction 
10 prevent the failure of justice in a matter oi 
public aud international lav of the greatest mo­
ment. The words employed in sanctioning ibis 
law, if they mean anything, mean that the law 
shall be carried oat, and the Imperial Act, so far 
as is necessary, is suspended for that purpose. 
The terms of ihe sanciion that "the Act shall be 
left to its effect,” are an implied suspension of the 
Imperial Act for that purpose. I consider that 
1 have jurisdiction to receive this examination 
and 'detain this prisoner for that purpose.

Protestant Schools in Lower Canada.— 
We direct the attention of our Protestant readers 
to the documents published this day on behalf 
of the Association which has taken upon itself the 
task of endeavouring to put the common school 
education of Protestants in Lower Canada upon 

more satisfactory footing than it is at present. 
The hardships and difficulties which Protestants 
in Lower Canada, scattered through the country 
and isolated from each other, cannot but have 

obtaining satisfactory instiuction for their 
children, mast be evident to all. We have no 
doubt, therefore, that the movement will meet 
who reside in places where their" numbers saves 
them from experiencing these inconveniences, as 
they are felt in the rural districts. We also 
venture to hope that the efforts which are being 
made for a reform will not be looked upon with an 
evil eye by onr Catholic fellow-citizens. We 
would rather have the schools on such a footing 
as would admit of the instruction of all the 
children in company, without distiction of creed. 
As, however, our Catholic tellow-citizens desire 
that religious and secular education should be 
associated, we only ask that we may be put 
into a position to carry out fully and fairly that 
system of separate schools, the principle of which 
has now been long admitted. The movement 
has been begun, we are convinced, with no senti 
ment of hostility to any class, nor to any indivi­
dual. Those who complain impute the evils 
from which they suffer primarily to causes over 
which no one man can exercise an efficient con­
trol, and they are more sorry than surprised at 
finding that, under a law and an administration 
of law, which regards them only as holding an 
exceptionable position, with interests different, 
and, to some extent, opposed to those of the 
great body of the people, they have not found 
all the freedom of action, and attention to their 
wants, which they think desirable. This, they 
believe, can be attained by an entire separation 
of the administration of the dissentient from that 
of the Common Schools ; leaving each at liberty 
to work out the bast results in its own fashion 
We are glad to see that the gentlemen who have 
undertaken to act in this matter have not 
neglected it, an I we trust that a satisfactory 
solution of ail difficulties will shortly be arrived 
at. \

Death of Mr. Kingan.—Wo are sorry to have 
to record the death of our fellow-citizen, Mr. 
Kingan, of the firm of Kingan and Kinloch 
Mr. Kingan died on Saturday afternoon.

The Raiders.—Active measures are still in 
progress for the re-arrest ot the raiders, and 
was reported on Saturday that some of them had 
been captured at Riviere du Loup. There were 
also reports of some of them having passed 
Three Rivers on Saturday ; but we hear of noth­
ing positive.

The News —The telegraph brings us a batch 
of interesting news. Thomas seems to have 
gained a considerable victory, with small loss, 
and we have a repitition of the story of Admi. 
ral Dahlgren’s fleet being decorated, in the man­
ner usually adopted for the celebration of a vic­
tory, though the cause was unknown to those 
on board the ships which have arrived latest, as 
it was to the one which first brought that piece 
of intelligence. The Government at Washing­
ton has, it will be seen, disapproved of the more 
violent part of Dix’s recent order, and we may 
add, that we understand Mr. Seward lost not a 
moment in communicating that fact at the Bri­
tish Legation. The General has, therefore, mo­
dified his order. The same document has been 
made the occasion of a public meeting at Troy, 
where, however, if we may judge from the tele­
graph account, moderate sentiments were ex­
pressed, though it was also determined to re­
spond to Gen. Dix’a appeil by preparations for 
defence in case of need.

