BEDFORD — Accolades
from “English Canada,” such
as his recent appointment to
the Order of Canada, leave
Quebec film-maker Jean-
Pierre Lefebvre feeling so-
mewhat ambivalent.

Lefebvre has won numerous
awards in Canada and abroad
for his 22 feature films, But re-
cognition of his work at home
hinges largely on its success el-
sewhere.

“Quebec people spat on my
films in the 1960s until I won a
lot of prizes in Europe,” Le-
febvre said in an interview
from the renovated turn-of-the
century farmhouse he shares
with his wife and three small
children in St. Armand.

“To be considered a success
in the film industry in Quebec,
first you must be successful in
Europe and in English Cana-
da.” 50-year-old Lefebvre said
a little sadly.

“We have a shame and inse-
curity about our own pro-
ducts.”

Lefebvre began writing
screen plays in the early 1960s
shortly after moving from
Montreal to his St. Armand far-
mhouse.

“When I was 15 I decided I
wanted to make films," he said.
“My mother was a maniac for
movies. We'd go over to the
United States to watch the
double features.”

After completing his educa-
tion in a private boarding
school and university, Le-
febvre went to Paris vhere he
worked as a film critic seeing
as many as five films a day.

“When I returned to Quebec,
I did my first short in 1964, he
said.

Of his 22 feature films Le-
febvre has written since that
time. he says there isn't one he
wouldn't show to his children.

“Some people call my movies
chamber films,” he said. I
don’t make spectacular films
that cost millions of dollars.”

Lefebvre said big-budget
American films have contribu-
ted to an unrealistic expecta-
tion in the film industry.

“It's impossible to compete
with that kind of budget,” he
said. “It's impossible to pro-
duce a feature film in Canada
without the support of gover-

nment.”

Consequently, Lefebvre’s
films are low-budget, but reco-
gnized world-wide as being of
top quality.

Next month. his latest film,
The Fabulous Voyage of the
Angel, starring Quebec singer
Daniel Lavoie, will be featured
at the World Film Festival in
Montreal. Ten of his works
have been selected for presen-
tation at the Cannes film fes-
tival.

“I've done a lot of films that
were so low budget that eve-
ryone involved threw in $5000
justtoseeit produced.” he said.

One such film, which traced
the last three days a 75-year-
old couple spent together, was
shown last month on Radio Ca-

.nada.

“It's a very simple, beautiful
story. made in 1973." he said.
“When it was first made, it was
refused by all institutions.”

The award-winning film was
later bought by Radio Canada
for a paltry $10,000, giving
them all rights for 99 years.
“They show it every year or
two." he laughed.

Lefebvre says a lot of Quebec
film-makers have to go to To-
ronto if they want to work.

“It makes me sad that there
is so much talent in Quebec —
there are 25 talented Quebe-

cers for every role,” he said
“But it is almost impossible to
survive in the film industry
here.”

Lefebvre believes if Quebec
culture is to survive, children
must be exposed to the art and
literature of Quebec artists and
writers while they are in
school.

“We're a small culture and
we must be secure enough to
pass it on to our children.” he
said. “There must be a political
will to support the artistic
community of Quebec if we are
to continue to exist.”

“Some countries protect
their culture the same way
they protect their forests,” he
said. Lefebvre noted that cine-
ma in Quebec took on new im-
portance during the quiet revo-
lution.

“Until that time Quebecois
were controlled by the church,
or by the politics of the day.” he
said. “"Cinema allowed people
to go beyond the image we had
of ourselves.” Lefebvre says
the lure of television and the
advent of the mini-series has
become the illness, if not the
plague. of good film-making.

“I'm obsessed by the lack of
imagination in our society," he
said. “Our vision is so limited.
We see life in terms of the GST
and inflation and the bare

bones of the news, but we are
slowly losing our inllectual and
spiritual lives.”

“There was a very important
moment in my life in the 1960s
just six months before my
mother died,” Lefebvre re-
counted. “We were watching
South Pacific for about the 13th
time, and I wanted to explain to

my mother there are other
kinds of films.l realized then
that the only way I could illus-

trate this was to make one.”
Lefebvre says the Quebec
and Canadian public will conti-
nue to look down their noses on
home-grown films until those
responsible for funding lead

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Knowlton man cashes in on shopping spree

KNOWLTON — Don Banks
was all smiles when the cashier
rang up the total for his grocery
purchases: $442.40.

“Not bad,” Banks said with a
broad grin.

But he didn’t have to open his
wallet,

Banks was winner of a two-
minute shopping spree sponso-
red by Metro grocery stores.
The 24-year-old Knowlton man
won the blitz at Jimmy's Meat
Market in Knowlton where he
shops regularly.

“It’s nice that the winner was
one of our customers.”
commented Myrelle Beaure-
guard who runs the family gro-
cery with her husband Ger-
main and their four children.

Banks won the shopping
spree by collecting the four
consecutively colored shopper
coupons given to customers
with each purchase.

“I was collecting them. but 1
didn’t pay too much attention.”
Banks said. *1 stopped in for
some hamburger the other
night and I nearly left without
the coupon.™

“The cashier called me back
to pass it to me.”

Banks. with the help of his
girlfriend. mapped out his
route before the starting
whistle blew.

“I'll go down the center aisle
to pick up baking supplies. then
over to the meat and frozen

foods, then back down to the
laundy detergent,” he said cal-
mly before the race.

And he did.

Rules of the game stipulate
that only five of any product
can be taken, explained Beau-
reguard. “He can take five
fresh meat products, five fro-
zen foods. five dairy, and so
on."”

“If he drops something. he
has to stop to pick it up or lose
10 seconds.”

But the smart shopper didn’t
drop a thing. He carefully bag-
ged two Butterball turkeys va-
lued at $40 each, two legs of

lamb. baking chocolate. giant-
sized laundry detergent and do-
zens of other carefully selected
items.

He was accompanied down
the aisles by Beaureguard, who
gave him a running count of the
time remaining.

Before the race. Banks said
he expected to collect about
$200 worth of groceries in the
two minutes. Beaureguard
said the average is between
$200-400

It's the first time the prize
has been won locally, Beaure-
guard said.
