AN INCOMPLETR RRTURN.

Hon. Mr. McGEE cslled the attention of the
Government to the fact that all the documents,
in relation to the Iutercolonial Railway, had not
been brought down.

Hon J S MACDONALD was not aware of any
being withbeld, but if the hon gentleman gave
bim a memorandum of such as he belived were
oot on the table he would have them sent
down.

BEGISTRATION AND REGISTRY OFFICES (U C)

On motion of Hon. J S, MAODONALD, the
House wentinto Committee on the bill respect-
ing Registration,

A discussion arose on the clanse giving the
power of appointing Registrars during plea-
sure,

HonJ A MACDONALD objected strongly to
the prineiple,

MeT FERGUSOX also supported the same
view. If it was merely to suspend the officer
until he had & fair trial, it might be under-
stood.

Mr. DUNSFORD approved of the law being
made a8 stringent as possible ; but opposed the
power of dismissal at plea.ure, :
Hon. J. A, MACDONALD said he would not
press. his opposition in Uommittes, bat hoped
both sides of the Honse would give their mature
consideration to the matter before the subject
Again came up with the Speaker in the chair.
Some discussion arose on the 14th clause, to
the effect thay no persoa practicing the law shall
be a Registrar.

Hon, J. 5. MACDONALD had given his con-
sent that this clause be struck out.

The clause wus expunged -

On the fifteenth cl wse—-providing that no
Registrar, Deputy or Clerk shall act as a convey«
ancer or shall draw out any iogtrument subject
to registration except wills; and inflicting a pen-
alty for contravention,— !

Mr. T. FERGUSON moved that this clause be
struck out, In many districts it would prove a

| Breat inconvenience,

Hon J 8 MACDONALD objected. He thonght
the time had come when indiscriminate convey-
ancing by parties who were not responsible
should be put s stop to.

v Mr, STREET said the clanse contained a very
strange exception—providing that the Registrar
should have the power of drawing up wills,
which were the most solomn of all documents,
while refusing him permission to prepare tae
most simple intruments, He (Mr. Strest) was
opposed o restricting the Registrar from, prepar-
ing deeds. If a Registrar was unfit to draw up
& deed he was unfit 10 act as Registrar.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY agreed with the bon. mem-
ber for Welland. He would vote for expunging
the efanse,

Mr. CARTWRIGHT said the conveyancing
done by Registrars was usually well done, and
if they were made responsible in the ‘same way
48 lawyers, the ends of justice would be met,
Mr. WOOD said they were 8o responsible,

Mr, T, 0. WALLBRIDGE took the same view
as the hon, member for Lenuox and Addington,
The Registrar should be liable in the same man-~
uer a8 the lawyer.

Hon, J. A. MAODONALD spoke against the
clange, saying it was wonderful to sea the an-
xiety exhibited by lawyers in the interest of the
farmers who might have occasioa to traunster
land, [Laughter.] Theevils resuliing from the
present system were swmail 3 bhut it would be an
enomous evil if no con'ract affecting the con-
veyancing of lands or property could be drawn
up, except by lawyers. The Registrars became
g00d oonveyancers,

Mr. CHAMBERS was opposed to allowing Re-
gistrars to turn their offices into conveyancing
offices. - They should be confined to their legiti-
mate business. y

Mr. WALSH hoped this clause would be with-
drawn.

Hon, J. 8. MACDONALD was not wedded to
this clauge in its present shape. Eis object was
to prevent unlimited conveyanciog ; sud for this
purpose he would propose to substitute another
clause to afford a remedy ageiost nnskilled par-
sons acting as conveyancers, and thereby caus-
ing damage.

Hon.J A. MACDONALD agreed with the
principle of the new clause, but contended that
it would be hardly proper to include it 1n this
bill relating to Registration,

Mr. BUCHANAN—If any person presumed to
draw oyt & title he should be held respousible.
(Hear, hear )

Mr. WOOD wished to have the clanse as
amended in thid bill, 1L might be made to ap-
ply P’V gaying “Any Registrar or any other pers
gon,”

Mr. J. 8. ROSS —It was very amusing to see
Lhe anxiety of lawyers that the public 8uonld not
suffer damage. He thought the law ghould be al-
lowed to remain as it was.

