Ofthir eection of the Dominiou and its

Un the 19th of last month the Swiss

Constitution was revolutionized but so

quietly was the great work accomplished

that the world knew or it only through a

very brief telegram. Up to the date

mentioned the Helvetic Republic had

been much disturbed by questions ot

States Rights and it wae felt that the

Constitution was far from being, on a

satisfactory basis. l'he agitation to amend

this state of wifairsbegansoonafler the
tall of Napoleon; it being held that the

growing power of Pruesia called for an

augmented military organization under
one central authority in the place of the

several small semi-independent bodies
maintained by the Cantons. But allied

with this military question, was that of

national education, the tendency of the

popular feeling being in favor of the

secular and compulsory system, Several

other important changea ‘were included

in the, new Constitution, with a view to

complete separation of Church and State.
The Revised Constitution was adopted
by m vote of 321,870 to 177,400, nearly

iwo to one, fifteen Cantons voting for
and seven againat.

The result in Switzerland is what will
always be the result where a body or

party arrogating to itself higher powera

than the State ventures into open conflict.

Buch assumption of power in apt to do
religion (we are speaking irrespective of
creeds) great ibjury, even to breeding a
generation of infivels. The Churches

snd the Clerics have their places, and

they can only fulfil! their mission hy

faithfully keeping within bounds. Di-

rectly the eccleniastical body shows a dis-

position to overstep its acknowledged

jurisdiction, there in sown the seeds of

INSURANCE SCANDAL.

Orrawa, May 10.
The two citizens—onè a medical man

and the other a merchant—are charged
with conspiring to defraud a life insur-
ance company out of $10,000. The
merchant applied for a risk on the life of
a man who was dying of consumption.
The doctor signed the application as a
first-class risk, the merchant signing the
name of the insured to the application.
The policy was issued, and nine months
afler the man whose life was insured
died. The merchant applied for the
money. The doctor signed a certificate
that the insured died of bleeding at the
nose, while it was well-known through
the city that he had been dying of con-
sumption for two years, This fact came
to the kuowledge of the agent, who be-
ran to make enquiries, He ascertuined
that none ot the dead mau’s friends were
aware of the ineurance, nor hal he any
transactions with the merchant. The
agent charged the merchant with
awindling. and the merchant offered to
withdraw the death ‘claim if the pre-
minumwae refunded. This was refused,
and an action is to be. entered to-morrow
for conspiracy with intent to defraud.

A SAD INCIDENT.

The London Echo ofa late date says:
Our Paris correspondent writes, dated

When I got inte
ditficuities 1 gave him notes inrteud of
cheques for the stamps purchased. 1
gave him several nôtes at one and twe
months which I think be got discourited.
The discount paid. These notes were
renewed {rom time to time, and at the
period of my failure, 3rd October, 1863,
there were two notes for #2,000 each
outstanding ; there waa also a balance
for that week's stampa, the exact amonnt
of which T do, not rememtier. 1 think
the total indebtedness wan about £5,200.
Against this I gave to Mr. Bourret for
Mr. Freer a receipt for about 300, the
amount due Mr. Freer for commission.

MONARCHY AND REPUBLIC.

Under the head ‘ What we may learn

from England,” the Boston Herald

gays :—

¢ The cost of running the British Go-
vernment is about $350,000,000. This
includes the interest on the pablit debt,
$120,000,000, while ours inonly $88,000,-
000; a great army, dx times as large as
ours; a vast navy that carries the Bri-
tish flag to every port’; a colonial system
which etretches around the whole world;
an expensive royalestablighment with
numerous idle princes to maintain; and a
civil pension fist. It also includes a
great many expenses which, in thiscoun-
try, are borne by the State, county and
municipal governments, The expendi-
turer of our national government for the
last year were not tar from $325,000,000,
of which about £140,000,000 were for in-
terest on the public debtand army and
navy pensions. This leaves $185,000,
000 for ordinary ex)enses, or rather more
than three times as much as was ever
expendedfor all purposes before the war.
Meanwhile the expenses of all the State,
county and municipal government have
been increased in like proportion under
thereign of high prices which resuit from
a depreciated currency.’
