OTTAWA (CP) — The gras-
sroots federalist movement in
Quebec mustered a 7,000-per-
son rally Sunday to demand
tough government action on
unity and deliver a promise of
boycotts and civil disobedience

in support of the cause.

“It's time to lean on each
other,” Howard Galganov, pre-
sident of the Montreal-based
Quebec Political Action Com-
mittee, said before a waving sea
of Maple Leaf and Fleur-de-lis
flags on Parliament Hill.

“We're all we've got.”

Galganov told the crowd that
during the week of the Parti
Québécois convention this
November, he would invite the
media to watch him open a
retail store displaying equally
large French and English signs

Solar Temple cult ready

for another

MONTREAL (CP) — Claims
that another mass ritual suici-
de by members of the Order of
the Solar Temple is being plan-
ned for this summer are being
treated seriously by police.

“We're giving some impor-
tance to that,” said Jacques
Saint-Pierre, a Quebec Police
Force investigator.

“We sent personnel to Euro-
pe to seeif (the claims) are foun-
ded. I haven't yet received the
results of the investigation but
rest assured that we are taking
it seriously.”

Guy Fournier, a writer pre-
paring a TV series about the
solar temple cult, said in April
that two former cult members
informed him that the summer
solstice could incite remaining
members to try the suicidal
ritual they believe will trans-
port them to the star Sirius.

Fournier had said one infor-

suicide try?

mant was a cult member for
nine years and became part of
the inner circle. Both her
parents died in Switzerland in
October 1994, when the cult
first came to light with the
mass deaths of 53 people, inclu-
ding five in Canada.

Last December, another 13
adults and three children were
found dead in the Vercors
region of France.

In both cases, at least some of
the dead were found to have
been murdered by the others,
who then committed suicide.

The Swiss magazine
LTllustre has reported that
Fournier’s other informant was
a Swiss-born esthetician who

was a former associate of

Joseph Di Mambro, the solar
temple leader who died with
the others two years ago.

Bouchard finding
pitfalls of power

QUEBEC (CP) — Lucien Bouchard may jokingly com-
pare himself with movie mobsters but the Quebec premier
is also finding out that in real life some of his offers can,

indeed, be refused.

Bouchard, in power since January, has recently run afoul
of some traditional sovereigntist allies, such as unions.

His government has also
annoyed a large segment of
Quebec women with its deci-
sion to delay adopting pay-
equity legislation.

Francoise David, head of the
Quebec Federation of Women,
accused the Parti Québécois
government of adopting a right-
wing agenda after it put the
legislation on the back burner.

That'’s considered a stinging
rebuke for a government that
prides itself on being a strong
supporter of social-democratic
values.

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Manning wants to fight Liberals, not friends

VANCOUVER (CP) — Pres-
ton Manning, fresh from four
days of internal battles among
Reformers, turned his guns on
the governing Liberals Sunday
and started campaigning for an
election that's still a year away.

“Reform is ready to put the
Liberals’ record of broken pro-
mises to the people,” he decla-
red after a rousing, campaign-
style rally that concluded the
party convention.

“Canadians need a fresh
start.”

Organizer Cliff Fryers pum-
ped up the crowd with an asser-
tion that Reform will leap from
its current third place in the
Commons to form the next
government.

He was undeterred by opi-
nion surveys showing the party
in the mid-teens in public sup-
port. “Do not be distracted by
those who read polls. I believe.”

It remains to be seen
whether Manning can hold
together his unruly coalition,
let alone broaden it to take

power in the election expected
in 1997.

Manning emerged from the
convention with a solid 86-per-
cent mandate in the customary
leadership review. That was
down from 92 per cent two
years ago, but the leader was
satisfied.

“We've had to say some fairly
hard things to our own delega-
tes about disciplining ourselves

.. yet the vast majority seem to
be willing to take that and
affirm me as the one to do it.”

Reform has been dogged by
controversy between modera-
tes who want to soften the par-
ty'sright-wingimage and hard-
liners who see it as a protest
movement against traditional
politics.

The dispute reached crisis
proportions a month ago, when
Manning suspended MPs Bob
Ringma and Dave Chatters
from caucus for discriminatory
remarks against gays and
ethnics.

