It is no secret among the party touters
that an election fund of portentous propor-
tions has beon created and wlll soun be
placed “where it will do most good” It
would thus appear that the old gamo is to
be played sgain with the old counters and
according to  the approved moethods
in which the machine politlelans are
adepts. But though monoy Is to be used
and used lavishly, in the coming contest, as
there Is only too good reason to [lear, the
faot must not be taken as a proof of pre-
valllng corruption. There is, as every ono
who has taken a hand in party politics
knows, & olass among the electors who
regard the franchise as a thing of barter
and sale. Members of this class would not
dream of wvoting, or of stirring n tingoer,
or of taking a step without a clear
understanding of the nature and extent
of the reward they are to roceive, This is
a humiliating acknowledgment to be com-
pelled to make, but it is qualified tosome
extact by the equally just admission that
the class referred to Is a minority. They
are, in fact, the loose fish that como tu the
surface at election times, hungering for the
bait which they know from experlence
is placed on the party hooks for
the purpose of catching them. They are
not at all shy, for they are anxious Lo Le
caught. Indeed, men of this sort have be-
comse so perverted that they feel and some-
times actually express a sense of personal
injury should they be asked to vote without
payment. They are Insulted beyond en-
durance at the thought that they are not
worth bribing. This melancholy conditlon
of degradation is not the result of depraved
morals, for the men who feel and act so are
on the average as honest In their lives
as other men. To what, then, are
wa to attribute thelr political de-
basement? It comes, we cannot help be-
lleving, from the absence of & really great
purposein the contests of parties, and the
palpable lack of prineiple openly displayed
in parli v and legislative conduct on
both sldea. Office and 1ts emoluments, the
manipulation of ocontracta, nepotism
in the selection of relatives and friends
for government sltuations, the pros-
titutlon of power to eelfish in-
teresta—these and the llke aro tho
object lessons constantly before the eyes of
the electors, Is It any wonder, therclfore,
that every conostituency should havo its
contingent of loose fish, who Bee In an
election thelr only chance of gettingashare
in “the distribution of public spoil? Why,
they think, should they vote gratuitously
for a man who will not condescend to
notice them the next day, but tukes care to
get slloea of the public domaln for himeclf,
and who sacrifices his and his wife's rola-
tlonsa at the shrine of his country
in comfortable sltuations where the pay is
large and the work lssmall. Thus the dls-
honesty of the poilticlans 18 reflected and
reproduced in the electorate, and mutual
corruption results when they come In active
contact with each other. DBut there is a
majority, wo honestly belleve, who look
with contempt on both and who really hold
firmly to thelr principies. Too often,
unfortunately, those who composo that
majority are led astray by party af-
flllatlone and by the not unnatural
convictlon that, {f thelr own party bo no
better than the othor, it cannot possibly be
worse and it 1s the partof wisdom to choose
the lesser of two evila. Sometimes they
allow thelr feellng of contempt for can-
didates, in whose selection they had no
volce, to prevent them altogether from
golng to the polls and votlng. ‘This is a
profound mistake. They should remember
the loose flsh, and their duty In the ex-
erolse of a sacrod trust—for the fran-
chige Is a trust, mnot & right--
and give an honest vote, not so much for
the man but for the principle which, how-
ever unworthlly, ho muay represent.  Every
honest votor should act as if the trlumph of
justice depended on his one vole and with
the eamo senso of responsibility that guides
his conduet in matters of conscience. By hon-
est votos alone can the briber be foiled and
the prostituted ballot of theo lovse fish made
worthloss. If thereare anough lovse (ish to
turn an election, thers ought to be ecnough
honest votors to overpowoer the loowe flsh.
But this class of men should not allow
themselves to rvemaln helplessly in the
hands of party managers. Itls anold and
vulgar error, long ago polnted out, that
oppoaition 18 necessmry in a free country.
It I8 true, that when the government is
of the common character of governmentp,
that Is, a junto of artful and pushing poll-
ticlans, who have thrust thomselves Into
the management of aflairs, in order
to enrlch th ves  and thelr fam-
