BURGLARS.

Dowd Hﬂow Been
[dentified.

High Constable Moe Located
Him at Chambersburg, Pa.,
and Proceedings Will Be
Taken to Have Him Extra-
dited.

High Constable Moe returned
from Chambersburg, Pa., this
morning. The High Constable left
for Philadelphia on Saturday even-
ing on receipt of a communica-
tion from the police authorities in
that city stating that a man an-
swering the description of Dowd,
one of the four men prisoners who
made such a sensational escape
from the Sherbrooke jail two
years ago last April, while await-
ing trial on a charge of breaking
into the People's Bank of Halifax
at Danville, the previous Febru-
ary, was in prison. ldr. Moe arriv-
ed in Philadelphia on Sunday, and
on proceeding to the police head-
quarters he was informed by Mr.
P. Millar, the head of the detective
department, that the man in ques-
tion was in jail at Chambersburg,
Pa., about 150 miles from Philadel-
phia, serving a sentence of six
months for having been found
with burglars tools in his posses-
sion.

On arriving at Chambersburg,
on Monday evening, Mr. Moe at
once proceeded to the jail, and the
Iu'isuuer Dowd having been
yrought betore him, he immediate-
ly recognized him as one of the
four jail breakers and bur-
glars, Dowd stoutly denied his
identity and said that he had nev-
er been in Sherbrooke or Canada,
and that his name was Blanchard.
Notwithstanding his protestation
of innocence in so far as the jail
breaking and robbery was con-
corned, the High Constable had no
hesitation in placing him, and his
identification was further stenr-
gthened by a remark which the
prisoner Dowd was heard to make
to a companion in the same ward
after he had beer interviewed,
which was to the effect ** that he
(his companion) had given him
away, and that as he had twenty
tive years staring him in the face
he would kill him for two cents.”

It was learned at the jail that
Dowd, with three others, was sen-
tenced on the fourth of December
to six months in jail for having
burglars tools in their possession,
and this term will expire on the
4th of June, but he will be held
days more if he does not pay the
costs in  connection with the
above charges.

The High Constable made a com-
plaint against Dowd as being a tu
gitive from justice, but as the mat-
ter is to be laid before the Attor-
ney-General at once, it is believed
that there will be no necessity for
this warrant, as no doubt extra-
dition proceedings will have been
brought about before his time of
imprisonment has expired.

This now leaves but one of the
jail breakers unaccounted for.
Huddle and Brooks are serving a
long term of imprisonment in the
New Hampshire state prison, but
Moore has not yet been located.
