There is, however,
known to the English common law another of-
fence bearing the same name; but which cou-
gists in the practice of instituting groundless
and vexatious lawsuits, for the purpose of giv-
ing annoyance, meking costs, or forcing the de-
fendants to pay black mail. This part of the
common law of England is of course also a por-
tion of that of most of the United States. It is
likely that it has been no where repealed ; but
it is ertain that it has been rarely put in force.
So far as we know we naver saw & modern re-
port of & trial for this offense. In Boston, how-
ever, there iz an individual, hight George

Jones ; but who etyles himself by the.more
AIIBUUGE a3 bt a8 tha nb T nnea,

which we forget at this moment, in & Europesn
country, and which be insists should be empioy-
‘ed in addressing him, even in the republican
city of his birth, Whether it was the recusancy
of his fellow citizens on this point, which first
suggested to him the business of bringing suits
at law we do not kuow, but the first time we
saw his name was in connection with an action
he had brought turningupon his just title to be
called Count.

“ fing or imprisonmert, and he may be required
«f to find sureties to keep the peace, and offend
‘f no morg, Although these cases are rare, the
¢ Jaw ig well settled, and the forms used in thia
“ case are more than two hundred years old
# The reason for this law is that a man who ha-
“ bitually stirs up strifs i3 s distarber of the
¢ pesge and & pest to sogiety.!

And pointipg out that others than lawyers
might be guilty of this offence, be gaid that, “in
% in order to convict the defendaut, you must be
# gatisfied he has been in the kubit of maintaining
“ groundless suits knowingly, with design to
& {o oppresa of Larass other parties. No. suit;
t bronght by a parly in bis own name, in godd
 faith, with the belief that it is well founded,

Personal experience, will asgsure many of our
readers of the truth of these observations of
Judge Russell, who went on fo say that ia order
to prove the practice of bringing such suits, with-
in the terms of the law it wouid be necessary to
show that there had been at least three of them
instituted. The specification actually contfained
twelve charges, the evidence to establish which
was read and commented upon by the Judge.
Yost of them related to suits for libel, assault;
fuarrela about the Counts name, &c, and the
Jury found the accused guilty, Among the les-
ser kind of offences, there are, perhaps, few more
obnoxious than the one of which he is convicted,
though few probably are aware that it is one
susceptible of punishment.

The twenty-eighth Anniversary Meeting of
the Montreal Religious Book and Tract Society,
was held in the Wesleyan Church, Great St.
James Streat, last evening, the President, Mr. T.
M. Taylor, in the Chair. A large congregaticu
assembled in the Ohurch, and & number of clergy
and laity occupied places on the platform,

After the customa:y devotional services by
the Rev. George Cornish,

The Chairman said it would not be proper to
procead to the business of the meeting without
an alinsion to Mr, Davidson, the late president
of the Sociery, whose sound judgment and ear-
nest luboura were given fo this and other Socie-
ties, and who is now engaged in similar labors
in the parent land, ’

The Annual Report was then read by the Rev.
George Cornish, the Secretary,

From this it appears that the year 1863 was
one of progress and success, but that the wants
of an increasing city call for a proportionately
incraeased effort on the part of the society. In
regrets being deprived of the co-operation of the
late president Mr Davidson. The labors of
two colporteurs which have been attended with
great guccess, will have to be discontinued for
want of funds. The services of Edward Burns,
late a corporal in the 47th, have been engaged
ag a religious book distributer to the Garrison ;

The citisg
were the centers of power, and vhetber the re-
sults of the exercige of this power would be good
or evil would be determined by the direction giv-
en tothem. It was therefore necessary to give
them a direction to good. To do this it would
be pecessary to use still further effort, The re-
port said a part cf these efforts would have to be
discontinued, He upged that the literature of
the society should oceuny every bockshelf in the
city. Thus would the true greatness of the ¢ity
be established.

The second resolution was moved by the Rev.

R. B, as follows :—

¢ That this meeting has heard with much satis.
faction that the Committee have, through the
private and special muaificence of friends, been
enabled not only to meintain; butalso to extend
the effort that has been put forth, by the employ-~
ment of Scripture-readers, foxthe advancement
of the spiritual welfars of the troops now in the
garrison of this city ; and that thereby the use-
fulness of this Sociaty has been promoted.”

