“He said the men were ready
to let the ladies form a ladies’
branch, 1 couldn’t golf anymore
because of my operation for at
least a year so 1 thought it over
and decided to go ahead.”

“1 asked Mrs. R C. Braith-
waite and Mrs, F. Allan to help
me. They both could lawn bowl,
The reason why 1 was asked
was because my husband was so
active in the club.”

“Some of the women resented
my forming the ladies’ club, but,
anyway, seventeen or so ladies
joined the ladies® branch and
were charter members. What
1 did was to contact all of the
wives and female relatives of
the men members and ask them
to join.”

“The way it is now is that any
ladies can join our club but
wives of members of the men's
club have precedence over any-
one else. That is why we are
full up and have a waiting list
and the men are looking for
more active members.”

“1 was the one who did all
the dickering in between the
ladies and the men’s group.

There is one last question to
ask of the graduating class. What
will vou do with vour edu

now that vou have it? Perhaps 1t
is the 1 1 important guestion
of a1l You have studied Language
and Literature, Science and Math-
emalics; side line vou have
developed character and person-
ality (If yvou have done this de-
liberately, vou have made a fail-
ure of it, for character is the
one thing that must remain a by-
product !

Now having acquired so much
educational  impedimenta  what
use will vou make of it? You may
postpone the decision and go to
college not knowing what  lies
now decide
and go to college to make further
preparation for what lies beyond
On what to do you make vour
choice? 1 had a student once who
spent his time studying college
courses to see where he could get
the best looking hood for the least
amount of study. On the other
hand, it would seem that few
dents aim at getting the larg-
¢ income for the least effort.
That is by no means confined to
college students,

I wonder how many consider
where they are most needed alter

as a

their college courses; or, in fact,
where they can contribute most
to the welfare of the community
now that their school graduation
has been reached. The great temp-
tation is 1o take a job at once,
and earn that lovely elusive thing
called monev. It is the lure of
money that draws off a good many
who ought to take a college
course and go into a profession,
There is a never-ending complaint
that there are not enough doctors
and dentists and surgeons and
nurses; there IS an even greater
outery at the lack of clergy and
school teachers. The reasons
seem to be that the student will
have to pay out a lot of money
for education, and wait long
time for an income; and secondly,
that the income does not compare
with the glittering rewards of fi-

-

nance and industry. In other
words, commercialism has over-
come idealism,

I wish that every student on

matriculation would submit him-
self and herself to an aptitude
test that would take the medical
and nursing, the clerical and
teaching professions  seriously,
quite apart from the time and
money  involved. The country
would profit by it,
