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The Jolly Green Giant is
going to get even bigger and
jollier here in the Valley.

The people who own the
trade-mark announced last
week that they plan to spend
about $7.5 million to expand
their plant at St. Rémi, a
dozen miles northeast of
Howick.

The Jolly Green Giant is
known to all TV watchers as
the friendly Titan who grows
all those delicious canned
vegetables. The two best
known on our grocery store
shelves are peas and corn,
both of which are produced at
the Green Giant of Canada
Ltd. plant at Ste. Martine.

There's also been a Green
Giant — owned food packing
facility at St. Rémi since 1966.
It was established by the
Clark family in 1911 to turn out

Green Giant operation
in St. Remi will expand

canned pork and beans.
(During the last federal
election Prime Minister Clark
was dubbed Joe Bins, the Bins
a joual version of beans, but
the families were not con-
nected in any way).

Green Giant took over the
Clark Foods Co. about 15
years ago but the St. Rémi
plant fell on hard times in
recent years. Canadians just
weren’t eating that staple dish
of their forefathers any more.
Beef stew was added to the
company product mix but
lately the demand has been so
slack that the plant has been
running at only about a third
of capacity.

So Green Giant decided to
diversify into the frozen food
business at St. Rémi. The
company, with headquarters
in Windsor, Ont., is spending
about $2 million immediately

to alter its existing facilities so
it can produce such things as
frozen lasagna and chicken
chow mein. The compnay is
looking to market these both
in grocery stores and through
fast food outlets.

Work is going ahead now on
this phase, and it should be
completed by the end of the
summer. It will add about 120
people to the 120 already on
the payroll. The whole project
envisages the creation of 108
new'. jobs in St. Rémi.

The second stage of the $7.5
million program will see about
$2 million spent on further
expansion over the next two
years.

The third phase is a $3.3
proposal to freeze and
package locally grown
broccoli, Brussel sprouts and

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Farm loan
interest
increases

Federal Agriculture
Minister Eugene Whelan
announced April 1 that the
interest rate charged by the
Farm Credit Corporation for
loans under the Farm Credit
Act will be at 13 per cent and
at 13% per cent under
the Farm Syndicates Credit
Act,

“According to the Interest
Rates Regulations under the
Farm Credit Act these rates
are reviewed twice a year and
fixed on April 1 and Oct. 1.
The rate for loans under the
FCA is based o the previous
six months’ yields of five to 10-
year government bonds,”
explained Whelan. The rate
for loans under the F'SCA is
based on the yield of one to 10-
year bonds.

The rate for the period
ending March 31 was 12 per
cent for loans under the Farm
Credit Act and 11Y; per cent
for loans under the Farm
Syndicates Credit Act.

Whelan remarked that this
change is the result of con-
tinued upward pressure on
interest rates in the in-
ternational and domestic
economies.

Free choice best answer
to survival of culture

I was happy to see Eileen
Feeny's letter in The
Gleaner of April 2. 1 find it
refreshing to see a letter
from a lady with an honest
opinion. After hearing and
reading S0 many
politicians giving tiresome
speeches generally lacking
in facts and figures, and
seemingly designed to
sway us to vote them in and
pay the bills for their grand
ideas, I enjoy hearing from
a fellow bill-payer.

I quote from an article
written by Dr. C.C. Bourne
(retired) in a 1967 issue of
the Journal of the Canadian
Dental Association:

“It is obvious from ad-
vertisements inserted in
Montreal newspapers of
that era that nitrous oxide
was already in common
use by 1865 but it is not

performing  extractions,
filled teeth while the
patient was anaesthetized
by the gas. We do not know
what charges he made for
his services, but in the
Town of Huntingdon, Que.,
about 60 miles from
Montreal, the Huntingdon
Journal published a list of
prices charged by a local
dentist, A.H. Robinson,
that gives some indication
of what was considered
reasonable for the period:

Filling large cavity with
gold $2 to $5;

Tin foil, artificial and
other fillings 50 cents to $2;

Extracting each tooth 25
cents;

Inserting each pivot
tooth $1 to $5;

Single tooth on
vulcanized rubber $3 to $5;

Full upper and under set
on rubber $30 to $40;

Full upper and under set
on silver $40 to $60;

Full upper and under set
on gold $75 to $100.”

Huntingdon - D'ici la tenue prochaine
du referendum sur la question proposée
par le gouvernement du Parti
Québécois, on entendra parler 2
maintes reprises des comités
parapluies pour le OUI et pour le NON.

Souvent on parle qu'un comité a un
certain retard sur l'autre. Mais pour
juger une telle déclaration, il serait bon
de voir au niveau local et régional les
implications de ces comités parapluies.

“Les données relatives aux échanges de biens
manufacturés indiquent que I'Ontario, 'Ouest et la
région de I'Atlantique constituent pour le Québec
un marché beaucoup plus important que le Québec
pour les neuf autres provinces.

“Le Québec exporte beaucoup plus de biens
manufacturés dans le reste du Canada qu'il n'en
importe de celui-ci; en 1974, le Québec bénéficiait
d'un surplus de plus d'un milliard de dollars dans
ses échanges de biens manufacturés avec le reste
du Canada.

“La dépendance du Québec sur les marchés
des neuf autres provinces a augmenté de
1967 a 1974, tandis que le contraire se produisait
pour le reste du Canada et particulierement
pour I'Ontario.

“Plus de 30 pour cent de la production
manufacturiére du Québec est vendue dans les

neuf autres provinces; de plus, ces ventes justifient
le tiers des emplois manufacturiers du Québec.

“Quelque 140 000 emplois, dans les industries
les plus importantes du Québec, dépendent des
ventes aux autres provinces. Une saine économie
provinciale au Québec est essentielle pour
maintenir 226 000 autres emplois dans le secteur
manufacturier.

“Plus de 20 pour cent de la production
manufacturiére du Québec a été livrée en Ontario
en 1974, tandis que I'Ontario n'a vendu que
11,8 pour cent de ses biens manufacturés
au Québec.

“La structure tarifaire actuelle est plus avanta-
geuse pour le Québec que pour toute autre
province; le Québec bénéficie aussi d'une récente
imposition de contingentements séveres sur les
importations de vétements et de chaussures.
