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EXTRACTS FROM ENGLISH PAPERS.

Howden ou Cuü>a.
Mr. Corbin, a Virginian gentleman, and a pri­

vate friend of Lord Howden, wrote to that no­
bleman, asking information as to the ridiculous 
rumours of an English design on Cuba. Lord 
Howden answered :—

11 Pams, Nov. 14.
“ My dear Corbin,—I have this moment re­

ceived your letter of yesterday, and I can assure 
you that it has not in the least embarrassed me. 
Our long friendship gives you a perfect right to 
ask me any questions that in a public situation 
I can answer with propriety, and your tact will 
have told you that in the present case I must be 
full as anxious to impart the truth as you can be 
to know it. I have read the strange statements 
you have sent me about Eugland wishing to ‘Af­
ricanisé’ Cuba, and about the arrangements 
which I ha,ve been making at Madrid to that ef­
fect. I give you, in the most solemn manner 
such laughable (though wicked) fabrications al­
low, my unqualified contradiction of the whole 
matter. I have not the slightest hesitation in 
telling you what have been, during the last three 
years, my negotiations with the Spanish govern­
ment respecting Cuba, and you will see whether 
there is even the slightest foundation for rumours 
which seem to have been most sedulously spread 
abroad in the United States. Firstly, 1 have been 
making unceasing representations at the number 
of slaves annually imported into the Island, and 

' complaints of the almost open manner in which 
the traffic was carried on under the very noses of 
the Captains-General, always excepting the ex­
cellent General Concha. Secondly, I have been 
making fruitless attempts to get the Spanish go­
vernment to declare the abominable traffic in 
men piracy—that is to say, to follow the example 
of the United States in this particular. Thirdly,
I passed my time in anxious solicitations to ob­
tain the ultimate and complete freedom of those 
negroes called ‘ Emancipados,’ which have been 
fraudulently detained in bondage since the year 
181-Î in- disregard of treaties. I rejoice to say 
that the Spanish government has listened to the 
dictates of justice and humanity, and has granted 
me this boon. Fourthly, I have been endeavour­
ing to procure an abrogation of that intolerant 
and immoral law, by which foreigners, wishing to 
settle fn Cuba, are obliged to change their 
religion, on the somewhat startling prin­
ciple (not understood elsewhere) that be­
coming bad men is a satisfactory pre­
limary to becoming good subjects. To 
these official négociations I have added, at 
various times, friendly and officious exhortations 
to improve the internal system of the islaud, by 
facilitating the administration of justice, and by 
liberalising the nominations to office and employ­
ment among the natives of the island. You will 
see what I really have done, or rather attempted 
to do, is very different from what I am said to 
have done in your papers. When the true state 
of the case is known, and ignorance or malevol­
ence dispelled, I even reckon upon the good 
wishes of your countrymen in the success of the 
measures I ask, so consonant with your own 
laws and institutions. In all that I have here 
told you, with entire candour, the United States 
can only see the natural working of England's 
declared and unchanging policy in a cause which 
is dear'to her, and Spain herself must feel that, 
in days like these, unless she executes her en­
gagements, and modifies her intolerance, she can 
never hope to enter again, and as she ought to 
do, into the hierarchy of nations.—Believe me, 
my dear Corbin, with great regard, yours sin­
cerely.

Aiieged Interference of Ufngland in CuTba.
It should seem as if President Peirce, finding 

