Following an open call for participation launched
in the spring, 11 citizens of all ages expressed their
interest in contributing to work to be done as part of
the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion’s new Living Together
policy. This citizen advisory committee met on May 4
and June 6 to discuss the issues associated with the
themes of the future policy (public safety, welcome-
inclusion-participation, land-use planning, human
resources, recognition and support of organizations).
Their recommendations and ideas will be used by
the various working groups to define the orientations
and objectives of the policy, which is expected to be
adopted in the winter of 2023.
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TOWARDS SMART
COLLECTION

Smart collection is a practice that has been implemented
by a few municipalities in Québec and is currently being
considered by many others, including the City of Vaudreuil-
Dorion which has included it in its plans. This type of
collection is referred to as smart collection because it
uses a system based on transponders (electronic chips)
to record the number of times the wheeled bins are lifted
by the truck.

The objective of this type of collection system is to
encourage residents to put their bin at the curb only when
it is full. The fewer stops the truck makes, the more time
and money is saved, and the more greenhouse gases are
reduced.

Smart collection has many advantages. Specifically, it:
+ promotes waste reduction
* encourages waste sorting

« reinforces the practice of household composting and
grasscycling

- allows managers to quantify service use and offer
incentive pricing that rewards residents for good
household waste management practices

+ optimizes collection operations, resulting in reduced
costs for the municipality

We are aiming for next spring to equip all wheeled garbage
and food waste hins with electronic chips. It should be
noted that the small brown bins will be replaced by larger
ones (240 litres), in which disposal of green waste will
be permitted. The frequency of collection will remain the
same and no changes will be made to municipal taxation
for the next two years. Thereafter, the fee structure
will be adjustable to allow citizens who generate less
waste to save money and pay a lower amount than they
currently do on their municipal taxes. Note that there
will be a period of adjustment for the City, the waste
collection contractor and citizens before the incentive fee
is implemented.

More information will be provided over the next few
months on upcoming changes in the smart collection
project.

OUTDOOR WORKSPACES

Since mid-July, the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion has been
offering its citizens outdoor spaces for teleworking or
studying outdoors. These spaces are located at the
Library, Maison-Valois Park and Le 405 Park. Each station
includes: a table for up to four people, free Wi-Fi access,
electrical outlets and USB plugs.

This concept of open-air workspaces gained traction
during the pandemic with the advent of telecommuting.
Wi-Fi access will be available until October 15.
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+ Rehabilitation work on the bike path along Montée Cadieux
between Rue Jean-Lesage and Avenue Saint-Charles was
completed in the spring of 2022. The City received a grant
equivalent to 50% of the value of the work to be done—
up to a maximum of $225,190—from the Ministére des
Transports du Québec (MTQ) for this project.

+ Road resurfacing on Promenade Besner, between Place
du Chevalier and Rue Louise-Josephte, has been planned
for September. The City also received a grant for this
project, equal to 50% of the cost of the work to be done—
up to a maximum of $104,610, from the MTQ.

+ The City plans to extend the bike path between 33 and 37
Boulevard de la Cité-des-Jeunes (approximately from the
Holiday Innto Carlos & Pepe's) and create a new connection
to Avenue de la Canardiere. Work began in August.

+ An off-road bike path was built along Rue des Muguets at
the beginning of the summer, connecting the pedestrian
tunnel to Chemin Paul-Gérin-Lajoie.

* In July, a multi-use bike path was added to the western
side of Boulevard de la Gare, between Rue Maurice-
Richard and Rue Edouard-Lalonde.

* In August, a pedestrian path was added in the Baie de
Vaudreuil area, between Paul-Gérin-Lajoie Park and
Maison-Valois Park. This gravel path will provide users
with an opportunity to enjoy nature walks.

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+ Work aimed at rehabilitating the pumping station in the
Wildwood sector, initially expected to be completed by
the end of summer 2022, will continue in 2023 due to
delays for the delivery of certain material required for the
project. The Wildwood station is located on Chemin des
Chenaux, north of Highway 40, near Des Chenaux Park.

+ Rehabilitation of the Dumont pumping station is
expected to be completed in the fall of 2022. The public
call for tenders for a contractor was issued in July.

