over thirty missing. The fire is still raging
and more explosions are expzoted moment-
arily. The scenme is terrible. Bodies are
lying near the fire, but the men dare not
rescue them. The assistant-superintendent
missing is supposed to be killed. The super-
intendent was not at the works, Oscar
Forgaffsky was pulled from the ruins serious-
ly hurt ; seven Chinese were taken from the
ris badly hurt. Houses within balf a mile
were completely shattered ; the doors and
windows of dwelling houses of employees on
the opposite side of the hill were blown in,
and most of the occupants thrown to the
floor. Sheds and Larns were laid flat. The
buildivgs of the Gadson works, on the side of
the hill, where blasting powder was manu-
factured, were thrown over and will probably
bave to be rebuilt.

offer will be accepted, inasmuch as the re-
ports of the two gentlemen, Measrs, Muller
and Van Stefel, from Amsterdam, who
thoroughly inspected and investigated the
C. P. R. aod the North-West, have reported
most favorably thereon. Nothingo definite
can therefore be done before the above men-
tioned date, but in the event of the Dutch
capitalists refusing the issue, the amount ata
-liehtly lower will be immediately

taken up in New York.—Star,

THE SFEECHES IN REPLY TO THE
ADDRESS FROM THE THRONE.

The speeches in reply to the Address
feom the Throne were published with con-
siderable fulness inour impressior of Sa-
turday last. They created s very excel-
lont impression in the city, and Mr. Can-
BaAY'S, pacticularly, formed the subject of

* mich comment and discussion. Our local
m>mber has a pleasing manner, and speaks
foreibly and practically. His words carry
weight in our community, because they
agp the outcome of a business man's
thouzht, and represent the commercial as-
pact of the political movement of the time
in good plain homely English. Mr. Le-
sraxcspoke with fine effect and took up
t'10 spacch section by section, and com-
meuted upon it ina broad and liberal
spirit. He was warmly cheered at the close
of his well-considered remarks. Mr. Caz-
Ay dealt in very general terms with the
sp3ech, and contrived, as he always does,
when he has the chance, to saya good
word for Quebec, and the business into-
rosts of the city. We think it worth
wiile, this morning, to offer some obser-
vifions on that part of his speech which
refirred more especially to the physical,
inlustrial and commercial aspects of the
country. Mr. CARBRAY treated the sub-
jact of forestry at considerable Jength and
many good points by the way. He strongly
advised conservation of our timber lands,
and touched upon the new policy
of our American neighbours, which advo-
cated the opening of their markets for the
free admission of Canadian lumber. “They
ara quite willing,” said the speaker, “‘that
wa should exhaust our forests now,
and supply thom with cheap lumber,
tiaat their forests may increase yearly in
valae 4s ours become exhausted.” Me
hoped the Government, in any new legisla-
tion touching the forests, would grant fair
ad sympathetic consideration to the
claimsof lumberers and license holders.

*Phe mining resources and phosphate deso-
sits next came in for treatment. Mr.
Camazay dwelt on the richness and extent
of theso resources, aad warned the
Governmens against allowing large areas
to pass into the hands of mere speculators,
—a system which he thought would in the
hijhest degree act prejudicially to the best
iatarests of the country. Our timber and
vi.niog lands, he believed, should pass into
the hands of those who will work them.
His words here, and with reference to

Now, an increase of the public
burthens was undesirable as well as distaste-
ful and unpopular, and he did not expeot the
Government to have recourse to it without
first exhausting every other resource. But
there was still the resourco of *‘better terms”
from Ottawa, and he thought the necessity
and desirability of insisting upon them
should be boldly aad squarely met with-
out further delsy. He held, moreover, that
in asking for them, we would be soliciting no
favor, but claiminga right. Hsdid not cast
any reproach upon those who framed the
Confederation bargain, but there was a clause
in that bargain, which was exceedingly un-
fair to Quebec and which was rogarded as in-
violable by none of the other Provinces but
Quebec. He referred to the clause fixing the
amoant of our Dominion subsidy at 80 cents
per head perpetually on the basis of our po-
pulation of 1861, while the other Provinces,
except Ontario, were entitled to an increass
of their subsidies on the basis of their popala-
tions a% each decennial census. Now this
clanse had been over aud over again set aside
in the case and for the benefit of all the Pro-
vinces but Quebec, Nova Secotia had had
twelve different acts d at Ottawa to im-
prove its financial position. British Columbia
had been especially spoiled in the same way,
Ontario, rich Oatario, had had the liabilities
of its Upper Canada Bank paid, its Northern
Railway relieved, its Canada Central, favor-
ed with & handsome graot though a purely
local road, and its valuable wild lands opened
up to settlement aund trade by the construc-
tivn of the Pacific from Lake Nipissing at the
common expense, Prince Edward Island had
been the recipient of innumerable favors and
was in constaut quest of more, New Bruns-
wick had got repeated increases of her sub-
sidy, besides indemnities for one thing or an-
other ; and Manitoba, hal also repeatedly
benefisted in the ;ame way., Quchec was the
only Province that nad been left oat in the
cold, though it had imposed enormous sacri-
fices upou itself to build the finest Provincial
road in Canada—a road inteaded to form part
of the great transcontinental highway between
ocean aund ocean, and which would contribute
largely to tha settlamontand trade of the coun-
ry. He‘thoughtit was high time therefore to
make a new departure in this respect, as
there was or should be no reason in the
world, if we used our nflueuce properly, why
we should not ask and obtain an iocrease of
our subsidy to §1 per head and upon the
basis of the last census, ton, which would add
about 3500,000 more to our acnual revenue
aad relieve us of all our preseut embarrass-
ments. In conclusion, ho said he was willing
to give his cordial support to the Government
in all good mensures calculated to deal radi-

