GERMANY’S ACTS AGAINST STATES ACCUMULATE.
(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Washington, Feb. 21.—The sinking by gunfire from a 
German submarine of the Norwegian steamer Dalbeatie, with 
two Americans aboard, was added today to the State Depart­
ment’s list of Germany’s illegal acts which are slowly accumu 

lating and testing the patience of the government. Consul 
Frost reported from Queenstown that after the ship was sunk 
last Saturday the men were rescued, but their lives were en­
dangered by shell fire before the crew had gotten away in 
boats, and by drifting about at sea for nearly eighteen hours.

After the Cabinet meeting late yesterday there was no indi­
cation that President Wilson had made known what his next 
step would be or when it would be taken. At the State De­
partment it was said the situation remained as serious as it 
could be without war.

Real interest was displayed in the British Embassy’s an­
nouncement that between February 1 and 14 less than one 
per cent, of the vessels entering or leaving British ports had 
been sunk.

GERMAN DEFIANCE
OF AMERICA

(Canadian Press Despatch.)
L/ondon, Feb. 21.—The German 

press, according to reports from 
Amsterdam, is looking for war with 
the United States. Count von Re- 
ventlow, in discussing the question, 
ia reported to have said:

“If President Wilson believes he has 
to declare war, this will without 
doubt be done with such a great and 
clever use of the tom-tom that at 
first a so-called wave of enthusiasm 
will go through the whole popula­
tion. But the question ip, what will 
remain when the wave has ebbed and 
subsequent weeks and months show 
that things this time are quite dif­
ferent from the Spanish wrar. The 
more effective German submarine war 
will proceed in the meanwhile, and 
the United States will have to recog­
nize that neither a declaration of 
war nor energetic measures have re­
moved the difficulties at home or 
abroad.’’

Count Reventlow then criticizes 
von Bernstorff's farewell message to 
America. “We cannot say,” he 
writes, “that this effusive talK of a 
heart overflowing with iriendship is 
opportune at the present moment. It 
looks as if the Ambassador lost his 
sense of the proper perspective.”

Washington, Feb. a1,.—Secretary of 
State Lansing and Attorney-Genera'. 
Gregory today asked the Senate Ju­
diciary committee to paas immediate 
ly a hill which would give the 
Preaidert power to handle the pre­
sent international situation without 
recourse to war.

The btU empowers the President to 
employ the land and naval forces of 
the nation to “enforce compliance 
with and prevent violation of the 
obligations of the United States 
under the Taws of nations.”

Briefly, such a law would mean 
that the President couM employ -this 
comrtry’s army or navy in engaging 
In any trad» or commerce with any 
brillirerent country as long as inter­
national law, as understood and 
agreed to by this government, is not 
violated by any such trade or com- 
mpree.

ROUMANIAN FRONT

DEMAND MADE FOR INTERVEN­
TION BY PRESIDENT WILSON.

SERIOUS CONDITIONS 
PREVAIL.

(Canadian Prese Despatch.)
New York, Feb. 21.—The women 

of the New York tenements have 
taken the food situation in their 
own hands and planned a series of 
public demonstrations to convince 
the mayor and city officials that 
something must be done to reduce 
prices. One of the wildest protest 
meetings the city has ever known 
broke up early today after making 
arrangements for a great parade of 
women and children to march all day 
through Wall Street and at night 
through Fifth A venue.

An appeal was sent to President 
Wilson and a committee was ap­
pointed to demand that the city 
appropriate $1,000,000 to be used 
immediately for buying and distrib­
uting food among the poor at cost.

Impassioned speakers called upon 
the poor of the East Side to organ­
ize, and pledged the financial support 
of the Hebrew Trades Union. The 
capitalists were blamed for the high 
cost of food, on the ground that they 
were amassing wheat by sending to 
Europe.

“WE'WANT BREAD.”
New York, Feb. 21.—Crying "We 

want bread, we want bread,” more 
than 300 women, bareheaded, scant­
ily clad, stormed up the steps of the 
City Hall here yesterday, demanding 
relief from Mayor Mitchell from the 

| high cost of food. Some declared 
] their families were starving.

MANY CARRIED BABIES.
Many of the women carried babies, 

their faces showing the pinch of hun­
ger, in their arms.

The women were headed by Mrs. 
Ida Harris, president of the Mothers’ 
Vigilance League, and Marie Ganz, 
known as “Sweet Marie." They came 
from the Rutgers Square tenemant 
district, where pushcart peddlers have 
been steadily raising prices until che 
women declared they are now utterly 
unable to feed their families.

“We are starving, we want bread,” 
was the constant cry raised by the 
women as they surged about * the 
entrance of the City Hall.

At noon a delegation of women 
had gathered in front of police head­
quarters, demanding to see Police 
Commissioner Woods.