The Chief on signing the above declaration 

stated verbally that having made that declara­
tion he wished to submit his resignation in 
writing, as Chief of Police, which he did, and 
which is as follows :

The question as to the legality of my conduct 
in delivering over the money heretofore in my 
custody as having been'taken from the persons 
commonly called the St. Albans’ raiders being 

purely legal question, I have offered to sub­
mit it for decision to the highest legal tribunal 
security Çâ-n UÜ lUruioucUL^ 'uutau iL uuo jUvIj'uiouu 
of that tribunal be adverse to me the value of 
these moneys will be paid over to their owners. 
This offer having been refused 1 am not disposed 
to submit to any further discussion of the ques­
tion before this committee, which cannot be 
supposed to be familiar with questions of law, 
the member who is my accuser being the only 
lawyer but one on ttie committee ; and feeling 
that personal motives and enmity do not allow 
me to expect fair justice from the Committee, I 
therefore resign the office of Chief of Police.

GÜIL. LAMOTHE.
The Chief having been called on by Coun­

cillor Devlin to submit to cross-examination, he 
declined doing so at present, whereupon Coun- 
ftillnr T>avlin-..caUed_ upon the Ohairmm 
members of the Committee to enforce the autho­
rity vested in them by law to require him to 
answer such questions .as shall be legally sub­
mitted to him by tbe members of this Committee. 
The Chief having been call upon to slate if he 
was disposed to answer such questions, he said 
he was not prepared to do so at present.

Moved by Councillor Labelle, and be it re­
solved,—That, considering that the accusations 
brought by Conncillor Devlin, that the Chief of 
Police, having on the 13th of December instant, 
without authority and by design, dispossessed 
himself of a considerable sum of stolen money, 
amounting to about $80,000 or $90,000, which 
had been placed in his hands for safe keeping, 
to await the result of legal investigation, which 
sum the Chiei of Police is also accused of having 
delivered to a person or persons who were not 
the legitimate owners oi it, and that to the great 
injury and damage of. the persons to whom the 
said money belonged.

Considering that, the said accusation resolves 
itself into a purely legal question, viz , if the 
Chief of Police was legally justifiable under the 
circumstances in which he was placed to return 
the money in question to the persons trom whose 
possession it bad teen taken, and considering 
shat that question can only be decided by a 
Court of Justice, therefore the Committee de­
clares itself incompetent to inquire into such a 
question and to continue this investigation.

The Chairman declared the motion out of 
order as tending open the question of legality 
ot a point which the Oommktee had previously 
determined not lo refer to the Attorneys of the 
Corporation, and aa tending to declare the in­
competency of this Committee to proceed with a 
subject which they have under considera­
tion by order of the Council and with which 
they have already proceeded.

Councillor Labelle moved an appeal from the 
decision of the Chairman upon which the Com­
mittee divided.

Italy has renounced Rome ; the Par­
liament has approved the convention of the 15th 
September, by its approval of the law which has 
transferred to Florence the capital of the King­
dom. I know well that the Italians do not thus 
understand it. The greater part of them imagine 
that they are playing with the Emperor at the 
game of whe’s the sharpest, and that they are 
renewing the flue times when Cavour and good 
luck were on the same side. This is, however) 
a dangerous game. Who shall guarantee to the 
Italians the evacuation of Rome ? Has not M. 
Drouyu de L’Huys reserved the event of a revolu­
tion bursting out at Rome ? If the French 
soldiers leave, it will not be long before they 
comeback. Yet ia soite of all, s..me men, not 
without convictions, obstinately consider 
Florence as the road to Rome, and have accord 
ingly given their approbition to the law. They 
will speedily repent. Others have gone into 
mourning over the capita', and turn their hopes 
and desires towards Venice. It is to them 
especially that the Cabinet and Lamarmora have 
addressed themselves, and have endeavoured to 
insinuate that tne French Government were not 
indisposed to regard the solution of the Venetian 
question as being near at hand.

in short, the rhetoric of Lanza and the frank­
ness of Lamarmora consist in saying to the Par­
liament, “We can do nothing without France. 
“ Napole.on III is the. protector of Italy ; let us 
“ -t.-.v'-rirf-.i’;..-ifiit s, nua ptbase turn by
“ repressing all revolutionary attempts, he will,
‘ perhaps, decide on showing himself generous. 
” The future of Italy is in his han is.1’ Bixio has 
indeed lifted the veil, and recalled to mind that 
it was France which made a present of Lom­
bardy to Italy. The Parliament applauded these 
shameful words. Never was a Legislative 
Chamber so servile, especially so servile to a 
foreign government. The Emperor of the French 
may reassume the title of his uncle : “Napoleon, 
Emperor of the French and King of Italy. 
Victor Emmanuel is not even a Viceroy. He is 
a lieutenant, a corporal, a soldier who receives- 
and executes orders coming from the Tuileries. 
These protectors are expensive.