Hon. J. 8. MAODONALD requested the clauge
to be allowed to stand and he would subsitate
something at & later stage which would meet the
up?rovux of the House,

The seventeenth clause relating to the removal
of Registrara guilty of fraudulenu practices, or
not performing their duties ; and relating also to
thieir liability in treble damages to persons injur-
ed wag ellowed 1o stand.

The remniniog clauses, as far as the twenty-
fourth, passed through the Qommittes,
The Oommitte then rose, reported progress and
asked leave to sit again,
Hon. J. 8. MACDONALD moved ¥ that this
House do now adjourn.?

THE RASTHR REQESS.
Mr. MUNRO thereupon moved, in amendment,
that the following words be added—‘“until Thurs-
day, March 31st.” "
Hon J. 8. MACDONALD-~¥y hon. friend
can't move that, (Opposition cries of  hear,”

The SPEAKER read from “Todd's Practice,”
to ehow that the role in the kouse of Lords was
that the only motion that could be moved in
amendment to ong of adjournment was one of ad-
journment till some other day, -
Hon. J, B MACDONALD-—That is only the
practice in the Hounse of Lords.
—Hon. Mr, CARTIER said that before this mo-
tian could be carried, the previous order would
haye to be rescinded; and this required previous
notice.
Hon. J. S. MACDONALD said that he did
not think this motion  was fair to the House,
which had already decided ag to the adjourn-
ment.

MACDONALD was happy to find
the head of the Government was opposed to the
raean: attempt made at this stage to gain an ad-

gentlemen absent had paired off and their ab-
gence would not affect & vice on the great queas
tipns before the Houge, "Those who had gone
away, had taken their vacation boldly, and
wished tg deny it to us. The motion was in

order,

Mr. DUNKIN said that as to its being fair,
how many members, ten minutes ago, thought
the vote was coming up atall? If we were to
understand it to be a Parlinmentary rule that
at any hour & motion be sprung in the House
on & question of adjournment, he would be glad
to know in what way the business could be car-
ried on 7 .

Mr, A. MACKENZIE justified his course. It
would be perfectly fuir to put this motion,
the subject of adjournment having been can~
vassed so much already.

Mr. PARKER said if this House expressed ils
opinion honestly, it would be iu fayvor of an ad-
Journment.

Hon J. A, MACDONALD raised the gquestion
of order, The House had exvpressed its opinion,
and this was supposed to be an honest opinion.
Mr, SHANLY had signed a “round-robin” for
atjournment, as he had jmportant business to
atiend to, buthe had made otier arrpngements,
ang he was now prepured to attend until the
adjonrnwent took place. He would vote against
any motion to adjourn at any earlier period.

Me. DUNKIN, just begged to remark that if
thia amendment were carried, the Election
Committees would bave to meet daily, as they
had not obtained permission to adjourn. (Hear,
heay, aud laughter.)

SEVERAL HON. GENTLEMEN—Put the
motion,

Hon. Mr. CARTIER-—Do hon. gentlemen
expect that we are going to let them go that
way ¢

KN HON. MEMBER—Why no! ?

Hon. Mr. CART{ER—Because 1 can keep the
House here until noon to-morrow myself—iuye,
or until four o’elock to-morrow afternoon,

Mz RYMAL was understood to express hima
self in favor of the adjourmment.  The hon,
wember for Montreal. West (Mz. MeGee) had
signed the “round-robin’' for an adjournment;
but came nextiday 1o him and very bastily
withdrew his guppert from it by erasing hia
name,

Hon, Mr. ALLEYN denounced the amend-
ment as & dishonest praceeding,

Mz, A. MACKENZLE [Lambton] said that,
after the observation made by Mr Dunkin, he
would prefer that Mr. Muoro ghould withdraw
liis ‘motion,

Hon. J.'8. MACDONALD said that the at-
tempt to adjoura until the 31l inst, was unfair,
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day. Ha was glad to see the Opposition s0
genlons in their support of the Government on
1his question ; and would appeal to all his own
riends to vots against the motion.

¢\ Hosz.J. A. MACDONALD complimented the
Attorney General West oo the stand he bad
taken ; but pointed out that his followers were
absolutely aelying their leader. [Cheers and
laughter.]