Then moderate Jan Brown

quit, suggesting the party wasa
haven for extremists.

Manning was blunt in a key-
note address Saturday night: “-
For a new party to become a
governing party, we must first
master the government of
ourselves.”

He counselled followers to
avoid distractions like gay
rights and stick to the “big
issues” of tax relief, national
unity and crime in the streets.
But even on those issues the
messages from the convention
were mixed.

Reformers voted to abolish
the GST and institute a flat tax
on income, with everybody
paying the same rate. But there
is no firm timetable for GST
abolition, and critics say the
flat tax favors the rich over the
poor.

Manning sees tax cuts as the
key to economic growth: “Taxe-
s, taxes, taxes kill jobs, jobs,
jobs.”

But he won't lower taxes
until the budget is balanced —

so he wants to speed gover-
nment spending cuts and get to
a zero deficit in two years.

He doesn’t say how many
public-sector workers will lose
their jobs, but admitted Sunday
there are ‘‘human
consequences.”

On national unity, Reform
continues to reject distinct
society status for Quebec and
insist there will be no easy deal
on separation if the province
leaves Confederation.

Reform’s call for decentrali-
zation — giving the provinces
control of manpower training,
natural resources, housing,
recreation, language, culture
and a host of other areas — is
more extensive but not diffe-
rent in principle from that of
Prime Minister Jean Chretien.

Reform hardly registers on
the political map of Quebec,
and party strategist Rick
Anderson conceded it likely
won't have candidates in every
riding there in the next
election.

“We'd like to . . . but I think
quality is going to be more
important than quantity.”

On criminal justice, there is
wide support for the party’s
stand on some issues, like
denying early parole to convic-
ted murderers. More conten-
tious are proposals to abolish
the Young Offenders Act and
repeal gun registration.

Nor has the flap over gay
rights run its course. Delegates
affirmed the equality of all befo-
re the law — then promptly
passed a resolution that effecti-
vely denies spousal benefits to
gays.

There was further controver-
sy when advertising consultant
Bryan Thomas wondered aloud
whether toinclude a gay person
among the crowd pictured on a
glossy election pamphlet.

Manning was unworried by
the media reaction: “I didn't
think 30 seconds about it . ...l
wouldn’t try to make a moun-
tain out of that molehill.”

Ascot rurals vote overwhelmingly to leave

ASCOT — Rural residents
from two different sectors
voted massively in favor of
breaking away from Ascot and
Jjoining neighboring municipa-
lities in two separate referen-
dums Sunday.

Residents from the
Huntingville/Milby/Earlstown
sector voted 80.2 per cent in
favor of splitting to join
neighboring Waterville — 236

yes votes compared to 58 noes.

Some 77.5 per cent of resi-
dents from the area near
Albert Mines/Belvidere
Heights/Capelton sector favo-
red annexation to Hatley
Township with 352 yes votes
and 102 noes.

The results confirm an
earlier referendum last spring
which showed 80 per cent of
rural residents were unhappy
with the present situation.

Turnout Sunday was high as
76.2 per cent of a possible 601
eligible voters turned out for
the Hatley Townhsip merger
proposal. Some 65.6 per cent of
the 448 eligible voters turned
out to cast ballots on the
Waterville annexation vote.

“The referendum has been
held and the results are clear,
now it will be up to the minis-
ter to decide,” said rural sepa-
ratist Gordon Barnett, who led

Barnett said the majority of

people on hand for the count at
Alexander Galt Regional High
School were thrilled with the
results.

Dion: Canadian solidarity good for economy

AYER’'S CLIFF — Less than
a year ago, Stéphane Dion saw
himself as a political observer
and commentator. But after
some arm-twisting by Prime
Minister Jean Chrétien, the
former political science profes-
sor and policy analyst is now in
the middle of the fray.

However the country's
newest intergovernmental
affairs minister hasn't lost his
habit of commenting on federal
politics.

At a brunch for the Megantic-
Compton-Stanstead Liberal
Party Association Sunday mor-

ning, the neophyte minister
said Canada desperately needs
a credible opposition party.

“That’s what we need, a real
opposition,” he told almost 100
Liberal supporters at the
annual fundraiser.