Rey, A, F. Kuye, M. A, in moving this resolu
tion said no clags called forth the sympathies o-
the people sostrongly as British soldiers, When
they were seen marching through the ftreet, all
regarded them with pride and satisfaction. The
importauce of the soldiers in a spiritual light
could not be disregarded, They had inthe later
years advanced s men and as christian officers
of the British army, graced the annals of the
christain church., Hg knew no one whose in-
fiuence for good was greater than that of a chris-
tian officer: The freedom of conscience of the
soldier was not affected. The appointment o

chaplaing to the garrisons was not suff
ficient  to  sopply all that was nece.-
gary, Private  individuals had does

someting to supply the deficiency in this parti-
cular by sending scripture readers among the
soldiers. He did not want any higher occupa-
tion than to bave a class of soldiers, He had
had experience in the soldiers' hoepitals of Ber-
muda, and he could testify to the earnestness
with which the soldiers recieved religious in-
structions. He urged the distribution of tracts
among them as they would not ocoupy much
of the limited space afforded by a knapsack.
Captain Noble, in seconding the resoluiton,
said he would not confine himself strictly to the
resolution. He said the entire British army was
comuosed of volunteers; neither the draft nor
the conscription ws resorted to to fill the ranks.
Of the thousand men that compose & British
regiment, about six hundred were laborers or
hundred

farm servants, three me-
chanics, and about one hundred loos:
fish, freqtently from the middle classes,

and sometimes from the highest class of eociety.
As a geoeral rule three-fifths can readand write,
and the army may be said to contam a fair
sample of the iahabitants of the British Islands.
Soldiers were not such great criminals as they
were sappossd to be. Their offences were of a
nature which would not receive us seyere, punish-
ment in civil life as is imposed in the army. [dle-
ness is the principal cause of their offences,
chief among which is drunzenness. Twenty
years ago but little was done for the soldier ; be
was now better fel, better cloghed, and in every
senge better off than atj that period, when his
spiritual condition was likewise unthought of.
Oapt, Noble then gave a sketeh of the eiforts of
religious societies in Londos, in behalf of the sol-
dier. The “Soldiers Friends’ Scripture Readers
Society” had an income of £10,000, supparting
many readers abroad, 18 of whom sre in Indis.
He had seen many letters from soldiers testifying
to the effective labours of Secripture readers in
the Army. The spiritual condition of the Army
had improved uncer the agencies that effected
religiogs. progress in other classes. It has ad-
vanced a great deal siice hetime when the
Duke of Wellington was alleged to have
seid, that a mans with nice views on religion
should not enlgr the army -——gince the
days of the army of Flanders which was cale-
brated for nothing but swearipg, and whon §ha-
kespeare described the soldler as “tearded like
the pard and fall of curious oatbs.” Since 1455
there were ten times a8 many chaplain;

ag-before,
thing, aud the principle of sppointing scripture
readers from amoog the men was adopted. Oap-
tain Noble then thaok the ladies and gentlemen
of Montreal, for all they had done for the sol-
diers ; they had contributed largely to the Sol-
diers’ Club, and supplied two scriptured readera.
They should, however, remember that the soldier
was alone in this conntry, with no family ties to
keep him straight ; and arge them not tolet it
be said that there was no one to think of his
soul. He would slso mention & fact omitted ia

the report—thata library of some thirty volumes
had been supplied at the Main Guard by the so-

ciely, and which he had ascertaining was being
read by the men. He concluded by urging the

necessity not only among soldiers, but among
civilians, of cousistency in their lives.

The resolution was supported by Dr. Robin-
son, 8. F. @. He concurred in the expressions
of his friend, Captain Noble, and especially in
ihose relating to the efforts of the society, to
supply spiritual wants of the soldiers. They had
peculiar temptations, and were easily inflaenced
for good or for evil. In time of peace, they have
more leisure and more money at their disposal,
and were likewise the subjectsof mistaken kind-
ness on the part of civilians who invited them
into taverns, He could bear testimony to the
benefit to the soldier of the scripture reader. He
approved of the person appointed as scripture
reader by the cociety a3 a man who had himself
passed through the temptations of the barrack
room. Although the number of chaplains had
been increased, it was still too small. He wou!d
like to see the system that prevailed in old times
of bevieg a chaplain to each regiment.

tev. Mr, Aexayper then moved, second-
ed by Mr, Grirrira Evans, R A, —%“That, as the
Colportage system is a means for supplying the
masses of the population in the country
with a healthful and evangelical literature, this
Society would respectfally urge upon the atten-
tion of its several Brauchbes the claims it has to
their increased co-operation and support, in pro-
secuting the work of Coiportage.”