the American Republic to be going on remark­
ably well without troubling him and his Cabinet 
for much government, had sat down with his 
Ministers some pleasant afternoon to devise the 
most outrageous hoax with which they might 
entertain themselves, and bamboozle the nation. 
With a Yankee eye to business in the midst of 
their fun, the jovial statesmen, well aware that 
they do not stand well with their party, or with 
their compatriots in general, would make it a 
condition of their game that the humbug should 
be good while it might last for some political 
capital, should be something that would leave a 
savour of patriotism behind it when it should be 
snuffed out by the facts. So, as a matter of 
course, they bethought themselves that Brother 
Jonathan is, of all things, jealous of British inter­
ference, and more especially still upon two points, 
slavery and the island of Cuba. To mix them 
up would make a good strong dose for the 
national gullibility and prejudice. Only get 
Cuba, the negroes, the non-interference with the 
affairs of the New World, and the “ unnatr’l old 
parent” into a paragraph, and there would be 
far too much indignation raised in the readers or 
hearers for them to care a button about the pro­
bability of the thing. Upon this safe principle, 
the more impossible the statement the better, 
because it could excite nothing but laughter in 
Éngland, and the echo of the merriment would 
drown all serious clamour across the Atlantic. 
We are bound to say that the Pierce Cabinet are 
a set of right merry fellows, such as we would 
like to meet over a magnum of good old port, 
when it might be desirable to mystify any very 
egregious donkey of our acquaintance. They 
have succeeded in inventing a story about British 
intentions, which it would take the daring humor 
of Sheridan to transcend, when he • insisted to 
the ■watchman who pich^d hvco. wp dt"TxV., 4_\a.o.t Ivo. 
was Mr. Wilberforce. We congratulate them up­
on the splendid, if recent, cultivation of practical 
jpkes, in their too doi/arous territory. An article 
is published in the Presideut’s organ, the Wash­
ington Union,in whiph it is said a deep-laid scheme 
of the late Sir Robert Peel’s is on the very point 
of consummation in Cuba. That lamented states­
man, it seems (we say “ seems,” for this too may 
be a Yankee delusion,) observed that 20 millions 
would be well spent towards the abolition of 
slavery, In emancipating the negroes of Cuba. 
How the rogue must have laughed in his sleeve, 
that laid this basis for the hoax, if he pictured to 
himself Sir Robert Peel .proposing such a grant 
in the House of Commons ! But without troubl­
ing the House of Commons or the people of Eng­
land,the.plan, “it seems,”, is on the point of re­
alization. Great Britain is to abolish the Onban 
slave trade, by providing that Africans shall be 
imported under, the protection of the British fiag, 
to be worked, as slaves for 10 years, and we are 
to take the word of Spain, the very type of bank­
ruptcy and dishonor, upon our Exchange—the 
something, if possible, below Mississippi and Il­
linois credit—as the sufficient guarantee that 
when we have poured this affluence of slave la­
bor into the island for 50 years, slavery shall be 
altogether abolished there. Now, just imagine 
such a proposal to be made to the Bishop of Ox­
ford, with the earnest recommendation of Lord 
Palmerston, that it would be the most feasible 
and effectual thing in the world ! Conceive the 
faces pi the astute proposer and the equally clear­
sighted listener I We wonder how President 
Pierce and his friends could get any further for 
roaring at the idea. The grave assertion of the 
journal from its “ private advices from the Ha- 
vannah,” that “ the wealthy Spaniards in Cuba 
are now negotiating for the Africans at fixed 
prices,” must be a daring backing up of the of­
ficial communication. Joking can hardly go so 
far as that. But we can imagine the Cabinet 
emptying another Bottle or two before they were 
inspired with the tremendous peroration of the 
article about the virtual “ transfer of Cuba from 
Spain to Great Britain,” about our “ interference 
with the affairs of this continent," a plain evi­
dence that the wine had effaced all distinct notions 
of water, and joined Cuba to the main land in 
the vision of the political bacchanals ; and to 
what a towering height jmust the genial frenzy 
have waxed, to dictate the sentences about the 
“ firmness and courage” of the President and his 
advisers in those impossible circumstances, about 
General Pierce’s “ determination to follow, the 
dictates of humanity, to guard the constitutional 
rights of all the States,” and much more than we 
have patience to transcribe, ending, of course, as 
all such eloquence must end, with “leaving the 
consequences to an overuling Providence," With 
which climax we might naturally suppose the 
party fairly under the table.. Now, some of our 
contemporaries, under the influence of their utter 
amasement, have even attempted a reply to this 
wonderful farrago. We hope we know better. 

'We take things as they are meant. The Govern­
ment organ is “poking fun at us,” and it is a want 
of sense and manners to answer with any thing 
but a jest. Perhaps the general and his friends 
got outrageously jolly, or conclude their sitting 
in the topsy-turvical position we have described; 
but it is quite as certain that they did so as that 
Great Britain has any intention of permitting, for 
any purpose whatever, the Spaniards to land one 
African in Cuba, and even far more probable 
than that the semblance of any such transaction 
could ever occur beneath the shadow of the Bri­
tish flag.—London Dispatch.

which I had not in my time, it is possible he may 
have gone up in a favorable season.