The City of Vaudreuil-Dorion will be able to begin
work on the construction of a drinking water
supply line and the replacement of the wastewater
treatment system in the Domaine-en-Haut sector this
fall since the Ministére des Affaires municipales et de
I'Habitation (MAMH) du Québec confirmed this summer
that the City would be receiving two grants specifically for
this purpose.

The construction of a drinking water supply line will allow
the Domaine-en-Haut sector to be supplied by the City's
water filtration plant. This work is required to eliminate
the artesian well that has been under a boil water advisory
since 2010. To this end, the MAMH has awarded a grant of
$912,350, representing 50% of eligible costs.

Where wastewater is concerned, the MAMH awarded the
City $1,744,633, representing 85% of the cost of the work
that is eligible for financial assistance. This work consists
of replacing the existing system built in 1978, consisting
of a leach field and a septic tank, with a new wastewater
treatment system. The new wastewater treatment system
is a suspended packing biological reactor (SGBR) type
with phosphate removal, Coco filters and ultraviolet
disinfection. The construction of a service building, a
pumping station and other equipment necessary to
ensure compliance with current environmental standards
is also planned. Completion of this project is a requirement
since the current system has been under a Notice of Non-
Compliance from the Ministére de I'Environnement et de la
Lutte contre les changements climatiques since 2014 for
recurring problems with leach field resurgence..

+ The construction of a left-turn lane on Boulevard de la
Gare towards Rue d'Orléans and the rehabilitation of the
pavement on a portion of Boulevard de la Gare eastbound
(towards Boulevard de la Cité-des-Jeunes), between Rue
d'Orléans and Boulevard de la Cité-des-Jeunes, were
completed during the months of June and July 2022.

+ The surface of Chemin Daoust between Route Harwood
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and Rue Metcalfe was rehabilitated in the summer of
2022, as was approximately 900 metres of Rang Saint-
Antoine, south of Montée de la Cote-Double. The City
received a grant of $951,429 from the MTQ's Programme
d'aide a la voirie locale (acceleration component) for
these two projects.

+ Road resurfacing on a portion of Montée Cadieux,
between Route Harwood and the railroad tracks near
Jean-Lesage Street, is scheduled for the fall of 2022. The
call for tenders took place in July 2022. For this project,
the City is receiving $1,310,581 in financial assistance
from the MTQ through the Programme d'aide a la voirie
locale (support component).

« The construction of Fire Station No. 11
— De Lotbiniere, which began in the spring, is
progressing rapidly. The foundation was completed
before the construction holidays after which time the
structure of the building was erected. Construction is
expected to be completed in the second half of 2023.

+ Realignment of Chemin de la Petite-Riviére, as part of the
Vaudreuil-Soulanges Hospital project, is expected to be
done this fall. The tender process aimed at choosing the
contractor to complete the project took place in July. The
realignment follows the demolition of the building located
at 2145 Boulevard de la Cité-des-Jeunes, which took place
in the fall of 2021.

+ Bytheendof 2022, the City will be replacing the variable-
message sign in the Dorion sector. The new display will
be larger and of equal quality and resolution to the one
in the Vaudreuil sector.

Parc Paul-Gérin-Lajoie

Numerous improvements, even complete redevelopment in some cases, have been made to a number of parks
within the territory over the past year. Paul-Gérin-Lajoie Park has been equipped with lighting to allow users of the
skate park and volleyball courts to practice their sport in the evening. Champagne Park, for its part, was equipped

with a pergola so users can enjoy some shade.

street within five metres of a stop sign? In fact, Parking
By-law No. 1806 (RMH 330) states that “Except where
necessary or where otherwise permitted by this Code,
no person shall park a road vehicle at the following
locations: [...] within five metres of a stop sign, unless
a sign to the contrary permits parking at that location.”
Vigilance is required since this offence is punishable by
a fine. Note that the same minimum distance applies to
parking near fire hydrants.

CHANGE THE TIME,
CHANGE YOUR BATTERY!

On the night of November 5 to November 6, it's time
to set your clocks back one hour. It is also the perfect
opportunity to check the batteries in your smoke
alarms. And, keep in mind that whether they are battery-
operated or electric, smoke detectors have a life span of
10 years. It is therefore important to make sure that you
replace your smoke alarms before this period expires.