pable. During the past three years, he had
given them not ouly every chauce, but a cor-
dial and loyal assistanoce to restoro the Pro-
vincial finances to a healthy coadition, as
they promised they would do and were able
to dn ; but they had conspicuously and la-
wentably failed as well in  their promis:s as
their undertaking.

ture, but against our debt which ia now very
considerable, He was always told that t
this debt were our assets, first the railway,
now represented by & much less sum of
money thsn he thought it ought to be, and
then the muaicipal loan fund, He now found
the latter caten up in the ordinary expendi-
ture of the year. At this rate ther ewould
soon be no asset to represent our debt, He
was glad the Government intended to estab-
lish an Exchequer Court, and hoped justice
would be afforded all creditors of the Gov-
ernment, and ot those merely whom Gov-
ernment should wish to give permission to
sue, He joined with other members who had
expressed the opinion that we had now an
honest Premier, thongh he did not wish to be
understood as sayiog it as if ho was speaking
by comparison, or as intimating that we
seldom saw such a Premier.

Hon, Mr. LYNCH thanked the member
for Morlntiu for aﬂordiﬁg him the opportun-.
ity o npuk‘i::f. ¢ was sure his
friend regretted very much the loss from
the House of Hon. Mr, Chapleau, and spoke of
how all enjoyed the scenes to which he had
referred to.

RESCUED AT LAST.

Nxw Youk, Jan. 19—The steamer “‘Schie-
dam” arrieved yesterday afternoon, at half-
paat one. in the dock at the foot of Sussex
streat, Jersey City. A large number of Ger-
man immigrants with biy round fiat-topped
hats, carrying ban-les in their hands, and a
crowd of bareheaded women huddling them-
selves in tartin shawls, steppad eh=erfully
down the gangway and set toot joyfully upon
their adopted home. There rea ued, how-
ever, on deck a group of men who showed no
disposition to leave the steamer. Some of
them wera gray-bearded, wrinkled old sea-
men ; & few were youths not more than seven-
teen vears of age. Some were enveloped ia
stained yellow oilskins; but the majority
were dressed in a very promiscuous fashion—

jackets that did - not fit them, much

hed trousers that hung down over
dilapi boots. and blue shirts buttonless
at throat. They thrust their hands des-

ly deep in their pockets and silently
watched the immigrants aa they bade goodby
to the genial German doctor and tramped
down the gangway. This remarkabla group
were the shipwrecked crew of the full-rigged
ship ““Endymion,” which is now either at the

. bottom of the Atlantic or a tloating danger to

steamers journeying betwecn the East and
the West.
A LEAK SPRUNG.

The “Eadymion, commanded by Captain
Waycott, and well loaded with deal pine,
left Musquash, New Brunswick, for Liver-

on the 12th of Decamber. Oa the follow-
ing day, and when but a short distance out
from St. Jobn;~ the sea grew high and the
wind blew rough. The ;higlpruuga leak.
Murphy, the carpenter, went down below and
found three feet of water in the hold. He
did what he conld to patch the leak. The
weather continuned rough for twenty-one
days, and the ship had not proceeded many
wiles before it became evident that she was
very mach strainel.  With the sea high and
hail blowing in their testh the crew of the
“Eadymion” did not pass a particularly hap-
New Year's Day ; but on the day follow-
ing the waves had washed away the binnacle
and skylights and the wind iocreased from a
to a hurricane from the eastward and
sea rose proportionately high. The “Eo-
dymion” was running under for: and lower
It was necessary to furl every other
sail, Relays of men were kept working at
the pumps, and the hold was kept fairly free
from water. Tbe windmill pamp and the
main pump were each attended to by seven
men. One or two of the crew were congtant-
ly sick ; but, nevertheless, Captain Waycott
contrived to keep the pumps fully maoned.
By soma upexplained reason the msin pump
became suddenly choked up, and the forward
m(:.llad the “bow pump") was brought
¥

THE PUMPS AT WORK NIGHT AND DAY.

Tuesday, the 2ad of Jaouary, dawned upon
a turbulent sea that was rolling along uader
the infaence of a heavy gale, which at irre-
gular intervals burat ioto a hurricane. The
men were still kept atthe pamps. At about
a quarter to eight in the evening the wind,
which had beea blowing easterly, suddenly
ceased for about ten minutes. The crew
breathed movre froely and imagiaed that their
troables were ended for a timo. Almost as
saddenly, however, as it havd lulled the wind
barss out from the northward, and its accom-
inent was a delage of rain and sleet. The
sea bogan to break over the ship with such
vehemence that it was dangerous for a man
to stand on deck. The captain gave the order
“‘square yards” and raa the *‘Eapymion” be-
fore the wind for an hour, after which she
broached to on the port track.