At the same time the police receiv­
ed word that 2,000 additional women 
wei'e forming in Rutgers Square to 
march to City Hall.

Walking quietly across City Hall 
Park, the women were at the very 
steps of the building before they were 
noticed. They swept up the steps en 
masse. The doors were banged shut 
in their faces, and wild cries and im- 

| procations followed.
A swarm of police reset ves aud 

l plain clothes men appeared. They 
drove the women down from the 

| steps. Marie Ganz then mounted the 
i steps and addressed the women.

FINALLY ADMITTED.
Shu urged them to remain in the 

street and especially to do nothing 
that would give the police an exeuse 
to errest them. With this the crowd 
quieted and “Sweet Marie’’ and Mrs. 
Harris were admitted to the building 
as representatives of the protesting 
woman.

Mrs. Harris declared she represent­
ed no political organization of any 
kind. “I represent no one but moth­
ers,” she said. “My husband is a 
watchmaker. I have three children 
and we just manage to rrt along. 
But other mothers who can’t get 
along come to me with tears in their 
eyes and auk me what to do.

“We were promised a public school 
! in which to hold a protest meeting 
next Tuesday. By that time, though, 
hundreds will be starving, bo we 

j determined to march down here to

Paris, France— The Journal has 
published an eloquent plea irom Sen- 
or Jacomto-Octavio Picon, a member 
of the Spanish Academy and an ad­
mirer of France of many years’ 
standing, for the strengthening oi 
the relations between Spain and 
France.

Beginning with a generous appre­
ciation of the French of his epoch, 
penned by Gutierre Diez de Gomez, a 
Spanish chronicler of the Fifteenth 
Century, Senor Picon affirmed that, 
allowing for the development of the 
character of both nations in the 
meantime. it still expressed what 
the Spanish thought of the French 
of today. In exchange, he wrote,they 
felt thgrt they had the right t demand 
that the French should form a simi­
lar conception of themselves, and 
that as both nations cherished the 
same noble ideals of life it would be 
a grave mistake if they did not wish 
to see the rapproachment inaugurat­
ed between them realized.

The recent visits paid to Madrid, 
and Paris by French and Spanish 
professors, artists, and writers res­
pectively ought, he maintained, to 
be the beginning of common action 
designed to render closer the rela­
tions between the two countries. 
There had never existed between 
France and Spain causes for enmity 
such a* those which formerly exist­
ed between Prance and England, and 
yet these two great nations were now 
fighting, united, for the same cause. 
The French and Spanish, moreover, 
were said to be of the same origin, 
and in any case It was sufficient to 
know that they bore the same moral 
character, and had the aame venera­
tion for justice, and the same regard 
for honor. Again, in do sphere od hu­
man activity were the present-day 
intereeta at Franc* opposed to those 
of Spain, and on numerous points 
their needs were common. Added to 
this, »s in the existence of men so 
in the existence of nations, there was 
something superior to material in­
terests, the conception held of life. 
That was why France and Spain 
needed to know one another better 
in order to found an indestroetible i 
frstsrrrity on a bawls of reciprocal es- 
twm.

It was upon the intellectuals of the
two nations, acnor Picot continued, 
that the initial task of paving the 
way for that union must fall. France

London, Ont.—The Dominion of 
Canada with an area of 3,729,665 
square miles where live less than one 
person to the square mile, has a 
large number of varied nationalities 
fighting in the uniform of Canada. 
Leaving out all count of such nation- 
aKties as England, Irish, Scotch, and 
Welsh, from whicn nations a large po 
pulation bad settled in Canada, the ni 
are still no less than men of 10 dif­
ferent nationalities represented in 
no inconsiderable numbers in the Can 
adian army, which numbered on Jan. 
1 the total of 385,555. These differ­
ent nationalities are as follows : Am­
ericans f approximated at 3000,) Nor­
wegians, including Icelanders, three 
battalions, or about 5000 men ; 
French, Serbian, Russian, Greek, Ita­
lian, Japanese and Belgians are 
represented in varying numbers.

In addition even to this already 
strange commingling of the nations 
are no less than 10 different tribes 
of Canadian red men, and also a 
prompt response on the part of Can­
ada's Negro population. Early in the 
war this varied number was added to 
by manv Turks joining the Canadian 
army before their motherland had 
thrown in her lot with Germany.

Probably the most unique of all 
this already very unique gathering 
under one flag of so many different 
nationalities is the recent formation 
of a Greek regiment at Windsor, Ont. 
While a regiment made up specially 
of Greeks was formed at Windsor, it 
is estimated that in the neighbor­
hood of a thousand others are fight­
ing in various battalions. What 
make* this particular regiment uni­
que is not only their raising as an 
entire Greek unit but that through a 
military recruiting arrangement the 
men '^ere attached to a Highland 
Scotch regiment of Canadian Kilties.