The moving commences Room for the 
Piedmontese emigration—King, Ministers and 
functionaries of all orders are about to descend 
on the city of the Medicis, to the great joy of 
the Tuscan proprietors and shopkeepers and the 
jealousy of the Turinese, who will have nothing 
tor it but to close their shops and put up their 
houses for sale. Since they were resolved to 
leave Turin, why did they not follow the counsel 
given them the other day by a little German 
journal of the Charivari order. ’‘Advertisement 
“ —For the season of moving, I have the honor 
“ to make known to my dear Turinese that 1 
“ can place at their disposal very strong horses, 
“ and very large and commodious carriages. 
“ The expeditious manner in which I move fur- 
“ niture is well known.—Garibai.di.'’ It is true 
that this commissary would have moved the 
whole concern at once to Rome.

A question occurs which is not without 
gravity. In Tuscany tho Leopoidine law abolish­
ed the penalty of death, which still remains on 
the code of Piedmont, the only one which is 
in force throughout Italy. Florence become 
the capital of the Kingdom, will no doubt have 
for one of the earliest advantages the re-establish- 
ment of the scaffold. The King will not enter 
alone. He wili be followed—perhaps preceded, 
by the executioner. This prospect has some­
what cooled the ardour of the Florentines, and 
the Municipal Council has forwarded to the 
Government an address couched in these terms : 
“ — Considering that the civil and criminal laws 
“ in force in the rest of the Kingdom are to be 
“ extended to Tuscany, we address our petitions 
“ to the Government and Parliament to de- 
“ sire that the penalty of death may be abolished. 
Having adopted the convention, the next matter 
was to see how to live, and on the 29th Nov. M. 
Sella presented his financial exposition to the 
Parliament, “ The chest is empty ; creditors 
“ pressing; I must have money at once, or I 
“ shall become bankrupt ” In commentary on 
this text the Minister proposed a series of hazir- 
dous expedients—the augmentation of the im­
post on salt and on the carriage of letters ; and, 
in addition, the sale of the territorial property. 
Lastly, he asked the right to call up the land 
tax of 1865 in advance. The House was in 
consternation, and hesitated ; Sella then as­
cended the tribune, and declared that the 
Government would mafce an immediate vote a 
Cabinet question. Lanza came to the aid of bis 
colleague, and the Parliament resigned itself to 
pass under the Caudine forks of the Minister. 
The 200,000,000 required were voted at the 
double quick in a single sitting, though it is true 
that lasted for fourteen hours, and only termi­
nated at midnight. No flebaie; no discussion ; 
nothing but votes; and these to the tune of 
200,000,000.

What will the Cabinet do—how will it meet 
the demands of the future? Sella said nothing 
on that bead, nor did he permit anything to be 
guessrd. “Money or bankruptcy”-—it was sho-t 
but eloquent. People laugh at everything in 
this world, and here is a satire which has been 
made for Italy ; but may very well go to more 
thou one address

However all his expedients would not give M 
Sella any ready money, and it is ready money 
which he requires. Happily the municipalities 
came to the aid of the gevernment. it was 
folly to demand the land tax in advance be­
cause it is with the revenues of property that 
that tax is paid. Bologna, therefore, offered to 
advance immediately the sum due by Us pro­
prietors on the land tax for 1865, undertaking to 
recover it in a manner to be agreed upon. Bres­
cia followed. The good example was contagi­
on» and all the municipal councils of Italy have 
thus transformed themselves into banks for the 
purpose of accomodating the government. That 
is patriotism indeed, and of a good quality.