Hoan. Mr. M:GEE «xplained that after he
(Mr. MeGes) bad sigued the ' round robin” to
allow Western members to go home, he was
met by an influential wember of the Govern-
ment, who cowplimenied him on his adher-
ence Lo the adjournment, and observed, that by
the time the m:wbers returaed !he Gov_ern-
ment wonld have made matters all right. Find-
ing that this was tho object in view, he x?nh-
drew his nsme—erasing it in the most iras-
cable manner of which he was capable.
Doubtless the hon. Finance Minister was very
anxious to obtain time to meke his prepara-
tiov 8, and, of course, it was that hon. member
who guided the movements of the Government.
Tt was for him (Me. Holton) to command—it
was3 for the hon. mvmber for Cornwall to obey.
He [Mc. McGee] was not sorry to observe
1his wseendancy of the hon, Finance Mioister,
for brains were in the ascendant, #nd the head
governed ag it onght. [Laughter and cheers. ]
1f the Government were not prepared 10 go on
—if they wanted time to prepare themselves or
to reconstruct, then let them say so by all
means—Ilet them come down to the Houseand
ask for time, and ubide by consequencas, Tl_m
action of the supporters of the Government in
this matter reminded him, Mr. McGee, of one
of the earliest political novels he had read—
@ pPaul Clifford"—in which the government of
the day is represented by a gang of ¢ gentle-
men of the road.” Laughter. One of these,
Augustus Tomlinson, a footpad of a serious
turn of mind, is made to describe the distine-
tion between himself and Viscount Dunshun-
ner, by saying that while he was good * on the
open road, the Viscount was the devil at turn-
ing a corner.” (Laughter and cheers.) Now,
the Hon. Premier-—the Viscount Dunshunner
of the present (iovernment---was very sharp at
turning a corner, no doubt; but the House
would not allow him to turn & corner on this
point. (Roars of lavghter.) It was humiliat-
ing, indeed, to see the precarious position in
which the Government stood in this House.
They resembled strongly a pair of too sbort
breeches sustained by a pair of borrowed sus-
penders. (Loud cheers aund laoghter.) The
hon, gentleman went on to say that this was
the position in which we stood, and in which
we were askaed to grunt an adjournment for a
fortnight. He had always thought the hon.
member fer West Durham & man who pursued
a gincerely honest and npright course accord-
ing to his views, snd he believed he would not
be a party to any dodge, and was not in pre-
senting this motion of adjournment. But the
hon. member for South Weutworth (Mr.
Rymal) was concerped in this round robin, and
he had taken occasion to refer to him [Mr.
McGee] in connexion with the matter before
he cume into the House, That gentleman had
a fushion of saying very bitter things, more in
earnest than in fun, by way of a joke, but he
would not give him what he deserved—a
slight castigation—oa this ocragion.

Mr. RYMAL—You may as well ¢“let her

rip.” (Roars of laughter, continuing several
secouds.g
ffon. Mr. McGEE thought his hon. friend

ghould be taken down a peg or two, and that
he shounld be taken to the Sergeant-of-the-Mace
to give him & round dozen. If he must have
this habiv of jesting in Parliament so eoufirmed,
80 a8 to make a Court fool of himself, he would
have to be taken in hand. (Renewed laughter.)
If the proposition for an sdjournment for a fort-
night had beea simply, as it was represented
to him, Mr. McGee, intended for tiié conveni-
ence of Western members to spend a week go-
ing to and 1eturning from their homes, and
needing a fow days relaxation thereat, he would
have subscribed to it most cordially. Baut, be-
ing, as he was informed, intended as a mere
party manoeuvre to gain time, that was so pre-
cions for the Govérnment, which was not press-
ing on any measures, and which had brought
in & bill on this Government day, sure to con-
sume the whole of the gitting, he determined
to oppose the scheme for a fortnight's adjourn-
wment. He had consequently voted with the 100
members against the 13, for the motion of ad-
Journment that had passed, and he saw no rea-
son for the House to undo wkhat it had done.
He, therefore, hoped the hon. gentleman wonld
withdraw his metion. The present motion for
an adjournment of ‘fifieen days was either a
cunning move on bzhalf of the Government or
it was not. If the Premier were raglly opposed
t0 a lengthened adjournment, then the couduct
of the hon, member for West Darham was not
at all creditable to him &8 & party-man.
Mr. MUNRO then withdrew his motion.