Dion says the Liberals are
the only healthy federal party
— the only one with elected
representatives from all pro-
vinces, which has francophones
and angophones working
together, and which also inclu-
des natives and immigrants.

“Regional parties don’t
represent pan-Canadian inte-
rests,” he said. “They are essen-

tially founded on jealousy.”
Dion said that during the
last parliamentary session he
counted at least 14 different
times when Bloc Québécois
members complained that Que-
bec was getting the short end of
the stick. He said there were at
least as many interventions by
Reform party MPs complaining
that Quebec is the spoiled child
of the Canadian federation.
But Dion, whose noisy entry
onto the political scene was
marked by controversial com-
ments about the possible parti-
tion of Quebec, spent most of
his speech arguing the merits of
the Canadian federation.
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Quebec is well served by the
Canadian federation, getting
more back in transfer pay-
ments from Canada than it
contributes in tax money, he
said. And no one province can
accomplish as much alone as it
can within Canada.

“The point is that this great
Canadian solidarity is good for
our economy and for future
generations.”

LOST JOBS

Dion said political and econo-
mic uncertainty is causing lost
jobs and investments and that
Premier Lucien Bouchard
should stop claiming that inde-
pendence would not hurt
Quebec.

Dion said Bouchard and
other separatists must also
stop claiming that Canada is
going bankrupt.

He said public finances are
improving and six of the ten
provinces have balanced or
almost balanced their books or
have accumulated surpluses.
Even Quebec is getting its hou-
se in order with a series of dras-
tic cuts, Dion pointed out.

“It’s lucky for Mr. Bouchard
that the Yes didn’t go through
orelse the cuts would have been
alot tougher without the help of
other Canadians,” he said.

But Dion’s arguments in
favor of Canadian unity were
not just economic.

“The reason I think Canada
should stay together is because
it 1s 2 country that is celebrated
throughout the world as a
model of tolerance and open-

ness,” he explained.

After 30 years of never-
ending constitutional squab-
bles which have imperiled their
unity, Canadians need to hear
more positive things from Que-
bee, Dion said.

WORTH SAVING

“We must remind each other
of what we have, and why it's
worth keeping,” he said.

Dion added that Canada
must improve on its strengths,
including a highly decentrali-
zed federation and
bilingualism.

Dion said other countries
concentrate too much power in
central governments, creating
bureaucratic monsters that are
out of touch with the people.

He said Canada needs
concrete changes such as han-
ding more powers to the provin-
ces in areas such as recreation,
tourism, housing and food ins-
pections. He said another key to
renewed federation is limits on
federal spending powers.

Dion also said that Canada’s
bilingualism “opens a formida-
ble window” on the world
because of its ability to deal in
two international languages.

The greatest work in solving
the unity questions, he said, is
in average Quebecers explai-
ning to other Quebecers and
Canadians what secession
means.

“If we work hard together,
Quebec will no longer appear as
a contradiction but as a perfect
complement to the rest of
Canada.”

Graduates warned: Don’t lose your judgment

LENNOXVILLE — Satur-
day marked the end of a signifi-
cant period in 450 students’
lives as the Class of 1996 gra-
duated from the hallowed halls
of Bishop's University.

But while the 150th spring
convocation spelled the end of
an era, it also marked the
beginning a new one for gra-
duates moving on to the chal-
lenge of further studies or bud-
ding careers.

Graduating students are
stepping out into a changing
and challenging world where
critical throught is being stifled
by the development of technolo-
gy, diplomat Henry F. Davis
warned in his convocation
address.

Davis, who has been a senior
Canadian diplomat, chief of
Protocol and a special advisor
to the Privy Council, said com-
puters stifle critical thought,
which has been one of the main
objectives of education since
Socrates.

REPLACING JUDGEMENT

“Faith in the efficiency of the

electronic process is in danger
of replacing the judgment of the
educated mind in assessing the
value of developments,” Davis
said, adding that he was relie-
ved recently when a specially
programmed computer failed to
defeat a Russian world cham-
pion chess player.
“The human mind can still
show its worth,” he said.
Davis said that 1n an increa-
singly electronic world, we
must be vigilant to ensure that
training does not replace edu-
cation and that technological
skills do not replace thought.
“Human ingenuity is in dan-
ger of being overwhelmed by
the speed and ingenuity of the
machine in solving complex
problems,” he said. “But we
must ask ourselves: do we
always get the best answer?”
Davis, who graduated from
Bishop’s in 1932 before a distin-
guished career in the public
service, compared the technolo-
gical revolution of today to the
industrial revolution of the
19th century, adding that the
economic and social implica-

tions can not yet be fully
foreseen.