Rev. Mr, ALEXANDER in moving this resolution
urged the claims of the Society on tbe Christian
public. The epquiring pature of the ags neces-
sitated a supply of literature which this society
was designed tosupply. Inaleadinz journal he
saw ;the statement of a Roman Catholic priest
“that this ig an age of enlightenment, buu the
devil holds the candle.” There was much truth
in the expression. There was a class of literature
circulated ywhish aimed to undermine the foun-
dations of religion itself. Another kind was
fieely circulated which while acknowledgiog
the truth of the Scriptures suggested to the en-
quiring mind, in an insidious manner, the most
destructive infidelity, Another class of literature
was dissemated even beyond the utmostreach of
the Colporteur—the trashy yellow covered liter-
ature of the day, and which could be found even
on the tables of so.called professed Christians.
Still another class which discassed scientilic and
philosophical subjects dissociated from religion,
but wanted the spirit of the literature dissem-
inated by this Souciety. Man was not only an
intellectual but & moral religious being ; and
therefore requiring moral and religious istruc-
tion. He made an earnest and elogueat appeal
for the support of the Society which was desiga-
ed to supply this instruction,

Mr. Goffith Evans, R. A , in seconding the re
solution sa.d he had formed the opinion of the
peopls of Montreal, that they were aost liberal,
and it was not required of him to urge the ne-
cessity suggested 1n the motion further than by
peinting out to them that while they enjoyed the
many biessings incident to their condition here,
there many who were deprived of all spiritual
knowledge, and were likely to remain so unlass
this society came to their assistance.

The fourth resolution was moved by the Rey,
Mr. Oavwurignp, seconded by the Rev, Dr, TAy-
Lor,—*“That this meeting rejoices to hear,
that the Parent Sciety has besn enabled, by
means of its judicious publications, to utter no
Huncertain sound” in defence of the autlienticity
and inspiration of the word of God against the
attacks of Rationalism and Infidelity ; as well
a8 to sati:fy the growing demand f.r Tracts, and
other publications, which set forth prominently
the great facts and doctrines of the gospel of the
Lord Jesus Qhrist; and confidently anticipates
that all thege publications will redound to the
glory of God and the spiead of true religion.”
A:Rev, Mr. OavLrignp said he had been 20 years
chaplain to a Britieh regiment in Kilkenny,
where he had opportunities of learning the
wan!s of the soldier and how to supply them.—
He had a valuable assistant in & soldier who had
left his right arm on the field of Waterloo, who,
although he had no right arm of his own, proved
to be the right arm of the gpeaker in bis labours.
His name was George Cummings. He succeed-
ed in getting the men to commit to memory a
large portion of the ecripture, which while they
walked the lonely round of the sentinel, came up
from the recessea of memory to cheer them, The
speaker gpoke long and eloquently in aupport of
the resolution, denouncing the peruicious litera-

ture go prevalent, and urging the substitution
of that of the saciety.

A collection was then tuken up, and the pro-

RE-OPENIRG OF ST. LUKE'S CHURCH.

To the Editor of the MonrigaL HERALD,

Sir:

I waa one amongst a numerous congregation
who atiended service at their now beautiful lit-
tie edifice at the re-opering of the church on

turday last I have d-scribed it as litils in com}
parison with the churches of our communion in
this city, although it is capable of containing
nearly five hundred persons. I was agreeably
surprised to see the great improvement which
the transepts and the elongation of the chancel
hed mads upon the original building. The roof
of the transepts on either side i3 supported by
two arches leaning ona massive stone pillar,
and this part of the edifice furnishes twenty-four
additional pews. The chancel has been so far
lengtheued a8 to afford accommodation to & nu-
merous choir of singers, OUn the left side hes
been constructed a chamber sufficlently large
to enclose a tolerably powerful organ,and on the
right there is & sacristy or vestry room, itself a
handsome specimen of architectural skill. T per-
ceived aiso that corbels had been jadded to the
supporters of the roof timbers, and that the in-
terior roof, before incomplete, has been chaste-
ly, but tastefully, completed. Ou the whole,
the building does much credit to Messrs. Law-
ford and Nelson, after whose plan the work was
executed, The windows of the tran-
septs and that at the west end gre also
highly  creditabla to  Mr = Bpence.—
That behind the chancel,which isonly plain glass,
sirikes the beholder, at once, as the only eyesore
in a building which ig, otherwise, really a gun
of ecclesiastical architecture. It i3 surprising
that some wealthy Churchman cond not be
found to present the congregation with a staiued
glass window for this portion of the sacred edi-
fice. I trust that the defect may be speedily re-
medied, -

which the unforfunate young man was standing