In a favorable season he may have 
gone up that inlet, and he might, by steam-power 
and favorable circumstances, have^got so far to 
the north-west that he could not get back in any 
ordinary season. And those who knew Franklin 
know that he would push forward year after 
year, so long as his provisions lasted—for he was 
not a man to look back if he believed that he 
could accomplish his object. He may have got 
beyond the reach of our searching parties, for 
Sir Edward Belcher has not been able to .get far 
up-.................'----------------r------ - :

Gentlemen, while speaking of Sir John Frank­
lin, everybody will feel sorry for his probable 
fate. My dear friend Franklin was - 60 y ears old 
when he left the country, and I shall never for^” 
get the zeal, the almost youthful enthusiasm, 
with-which that man entered upon his expedi­
tion. Lord Haddington, who was then First 
Lord of the Admiralty, sent for me, and said, ‘I 
see by the navy list that Franklin is 60 years old 
—do you think we ought to let him go ?’ I 
said, ‘ He is a fitter man to go than many I 
know ; and if you don’t let him go he will die of 
disappointment.’ He did go, and he has been 
gone for years, and therefore, I will leave it to 
yourselves to consider what is the probability of 
the life of that valuable man. In the whole 
course of my experience I have never known a 
man like Franklin. I don’t say this of him on 
the principle de mortuis nil nisi bonum, for he 
really was a man of remarkable capacity, with 
all the tenderness of heart of a simple child, and 
the magnanimity of a hero. It is recorded of 
him that he would not kill a mosquito, but, whe­
ther or not, that is a true type of the tenderness 
of that man's heart.”

Tilt Portugese Constitution. - -
The Paris Debats has the following remarks on 

this subject The charter of 1826 which was a 
voluntary and spontaneous concession of the 
Emperor Dom Pedro, father of Queen Donna 
Maria, has regulated many things, and particu­
larly the mode to be followed in order to reform 
the Constitution itself, in case it should he found 
necessary. The formalities prescribed are nu­
merous and solemn ; the reforms cannot be defi­
nitively settled except by the Cortes elected ex­
pressly, and the members of which would have 
received special powers from their electors-; but 
these measures of precaution are only applicable 
to cases in which it is contemplated to reform 
really constitutional provisions. If the reforms 
have for their object to change other provisions, 
which are not consecrated by the fundamental 
principles of the established government, the 
ordinary legislative means may be resorted to.— 
.Is the choice of the Regent and his future desig­
nation an affair of principles ? Certainly not.— 
Such a question is without influen.ee on the limits 
and the attributions of the political powers, as 
well as on the political and individual rights, of 
citizens. This is so true that in many countries 
the regency, in the event of the minority of the 
Sovereign or of his impossibility to govern,.is re­
gulated by the laws, or even by simple acts of 
the legislative power. In France, for instance, 
after the death of the Duke of Orleans, the possi­
ble and foreseen regency was regulated by a 
special law which was presentqd by the Govern­
ment and adopted by the two Chambers like any 
other law. It is wished it is said, to substitute 
the regency of Dom Miguel for that of the King 
Dom Ferdinand, the father of the minor ; but is 
it believed that the world has forgotten the de­
plorable history of Dom Miguel ? Dom Miguel is 
the brother of Dom Pèdro, the son, like Dom 
Pedro, of John VI., who died at Lisbon in 1826. 
At the moment of the death of John VI., Dom 
Pedro was already Emperor of Brazil; by the 
death of his father, he united on his head the two 
crowns of Portugal and BraziL It was then that 
he promulgated his Charter of 1826, and at the 
same time he abdicated the throne of Portugal 
in favor of his daughter Donna Maria, reserving 
to himself to abdicate at a future period the Im­
perial Crown of Brazil, which he did in favour of 
his eldest son, now the reigning Emperor. 
The infante Dom Miguel had recognized his 
brother, Dom Pedro as King of Portugal, .and he 
ehotved himself disposed .to recognize the acts of 
the King his brother—that is tb say, his abdica­
tion, his Constitutional Charter, and the acces­
sion of Queen Donna Maria. Dom Pedro, fall- of 
confidence in thé good faith of his brother, made 
him Regent of the kingdom during the minority 
of the Queen ; he did more—he prepared the 
marriage Of his brother Dom Miguel with his 
daughter, and by his arrangements the contract 
of their betrothal was drawn out at Vienna on 
the 29th of October, 1826.' Every one knows 
what followed. Dom Miguel, as Regent, made 
use of his authority and power to take possession 
of the crown of Portugal. He proclaimed him­
self king, and raised in the kingdom a long and 
sanguinary civil war, which ehded'in the triumph 
of the Queen; Dom Pedro, who, after having 
been Emperor and King, was then only Duke of 
Braganza—Dom Pedro, Regent of the kingdom 
by the force of things, conquered Dom Miguel at 
Asseiceira, and compelled him to sign the capi­
tulation of Evora, which he violated as ’soon as 
he thought himself in safety in a foreign country. 
All this took place in 1834. In the course of that
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the Queen, although she had not attained the àge 
fixed by the constitution. Soon after she married 
a foreign prince, the Duke de Leuchtenberg, and 
a decree of the Cortes, founded on legitimate 
motives, pronounced the perpetual exclusion of 
Dom Miguel. It is possible, therefore independ­
ently of all right that the Regency, which is be­
come necessary by the death of Queen Donna 
Maria, should be placed in hands. It may, how­
ever, happen that the Infante Dom Miguel and 
same blind partisans of that Prince may attempt 
a fresh usurpatton. What would be the effect of 
such a rash enterprise? They might, perhaps, 
succeed tn throwing Portugul into fresh dis­
orders ; they might, perhaps, at the outset obtain 
some ephemeral successes, which would promptly 
vanish before the intervention of the Powers who 
are bound to the.cause,of Donna Maria and her 
descendants by the treaty of the Quadruple Alli­
ance of the 22nd of April, 1834.”