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ECOPROJETS COMMUNITY FUND:

During the public session held on July 4th, 2022, City
Council awarded a grant to three organizations within the
framework of the Ecoprojets Community Fund. Projects
eligible for funding include Le Jardin de I'avenir du Centre
des Belles-Rives ($5,000), Vélo électriques du Zébre rouge
($4,912.95) and Transport-T — Halte Vélo de LAtelier
paysan ($5,000). These projects were reviewed by a
selection committee composed of Oriana Farina - Head
of the Environment Section, Pascale Lauzon — Section
Leader — Social Development and Diversity, France
Lavoie - Director of Communications, and Olivier Prégent -
Project Manager - Engineering and Environment Division.
All three projects will be implemented before the end of
2022.

The three organizations involved responded to the City's
calllast spring where citizens, non-profit organizations and
public institutions wishing to carry out an environmental
project on the territory of Vaudreuil-Dorion were invited to

apply.

A SIGNATURE GARDEN AT
PARC DE LA CANARDIERE

Last year, the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion received the
Monarch Friendly City certification from the David Suzuki
Foundation. One of the criteria for receiving this title was
the creation of a garden designed specifically to help
preserve monarch habitats. The signature garden was
created this summer in De la Canardiere Park. It features
a variety of native nectariferous plants and milkweed as
well as an insect hotel.

Milkweed was also planted at the back of Maison Félix-
Leclerc. This is the only plant on which female monarchs
lay their eggs. Essential to the reproduction of these
butterflies, it is also the only source of food for the
caterpillars.

As part of the Centre des Belles-Rives' Jardin de l'avenir,
students of the socio-professional insertion program will
be responsible for the entire food cycle, from planting to
consumption including transformation and preparation.
The project will help make students aware of the benefits
of growing food while promoting good habits regarding
the environment, eating and preparing food. They will
also develop skills related to careers in the horticultural,
agricultural and culinary sectors.

Electric bikes are becoming increasingly popular as they
allow people to get active and adopt a healthy lifestyle while
serving as a helpful tool. In their aim to promote active
transportation, and within the framework of their project, le
Zebre rouge intend to provide the training that will help their
employees learn all about electric bike mechanics so they
can offer repair services to residents. The organization will
also be able to recover used electric bikes, restore them and
resell them to residents in the region.

In their effort to encourage active transportation and
promote the discovery of urban agriculture, LAtelier
paysan plans to develop a bicycle rest stop at 785, route de
Lotbiniere. The rest stop will be available for use by L'Atelier
paysan’'s volunteers and apprentice gardeners, but also for
people touring local farms and cyclists using La Route Verte.

The Ecoprojets Community Fund is part of the Strategic
Plan 2020 > 2025 named Habité par ma ville, which
promotes citizen participation. The Fund serves to
encourage initiatives aimed at enhancing the environment
and its protection in association with the target areas
outlined in the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion's Environmental
Policy, namely the protection of water resources, urban
agriculture, residual materials, adaptation to climate
change, as well as biodiversity and natural environments.
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ELECTRIC VEHICLES:

Good news! The City has received financial assistance
from Hydro-Québec's 4,500-Charging Stations Grant
Program for the purchase and installation of curbside
charging stations. The installation of these four double
charging stations is planned for the end of 2022 on Rue
Dutrisac, Avenue Saint-Charles (two stations) and Emile-
Bouchard Street.

The 4,500-Charging Stations Grant Program is designed
to help Québec municipalities improve the availability of
charging in densely populated neighbourhoods, in the heart
of the City and near parks and tourist sites.

CONCENTRATION OF

RADON IN RESIDENTIAL
BUILDINGS

Radon is a radioactive gas produced by the natural decay
of uranium in the ground. It is colorless, odorless, and
tasteless, so it cannot be detected by the senses. In the
open air, it is diluted in the atmosphere and does not
represent any danger. However, when it infiltrates a closed
environment, it can accumulate in high concentrations
and cause problems. Radon is the second leading cause
of lung cancer in Québec.

For several years now, the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion has
been selling radon detectors to citizens for the low price
of $5, which includes the cost of the analysis and mailing
to the lab. For this test to be successful, the detector
must remain in place for a minimum of three months.

Winter is the ideal time for testing, since buildings are less
ventilated during this period.