TIED TO THE WIHEEL.

Two men were kept tied to the wheel. The
Berce norther blew away the lower fore and
main topaail, leaving scarcely a ribbon of them
behind. At the same time thesea ran from
enrd to end of the ship and washed away the
other boats, together with the very skids
upou which they rested. After this agcident
Captrin Waycott left the “Eadymion” lie to
wind. Heavy seas swept over her contivu-
oualy. Thedeck load of pine planks began
to to the dangers of the situation. Many
of the planks broke away from their fasten-
ings and sailed around the ship erratically and
fantastically, threatening life aud limb at
every move they made. al’ca add to the confu-
sion the windmill pump broke down.

THE DECKLOAD THROWYN OVERBOARD.
Wedoesday, the 3d. opened with a heavy
gale from the northward. Atdaylight the
captain ordered all hands on deck and told
them to gather up the plaoks and cast them
overboard. This work waa owve of great
daoger in consequence of the way in which
the waves were dashing the planks about.
Oce man, known as Barney, was knocked
down by a sea. Then he was volled among
the disintegrated deckload. A wave hurled
several placks agaivst him. His cries broaght
assistance, and when he was dragged out
from among the planks, which appeared to
be with ‘ fiendish vitality, it was
found that two of his ribs had been staved in
and that his wholo body was seriously bruis-
ed. Poor Barney was carried down into the
carpenter’s room. The weather was so bad
that none of the officers could make out erther
the latitude or the longitude of the'* Eady-
mion.”” At tenm o'clock ia the forenoon the
pumps were sounded and sixteen feet of water
were found in tae hold. Soundings were
taken agaio at noon, and a depth of eightecn
feet was discovered. This discovery, with
the fact that the wind was still blowing hea-
vily, while there was no abatement in the
sea, began to dishearten the mea. At mird-
night au attempt was made to straighten ont
then *Eodymion"-—yards wers braced and
flapping ropes were made taut.
TAKING TO THE YARDS.

Oa Thursday, the 4th, a burricane was
raging and the sea was ruoning high. At
two s.m. she shipped a sea that filled the
cabin with water and practica'ly waterlogged
her. She rolled in the through and the waves
dashed over her. The first mate, Arthur
Pinkney : the second mate, George Ewing,
and some of the crew took to the mizzentop.
The waves washed away the two forward
boats, the forward house and the two heavy
iron water tanks. Piokney imagined that
the captain and the rest of the crew had gooe
to the foretop and he descended to join them,
as he thought it would be safer there. ‘Vhen
he reached the deck he was knocked down by
asea. The second mate cried oat “There
goes poor Piokuey!” Pinkney, however,

imseli up he reached the mainmast. There
he remaived for some time, bat feeling ter-
ribly lonely and wishing to die atleast in the
company of some fellow-being he made his
way back to the mi with great diffi-
culty. It was a fearful night aloft. Hail
fell continuously and the sea seething aud
rushiog over the deck could bo seen gleaming
white beneath. Captain Waycott and the
remainder of the crew had taken refuge in
the topgallant forecastle and passed the night
with the water rolliug heavily through the
small compartment. Those aloft, watchiog
their opportunity, made their way to the
forecastle. The sorrowful discovesy was made

FGOD DISCOVERED,

Oa Friday the crew sat lookivg at each
other wet and huogry. The cabia had been
washed out and the lazarette exposed. A
tierce of salt beef was discovered on Saturday,
aad alsc some brackish drivkiog water, A
fice was ‘mado in the forerastle sod the men
had food to eat and water to drink for the
first time sioce Wedoesday. The bulwarks
were washed overboard, and the occupaats of
the forecastle, when darkness set ip, bhad
ahandoned themselves to their fate. Some
bade each other favewell. Oa Suaday, the
7th, at two p. m., the smoke of a steamer
was discovered, and Janssen, the Swede, went
up aloft and nailed a flag of distress to the
mainmast.

RESCUED,

The steamer proved to be the ‘‘Schiedam,”
Capt. D’Hamecourt, of the **Nederlandsch
Amerikaanache Stoomvaart Maatschappy.”
Capt. Wayeott, in answer to Capt. D'Hame-
court’s call, cried out that he wished
to abandon the “Endymion.” Two boats

were then seut off from the steamer,
and after a great deal of diffionlty
all the men were rescued and the

“Eadymion” rolled about a tenaatless dere-
liet. Mr. Y. Sorgirager, ths second officer
of the “Schiedam,” said the boats dared not
approach the steamer, and the men had to
b= haaled through the sea by ropes. “We
gave them,” he said, “‘somsthing o eat and
something to drink, aod they eat like hunqiy
lisns. In a few hoors they feel just as home ;
they fels pretty goot.” The men themselves