When the war broke out the Nor­
wegian and Icelandic peoples were 
prompt to offer themselves. Mani­
toba has already recruited and. sent 
forward two battalions of men, made 
up of these nationalities.

And this fact that the men of the 
British Isles, the native sons of Can­
ada, the Frenchman, the Indian, and 
all the rest of some dozen different 
nations, have fought together as re­
presentatives of the great Dominion 
of Canada, augurs well for future af- 
ter-tfce-war settlement, in the Domin­
ion.

NURSE ■WRITER WIDOW ABOUT 
HER HUSBAND'S DEATH IN 

FRANCE HOSPITAL.
The following letter has been re­

ceived by John J. Wood, of Lisbon, 
and refers to his brother who re­
cently died at the front in France, 
(formerly of Scotstown.) The letter 
was written to the widow of the 
deceased, residing in Edmonton, Al­
ta. :
3rd Casualty Clearing Station, 

B.E.F., France.
My Dear Mrs. Wood :

I regret very much to write you as 
my letter must contain bad news of 
your husband. Hë was admitted into 
hospital suffering from very serious 
wounds in the abdomen and right 
shoulder. When the doctors examined 
him they gave no hope of his recov­
ery, but in spite of that did their 
very best to help him. He was ad­
mitted on the 16th in the early morn­
ing to my ward and was soon warm 
and comfortable in bed. He was in 
no pain or discomfort, but was very 
weak. For a time he improved a lit­
tle, but I regret much that it did 
not continue. Everything possible 
was done for him but he died very 
qnitely and peacefully at 10.50 p.m., 
last night. When I told him I would 
write you he said, “Give them mv 
love and tell them to pray for me.” 
He seemed very pleased and asked me 
not to alarm you without cause. 
Poor lad, he was in no pain, and I 
suppose would think his wounds were 
slight.

RENTS IN ENGLAND.
(Chronicle.)

Owners of sihall house property 
are still trying to pass on to their 
tenants war expenses. The Govern­
ment has already decreed it is illegal 
for them to do so.

Complaints have been received by 
the Government themselves that the 
provisions of the Increase of Rent 
ond Mortgages Interest (War Re­
strictions) Act arc not. being' suffi­
ciently observed. It is understood that 
in some cases landlords have impro­
perly increased the rents, and that, in 
the hope of being able to evade the 
Act have carried the increase for­
ward as “arrears.”

To warn landlords who have trans­
gressed in this way, and others who 
may be disposed to do so. Lord 
Rhondda, President of the Local Gov­
ernment. Board, has issued a notice in 
which he announced lhat such “ar­
rears” can not be recovered “at any 
time,” and calling attention to the 
principal provisions of the Act as re­
gards rent, and ejectment : -

1. Rent may not, be increased. 
The landlord of a dwelling house to 
which the Act applies cannot legally 
recover payment of rent above that.

GERMANS RESEMBLE BURGLARS 
REMEMBERED BY MILBY RED 

CROSS.
Moe's River, Feb. 15.—(Special) — 

Mrs. W. E. Lock has received the 
following ;

Somewhere in France.
Jan. 18, 1917.

Dear Lucy,—I received your letter 
of Dec. 17th. It came to me in a 
great time. Wo had just come out of 
the front line to the reserves for a 
rest, and that night I dreamt of you 
all, one by one. Next morning I had 
your letter handed to me.

Now, I suppose you can’t imagine 
what I was just thinking of the oth­
er day and telling the boys while we 
were in the trenches in ear-shot of 
the Huns. Do you remember at 161 
LesKe street, Toronto, when we were 
left alone, and we imagined burglars 
were around trying to get in. Then 
how brave I was when I took Will’s 
rifle and stood at the door. The 
work I am now at I suppose made 
me think of that little childish epi­
sode, only I now have a firmer idea 
of killing.

About three days ago we had a 
small snowstorm, and we could see 
the Germans running around like rab­
bits. We made sure of twelve of 
them, and one of them was an offi­
cer, for he was dressed so much bet­
ter and seemed to be giving com­
mands.

I have a few German bullets and 
buttons, but nothing of importance 
to send home.

One night while helping the en­
trenchment battalion, about 150 
yards from the Huns' lines, a flare 
was sent up and made it as bright 
as day for a mile or more, erne of 
our men, contrary to the orders, 
moved about on top of the ground, 
the consequence being he was shot 
through the heart by one of old 
Fritz’s snipers. All he said was : “I 
am shot, boys.” It was better than 
having an ugly wound and suffer or 
lie out in the cold mud knee high.

I am very sorry to say I have not 
received a parcel from any person 
for Ohristmas, with the exception of 
a parcel from the Milby Red Cross 
Society, which made me feel very 
thankful.