After the proprietors the functionaries. Par­
liament voted on the 20th a law which author­
ized the government to retain a per centage on 
the salaries of all public officers. The scale is 
a progressive one, and the law was carried after 
a short debate. Large sacrifices, these ; but of 
what avail ? Italy aspires after unity, and unity

day it is humiliating________  . -
imploring his favor ; begging his gold wm. 
The day of independence is postponed; a People 
of beggars is a people of slaves. Yet what 
proofs ha? not this people already given of its 
energetic patriotism 1 What proof it still gives 
inFrioul, where the hands of red shirts have 
once more risen to the cry of Death to the for­
eigner I They fight, not even to conquer ; but 
only to protest, so that seeing the humiliating 
spectacle exhibited by the Parliament of Turin, 
it may not be believed that all national pride is 
dead in Italy, They are tracked out by the 
Austrian troops ; they have no more ammuni­
tion because the Italian Government stops it on 
the frontier. What signifies ? _ They take refuge 
in the free mountains, and stoically await death, 
with empty stomachs and their feet In the snow. 
The insurrection is at an end. Fatigue and 
famine will kill some of these hardy compatriots; 
Austrian prisons, and executioners will take 
charge of others ; but all will die contented 
in the belief that they aro awaking in Italy 
consciences which were becoming insensible.

The Vatican pretends not to see that there 
has been a convention, and it is still impossible 
to judge what it thinks of that agreement. 
Austria also remains dumb ; but ail that is 
taking place exhibits great disquiet and great 
apprehension. On the 12th November, the Em­
peror of Austria opened the Keichsrath at 
Vienna ; but said not a single word of the con­
vention ; though he epoke of the good under­
standing of Austria with the foreign powers, 

i But does Austria imagine that shutting her eyes 
to danger is the way to conjure it? The 
journals which reflect the popular emotions all 
advise the government to draw nearer to France 
ana to recognize at once the Kingdom of Italy 
In this situation Austria may pe: haps accept 
the French idea of a Congress. Indeed just now 
this famous Congress has recovered from its 
shipwreck. It is old King Leopold who has set, 
it once mere afloat, and perhaps Lord Russell 
himself may become its patron. Ministers and 
seas are alike changeable. Bat Austria finds 
the need of coming to an understanding with 
France all the more on account of her present 
alarming isolation. Russia is rigorous to her 
while she flatters France and Italy. 
Ike Czarewitck is at Turin, and _ even 
took pains to avoid passing through Vienna 
in order to get there. Prussia indeed asks no­
thing better than to walk on good terms with 
Austria ; but it is on the condition that she 
shon.d hold the highest place. The secondary 
states of Germany yive their hands to Austria ; 
but she still hesitates, though it would perhaps 
be possible for her to put herself at the head of 
the Confederation and so end the usurpation of 
Prussia Prussia covets Lauenburg and Kiel, 
and has made herself an ally of the Duke of 
Augustenburg by at last agreeing to support 
hie claims. To prepare for the reali^atign of 
these ambiiious views Prussia desires to exclude 
the German Diet frem the occupation of the 
i uchies, and to force it to withdraw its troops, 
and if Austria will but place herself at the head 
of the Diet, Prussia will be outzeneralled. In 
Denmark the Parliament has rarined the treaty. 
How could it resist ? But the people still pre­
serve their dislike to the King. Themof d’ordre 
has been given. The newspapers never speak 
of the last King without the highest praipa and 
give him the name of “ Frederick the Dane,” 
which is a picturesque method of calling his 
successor “ Christian the German ”

In Npain they are holding the elections. 
Furious at finding its advances rejected by the 
progi essistas, the Cabinet resolved on re­
venge, and interdicted the meetings of 
the liberals. Five or six thousand 
were called together for the 18th November 
under the présidence of a grandee ; but on as- 
s .mbiiug they found that the hall was occupied 
by soldiers, who prevented them from enter­
ing.

The Infant Don Henrique de Bourbon has just 
been ordered into confinement in the Canaries 
where he is to remain sine die. What has he 
done? There is talk of a mysterious letter ad­
dressed to Queen Isabella, in which the Prince 
reproaches rhe Queen with public and private 
acts—secrets of state and secrets of the alcove. 
The Q seen it is said communicated the letter to 
Narvatz ; but the Council has, it is added, de­
manded the release of the Infant.