The orders of the day having been called, At-
torney General McDonald rose and proceeded

This
circumstancs had pointed to the retirement of
himself, at all events, from the position he occu-
pied if the Government was to be sustained by
that vuwerical strength, which it was desirable
for the best interests of the country it should
posseps. He had, therefore, come to the conclu-
gion that be should resign that position, and his
colleagues had unanimously wfth him placed
their resignations in the bands of His Kxcellen-
«©y. Under these circumstances he moved that
the House do now adjourn.

New York, March 20.,—The Times' Washing-
ton special says:;—The excitement about a raid
by Stuact has subsided. A detachment of the
enemy crossed the Rappahannock at Fredericks-
burg on Wednesday night and the following
day. Tne 18th Pensylvania cavalry captured
twenty of them. On Friday a detachment of
the enemy crossed Morton's Ford, and drove in
the 7th Michigans, Stuart is massing his cavalry
at Oharlottesville where he has three brigades,
and Fredericksbnrg where he has two. Twelve
vegsels from the 10th Louisianians have arrived
within three days, the firat from that regiment.
They had got the Predidents proclamation dis-
tributed in Kilpatrick’s raid.

constitution of the State, and that the election |
for this assembly is to b: held upon the white

basis, under the census of 1861. It may be

proper to say som3 words in explanation of this

statement. Most of our readers ure aware that

in the constitutiop of the United States, though

slaves bad no votes for members of Congress,

they were reckoned in the population of the

geveral districts, for the purpose of apportiening

the number of representatives which such Dis-

tricts were respectively to send. The American

representation is based upon population, and for

this purpose five negroes, otherwise regarded as

mere chattels, were reckoned the equivilent of
three white men. This principle, so favorable to

the glave power in the general government, was

observed also in the state government of Louisi-
ana, In those parts of the State which are oc-

cupied by encrmons plantations there were very

few white men, and still fewer voters; but
these few exercised an immensely dispro-

portionate influence over the cities and

other neighbourhoods where the white population

was numerous, by voting upon the basis of the

slave population. General Banks' order, there-

fore, that the election for the convention shall

proceed upon the white basis, puts an end to the
exorbitant power conferred by the old constitu-
tion on the planting interest, and, &8 between

districls, gives the greatest influence to' those
where there are most white inabitants. Of
course, it is in these districts whers the paople
have the least pecuniary interest in slavery.

It is expected that the convention will make
Louigiana & free State. It is likely, indeed,
that this will be effected by the instrumentality
of a comparatively small part of the population ;
the rest being deterred from Interference by
physical restraint, or the many reasons which
prevent a party put down by military force from
showing itself in opposition; but it is always
desirable for the military power to have some
ostensibly constituted eivil authority, just as in
Lower Oanada, when the Constitution wasover-
thrown, a special Council was appointed to serve
a8 a Legislature. This is the object of Banks’
Convention.

NEW HOUSE OF INDUSTRY.

Zo the Edjfor of the MoxrrEAL HyRALD,

Sir,—Your issue of this jorning contains an
article on the “New House of fndustiy',” in which
it is suggested to place the Industrial Reoms in'
St. Antoine Street, and other similar institutions
under the gama root with it, upon the site which
has been purchased on the corner of Bleury and
Dorchester Streets.

Having taken some little interest in the Indus-
tria} Rooms since their commencement, I now
take the liberty to express some of my views on
this subject.

The Industrial Rooras now one of the most pos
pulac charitable institutions in the' city, were
opened a five years 8go, by 8 committee of ladies
connected yi(‘h the “Home and School of Indus-
try,” and worked the frgt year in connection
with that institution ; bub it Wwas fogynd, that in-
stead of the industrial' department forming a
small branch of the' Home School, having all the
made up articles retaijed round the sfrects in a
basket, it would be desirable to exteng the work-
ing of the rooms to & much larger spale, and ap-
point a Special Commitige for their intlnagemen}t,
and a separate fund for their support-—this fund
to be made up by eollections made by the Jom-
mittee of Management from their funds, 8g no
portign of the Government grant to the “Home
and School of Tndystry,” has been appropriated
tor the support of &he{iooms This with the pro-
ceeds of the annual bazar and the weekly sales
from the roows, has enabled them to carry on
the work, which is increasing so rapidly, that it
will be neceasary to adopt your suggestion, or
take some action which will keep up the present
efficisnt working of the rooms, and af the same
time economize the time and labour of the ladies
now conducting this charity so succegsfully.
That the usefulness of the institution, and its ap-
previztion by the charitable s extending will be
evident,from the iporease in the amounts passing
through the bands of the treagure;lmas paid for
work in each year, as will be scen from the an-
nual reports @