Davis said the challenge for
graduates will be to discover

the place of individual jud-
gment within a science-driven
era.

John Sharp’s recollection of the
hospital and his father’s inte-
rest in it remained vivid.

Speaking in impeccable
French he shared some of his
childhood memories, including
his fond wish to slide down the
steel chute which served as a
fire escape on the side of the old
hospital. “Should a fire occur,
the nurses were to push the
patients on mattresses down
the chute,” he explained.

Sharp remembered the
Christmas day he fell over a
staircase with his pet poodle
and his father called nurse
Dyer to arrange an X-ray — for
the poodle.

North Hatley residents give community centre a lift

NORTH HATLEY (MC) —
The North Hatley Community
Centre just got a little easier to

get into, especially if you're
disabled.
Sunday afternoon communi-

ty workers and volunteers held
the official ribbon cutting cere-
mony for their newly-
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rennovated centre, which
offers easier access for those
using wheelchairs or those who
just have a hard time getting
around.

The main improvement to
the centre is a new lift, which
will be used to help the handi-
capped get to the second floor
facility. The bathrooms, once
complete, will also offer easier
access for those with
disabilities.

“Over the years people
haven’t been able to get up the
stairs,” said Wendell Smith,
past president of the communi-
ty centre. With an aging popu-
lation, Smith expects more peo-
ple will be drawing on pro-
grams offerred by the centre,
and they'll need to get in.

Besides the lift and new
bathroom facilities, the centre
also has new carpets, a room
for the Meals-on-Wheels pro-
gram, and a fresh coat of paint.
Smith said much of the work,
with the exception of electrical
and plumbing work, were done
by volunteers. Smith himself

did the painting.

Funding for the $20,000 ren-
novation project came largely
from the community, with a
$3000 grant from Orford MNA
Robert Benoit for the lift.

“We were quite surprised
and quite happy to be able to
raise the money so quickly,”
Smith said.

Fundraising began last
August, and by Christmas the
centre had managed to exceed
its $20,000 goal.

Smith explained that the
fundraising process began
when ex-mayor Ruth Taylor
managed to convince Benoit of
the need for improvements to
the facilitites, which has been
the home of the centre since
1974. A mass mailing to North
Hatley taxpayers raised the
rest.

Parents need to be informed by police
when their kid 1s hot-rodding about town
and they have to take appropriate action to
put the brakes on the reckless behavior.

Driving instructors must stress the fra-
sty of cars. and the inability of even the
most experienced drivers to control them
vhen pushed bevond reasonable limits.

And I long for the day a police directive
restricts high speed chases to only the most
vxceptional circumstances which pose an
immediate threat to public safety.

Because 1n <0 many cases. once vou stop
the chase. vou ehiminate the threat.

Mexican leader’s visit
bad news for the U.S.

OTTAWA (CP) — Canada and Mexico are expected
to team up to fight U.S. policies they find harmful
when Mexican President Ernesto Zedillo arrives for a
five-day wisit today.

Analysts say there are at least three initiatives
mmed at the United States the two countries intend to
consult on.

One is how to fight the American Helms-Burton
trade sanctions bill which would punish Canadian
and Mexican companies that do business with Cuba.

The second is how to pressure the United States to
fast-track the admittance of Chile to the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement — something the U.S.
opposes,

And the two countries will be looking at ways of eli-
minating land mines in the Western hemisphere.

“Historically we know that Mexico and Canada
weren't close politically until (Mexico became a mem-
her of) NAFTA,"” says Evan Potter, editor of Canadian
‘oreign Policy.

“Now there's a recognition of commonality of inte-
ests on how to deal with Washington.”

Brass were deaf to the alarms

OTTAWA (CP) — The Somalia
inquiry’s investigation of a Defen-
ce Department scandal has so far
found that when junior officers
sounded the alarm at headquar-
ters last September, the brass
were deaf.