On the 2nd November a public demonstration 
took place at Lynn, Scotland, in honour of Lieut. 
S. Gurney Cresswell, the bearer of the despatches 
from Captain McOlure, reiatihg to the expedition 
in search of Sir John Franklin. In reply to the 
toast of his health, Sir Edward Parry said—

“ While we are rejoicing over the return of our 
friend, and the probable return of all his ship­
mates, we cannot but turn to that which is not a 
matter of rejoicing, but rather a matter of sorrow 
and regret, that there has not been found a single 
token of our long-lost friends, Sir John Franklin 
and his companions. Not only has this been the 
case with the expedition, in which oar young 
friend has been engaged, but also with Sir Ed­
ward Belcher, who has gone up Wellington In­
let, where I certainly thought traces of him must 
he found, because at Beechey Island we knew he 
passed the first winter. There we found three 
graves of his men. That is, up to the present 
momentj’the only token we have received of him.
I think it is a most mysterious thing. I have 
thought about it as much as anybody, and I can 
only form one idea as to the probable fate of Sir 
John Franklin. I dont agree with Mr. Cresswell 
about the probability of both ships having gone 
down, though nothing has been seen of them. 
Though it is true that nothing might be seen of 
the- ships, I don’t think that the seamen would 
have all gone. I think that there is that stuff 
and stamina in 120 Englishmen, that somehow or 
other, they would have maintained themselves as 
the Esquimaux, and we should have found at 
least some trace of them. The only thing which 
I can suggest is this—Wellington Strait was dis­
covered by myself. It is a large opening out of 
Lancaster Sound. When I was going up west­
ward, from Melville’s Island, we saw a strait free 
from ice, and so I marked it in my charts. It was 
not my business to go north as long as we could 
go west, and therefore we ran past, and did not 
examine it ; but it was always a favorite idea of 
those who thought a North-west Passage was to 
be easily made by going north.

That, I know, was a favorite idea of Frank­
lin’s ; and he did intend,, if he could not go west, 
to go up the Wellington Channel.