How to obtain a radon detector

Starting September 6, citizens who are interested in
obtaining a radon detector can submit a request on the
City's Web site (Environmental Grant section). They can
then pick up their radon detector during one of the three
following meetings, which willinclude a short presentation
and a question period:

Concentration of radon

If the result is above 200 Bg/m3, which is the Canadian
intervention threshold, it is recommended that the
necessary work be done to reduce the concentration
of this gas. The City will reimburse 50% of the cost of
installing a radon mitigation system, up to a maximum of
$500 per home.

FLOATING PLATFORMS FOR THE TURTLES

In July, floating platforms for turtles were installed on the territory, namely in the bay near Maison Valois, Sabourin and
Le 405 parks. These installations will enable the turtles to warm up in the sun during the summer, survive and thus have
a better chance of reproducing. Boaters are asked to leave the wooden structures in place and avoid approaching the
turtles.

Summer at the Bunker

A variety of activities were offered to young people over the
summer season by the Maison des jeunes de Vaudreuil-
Dorion, in collaboration with the Comité jeunesse La
Presqu’ile and the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion.

Project X

Project X community workers travelled throughout the
Vaudreuil-Dorion area all summer long to offer young
people who frequent the parks in the evening healthy and
original activities, in a bid to provide positive alternatives
to drugs, alcohol, mayhem and mischief, while also
getting them moving and discovering new occupations.
The team also focused on building relationships of trust
with the young people they met, listening to them and
helping them discover the many resources available
(youth centres, Carrefour Jeunesse Emploi, LAiguillage,
etc.).

Les Anges des parcs program

Les Anges de parcs (park angels) is a program aimed at
prevention and raising awareness of municipal requlations.

In partnership with the Sareté du Québec, the park
angels focus on raising citizens' awareness of municipal
regulations in parks and on bike paths. The presence of
the program’s patrollers also helps families feel safer.
In particular, young people who are approached by the
patrollers tend to abide by the regulations without warning,
thereby minimizing the number of offences committed.
Project X and Les Anges des parcs are both initiatives of

Comité jeunesse La Presqu'ile.

Graffiti prevention

On Sunday, July 3, 2022, the Slreté du Québec's cadets,
in association with the Zone de Graff project of Comité
Jeunesse La Presqu'ile and Justice Alternative, held a
graffiti awareness activity at Maison-Valois Park. Held
in outdoor tents, the activity focused on making young
people more aware of the different forms of graffiti and
gave young people a chance to handle the materials

generally used.

Intercultural fire prevention

A working group has been set up with the objective of
equipping teams of preventionists, first responders and
firefighters as well as fire safety service managers with
the most common cultural and religious practices that
can have an impact on public safety. The call to the
members of the Réseau des municipalités en immigration
et relations interculturelles was launched after the
prevention team of the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion identified
certain needs in this regard that were also shared by
several other municipalities. Partners currently involved
in the process include the cities of Brossard, Gatineau,
Granby, Laval, Longueuil, Pincourt, Saguenay, Sherbrooke,
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Repentigny and Terrebonne, as well as the Laboratoire
de recherche en relations interculturelles affiliated with
Université de Montréal. The working group aims to create
a guide for stakeholders and managers that includes
practical information as a complement to existing tools.

Je m'enracine dans ma communauté ! project

In July, a dozen immigrant families participated in the
Je m'enracine dans ma communauté project, offered by
the Centre prénatal et jeunes familles in collaboration
with the Centre de services scolaires des Trois-Lacs,
the City of Vaudreuil-Dorion and the Animation jeunesse
organization. The objective of this initiative was to allow
these families to prepare for their child's entry into
kindergarten and discover the resources made available
by the school, municipality and community thanks to
the participation of several partners from these different
sectors. The City of Vaudreuil-Dorion held several
activities to reach out to children and parents: a visit of
the municipal library, environmental and fire prevention
activities, and a presentation by the Recreation and
Culture Department. Animation jeunesse brought in
animators to entertain the children during presentations

specifically aimed at parents. Families were also able
to benefit from the services of interpreters thanks to
Réseaux..

Mothers who
attend the center, residents of the Vaudreuil CHSLD and
volunteers from Carrefour Jeunesse Emploi made their
way to Esther-Blondin Park for a performance by singer
Alexis Arbour. Congratulations to the organizers, who
proved once again the importance of forging ties between
generations and the benefits of such activities.