You should see the conditions of 
the trenches now—without one bit of 
exaggeration it is up to your waist 
in places. We have rubber boots sup­
plied, but the mud goes right over 
the top of them, and it is not any 
too comfortable to stand in for two 
hours on and four oil for fourteen 
hours of each day for eighteen days.

I muet close now, hoping to hear 
from you all soon.

(Somewhere in France.,))

Bear Friend Eunice :
I was very pleased to hear from 

you. The weather here is very cold 
at the present time, we have not 
much snow but the ground is frozen 
■solid and has been for ten days, up 
until then it rained nearly every day 
which made it very muddy and dis­
agreeable getting around.

I cannot Bay very much about the 
plexe as we are not allowed to men­
tion the name of any place we are 
in. We are in the trenches now, I 
am at the present time in a tunnel 
about forty feet deep, we can put 
nearly the whole Battalion in this 
one, so you may know it is some 
size, we won’t be going out for thir­
teen days more, we have already 
been here five days.

I have been on the sick list but 
feeling better now. Alvin Bailey is 
in England with pneutronia, he has 
never written to me since there. 
There are very few of the fellows left 
which came over together with the 
Battalion.

I am ready to go back any time, 
1 have seen all I care to see of 
France and think I have done my 
part although I have been very lucky.

Will close for this time hoping this 
finds you and family all well. I re­
main as ever your friend.,

HOW SERGT. HOLBROOK WON 
THE D.C.M.

Island Brook, Feb. 19.—(Special) 
—The following are extracts from a 
letter written by Sergt.-Majer E. W. 
Holbrook to his wife in Alberta. The 
writer received the D. C. M. for at­
tacking an enemy machine gun single- 
handed, killing two of the crew and 
capturing the gun: —

“I haven’t had time lately to wash 
my face clean. That shoulder strap 
I sent you I took off a Fritz. I had 
the pair of them, but gave one to 
Capt. Lister. That was supposed to 
be Germany’s crack troops, but they 
cracked to pieces when -we bumped 
up against them.

“We sure had a tough time on the 
Somme. Talk about mud, it was 
fully half way to our necks, and 
sticky, too. I brought No. 3 Co. out 
of the trenches twice, all officers 
either killed or wounded. The last 
time we attacked we took the rest 
of Regina trench, and that is where 
your old hubby distinguished him­
self. I landed in the enemy trench all 
by my lonesome, on the extreme left 
of my Co. One poor little Boche 
came up with his hands up and 
‘Mercy, Camarad.’ I had just gone 
through him for his possible weapons J when I happened to look over a bay 

! and saw a German officer and six 
I men showing a machine gun over the 
! back of the trench to fire on our 
! men. I emptied my revolver into 
them, killing two and driving 
rest away, and took charge of

found myself in charge of the com­
pany. The Bosches counter-attacked 
that morning, but we beat them off.

“We were in the line again after 
that, but not over the top, and then 
marched about fifty miles to our 
present billets. Expect to go in the 
line again soon, but they say it is 
very quiet here compared to where 
we have been. We expected to get 
leave for ten days, but it is coming 
pretty slowly. I suppose you have 
heard all about jhe German peace 
offer. The French made them a pret­
ty good answer in front of Verdun, 
didn’t they? I don’t know when this 
'bally’ war will end, dear, hut one 
thing sure: we nave them on our 

j hip now and will give it to them 
! good and plenty until they holler 
! louder for peace than they have yet. 
I The Allies would be foolish to tajk 
j peace now, as long as Germany has 
troops in France and Belgium.

LOST MANY OFFICERS.
Birchton, Feb. 14.— Special)—Mrs. 

Roy Lake received the following let­
ter from Pte. N. Hemming now in 
the Ontario Military Hospital, Or­
pington, Kent, England.
“Dear Mrs. Lake :

Just a few lines to let you know 
that I have just received a pair of 
socks with your name inside them. 
They fit fine and thank you for 
them. They have been travelling a- 
round France and I have just receiv­
ed them here in the hospital.

I was wounded on the 18th of 
November. We went over the para­
pet after Fritz and I got blown in­
to the air by a shell out in “No 
Man’s I,and.” Our Battalion suffered 
very badly having lost nearly all our 
officers, including men like Major 
John I-ewis, Editor of the Montreal 
Btar. We also lost nearly all the 
men who came from Canada with 
us. At, Ypres we were twenty-six days 
in the trenches without coming out 
or taking off our clothes so you can 
imagine what we felt like and with 
the rats running over us we could 
not get much rfeep. I was buried 
twiee while there but came out un­
hurt. Then we went to the Somme 
where all the hard fighting was go­
ing on and where I got my knock 
out. I am a lucky fellow to get. 
out of the way as I did, T am not