At Baicelcna the industrial crisis is assuming 
lamentable proportions. The distress is at its 
height ; the work shops are closed, and the fam­
ished workmen h ve no resource but public cha­
rity. Therr have moreover been terrible floods, 
which have interrupted all direct communica­
tions with Madrid, There is talk of a great na­
tional subscription for the sufferers, and the 
Queen has sent four millions of reals from her 
private puree.

District in which there are Protestant and Ro­
man Oatholie School Commissioners to either 
the one or the other , but in case such taxes 
shall not be so designated, they should then be 
divided between the Protestant and the Roman 
Catholic Schools according to the ratio of popu­
lation, or in such other equitable manner as may 
be provided.

It is further suggested that non-resident pro- 
„prietors should have the power, either by them­
selves or their agents, specially to designate 
their taxes to Protestant or Roman Catholic 
schools ; but in case they shall not so designate 
them, they should be paid to the School Com­
missioners of the majority ; and in districts where 
there are both Protestant and Roman Catholic 
Schools, should by said Commissioners be divid­
ed between such Schools according to the ratio 
of population

III. That Districts for Protestant School pur­
poses should be established without reference to 
Parishes, Municipalities, or counties ; and that 
powers should be granted to the Protestant 
Council of public Instruction to constitute such 
Districts when,petitioned so to do by any five 
resident Rate-payers being Protestants.

1Y. That Legislative grants and Public en­
dowments for the support of Schools, should be 
divided between the Protestant and Roman 
Catholic Departments according to the rate of 
population as determined by the decennial cen­
sus ; to be by them appropriated to their respec­
tive Schools accounting tor the same to the Pro­
vincial Government and subject to their review. 
Such public grants and endowments not to 
exceed the aggregate amount of the local taxa­
tion.

V. That special provision be made for educa­
tion in the city of Montreal, and that the educa­
tional grants now held by particular schools 
from they public funds should,pf the continue to 
he appropriated, be received and administered 
by the Protestant Board of Education, and that 
all assessments for school purposes should be 
regulated by the same principles as are applied 
to other parts of the country—provision being 
made that Protestant taxes shall be appropri­
ated only to Protestant schools.

It is also suggested that the Board of Protest­
ant School Commissioners for this city be in­
creased from six to twelve, one half of whom 
shall be appointed by tho City Council and the 
other half by the Protestant Council o! Pqbliç 
Instruction, biennially ; case being taken that as 
far as possible the leading Protestant denomi­
nations ot tho city be represented in it. All 
public Schools in the city soliciting aid to be 
under the management of this Board, excepting 
the McGill, Normal and High Sohools.

Special arrangements to be also provided for 
the city of Puebeo.

71. That all pon-Catholics be at liberty to 
avail themselves ef the educational arrangement 
provided for Protestants; and that Roman Ca 
tholics may avail tlremoelveg of tho privileges 
accorded to Protestants. .

YII. That the terms Dissentient Trustees and 
Dissentient Schools should henceforth cease to be 
used, and that the managers and the schoo's for 
the Protestant population should be known 
reepectiyely as Protestaat School Commissioners 
and Protestaat Schools,

YIII. That Universities and their affiliated 
Colleges, and the Provincial Normal Schools, 
should have special funds or grants of land ap­
propriated to their support ; and that classical 
kcademies and high Schools, properly so called 
should also have special funds appropriated to 
their support, and that no portion of the Legis­
lative grants for common school purposes should 
be appropriated to such iostitutions.

IX.'l hat alt matters relating to the legal value 
ofDuiversity Degie a should, in tits event of a 
Confederacy of the British Provinces, be under 
the contrpl of the general government.

The Committee, in issuing these considerations 
would invite the attention of Dissentient School 
Trustees, Boards of Examiners, and Teachers’ 
Associations to them, and request that they 
would report to the undersigned their views of 
the above principles proposed to be embodied in 
the new educational Bill, or any suggestions in 
regard to them that they may think important.