I 'hope the matter will be taken up by the
Committee of the House of Industry, and no
doubt it will be by them worked out in.such a
Wway as to be a great public benefit to the city.

My remarks bave assumed a more extended
shape than I expected, but feeling much inter-
ested in the subject which it would be well to
lay clearly befoce the public, I hope you will
find place for ‘hem in your valuable paper, and
in the meantime beg to sabscribe myself

RUSSELL OONTESTED ELECTION.

Ottawa, March 18th, 1864,

The commission issued at the instance of Mr,
Bell, the sitting member for Russell, to contest
the gualifications of Dr. Hunter, the petitioner
and defeated candidate at the last election; clos-
ed its labours at New Edinburgh to-day. It ap-

pears that Mr Bell objected to Dr. Hunter's right
to contest the seat, alleging that Dr. Hunter was
not a British gubject, and that his property was
not sufficient to qualify him' for Parliament, and
that owiag to certain acts of bribery he was not
entitled to petition. He also asked the commit-
tee to direct Dr. Hunter to prove Lis statos as a
Britigh subject, and the value of his property.
The commictes after hearing the arguments of
Mr, Hodgins, Barrister of Poronto, for the peti-
tioner, and Mr, Casault, Advocats of Quebec, for
the sitting member, decided that prima_facie Dr.
Hunter was qualifitd in  every way, and
that bribery being charged on both siies could
not be urged as a preliminary objsction ; and they
called upon Mr. Bell to make good hia prelimin-
ary objections. Thereupon Mr. Bell applied
for & Commission to the County Judge, to en-
able him to give evidence on the two points of
alienge and want of qualification. Last Tues-
day he called the Registrar of the Qounty, and
other witnesaes, but from their testimony it ap-
peared that Dr. Hunters property was valued at
from $40,000 to $50,000 One of the properties
included in the Dr's qualification is “<ockliffe,”
a beautiful place on the bank of the Otawa,
containing over 150 acres, about two miles
from the ¢ity, near the Rideau Falls, and the
junction of the Ottawa and Rideau rivers. It
was algo proved thut Dr. Hunter, who is an
Englisbman by birth, had resided ncar Ottawa
for many years, and the charge of alienage,
Mr, Bell gave no esidence whatever,

Rossini, who is now ubout seventy years of
age, and very rich, has purchssed a splendid
villa at Pasgy, in the outskirts of Paris, with a
fine garden, a grassy enclosure dignified with
the name ot a park, and delightful views over
the Bois de Boulogne, on whose edge it stands,
Here, during the spring and autumn he gives
grand fetes, to which all the rank and fashion of
the capital swaim in eager crowds. During the
winter he resides in town ;| occupying the first
floor of the large house at the corner of the
Chaussee ’Antia and the Boulevard des Italiens
—that i3 to say in the very heart of the stir and
whirl of this liveliest of Capitals, close to the
two opera-houses, rod the principal theatr.s,
and just where nobody can go anywhere without
passing his door. All the artists of any note,
musiciang, actors, actresses, singers, painters,
&c, are ambitious of being received by him ;
suvans follow in the wake of these ; and the
wealth, rauk, and fashion of Parjs follow the
example of the others. To be seen at the de-
lightful musical-parties given by Rossini during
the winter, is the aim of every one whose ambi-
tion tends in the direction ot social display.