The inquiry has spent seven
weeks hearing witnesses explain
how Somalia-related documents
were altered, how the Access to
Information Act was ignored and
how an attempt was made to des-
troy documents sought by Somalia
investigators.

The main revelation has been
that senior officials were warned
by their juniors about the docu-
ment problems, but didn’t react.

Two navy lieutenants, Joel
Brayman and Al Wong, warned a
series of superiors that there had
been an attempt to destroy
documents.

They also warned that the
Access Act had been sidestepped
and even that Gen. Jean Boyle,
who was then on his way to the top
jobn the military, had signed two
misleading letters to a journalist.

The immediate result? Nothing.

Brayman even went to Lt.-Col.
Kim Carter, a military lawyer,
with his tale of document altera-
tions and destruction orders. Her
reacfion was to give him seven
days to straighten things out in-
house

Ruth Cardinal, the director
general of public affairs in whose
department the problems " were
festering, was told but did
nothing.

Lt.-Gen. James Fox, a retired
officer brought back to supervise
the transfer of Defence documents
to the inquiry, was told. He did
nothing, He didn’t warn Boyle
that his signature was on two erro-
neous documents.

The irony is that the whole
investigation, which has side-
tracked the inquiry since April

Next few years are the key — Montreal study

Cable TV to grow throughthe Internet?

By Allan Swift

MONTREAL (CP) — Cable
TV companies could lose 13 to
15 per cent of their customer
base in the next decade to com-
petitors like telephone compa-
nies, says a report by a
Montreal-based brokerage
firm. But it still likes their
stock.

The recommendation is
because cable TV will compen-
sate for lost revenues from
video distribution by providing
Internet access and later tele-
phone service.

The projections are in a
report by Lévesque Beaubien
Geoffrion Inc., which doesn’t
agree with some negative sce-

narios for cable TV.

“Inour view, the major Cana-
dian cable companies are not
dinosaurs and the industry will
enjoy sustained growth in the
foreseeable future.” says ana-
lyst Normand Roy, editor of the
report.

In fact, Roy believes the
convergence of video and tele-
phone will make a technologi-
cal transformation as revolutio-
nary as the introduction of the
automobile.

Cable compamnies are already
offering tmal access to the
Internet — the global computer
network — in selected cities.
But full-blown competition
between the telephone and

cable companies won't start
until 1999, Roy believes.

Besides the Internet, Roy
says cable companies by the
end of the decade stand to gain
over 19 per cent of the business
telephone market and 14 per
cent of residential.

In the same period, Roy pre-
dicts the telephone companies
could capture 15 per cent of the
whole signals distribution
market, including video.

He believes the cable indus-
try will go through three phases
in the next decade. In the first,
to 1998, cable will continue to
grow, with help from the
Internet.

In the second phase, to 2001,
growth will slow and cable

This deal caught out one sleepy de-
clarer. How should South plan the
play in tour spades after West has led
the heart queen”

Two hearts showed at least five
spades. Then, when North offered a
choice between three no-trump and
four spades, South had an easy deci-
sion to make

Missing three aces, declarer had to
avoid a third-round heart loscr. South
could discard dummy’s loser on his
third club, but that had to be organized
immediately. The declarer who won
the first trick in hand went down. West
ducked the club king, won the second
round of clubs and returned a heart,
stranding declarer in the dummy.

The careful declarers won the first
trick in the dummy before attacking
clubs. Although West ducked the first
club, won the second and returned the
heart 10, South could win in hand and
discard dummy’s last heart on the
club jack. The spade ace was driven
out and 10 tricks were won,

CHICAGO (AP) — The
French call it “brouillard.” The
30,785 fogged-in fans at Wri-
gley Field could only guess
where the ball was at times.

“I think I've seen it all at
Wrigley Field now,” Ryne
Sandberg said of the fog. “-
We've played in snow and sleet
and rain and sub-zero
temperatures.”

Sandberg shrugged off the
elements Sunday, hitting a
three-run homer into the fog,
and Steve Trachsel lowered his
ERA to 2.38 as the Chicago
Cubs beat the Montreal Expos
4-2.