Bread in Ireland.—The Irish have become a 
bread-eating people at length. ■ The consumption 
of breadstuff's is now enormous, notwithstanding 
the abundance and .comparative cheapness of 
potatoes excellent in quality. Large quantities 
of foreign grain are Aground in extensive mills 
near Cork and other towns, and forwarded to 
Dublin ; and it appears that the railway company, 
for want of an adequate supply of goods trucks 
to meet their emergency, are sometimes unable 
to take all the produce offered for transmission.

Emihration from Ireland.—^Ireland’s popula­
tion is still decreasing, the average fate'of in­
crease being more than equalled by the hosts of 
emigrants who, even at the present severe season 
of the year, continue to leave their homes for 
other lands. These, however, are fast adding to 
the population of the United. States and. British 
colonies, taking with them those.hahitS and tastes, 
the requirements of which must in the end bene­
fit the manufacturers of this country. Émigra­
tion from Cork for the ten months ending 31st 
ult, amounted to. .32,2,68, against 22|687 in the 
same period last year.—Belfast Mercury.

Emigration, among the Police.—It is stated 
that a circular letter, signed by the Inspector- 
General of Constabulary, has been recently pro­
mulgated, the object pf which is to check emi­
gration in the police force. It sets forth that re­
tired policemen, representing themselves as agri­
cultural laborers, and thereby obtaining passages 
to Australia, will subject themselves to a penalty 
of £50. The alarmingly ,large number of resig­
nations recently received from policemen who 
have emigrated, or intend immediately to set out, 
has induced the Inspector-General to adopt the 
course indicated above for the purpose of pre­
venting,, as much as possible, further emigration.

Attempt to Assassinate.—A private letter 
from Longford states that on Saturday evening, 
about six ô’clock, Mr. George Hearn, of Drum- 
mory-park, in that county, was fired 'at while 
driving in a gig, by a man who walked up close 
behind him. The assassin discharged the con­
tents of a large pistol at -M-r. Hearn’s left side, 
but the shotfortunately took an oblique direction 
and came out at the left breast; The wound- is 
very trifling, and he is said to be progressing-fa­
vorably.

Their income, from 
all sources, for the year ending on the 30th June

same period, exclusive of payments on"account of 
the public debt, only reached S 13,554,262 ; leav­
ing a net surplus of $17,183,312 of receipts over 
expenditures, besidea.the liquidation of $12,703,- 
329„.of public debt during the year—the gross 
surplus of income over expenditure being, thus, 
according to our calculation, $30,486,641, 
although'fhe President states it to he $32,425,447, 
or about 50 per cent, on the whole revenue col­
lected. Now, Lighly. favorable as this state, of 
things will he admitted to be, as evidence of the 
progress and prosperity of our neighbours, have 
tye not reason to believe, that our next annual 
balance will show, a proportionate surplus of our 
.revenue over our expenditure ? Nous verrons, 
but ff the Customs returns for thé three quarters 
of the year ending on tbe 1st of January next, 
are to be relied upon, we can have little doubt 
that the result will show an aggregate of some­
thing like£i,200,000 of receipts against an ex­
penditure which should, not exceed £6,0.0,000. It 
is true that, while, the whole public debt of the 
United States is now less than one year of their

£18,000 to £20,000 a year in wages, their average 
daily earnings being from 5s. to Ss. each. As 
sistance is afforded to the children first ; but, by- 
and-by, the pupils are enabled to. buy both their 
own food and clothing, and several of the schools 
in that respect have become self-supporting. The 
present mission oecupies a field of about fifty 
miles-square, and there is no missionary agency 
but their’s in it. They have fourteen districts 
and fourteen missionaries. The -children in the 
schools are taught to read, write, and sew ; their 
education is Scriptural, and they delight in 
psalmody. These schools have generated such 
a taste for reading that they have circulating 
libraries in several of their districts, and there 
is so excellent an opportunity for the distribution 
of tracts,-that it had been in contemplation to 
employ the services of a colporteur lor the pur­
pose.