The Committee would also recommend that 
all parties interested should petition the Legis­
lature at its approaching meeting on the subject 
of such Bill.

CONSTITUTION OF THE PROTESTANT 
EDUCATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF 
LOWER CANADA, IN ACCORDANCE 
WITH THE RESOLUTIONS PASSED 
AT A PUBLIC MEETING IN MON 
TtiEAL.

I. The Association shall be called the Pro' 
testant Educational Association of Lower Cana, 
general interests of Protestant education in this 
part of the Province, and promote and defend 
the same when necessary.

II. The members of the Association shall be 
Protestants who agree to aid its objects, and to 
contribute one dollar per annum to its tunds.

III. Hs office-bearers will consist of a Ohair- 
man, one or more Secretaries, a Treasurer, and 
a Committee with power to add to their number, 
ant of whom three shall be a quorum. This 
Committee shall meet quarterly, and at such 
other times as may be necessary at the call of 
the Chairman, and shall have power to appoint 
au Executive Sub-Committee to transaot suoh 
business as may be assigned to them.

of 1862 the lover proposed end was accepted; 
but he, stated that he was unable then to marry 
as he was unprepared to assume the respon­
sibilities of the married state. A more than 
usually formal engagement, however was con- 
t acted. This engagement,which was produced
was in the following words:_

“New Ybab’s Day, Dee.l, 1863.
“I hereby certify that I will on or about the 

14th day of June next marry Mary Annie 
Wright, of the City of Toronto, God willing to 
spare us both until that time.

“JOHN GRANDY."
The engagement of the conple was made known 
to the parents of the young woman, who gave 
their consent. About the middle of June, last 
year Grandy and his affianced went to Buffalo 
without the knowledge of her parents, for the
purpose, as her sisters understood, of being 
married. The young woman left with the un­
derstanding on the part of her father and mother 
that she was going to visit some friends at Ham­
ilton. In a few days she returned, when both 
herself and Grandy stated that they had been 
married at Buffalo. He desired however, that 
the marriage should be kept secret as ho was not 
prepared then to take his wife to a home of her 
own. They did not tell even their parents. In 
October 1863 the sisters noticed that Mary Aune 
was In an interesting condition she asked them 
to confine their suspicions to themselves. In that 
month Grandy sent her to HamiUon. She re­
mained in Hamilton about four weeks, and gave 
birth to a child. When she returned to Toronto 
the child was placed in care of a nurse, as Gran­
dy said he was still unable to commence house­
keeping. The parents of the young woman re­
mained in ignorance of the state of affairs un­
til some observing friend, revealed it in a letter. 
They concluded that, their daughter had been 
seduced. Wright himself sought the presence 
of *be latter, accused him ot the offence, and 
demanded that he should marry her at once.— 
Grandy replied that they were already man and 
wife. He still however desired the matter to be 
kept private giving as his reason that 
his father would cast him off, and
would be very averse to his contract­
ing a matrimonial engagement of tho nature in 
question. Wright complied with Grandy's re­
quest audit was agreed between them that Mrs. 
Grandy should remain with her father until tha 
msrriage could be announced. In this way the 
debt was contracted. -She' .emained so long 
that it began to be feared that Grandy had no 
intention of declaring her his wife, until the pa­
tience of the father became exhaus'ed.

GIÎY ITEM

Suggeetions and Oonsiderations presented to 
the friends of Protestant Education in Low­
er Canada, by the Committee of the Protes­
tant Educational Association.

The Committee of the Protestant Educational 
Association deem it a fit time to set before the 
general Protestant community of Lower Canada 
what appears to them necessary to be immediat­
ely attended to, in order to place the interests 
of Protestant education in a satisfactory position 
in this part of the Province.

While they desire to avoid the appearance of 
dictating to their fellow protestants the course 
which they should follow in regard to this matier 
they yet feel constrained by the importance of 
the question itself as well as by the prospects of 
political changes in the general government of 
the country, to invite special attention to the 
educational wants of the Protestant population 
They do this from no factious motive and from 
no desire to come into antagonism either with 
the present system of education or with those of 
different faith irom themselves ; but simply for 
the purpose of securing what appears to them io 
bo right and necessary for the maintenance of 
their just privileges in a matter so vital to their 
welfare as that of education.