Gigagrp, (Defendunt in the court hslow,) Ap-
ellant, and Axior, ef vir, (Plaintiff in the court
below), Respondent, —This was sn appeal from
4 judgment condemning detevdant to pay plaintiff
the sum of $739, balanceremaining unpaid upon
the sum of one thousand dotlars which the defen-
dants daughter-in law  bound  herself to
pay to the plainiff under a deed of
cession and discolution of ' co-partnership be-
tween them. A partuership had existed at Ver-
cherea between the two wumen, and desiring to
dissolve it, one sold her share of the stock-in-
trade to the other for $1000. Out of (his sale
the action arose

MzrepiTa J , after going into the circumstan-
cea of the case, which are of no interest except
to the partieés concerned, rendered the judgment
of the Uourt, confirming the judgment of the
Superior Oourt in some resppets, wid reversing
it partiaily.

The writ was re—
turned on the 1st October, 1861, and on the 9th
Oct.,, De Courtenay applied to the Court at
Sherbrooke for permission to putin special bail,
and asked leave 1o do so at Quevec, setting
forth that he had been arrested uader the cupias
in the District’ of Quebec, and had there given
bail to the Sheriff of that district ; that the con-
dition of the bond entered into by him and his
bail was that on or before the return day of th
writ, or within eight days thereafter, he should
give security as by law provided, or put in spe-
cial bail to the action ; that in discharge of his
bail to the Sheriff, he was desirous of either giv-
ing the security, or of putting in special bail ;
that he was uuable to furnish such security or
special buil in the district of 8t, Francis, but was
prepared to give it before the Court in the diz-
trict of Quebec where bie was then residing, and
he prayed that he might be permitted to put in
such security or special bail at Quebec on such
day as the Court at Bherbrooke might be pleas-
ed to appoint. These facts were established by
defendant's affidavit, but the Courtrejected the
petition, The re-pondents proceeded with the
action and obtained judgment for $1307. ‘lhe
appellant being intormed of the liability he bad
incurred (towards the respondents presented a
memorial to the Court at Bherbrooke asking
permission to put in special bail, in discharge of
his previous bond to tha Sheriff. Ha represent-
ed that he had always purposed such bail shounld
bs given, and had in proper time caused defen-
dant to petition the Qourt for leave to do so,
and from that time he had been under the im-
presgion tbat special bail had been received. The

Uourt, however, rejected this petition, ap-
parently on the ground that it had
been presented after the elght days

tixed by the statute, and that the Court was
bound by the letter of the law. From thig de-
cision which fustened upon Mr, Sewell as bail, a
liability exceeding thirteen hundred dollars, the
present appeal was brought.

Merepita, J., said this case involved a ques-
tina of great and general importance, namely,
whether bail to the Sheriff could put iv & special
Lafl after the rendering of judgement in the ori-
glnal gyit, and segond, wdether the bail bond
might be in form prescribed by 5 Geo 4, Ohap. 2
which epacted tnav the recognizance of special
bail should be, that the defendant should not
leave the Province without paying the debs. His
Honor proceeded to review the legislation on the
subject, pointing out that the spirit of this legis-
lation tended to the protection of the person of
of the debtor from imprisonment for deb?, and
gought to make his property available to his
creditors, He referred Lo the case of Campbell and
Atkius, ia which special bail had been received
seven months after the judgment, This decision
was not reversed 1n appeal, but the Oourt was
equally divided His honor conceived that the
ditficulty was chiefly owing to a confusion in the
inlerpretation of ths term “ special bail.” He
held that the delay of eight days mentioned in
the Statute might be extended indefinitely by the
Judge on ceuse shewn. He was, therefore,
of the opinion that the judguient should be re-
versed. %' : IS
Moxpxrer, A. J., concurred in the view of Mr.
Justics Meretith and held that the petitioner
should have been allowed (o put in special bail.
Duuay, Oh J., after referring the Acts § Geo.
4, Chap 3, and 12 Vie. Chap 42iacorporated in
our Consolidated Statutes, Ohap: 81, Sec. 3, said
he coneurred in the judgment, thoughimputing a
different meaning 0 the tern special bail, from
that given it by other membess of the Court.—
Judgment reversed, and the petitioner allowed
to putin gpecial bail.

Sraree, et al, (Defendants in the Court be-
low,) Appellants ; und Hexpurson, {(Plaintiff in
the Covrt below,) Rerpondent—The plaintiff
brought his action in the Circait Court to re-
cover possession of four boxes of tobacco, va-
lued at $133.