The fog, which created pro-
blems for the players in Satur-
day night's game, would drift
over Wrigley Field, at times
obliterating the scoreboard in

LAS VEGAS (AP) — Enjoy
Oscar De La Hoya while you
have him. Boxing’s newest
superstar need only look at
Julio Cesar Chavez to realize
he doesn’t want to be in the
lucrative but brutal sport too
long.

After a devastating perfor-
mance Friday night against a
fizhter who seemed to age in
the ring before him, De La
Hoya was in command of both
the World Boxing Council
super lightweight title and his
own future plans.

“I want to fight the best

More importantly, the ease
of the win propelled him into
superstar status only four
years after first gaining popu-
larity by winning the Olympic
gold medal in Barcelona.

Even Chavez, while claiming
his cuts cost him the win,
conceded as much.

“Oscar’s got a brilliant futu-
re,” Chavez said “He's a
fighter going up and up.”

Arum said De La Hoya will
ficht again in Las Vegas on
Sept. 14, either against unde-
feated former lightweight
champion Miguel Angel Gonza-
lez of Mexico or hard-hitting
International Boxing Federa-
tion 140-pound champion
Konstantin Tszyu of Russia.

After that, he plans to move
up to welterweight to fight Per-
nell Whitaker in March or

April or next year, followed by
a fight with undefeated Felix
Trinidad.

Somewhere in that schedule
lies the possibility of a rematch
with Chavez, who wants to
fight twice more before fighting
De La Hoya again, possibly in
the 136,000-seat Azteca sta-
dium in Mexico City.

“If Oscar De La Hoya would
have knocked me down, I
would have retired right then,”
Chavez said at a Saturday
news conference. “But I'm not
happy with what happened. I

Baits going through an evolution of their own

want to fight him again.”

Fish can be caught even in heavily-fished waters

After a long, harsh winter, fishing
season has finally opened.

But many heed the advent of spring
by launching their boats in quest of the
season’s first catch. That can not only
make an angler’s favorite fishing hole
congested and cramped, but fish can be
difficult to catch with increased fishing
pressure.

Or can they?

“Species of fish easily susceptible to a
certain lure are taken from the system
as they are caught,” says Winnipeg's
Dave Abbott, a veteran trophy angler.
“Those not particularly attracted are
left to reproduce and pass their indiffe-
rence to their offspring.”

That's what Abbott calls natural
selection. He cites the evolution of the
English birch moth as an example.

In pre-industrial England, birch
moths were predominantly white, with
some black mutants. The white moths
found refuge on the white birch trees.
The mutants were easy pickings for
hungry birds.

That changed with the industrial
revolution. Soot and smog from the fac-
tories eventually darkened the trees,
giving the black gene the advantage for

survival. Now, the moths are black.

“That’s natural selection, Mother
Nature's way of preserving a species,”
Abbott says. “In order for fishermen to
continue to be successful, we must go
through that process of evolution with
our baits.”

Even the simple jig.

Gone are round-head only designs.
In an effort to improve presentation
and attract fish, manufacturers are
coming up with new ideas.

Two of Abbott’s favorite innovations
are Gopher Tackle’'s mushroom head
design and the Whiz Kid, manufactu-
red by Bad Dog Lures.

The back portion of the mushroom jig
is flat, allowing plastic bodies to fit bet-
ter. The resulting payoff can be huge.

“When it comes to jig fishing, presen-
ting the bait in the most natural way
possible is crucial,” said Gopher
Tackle's Conrad Peterson. “When an
inactive fish comes up to a bait as it’s
falling through the water, it flares its
gills to inhale the bait.

“You want that jig to move easily
with that flow. A plastic body on a ball-
head jig isn’t tucked up smoothly
against jighead. The mushroom head
jig adds just another plus in
hydrodynamics.”

The Whiz Kid has a propeller located

just before the hook.

“Gary Snyder (who owns Bad Dog
Lures) has designed the prop in a way
that it works like a windmill,” Abbott
said. “He has little holes (in propeller)
that provide vibration that’s picked up
by a fish on its lateral line.

“So they're actually sensing the
bait’s movement. When you get out
there and start using it, you'll really see
the results.”

Abbott knows about results. He has
caught numerous 30-plus pound nor-
thern pikes and muskies over 40
pounds. .He has also boated 13-plus
pound walleyes and smallmouth bass
nearing seven pounds.