The Bourbon and Orleanist Fusion.—The 
telegraph announces that a French monarchical 
project, which has been paraded before the pub­
lic ever since the advent of Louis Napoleon to 
power, has at length been realized. The “ fusion” 
is effected; in other words, the Orleans family 
unite their interests and pretensions with those 
of the elder Bourbons. What right or claim the 
heads of either of those families can have to the 
supremacy of a state which has so lately, and 
more than once, elected its chief, is a question 
which might be asked long before receiving an 
answer. However, such pretensions as elder or 
younger, legitimist or soi-disant constitutionalist 
Bourbon can produce to. the supremacy of the 
French nation, will henceforth, it is said, becom- 
mon to both. Henceforth French monarchists 
are to shout in common “There is no king -but 
Henry V., and the Comte de Paris is his heir.” 
What are the political conditions upon which the 
“ fusion” has been effected is unknown, whether 
the Duke de Bordeaux is-to take up the creed 
and Charter of the July monarchy,.or the Gomte 
de Paris is to be educated to the paternal abso­
lutism of Charles X., does not appear. The fami­
ly conditions of the arrangement are sufficiently 
apparent. The Duke de Bordeaux is childless." 
and the Comte de Paris is, according to the laws 
of hereditary succession, his natural heir. It will 
he seen that neither family makes any great sacri­
fice to attain the result which has required-five 
years of efforts to .realise. Whether the gain is 
worth so much diplomacy and so many journeys 
to and fro, the French nation may one day show.

Discovery of the Sites of Sodom; and Go­
morrah.—M. de Saulcy’s recent discovery is one 
of the most striking within the. whole, range of 
Biblical antiquity. The.disinterment of Nineveh 
is, as a matter of feeling, a small matter compared 
with the discovery of Sodom and. Gomorrah. 
We,.do not remember to have read anything of. a 
more thrilling interest than this, portion of M. de 
Saulcy’s volumes, which have just been laid be­
fore the public ; there is something so. strangely 
awful in the idea of these living monuments .of 
Divine vengeance yet remaining, after six-and- 
thirty centuries, with the actual marks of the in­
strument'of the overthrow still visible upon-their 
blasted ruins.—Guardian.

Violations of the Passenger Act.—Four 
charges were preferred, on Tuesday, against 
Captain R. D. Robertson, captain of the ship 
Guiding Star, at the instance of Lieutenant

Mr. Scobie was the third son of the late Oap'tr'

on the 29th of April, 1811. He. was educated at 
the Academy at Tain, in Rossshire,' whence he 
went to Edinburgh, and'spent éomè time in the 
office of Messrs. Gordon & Stuart, iVriters.tq the 
Signet, of which branch of tha -Scottishi legal 
profession he intended’ beootning a member. In 
1832, 'however, on the death of his father, he 
abandoned that intention,, emigrated to Canada 
with his family, and settled on a farm in West 
Guillimbury.

proposes, but God disposes.” ' His friends may la­
ment his loss, and the non-fulfilment of hi.s career.; 
and so may the country the untimely death of 
Hugh Scobie;

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,—Take a man, whose occupations are of 

such a nature that they command his whole 
thought and exertion, so that he has neither time 
nor inclination to examine into the mysteries of 
the various specimens of mechanical ingenuity, 
that are adapted for his pleasure and benefit,— 
show him, for example, a bunch of wool, he 
knows that the coat*on his back is made from it, 
but, beyond that, it is an art and mystery, which 
he does not comprehend, the felting quality of 
wool, and the mechanical process by which it is 
formed into cloth, is, to him, a wonder. Explain 
to this man, who we will suppose possesses 
good common sense, the art and mystery of mak­
ing cloth from wool, and the cloud which ob­
structed his understanding disappears. Such, I 
consider, tu be the principle on which Banking 
is an art and mystery to some people ; it is more 
imagination than reality—it is because the mys­
tery is not examined.

.What great difference is their between an or­
dinary trader and a banker ? Their occupations 
arerthe^sanre, in one sense ; they both have the 
same object in view—that is, to make money.

Banks can be called both manufacturers and 
merchants. They manufacture money, and then 
sell it at only one price—six per cent per annum. 
The merchant sells his goods, and takes money— 
the bank take security for their money.

What other ways have the banks of making 
money,- besides discounting notes; or lending 
money on good security, payable at certain pe­
riods ; buying and selling exchange, and the loss 
of bills—if there is any other way important, 
what is it ?