It is generally understood that a bill will be 
introduced into Parliament at its next Session 
on the sutject of Protestant Education in Lower 
Canada, and whatever may then be enacted will 
be placed urder the guardianship of the general 
onnsihuiion and Government of the proposed 
Confederacy of toe British Provinces. It is there­
fore important that this Bill should not be mere­
ly an amendment ot the present unsatisfactory 
educational laws, but should be a complete re- 
visicn of the whcle code of education, in so far 
as it affects the Protestant population.

After maturely considering the question, the 
Committee would suggest that the new Bill 
should iu its enactmenis embody the following 
generol principles, viz :

I. That there should be a separate Education­
al Department for the Protestaat population, 
viz : a Protestant Superintendent appointed by 
ana communicating directly with the Provincial 
Government, annd a Council of Public Instruc­
tion, representing as far as possible the leading 
Protestant denominations of the country ; such 
Council to have, under the provisions of the 
law, the control of all matters pertaining to 
Protestant education, including the Protestant 
Board of Examiners, and the qualifications that 
may be deemed necessary for Teachers ’diplomas.

II, lhat Protestants should in no case be tax­
ed for Scnools under ’he care of Roman Catho­
lic Commissioners ; these schools being essential 
iy religious in their character, and conducted in 
a manner repugnant to the conscientious 
convictions of Protestants. We do not 
propose any interference with the liberty claimed 
by Roman Catholics to teach the doctrines and 
praccicss of their own faith in their own public 
Schools, but we require that, so long as they con­
tinue to do so, Protestants, and those who from 
time to time may ally themselves with or be­
come Protestants, should be exempted from tax­
ation ior the support of such Schools. Our idea 
is, that Protestants should only be required to 
pay School taxes to Protestant School Commis­
sioners for the support of such School as may be 
under the care of the Protestant department of 
public instruction, and that Protestants residing 
in a Protestant school District which shall Hot 
have ueea organized should have the right of 
claiming exemption from any School taxes im­
posed by Roman Catholic School Commission­
ers ; and to assign their taxes to the Conneil of 
Public Instruction, to be held and administered 
by it for the benefit of such parties.

PROCEEDINGS IN CONGRESS.

THE ST. ALBANS RAIDERS.
Mr Chandler—I see in tho morning papers 

the following announcement from Toronto : 
The St. Albans raiders have been discharged 
for want of jurisdiction.” I desire to offer a 
couple of resolutions this morning bearing upon 
this subject one of them particularly : but I 
do not expect to make the Senate understand the 
state of feeling existing on tha border. I have 
a great number of letters iu my possession from 
gentlemen jiving on that border. Ip my own 
city, which is within musket range ef the Can­
adian border, thousands of citizens have been 
under arms for along time. We have been in 
a continual state of alarm from incendiaries, 
burglars, and robbers. From this announce­
ment it would seem that the Canadian authori­
ties have made up their minds to protect these 
robbers. As I understand it, a man comes from 
the South with a commission purporting to be 
issued by Jeffersou Davis. He enlists his robbing 
parties, crosses the border, murders and robs 
whom he pleases, and returns to Canada, where 
he is protected. These letters whiçh I have in 
pry possession are nil hearing upon this point. 
The one in my hand now is from one of the 
most respectable citizens of Detroit—a gentle­
man of great wealth and of high political and 
social position, who earnestly desires to avoid 
any difficulty with Great Britain at this time. 
He says, “The anxiety growing out of the mist 
and doubt encircling every rumor that reaches 
us is not to be endured, and if upon some slight 
provocation our peopja shall be t'onnq engaged 
in Canqda, iu sorrm act that the Canadian Gov­
ernment will say is wrong, sooner or later war 
will be the result.” He says also, “ Will you 
give this subject your immediate attention, for 
I think it involves sooner or jator, if not properly 
managed, war with Great Britain,” Mr. Presi­
dent, I have no expectation of making the 
Senate comprehend the state of feeling on that 
border. Vermont may, for aught I know, 
quietly submit to have hep towns robbed and 
her citizens murdered, but the North-West will 
not. I offer this resolution :