Snyder says much jig evolution has
come from field testing conducted by
pro walleye anglers, who continually
modify tackle.

“Guys like Gary Parson and Keith
Kavajecz (pro walleye fishing's top
guns) have really helped educate me as
far as why we do things,” Snyder said.
“They're always out on the water tes-
ting things and making little changes
here and there.

“If something works for the pros,
generally it will work for the average
fisherman.”

More manufacturers are paying
attention to detail. When it comes to
coloring jigs, some don't merely dunk
them into paint. They air-brush them,
preventing clogged eyelets.

That results in stronger knots becau-
se anglers don't attempt clearing the
eyelets with hooks, which create frayed
and jagged paint particles. Air brus-
hing creates a smoother surface, allo-
wing for a tighter fit of a knot.

But does paying attention to detail
really work? Just ask Abbott’s 14-year-
old daughter, Katie, who two years ago
caught a 13-pound walleye on a
heavily-fished lake near Winnipeg by
matching her presentation to the condi-
tions she faced.

“As a trophy angler, I make sure I
put myself in the right place at the
right time with the right bait,” Dave
Abbott said. “For the average angler,
understanding the right place and right
tlme can be a challenve

“By selecting new and innovative
bait desngns proven in the field by pros,
the angler will be selecting the right
bait that will tell them when place and
time align. Utilizing this approach, the
average angler will not only catch more
and bigger fish, but also plug into a
learning process.’

Ernie Els wins by eight in Buick Classic

HARRISON, N.Y. (AP) —
Ernie Els came back to earth in
the final round of the Buick
Classic, at least by the excep-
tional standards he set during
the tournament's first three
days.

But no one else ever got off
the ground.

Ahead by six shots at the
start of Sunday’s final round,
Els shot an even-par 71 — and
won by eight shots. He finished
with a four-round total of 271,
13-under-par.

“It’'s quite surprising,” Els
said. “I thought the guys would
have come after me a little
more. It's quite surprising that
nobody, really, on the leader-
board went under par.”

His victory margin was the
largest on tour since Davis
Love III won by eight strokes at
the 1993 Las Vegas Invitatio-
nals It also tied the biggest win-
ning margin at the Buick Clas-
sic, set by David Frost in 1992.

The South African native
won his third PGA Tour title
and first since the 1995 GTE
Byron Nelson Classic. He was
also the first wire-to-wire win-
ner on the PGA tour since Tim

Herron at the Honda Classic in
March.

Els said after Saturday’s
round that the difficulty of the
Westchester Country Club
course would make it hard for
someone to emerge from the
pack with a 64 or a 65 to put
some pressure on him.

But to shoot par and gain
ground on the field?

“Ernie ran away from the
tournament,” said Craig Parry,
one of four golfers who tied for
second. “He made us all look
like fools out there, really.”

And the field at Westchester,
considered a good tuneup for
next week's U.S. Open, was a
strong one with Greg Norman,
Nick Faldo and several other
big names.

“You've got a very, very good
field here this week,” Parry
said. “It's OK to get in front of a
mediocre field, but this is a
very good field.”

No one was closer to Els than
five strokes on Sunday, and he
admitted that starting at about
the 11th or 12th hole he knew

the tournament was his. On
the 15th hole, a long par-4, he
hit a driver over trees to cut

through a dogleg. When asked
if that was a smart play with a
seven-stroke lead, Els said, “-
with a seven-shot lead you can
afford to hit a tree.”

Then he thought for a minu-
te and corrected his questioner,
“It was actually a 10-shot lead
at that point.”

Els, who was tied with Tom
Watson after one hole of the
final round of last week's
Memorial Tournament before
fading to sixth, said he’s eager
to play at this week’s Open in
Bloomfield Hills, Mich. He won

the Open in 1994.

“I'm happy about my game
and [ can’t wait until next
week,” he said.

Parry finished tied for
second with Steve Elkington,
Tom Lehman and Jeff Maggert
at 5-under 279. Fred Funk,
Frost and Brad Faxon were at
280.

Maggert had a 69 Sunday,
while the others in those two
groups either shot a 70 or 71.

Dave Barr of Richmond,
B.C., finished in 62nd place. He
shot 70 for a six-over 290 and
won $2,520.