There is nothing mysterious about discounting 
notes : except, perhaps, it Mr. Peter Brown, of the 
jinn of Peter Brown & Co., happen to have a 
large payment to make some day, and does not 
get what discount he considers himself entitled 
to, he finds it very mysterious, aud in vain rubs 
his seat of wisdom for an explanation. And as 
to exchange, that is all plain enough : our large 
merchants here send home their produce aud 
timber, then draw on their London friends, which 
drafts they sell to the banks at a low figure, and 
the banks sell their exchange on those drafts, at 
a high figure. There is no mystery about that.

The two principal accounts in the banker’s 
books are interest and exchange accounts. These 
are-the-two accounts in which the profits of their 
business is centered.

There is plenty of material in the market, such 
as integrity, capacity, experience, and sound 
judgment, to guarantee the certain success of a 
new bank, under the new Banking Law. There 
is a fine opening here for one man, or a set of 
men, to obtain a clear profit of twelve per cent on 
their stock.

The profits arising from discounts, on deposits, 
buying and selling exchange, loss of bills, &c., 
would pay all expenses of the bank, including 
the interest on the bullion that wouid be neces­
sary to have, to redeem notes when required.

Liverpool, Nov. 25, 1853.
Monetary and commercial affairs remain in 

ranch the same position as last week. Money 
has been in increased demand for general com­
mercial purposes. Some discounts have been 
obtained as low as 4%, but these have been ex­
ceptional, and confined to very short dates,, and 
every way first-class bills. It is generally be­
lieved that the Money market is likely to be 
characterised for some time by a degree of strin­
gency, which may not experience much relief 
until the heavy Government payments falling 
due in January. The demand for gold for France 
continues brisk. From the manuiacturing dis­
tricts the advices report little or no change for 
the better in the state of parties there. The 
“ lock-out” at Preston and the neighborhood con­
tinues, without the slightest prospec tof an early 
settlement. Millowners seem extremely firm, and 
do not appear at all anxious to re-open their 
mills before Christmas, while the operatives are 
in the receipt of upwards of £2,000 weekly of 
subscriptions from the provincial and metropoli­
tan trade associations. The circumstances which 
combine to restrict the demand for our manufac­
tures are so many and important that we need 
not be surprised at our present dullness even in 
the face of that great diminution in the produc­
tion which is occasioned by the stoppage of so 
many mills through the unhappy contest between 
employers and employed. The China trade is 
paralysed by civil war ; that of India holds out 
little inducement for further exports at present. 
The prospects which shippers have before them 
in the United States are darkened by monetary 
difficulties and numerous failures, arising there 
from excessive enterprise of various kinds ; and 
the trade to the Levant appears to be indefinitely 
crippled by the war between Russia and Turkey, 
while in several other quarters markets of im­
portance are in an unsatisfactory state. In ad­
dition to these causes of depression, there is- the 
dearness of food, greatly restricting the home 
demand for other things, as well as keeping' alive 
an apprehension of a continued drain of gold. 
A very important decree, as affects the trade of 
this country, appears in the Moniteur, from the 
French Government, revising the tariff'duties on 
Iron and Coal. The following table will show 
the present and future reduction of duties on the 
former article :—