Whereas, Recent raids have been organized in 
the Canadas and Nova Fcotia, and men enlistsd 
in said British Provinces by men purporting to 
hold commissions from the Rebels of the United 
States, for burning cities aad villages, for pira- 

.—t- - i—o ‘...ut tooogIb and murder­
ing their crews, and for a general system of 
murder, arson, robberry, ana plunder of peace­
able and unarmed citizens of the United States • 
and ’

Whereas, Tha people of t!,„ n-ni-u d—:___
seem disposed to protect these thieves, robbers, 
incendiaries, pirates and murderers, not only 
in their individual capacities, but by the quibbles 
of the law ; therefore,

Resolved, That the Committee on Military 
Affairs be directed to inquire into the expediency 
of enlisting an army corps to watch and defend 
our territory bordering on the Lakes and the 
Canadian line from all hostile demonstrations 
and incursions.

Mr. Johnson—I object to the resolution.
The President pro fern—The resolution will 

lie over, objections being made.
Mr. Chandler—I had hoped there would be no 

objection to it. I will now offer another re.olu- 
tion, which I ask to be referred to the Committee 
on Commerce.

The resolution was read, and is as follows :
“Whereas, At the commencement of the pre­

sent Rebellion, the United States were at peace 
with all the Governments of the world, and 
upon terms of amity and good-will with Great 
Britain ; and

A SINGULAR CASE.

AH ACTION TO PROVE A MARRIAGE.
A singular case engaged the attention of the 

County Court yesterday. It was an action by a 
person named Wright, against a young man 
named Gratidy, to recover $134, for the board 
of the wife of the defendant,

Three witnesses were examined on the part 
of the plaintiff, and their evidence established 
the following as the main facts. Grandy, in 
October, 1861, went to board in the house of the 
plaintiff. Soon after his entrance into the family 
he became very intimate with one of the daught­
ers, Mary Anne, and it was understood that he 
was deeply attached to her. Thus affairs quietly

Whereas, That nation, before the arrival on 
her soil of our Minister accredited by the admin­
istration of President Lincoln, precipitately ac­
knowledged the Rebels as belligerents, thus re­
cognizing their flag upon the ocean, without 
which recognition it would have been regarded 
and treated as piratical by all other Powers ; 
and

Whereas, She claimed perfect neutrality be 
tween a Republic with which she had ente tain- 
ed friendly relations for upward of half a cen­
tury and its rebellious citizens ; and

Whereas, Numbers of her subjects, with the 
full knowledge of her Government, commenced 
fitting out tast-sailing British ships, loaded with 
munitions of war, for the purpose of running 
into our blockaded ports to tne Rebels, thus fur­
nishing them the means of organizing and con­
tinuing the Rebellion, and without which it 
could not have sustained itself for six months ; 
and

Whereas, In addition to the above, and with 
the knowledge of the Government, British sub 
jects and members of Parliament engaged in the 
manufacture of piratical English ships, owned 
by British subjects, manned by British seamen, 
and sailing under British colors, for the purpose 
of burning, destroying, and utterly driving from 
the ocean all peaceful vessels sailing under tho 
United States Flag; and

Whereas, Many private and unarmed Ameri­
can ships have been burned and destroyed by 
these pirates from English ports, thus causing 
great loss and damage to the citizens of the 
United States ; theretore,

Resolved, That the Secretary of State be in­
structed to make out a list of each ship and car­
go thus destroyed, with a fair and separate valu­
ation thereor, ana interest thereon at the rare of 
six per cent per annum from the date of capture 
or destruction to the aate of presentation, and 
that he be directed to demand from the British 
Government payment in full for all ships or car­
goes destroyed as aforesaid.

Mr. Johnson objected to the resolution, which 
lies over.

The Canadian Marauders.—On motion of Mr. 
Brooks, New York, it was resolved that the Com­
mittee on Foreign Affairs inquire into the expe­
diency of providing by treaty or otherwise, for 
the protection of our Canadian and provincial 
frontier, from murder, arson and burglary,on the 
pretense of rebel invasion.