The above are the duties when conveyed by 
French ships, but by foreign the rates are higher 
—but as English ships employed in the trade be­
tween this country and France have been assi­
milated since 1826 as national ships, the distinc­
tion is of little practical importance to this coun­
try. British iron is not at present largely con­
sumed in France, but henceforth it is likely to be 
used to a large extent, especially in 1855, when a 
further reduction is to take place. The Corn 
markets in this country have generally been 
quiet since last week, and buyers have, in most 
instances been able to purchase Wheat and 
Flour more favourably. Other articles have 
also slightly declined from the previous currency. 
Lard was scarce, and sold freely—bladders at 60s 
to 65s and kegs 60s to 62s per cwt. In Ameri­
can Provisions we have to notice a limited busi­
ness in Beef, and holders, in consequence of the 
high advices from America, are very firm, but tbe 
dealers are incredulous as to short packing, and 
continue to buy only for present wants. Pork is 
steady, but the demand is not active.. Tbe sales 
of Lard are reported at.50 tons,, at prices a little 
in favour of buyers. The Tea market has been 
in a rather excited state, and higher rates are ex­
pected on the arrival of the Overland Mail, now 
telegraphed at Trieste. To-day there has been a 
quieter feeling, and common Congous are freely 
offered at Is 3j2d per lb, without finding buyers ; 
about 5000 packages “ with all faults” were of­
fered by auction, and sold as usual with full spirit, 
at full rates. There has been a fair inquiry for 
Sugar, the sales comprising 100 hhds BarbadOes' 
at 33s to 37s, 600 bags Bengal at 38s 6d to 39s, 
including some by auction, with all faults, at 26s 
to 32s, 240 hhds Porto Rico and Cuba Muscovado 
at 32s to 35s 6d, with 40 brls at 37s 6d per cwt. 
In Rice 1500 pockets good white Bengal, by auc­
tion, at 15s 6d to T5s 9d per cwt, from the quay. 
We have also to notice 100 bags Saltpetre at 29s 
3d per cwt, 5)^ per cent refraction. Tallow has 
been in limited demand. Petersburg Y.C. sold 
at prices, from 56s 6d to 58s, Taganrog 56s to 56s 
6d, and South American 54s to 56s per cwt. 
Iron is advancing. Scotch Pig Iron is quoted 
80s to Sis, f. o. b. in Glasgow, 3s 5d and 2s 5d 
cash. Foreign, and costwise freights have again 
advanced, and vessels are with difficulty obtain­
ed. .Iron shipbuilding is rapidly extending itself, 
and screw steamers for coasting voyages are be­
ing built extensively, and yield large profits. 
The workmen in the iron»and coal districts have 
generally returned to their labours, but from the 
high wages obtained they do not work more than 
three to five days per week. Present quotations 
in Liverpool :■—Merchant Bar £9, Hoop £ll 5, 
Sheet £12, No. 1 Scotch Pig £5.

The British funds, owing to the absence of any 
exciting news, have gradually advanced during 
the week. At this morning’s market English 
securities opened lower, but some purchases, to

-slight oscillations, closed at the improvement, as

PORT OF QUEBEC.

SHIPPING INTELLIGENCE.
The Pilot who took down the Mârauham, has 

returned to Quebec, and-reports that he left her 
off Bic—all well.

The schooner “ Unity,” Garrett, hence 26th 
ult, is ashore on Goose Island. A letter to that 
effect has been received by Mr. C. J. Philips of 
this city. Her cargo was being landed and stored 
on the Island.

Mr. John Russell, pilot, who took down the 
ship Belmont, returned.here on Wednesday, and 
reports having left her all well off Matane, in 
company with the ships Wilson and York. Left 
Quebec on the 26th ult. at noon, and came to 
anchor on the 27th at 7 p. m. at Hare Island, 
with about 20 sail in company. On the 28th, all 
the ships got under weigh, except the Belmont 
and the York. On the same, evening the latter 
ship commenced to drive by a large field of ice, 
and about a quarter Of an hour after, the former 
ship "also began to drivé." atid in order to'keep 
clear of the York, was obliged to let go the second 
anchor. At about one o’clock, a. m:, heaved up 
both anchors, and proceeded to the north of Hare 
Island ; a light breeze Sprung up from thè south 
west, and were forced to let go anchor to keep 
the ship from going ashore. At 12 o’clock, noon, 
got the ship underweigh, with a fine south west 
breeze, slipped an anchor and 90 fathoms of chain ; 
passed, to the north and came out at the east end 
of Red Island. ; a light breeze from the south 
east sprung up with snow, made sail and beat 
down off Bic, where we fell in with a large field 
of.ice, and could not get through. Next morning 
the wind shifted to S. AY., made sail'and got 
jaifimed in the ice but got the men to break it 
with spars, before the ship, for a quarter-of a mile, 
and got into clear water, with a fine breeze. Mr. 
Russell attempted to get on shore at Metis, but 
tound it impossible, and had to proceed to Matane 
where he effected a landing with much difficulty.
