GENERAL PRESS DESPATCHES#
BY A TLAN TIG GABLE.

Manchester, Nov. 1, evening. —The trial of 
Allen and four other prisoners was concluded 
to-day before the Special Commission. They 
were convicted of murder and have received the 
sentence of death. The cases of the rest of the 
accused will be tried on Monday, to which day 
the Comt has adjourned. The proceedings 
cause extraordinary interest here.

Dublin, Nov. 1, evening.—The trial of Gen. 
Warren is now progressing before the Commis­
sion.

London, Nov. 1, evening,—Tne holiday has 
been generally observed here and on the conti­
nent. Little business has been transacted here 
or in Liverpool, and the markets all closed 
early. The commercial despatches sent from 
London and Liverpool at 2 p.m, contain the 
closing quotations of the day.

New York, Nov. 2.—The Herald's special ; 
Garibaldi's camp, Castle Zuibilero, five miles 
distant from Rome, Oct. 30th. On this day 
(Wednesday), in the morning, Garibaldi had at 
his headquarters under him 3,C00 revolutionary 
soldiers. The men are well armed, and have 
plenty of provisions ; but they have no artillery 
except two brass guns taken from the Papal 
soldiers during the fight at Monte Rotondo. 
They have no tents, and there is very little 
dicipline maintained. The rear is unguarded ; 
Garibaldi’s headquarters in the field is placed 
at a point facing Rome, and in flue view of the 
Eternal City. There are no Papal troops be­
tween ue and Rome, as the eoldlors of tbe Pope 
who have been steadily falling back, have re­
treated within the line of the fortifications of 
the city. Before their retirement from the 
field, they burned all the bridges over the river. 
The Boman peasants take no interest in the 
progress of affairs. Thev are engaged at the 
plough and tending their flocks as usuai. Gari­
baldi’s men do not interfere with them and res­
pect their property ; they do not take away 
sheep or oxen, or any of the agricultural imple­
ments in the vicinity of the camp or on the roads 
leading to it, with the exception of wood, which 
they take from the fences. They behave very 
well, indeed. Eight men of the Garibaldian 
army are to be shot to morrow, by sanction of a 
court-martial, having been convicted of thiev­
ing at Monte Rotundo. The men of the force 
are very enthusiastic In their hopes as to the' 
result of the movement on Rome, but the 
weather is very cold during the nights and 
this tests their patience and ardor not a lit­
tle. Recruits come in at tire average of six 
hundred daily. Arms and provisions are had 
in large quantities from the province of Terni 
in antiepation of a fight with the Papal Govern­
ment. There has been no actual engagement 
since the fights at Viterbo and Monte Rotondo. 
The priests fought bravely at Monte Rotondo. 
After the fight at Monte Rotondo, Garibaldi’s 
officers begged of him to shootât once all pris­
oners taken in action, but he refused promptly 
and with determination. The French have not 
arrived at Rome yet. Signor Accerhi was not 
kiljed at Viterbo as at first reported. Garibal­
di’s sons Menotti and Ricciotti are both in camp 
with their father. We ail sleep on the floor of 
an old monastery. Garibaldi will not advance 
nearer to Rome until he has 20,000, at least, 
under his command. Ho is to-day engaged in 
making an examination of the ruins of the brid­
ges destroyed by fire by the Papal troops. In 
camp, the General retires at eight o’clock in 
the evening, and rises from his pallet on the 
floor at five in the morning. It is-said that he 
intends to occupy Monte Mario immediately. 
Two thousand Papal troops, well officered and 
handled in the field, could destroy Garibaldi’s 
force by assault on the rear of his position. 
The members of the insurrectionary committees 
are here consulting with Garibaldi. The Gen­
eral would regard it an act of madness to attack 
Rome with the force just now under his com­
mand. There are large supplies of food and 
ammunition at Monte Rotundo and Corez. The 
Italian troops posted on the frontier are in fine 
condition and advancing.

Terni, near Rome, Oct. 31.—All the Garibal­
dian force left here tô-day, escorting the Papal 
m ilitary prisoners taken in the late actions, en- 
route towards Florence. The prisoners were 
insulted at stations by the people, and some 
confusion ensued, but the Italian police restored 
order.

Florence, Oct. 31.—A battalion of Italian 
Garibaldian volunteers, from this city, which 
had just marched fur the frontier, has been 
stopped at Narni, on, the way bv the Italian 
troops. The King’s Government has ordered 
that the revolutionary relief Committee, both 
here and in tbe Provinces, shall ha closed' 
Garibaldi demonstrations continue to be made 
daily in ail the chief towns of Italy

Qoeenstown, noon—The steamer Cuba, from 
Boston, has arrived.

and fifty to one hundred and seventy 
miles would be saved, as compared with 
the North Shore route, and the road would 
pick up what there is of local business. 
To illustrate the difference in this respect be 
tween an internal line and the circuit of the 
North Shore road, the writer of the pamph­
let before us mentions that while the four 
North Shore Counties of New Brunswick 
are unable, without a subsidy, to sustain a 
steamer to connect them with the Railway 
which runs to St. Johns, there is a fleet of 
five boats maintained by the trade of the 
St. Johns River. Mr. Lawrence shows, 
what, indeed, requires no long argument lo 
prove, th-.t shortness of route is just as im­
port rwn running expenses
as in first outlay on capital,
ancl -ci official declarations from
Gra. I T ; authorities, to show the 
ruinous ,„3s of running railwaj’s where no 
body lives, and where there is no through 
travel. There is only one argument, Mr. 
Lawrence thinks, which can be used in 
favour of the North route, and that is the 
military one ; but as after living ever since 
1814 in the most profound peace with our 
neighbours, we now rise every morning in 
fear lest we should be gobbled up before 
we have conscripted enough of industrious 
workers, and built enough of fortifications to 
keep us in security against a population ten 
times greater than our own, the invasion 
bugbear is one that we must keej> before 
our eyes. Some of the methods by which 
Mr. Lawrence seeks to exorcise this ghost 
are sound enough; but we hardly think 
that he makes much of the statement that 
the North Shore route is not now so safe as 
it was once thought, because of our new 
inventions in iron-clads and long-shot can­
non. The sound reply to the military rea­
son is that the road, if it is to be maintain­
ed in any useful condition, except at an 
impracticably heavy expense, must be a 
commercial road ; and besides, that even if 
you run the road to a distance from the 
frontier in New Brunswick—a distance 
which even then, as we have seen elsewhere, 
is no security against an enterprising enemy 
unless it be covered Ly troops—it must, 
in any case, run a great way within 
about thirty miles of the frontier, since our 
territory on the Lower St. Lawrence hardly 
exceeds that breadth. Do what we can, 
however, we can never make a good road 
of it, and though Mr. Lawrence, being an 
advocate for a road, does not make this 
statement, he supplies the reasoning and 
the facts which bring us irrestibly to that 
conclusion. If, says he, we British Provin­
cials had all that belongs to us, we could 
have run a line over territory now part of 
the State of Maine, which between Quebec 
and St. Johns would be only 284 miles, in­
stead of 411, which is the nearest route by 
which we can now travel. Political geo­
graphy made by diplomatists cannot alter 
physical geography made by nature, and 
the opportunities for making the 284 miles 
route will always be there, though we 
choose to go round 411 miles, instead of 
taking the direct course ; nor can it be 
doubted, if ever there is any trade 
worth doing between the two cities, that 
the shorter line will be built and will des 
troy the utility of the longer one. As it is 
even the route by the existing Grand Trunk 
to Portland and thence by the coast, is 
something shorter than any inter-colonial 
road. We are, therefore, going on a larger 
and more ruinous scale, to repeat the 
Grand Trunk mistake, and fancy that we 
can compel traffic to go round an arc in­
stead of going along the chord of it. Mr. 
Lawrence’s chosen line diminishes this evil: 
but it still leaves it in such gigantic propor­
tions a to condemn the whole scheme.

very serious considerations for newly or­
ganized associations in view of the facts 
brought together by Mr. Tidd Pratt/ Tbe 
case of the Royal Liver Society may be 
taken as an instance. There is no charge of 
dishonesty in the management, its members 
are numbered by hundreds of thousands, 
and its annual income is £125,000. The 
expense of management, however, amounts 
to £45,800, while £60,800 is the whole sum 
paid out as allowances for sickness and 
burials, £23,000 going to the Sinking Fund. 
In other words, every pound paid to the 
members, costs fifteen shillings to collect 
and pay away. The same service costs in 
the St. Patrick’s Society of Lancashire, 
sixteen and three pence in the pound, 
while in the Victoria Legal Society of Bir­
mingham for every pound expended in re­
lief, three are spent in management. With 
branches over the whole country, an im 
mense number of agents and the member­
ship composed of men not accustomed to 
.accounts, find paying their contributions in 
coppers weekly, there is less teoling of res­
ponsibility on the part of the managers, 
and there is careless extravagance in con­
ducting business, which is not positively 
dishonest, although its effects are just as 
bad. When they overstep their local char­
acter, have paid officers at headquarters, 
paid agents and canvassers scattered 
throughout the country, and various ex­
penses which a well regulated company 
based on mercantile principles, like an In­
surance Company, would avoid, the drag be­
comes too heavy, the machinery is out of all 
proportion to the result, and sooner or later 
the affair either collapses altogether, or the 
allowances are brought down to the merest 
fraction of wh it they might otherwise be. 
The extension of benefit Societies, until 
they become too cumbrous and unwieldy, 
and their degeneracy into mere trades’ 
unions, are the great dangers to which 
they are exposed when conducted honestly. 
Of course, when conducted dishonestly, 
and too many have been so, the disappear­
ance of their funds is only the question of 
a few weeks, or it may be months, and the 
wider the ground the Society covers, the 
more chance is there of this dishonesty es­
caping undiscovered till it is too late to re­
medy the evils it has caused. Local So 
cieties, unpaid management, and a perso­
nal interest taken by each member in the 
working of the association, would appear 
to be the requisites for success in benefit 
societies, which, as this report shows, are 
adapted only for a limited sphere of use­
fulness, and cannot extend beyond that 
without serious risk, and an indefinite ad­
ditional exj ense,

The Intercolonial Railway.—The battle 
of the routes is evidently about to begin 
with the coming session of Parliament, 
and the warriors are already preparing 
themselves for the war. As one contri­
bution to these elements of rivalry and 
contention, we have a well printed and 
sensible pamphlet from the pen of Mr. J. 
H. Lawrence of Saint Johns, who advocates 
a line which will serve the Counties of New 
Brunswick bordering on the river St. John, 
and upon the American frontier rather 
than the Northern Counties, which are 
traversed by the line known as Major Rob­
inson’s survey. We think, without going 
into details, that Mr. Lawrence’s reasoning 
is sound and conclusive. He wants a short 
line through a well settled country—we/ 
settled, however, only by comparison, for 
what at the best can you have in a Province 
where the whole population is not three 
times that of this city Î By the course 
proposed, a distance of from one hundred

Benefit Societies.—So many Benefit So­
cieties have lately been organized that a 
word of caution, founded on the experience 
of older associations of this kind, will pro­
bably be of advantage. A late report of 
Mr. Tidd Pratt on Friendly Societies, fur­
nishes information in an official form, the 
correctness of which may be relied on, and 
on this our remarks will be founded 
Friendly Societies, as originally established» 
were of a purely local character, the mem­
bers nearly all acquainted with each other, 
and- the expenses of management almost 
nominal, as the office bearers gave their 
services gratuitously. The payments were 
small, in some cases too small for the re 
turns expected; but as these were 
calcu'ated on a moderate scale, a slight 
additional assessment was usually all 
that was required to make up a defi. 
ciency, and what was of the greatest 
importance, they were, as a rule, conducted 
honestly. There was, however, an element 
of weakness in most of them at first; the 
rates founded on accurate tables of the 
probabilities of life not having then been in 
existence, and an attempt was made to 
furnish allowances during the sickness or 
on the death of a member, altogether out 
of proportion to his weekly contributions. 
Many of the earlier societies were brought 
down from this cause, and a large number 
from the fact that their places of meeting 
were in public houses, in which every 
Saturday night, when the premium was 
paid, a certain amount had to be spent for 
the “ good of the house,” as nothmg was 
charged by way of rent for the use of the 
room in which the Society met. Gradu­
ally, however, soma of the worst defects 
were removed, and the Societies, from the 
honourable way in which they were con­
ducted, and the punctuality of the pay­
ments to sick and disabled members, 
acquired the confidence of the class for 
whose benefit they were designed. This 
led to their extension, and they entered 
upon another phase, having branches in 
different parts of the Kingdom, a paid 
staff, and numerous agents and canvassers. 
The efficacy of supervision, formerly one of 
the marked characteristics of the Societies, 
and the slight expense of management 
were lost. Some degenerated into mere 
Trades’ Unions, like the notorious Shef­
field Saw Grinders’ Society, which was 
established in 1805, with admirable rules 
and regulations long enforced, but within 
more recent years altogether neglected, 
and in their room violence, intimida­
tion and murder substituted. And it 
may be noted that this is one great danger 
attending the formation of such 
a Society, exclusively composed of 
men following one occupation. Al. 
most inseparably connected with this ex 
elusiveness is the tendency to dwell upon 
the grievances connected with the particu 
lar trade to which the member belong, 
and as there are always some discontented 
and designing men among the rest, a slight 
annoyance may be aggravated by them 
into a virulent sore, only, as it seems to 
them, to be cured by violent means. Apart, 
however, from considerations of this kind, 
and looking at these societies as being 
what their name purports, honestly mana­
ged, and without sinister designs on the 
part of the office-bearers, there are some

seems destined, notwithstanding many clouds 
and occasional breezes, to a brilliant setting. 
Tbe highways and by-ways of the Gasometer, 
well-filled during the dullest weeks of the de­
funct Summer, are again crammed witlr eager 
crowds rendering locomotion at certain hours 
impossible in some parts of the building, and 
difficult in all. It is carious to seo how faith­
ful public sentiment has shown itself to cer­
tain exhibits throughout the duration of the 
Exhibition. From the day of the opening, 
until the present time, a dense crowd has al­
ways been assembled in the main building, 
about Edwin Ward’s great group of the staffed 
lion and tiger tearing each other to pieces ; 
Vela’s life-size statue “The Last Days of Napo 
leon ;” the displays of the French and English 
jewellers, the manufacture of felt hats, the 
chocolate-folder, the Vichy pastille maker, the 
wood-cutters, aud certain weaving and other 
machines very noisy in working ;—in the Park, 
the Aquariums, the Imperial Pavillion, the 
Isthmus of Suez Canal, the ice-making, bread- 
making, diamond-cutting establishments. None 
of these can ever be visited without long wait­
ing, and much crushing, after two o’clock.

The excitement created by the appearance of 
the three late claimants for public notice, de­
scribed in my letter of Oct. 2, has been tully 
maintained, and groups of scientific and 
practical enquiries are constantly gathered 
about them. Within the last few days, Messrs. 
Pilliner k Hill have set to work their very 
beautiful watjr-meter, alluded in the left ir re 
ferred to. This instrument appears to supply 
the want so long acknowledged by the water 
companies, by whom an instrument capable of 
measuring water as accurately as the meters of 
the gas-companies measure gas, has long been 
felt to be a desideratum. The meter invented 
by Mr. Pilliner on the same principle as his 
wonderful little rotary steam engine, combines 
great compactness with Clearness and durabi­
lity, resulting from the extreme simplicity of 
its const)notion, which renders it almost impos­
sible to put it out of order. Tho0curves of the 

eth of this meter, (the hypocycloidg and cpy- 
cycloids of which are cut with great scientific 
accuracy) gave its maker considerable trouble, 
and ultimately compelled him to invent special 
machinery for cutting them. The engineers 
of the principal British and continental water 
companies are examining the new meter, day 
after day, and express their approval. The 
engineer of the principal water company of 
Brussels, a couple of days ago, ordered two for 
trial by his company, with the remark. “ Ii 
this meter fulfils its promise, I shall immediate­
ly send you an order for five thousand.”

The little steam-engine and the water-meter 
have in fact almost monopolized the attention 
of scientific a practical visitors of the exhioition 
“ There’s a splendid fortune to be got out of 
this!” exclaimed one great European authority, 
as he tapped the lid of the water-meter, after 
finishing his examination.

“ Let me have the pleasure of shaking hands 
with you, and congratulating you on the 
Baronetcy that will certainly he yours before 
many years have gone by !” was the examina­
tion of perhaps the greatest English mechani­
cal authority, of the day, on terminating his 
visit to the fair of novelties, while a sharp-eyed 
Yankee enquirer who had positively declined, 
with a series of expressive winks, to believe 
that there was “ nothing under the flooring” to 
account for the working of the little engine, 
but had, at length satisfied himself by actual 
investigation, that there was no “ hocuspocus" 
about the matter, emphatically remarked 
“ Wall, it’s a little en-gine, but—I tell yer—it’s 
the biggest thing—in the Exhibition.”

The German machinists, whose utter uncon- 
scionableness, as plagiarists has greatly excited 
the ire of the other nationalities, and whose 
agents are constantly being caught making 
plans, and even moulding models of portions ot 
certain parts of the machines they would fain 
appropriate, are untiring in their altempts to 
make drawings of the engine and the meter ; 
and more than one beautifully executed drawing 
of them, lias already been summarily seized by 
their inventor.

Amidst the triumphant success of these latest 
creations of his mechanical genius, Mr. Pilliner 
finds himself, most unexpectedly the hero of an 
adventure that has had the privilege of keeping 
the English portion of the Machine Gallery in 
a state of merriment, while exciting in certain 
Gallic breasts a storm of indignation which 
threatens to concentrate itself in a lawsuit. It 
appears that Mr. Pilliner, having unpacked his 
little 18-inch 4-horsepower steam engine, and 
set it up on its appropriate stand, employed his 
ingenuity and that of his workpeople in find­
ing an outlet for the waste-water resulting 
from its working. For some time 
they searched in vain ; hut at last 
one of the men announced that lie ban 
discovered, in the wall opposite Mr. Pilliner’s 
allotment, a large pipe, built into the wall, ami 
evidently communicating with a sub-terranean 
drain. The boards of the flooring were forth­
with taken up, and a pipe was laid down from 
the little engine, and nicely let into the one in 
the wall. The flooring was then replaced, and 
Mr. Pilliner, having the steam turned on, was 
watching in the pride of ids heart, the beauti­
fully smooth and noiseless working of tbe little 
engine, when his attention was attracted by the 
odd behaviour of a couple of angry looking in­
dividuals, in white jackets and trousers, white 
aprons, and white cotton nightcaps, who were 
diving in and out among the neighbouring ma­
chinery, seemingly in search of something or 
other, and giving vent to their feelings in vol-
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leys Cof excited eloquence. “ What on earth 
can those French fellows be up to?” thought 
Mr. Pilliner to himself, as he saw them coming 
nearer and nearer to his place ; when, catching 
sight of the traces of the moving of the floar- 
ing, they sprang upon the scent with a yell of 
irate satisfaction, and had speedily tracked the 
course of his waste-water pipe to its junction 
with the pipe in the wall. The gesticulation 
aud declamation of the two white-robed stran­
gers had now become perfectly frantic, aud a 
rear of laughter went up from the French 
speaking portion of the ;rowd that had gather­
ed about them almost instantaneously. The 
cause of the excitement was soon explained. 
The two individuals in white were the 
head-cooks of Ronse’s Restaurant ; and tiie 
pipe, into which Mr. Pilliner had so innocently 
turned the waste water Irom his engine, was 
the chimney of the cooking stove of their kit­
chen, situated, like all others, in the basement 
storey, underneath the Machine Gallery. The 
descent of the water had, of course, brought 
down with it a mass of soot, and the inky 
shower had not only extinguished the fire, but 
had swamped the ■'hole af the various dainties 
that were roasting, stewing and frying, in nre- 
paration for the dejeuners of expected custom­
ers. The internal management being lodged 
in the hands of Police, the news of the “ out­
rage ” was instantly flashed, per telegraph, to 
the Bue de Jerusalem, and thence to ail the po­
lice-stations of the capital, aud a formal com­
plaint, accompanied by a demand for compen- 
s ,t!on, was sent in against Mr. Pulliner, an hour 
oi two afterwards, to the British Commission.

“ You’ve got yourself into a nice mess," re­
marked Colonel Beaumont, in informing Mr. 
Pilliner of this communication, “ they say the 
stove was filled with pots and pans, the soot 
a id water went into the whole of them. They 
demand payment for over forty “ potages]' as 
many “ bfleuchs aux pommes," and a still larger 
number of colelettes, fricasees, omelettes, and 
Heaven knows what, and declare they will 
bring an action against you if the bill is not 
paid. ”

M. Ravenan, of this city, has also, within a 
few dajs, brought out a modification of his 
curions and most effective wateriug-apparatu,, 
described in my letter of August 7, under the 
somewhat whinsical name of 11 The Hydraulic 
Sun.” The new apparatus is similar to the one 
then described, with the single exception of 
having only two crooked iron legs instead of 
some slight modification of the tongue in the 
three, and of being caused by moans of 
orifice 'ofTTuvsnnite frice-coppurnrck. to execute 
a succession of the oddest hops—first on one of 
tbe thin, crooked legs, and then on the other— 
by means of which this astounding little affair 
travels automatically all over the ground it is 
set to water ! The shouts ot laughter which 
never fail to greet the frantic dashing of the 
revolving showers thrown off with incredible 
force and rapidity by this apparatus, are speedily 
followed by a chorus of exclamations of amazed 
bewilderment as tho thing is seen to come hop­
ping on towards the hedge of spectators, 
threatening them all with an instantaneous 
drenching, and driving them apprehen 
sively backwards as it advances. 
The “Great Safe Contest” has, at last, been de­
cided ; and against our countrymen. Tbe 
Committee appointed to decide on tho relative 
excellence of the makes of Mr. Chatwood of 
Bolton, and of Mr. Herring of New York, have 
just published their report. They state that 
the four gentlemen named by the rival makers, 

Messrs. H. Holmes, H. R. Pickering, W.
J Hoyle, and S. Cheysson, elected as their 
chairman, M. P. Douliot, Civil engineer, of 
Paris ; aud that this Committee has called 
upon each of the competitors to employ,ugainst 
bis adversary’s safe, drilling instruments, gun­
powder, steel wedges, cross bars, steel 
screws, and all other implements used 
by burglars, in order to test its capacity 
of “resistance. Tho Report then goes
on to say : —“ Herring’s experts commenced by 
attempting to drill through tho door of Chat- 
wood’s safo ; but without any other result than 
that of convincing the committee that tho safe 
was invulnerable by this mode of attack ; and 
although no attempt at drilling was made on 
Herring’s safe, a subsequent examination con­
vinced tho entire committee that it was equally 
invulnerable. After much labour, a small 
groove was chiselled along the whole depth ot 
Chatwood’s safe, and thus the positi m ot the 
joints were discovered. The steqj plate form­
ing the exterior was torn off by means of steel 
wedges and hammers, and thus was laid bare a 
second plate. This latter being broken up, a 
third plate was arrived at, bolted to the door­
frame ; this plate resisted all efforts brought to 
bear upon it, until tho groove system was again 
employed, when the safe was opened after a 
labour of 198 minutes.

Herring's Safo is constructed on a entirely 
different system. Its interior parts gave the 
men employed to force it a very hard task ; nor 
did they accomplish their work until they had 
laboured at it for 254 minutes, or 54 minutes 
longer than the time expended in forcing the 
safe of his rival. The report then Bays : “ Ad­
mitting the excellence of both the safes admit­
ted to trial, and also admitting that the force 
brought to bear on them was far superior to 
any ever likely to bo employed by burglars, a 
careful consideration of the facts of 
tbe trial compels us to the following 
conclusion : Firstly, — That, considering 
the intrinsic quality of the material employed 
as being equal in tin, two safes, Mr....Rerrinfi- 
has, by his happy com Dination, rendered tho 
material rnoio efficacious, and even given to 
tho cast iron the tenacity it lacks by nature; 
and wo therefore are of opinion, from this 
point of view, 1st: That Mr. Herring's safo is 
tho better in tho quality of tho material em­
ployed, 2nd : That tho exterior aspect of tho 
Chatwood safe, from the closeness of its joints 
and simplicity of its form, would disincline 
burglars to attack it, but, if they should have 
the necessary security for making the attempt, 
its too greaG uniformity of constructive detail, 
would give them great hope for success ; their 
difficulties would diminish considerably as they 
proceeded, and this would act as a moral sti­
mulus to their physical force, uutil they ob­
tained tho prize they coveted. Tbe Herring 
safe, on the contrary, though appearing at first 
more easy of attack, presents to tho end a suc­
cession of difficulties, always great, and always 
varied, and therefore tends to exhaust both the 
physical and moral energy, and to this extent, 
offers a superior guarantee against the success­
ful attack of burglars. Wo are therefore of 
opinion that t ie Herring safe is the best in its 
capacity of resisting drilling instruments, gun­
powder, steel wedges, crowbars, chisels, 
steel screws, or any other kind of 
burglars' appliances. Wo therefore, in ac­
cordance with the foregoing decision, direct that 
the 15,000 fr. deposited by Mr. Herring, bo re­
turned to him, and that the 15,000 fr. deposited 
by Mr. Chatwood be applied—first, to tho ne­
cessary expenses of tho trial, and that the bal­
ance bo divided into three equal proportions, 
to be given to the charities of London, Paris, 
and Washington, as directed by Mr. Jlerring.

The result of the trial, unfortunately disap­
pointed the British exhibitors, and propor­
tionally elated the Americans “ We expected 
a different result, say tho former, “ but there is 
no denying the fact that the Americana are

Resuming our examination of the ornamen­

When it is remembered that 
every portion of the wonderful imitation in 
question is supplied by a bit of stone giving the 
exact colour, shade, vein, seed or other effect 
to be produced, and that the patient artist in 
pietra dura cuts up mass after mass of precious 
substance—onyx, cornelian, lapis-lazuli, jasper, 
amethyst, vergl, chalced-ny, carbuncle, ko ,— 
until he fin-Is tbe bit whoso perfection, or de­
fect, will give him what ho wants, it will be 
reasonably understood that the cost of producing 
such artistic glories as the cabinets in question 
is equivalent to a small fortune ; and that even 
the smaller single groups, placed on little slabs 
of black marble of dark green serpentine, are 
marked at prices that put them out of reach of 
amateurs with a more ample stock of longings 
than of coin.

The beautiful stone marquetry of India have 
been described in my letter of Juno 20, want of 
space precludes any attempt to give a detailed 
notice of tho objects of this class to bo seen in 
the other sections, and which, though often of 
very great beauty, are for tho most part less re­
markable than the dnef d'œuvres mentioned.

He was found guilty of 
treason ard felony.

New York, Nov. 2.—The steamer Cambria 
brings European dates to the 23rd ult.

A bulletin issued by the Italian Relief Com- 
jnitteo, says that Garibaldi’s arrival in Italy has 
modified the plans of the insurgents and of the 
Revolutionary party.

rim Death of the La'e Bishop Strachan 
of Toronto,

At the ripe age of eighty nine years the late 
Bishop of Toronto has departed from us, 
full of honour and respect as of years. Fo 
nearly seventy years he has been a resident of 
Canada, and during about half a century has 
occupied a position of importance, and some­
times of prominence in public affairs. It was 
his good fortune, moreover, neither to ipse the 
interest in or the capacity for his work down 
almost to the moment when he was 
called to leave it, having been still 
almost actively discharging his functions, 
though lately with the assistance of a coadjutor, 
to the yery close of life.

The late Dr. Strachan was bom in Aberdeen 
iu 1778, aud was educated at the Grammar 
School and Kings College of that city, taking 
the degree of M. A. in the latter institution 
He afterwards resided at St Andrews, and as 
he bad devoted himself to education be obtain­
ed the charge of the public School iu the Parish 
of Kettle. At that time Upper Canada was 
wilderness under tho Governorship of General 
Simcoe, who had come into it with a compara 
tively small number of American loyalists 
driven out from their old homes as a conse­
quence of their adhesion to the idea long 
tippejied by the initial of U. E. standing for a 
United Empire. These persons brought with 
their many practical New England notions, and 
among the rest a sound appreciation of tho 
value of schools. It was to supply that want 
that Mr. Strachan came to Canada, to lend his 
aid in establishing a complete aud symmetri­
cal system, of which the base should he com­
mon schools in every village aud township, 
and the head a great Üniversily. This design 
was, however, not carried o ut, owing to the 
departure of Governor Simcoe for England, 
and the consequent break up or postponement 
of his well laid plans. He, however, had been 
recommended to the care of friends, who ad­
vised him, as he could be of no service in the 
establishment of public schools, to be­
gin a school on his own account. This 
he accordingly did, and at Kingston and after­
wards at Cornwall, he educated a large number 
of the meu who afterwards became most emi­
nent in public aud private life in the growing 
Province. At that timo there was but one 
Anglican Diocese iu Upper and Lower Canada 
—that of Quebec, and Dr. Stuart, Rector of 
Kingston, exercised whatever Episcopal autho­
rity was required, aud couki not be exercised 
from Quebec, between which place and Kings­
ton the journey was one of hardship, difficulty, 
aud delay. Having, however, determined to 
enter tho Church of, England, he went through 
a course of theological studies under Dr. Stuart 
and was admitted to holy orders in 1804. His 
first engagement iu the Church was the Corn­
wall Mission : and he continued his school at 
that town. He afterwards obtained the Rectory 
and still later the archdeaneary of York, and 
when Upper Canada was divided for Episcopal

Street."
The flames were first seen in rear of the third

jiurposes from the See of Quebec, he became the 
first Bishop of tho new Diocese. The latter event 
occurred in 1839 In the meantime, however, 
he had been made a member of the Executive 
and Legislative Councila—posts for which 
however well fitted for his talents, it would 
have been bettor if he had been considered de­
barred from by his clerical profession and 
duties. Ho took a somewhat active part in 
politics—which turned very much, it must be 
added, upon questions relating to the relative 
position of the churches iu the colony, from the 
year 1818 to 1836. As he was a sound Tory, 
as Tories were in those days hardly recogniz­
able, certainly as members of tho same party 
as that which now follows Mr. Disraeli, he 
had his fair share in the opposition and angry 
denunciation of Mr. MacKenzie and those who 
acted with him in the exciting times which im­
mediately proceeded the rebellion of 1837. It 
was his fate to see most of the controversies in 
wiiieh he had taken an interest, decided against 
the views which he held The government 
was completely changed in a a popular sense 
the Clergy Reserves had been first divided 
among Various churches, and then secularized, 
and the management of King’s College had 
been assumed by the State, aud opened on pre­
cisely similar terms to persons of ail creeds. 
When the latter event occurred, it was by no 
means too soon, for very much of the valuable 
property with which it was endowed had been 
uselessly frittered away by mismanagement, 
and perhaps sometimes worse than mismanage­
ment, on the part of those to whom the admin­
istration of the funds was confided. In his own 
more peculiar sphere Bishop Strachan was 
much more fortunate, and lie has lived to see 
tiie Church of which he was one of the earliest 
pastors, aud the first Bishop, grow to very 
noble dimensions, ' having noble church 
edifices, zealous congregations. . and 
valuable institutions in thousands <>f 
of places ; which, when he first set his foot in 
Canada were mere swamps and forests, inhabit­
ed by wild beasts and uncivilized 'men. One 
of the institutions of which he may be consi­
dered to he virtually the founder, was Trinity 
College which was begun, and endowed by 
voluntary subscription, as a Theological Semi­
nary for the Church of England after King’s 
College had passed out of ecclesiastkal hands.

ften of a permanent nature This great effort 
has ho parallel example in the athletic exerci­
ses' of the country. Cricket, tennis, foot ball, 
although prolonged beyond the time required 
for the ’University race,involve no continuous 
effort of the muscular system. The nearest re­
semblance to rowing is found in the act of run­
ning at great speed. Supposing a man to run 
from the moment of starti^ at the top of his 
speed, his physical force would be exhausted 
within two minutes, during which lie may have 
run the distance of half a mile. If the effort in 
rowing is somewhat less than that of running, 
tho principle equally holds. The effort to 
maintain the lead begins from the starting post ; 
the competitors from the first stroke, put forth 
their full pewer, and call upon any reserved 
strength at tiie close, if their he any left to call 
upon. It is a case of death or victory. There 
is no discretion left to control the expenditure 
of the muscular power. Tho intensity, of the 
motion increases as the race draws to a close, 
and the intensity of the effort increases with it. 
The University boat-race, as at’pi osent estab­
lished, is a national folly, and until it is brought 
within the range of a harmless effort, it involves 
a draught on the muscular powers of the 
gentlemen engaged iu it, injurious to their 
future health. It is no argument in its favor, 
that the majority pass through the ordeal 
unscathed. Probably they do so; but a minority 
perhaps a small one, suffer, aud there is no 
gauge by which to determine who will and who 
will not suffer. Great muscular development 
by no means insures equal strength of the 
internal organs—the vital machinery of the 
body—which shares the labor of the struggle. 
On tho contrary, the organs of animal or ex­
ternal life and those of organic life are often 
inversely developed. If the heart with its ap­
pendages and the organs of respiration are 
naturally weak, it is not in a few days’ training, 
nor probably iu years, that they can he brought 
up to the level in vigor of the muscular frame. 
The late Dr. Hope, well known to our profes­
sion as the author of a work of great authority 
on diseases of the heart, has often declared that 
he know no cause of disease of this organ so 
common as hard exercise in rowing. The 
training for the contest it, in one sense, an 
aggravation of the evil. In so far as it 
strengthens the muscular system it accelerates 
tiie speed, bat whenever the exercise approa­
ches the great effort of the race, it is an aggra­
vation by its draught often repeated, both on tiie 
circulation and on the nervous system. It is 
no criterion of the absence of injury that a man 
can mount is horse and ride ; or take his seat at 
the dinner-table at Willis’ Rooms and eat a 
hearty dinner, and enter into all tüe convivia­
lities of the evening. The evil, should itoccur 
is not immediate, hut remote. It is but a seed 
sown It may or may not germinate ; but that 
it does occasionally [I will not say how fre­
quently] develop itself, into a formidable tree, 
neither I nor others entertain a doubt.

“ Theoretically, it should be so ; practically, 
I have myseff witnessed some cases, and I have 
hoard of several more ; and though such do not, 
from the limited number of tho persons 
involved, present themselves to our notice in 
every day’s practice, I am persuaded that inquiry 
would bring to light more than sufficient num­
bers to prove the necessity for a fuller con­
sideration of this subject than it has yet 
received. I shall content myself if I have made 
out «.primafacie case for inquiry.”

Gold Mining Intelligence,—At the Richard­
son mine a number of men are busily employ­
ed on the building in course of erection for tiie 
crushing machiueiy. It will probably be fin­
ished before the winter sets in. The engine 
and two five-stamp batteries are upon the 
ground, hut the boiler has not yet arrived The 
machinery is from the Canada Engine Works 
of Mr. E. E. Gilbert, of Montleal. A great 
mass of rock from the original shaft is piled 
away ready to be crushed, while the richer and 
selected portions are stowed away, separately in 
barrels Some of these specimens we examin­
ed, and in all of them the gold was plainly vis-' 
ible, and abundant in quantity. During- the 
last week another rich discovery has been made 
near-the surface, a short distance from the first 
shaft, yielding, wo are informed, as much as six 
ounces to the pan. The place, however, from 
which it was taken, was carefully covered over 
at the time we were there. Another shaft is 
being sunk near the original Richardson mine, 
as well as another, just commenced, on the 
Belleville Company’s land.—Madoc Mercury.

The Deputation from the Western Banks. 
—The deputation from the western Banks 
met Sir John A. Macdonald, Mr. Galt and Mr. 
Howland on Wednesday afternoon, and had an 
interview of over two hours’ duration. The 
hankers submitted their programme, aud a 
lengthy conversation ensued. The points 
pressed on the Government were that the Bank 
of Montreal should be required to redeem legal 
tenders at the place where they are issued, 
whether at Toronto or Montreal, and that the 
Bank of Montreal should only be permitted to 
demand a settlement of balances from the other 
banks at the places where it redeems Provincial 
notes. The bankers were promised a great 
deal more than will likely bo performed. 
However, it seemed to have the effect of putting 
them in better humour. It is said that the 
question will De considered in Council, and it is 
expected that Ministers will change their policy 
in consequence of the crisis it has produced.— 
Globe Correspondence.

Tlio I.nue-iiiiropean Trull 1'.
{From the Detroit Past, Oct. 29.)

The enlargement of the Canadian canals is all 
that is wanting to open up a trade of large pro­
portions between Detroit and the leading 
maritime centres of Europe. As «■ general 
thing vessels of only four or live hundred tons 
burthen do not find the trade a remunerative 
one, but when those of a thousand tons bmthen 
can have unrestricted passage down the St. 
Lawrence, there will be a complete revolution 
in our maritime relations, for while vessels will 
receive double tho amount they can command
at present, the cost of making a trip will show 
a merely nominal increase over the present, 
cost, Michigan has almost inexhaustible 
quautities of choice timber exactly suited to the 
wants not only of Great Britain, but of the 

'European continent, particularly Germany. 
The development of the agricultural resources 
of our State will be in a ratio with the thinning 
out of our forests, so that there would be no 
diminution of the trade, and Detroit, owing to 
her admirable location and numberless ad­
vantages, would always he a leading mart for 
this vast commerce, and either the terminus or 
distributing point for niue-.teuths of the freight 
brought from Europe by the return fleet. All 
this is certain to be realized, for the enlarge­
ment of the above canals is only a question of 
time, and, in view of the rapidly iucreasing 
wants of the West, its consummation cannot be 
long deferred.

Yesterday at the Board of Trade, a leading 
grain operator made an offer of $10,000 freight 
—50 cents per bushel—for a vessel that could 
carry 20,000 bushels of wheat from this port to 
London. This is a very liberal offer, and will 
be accepted by some of our vessel owners. By 
its acceptance, a standard vessel could be made 
to pay for herself in eight months time, inas 
much as she would have the advantage of pro­
secuting the ocean trade throughout the winter- 
after the delivery of her cargo in London, and 
she would then have no difficulty iu obtaining 
a return cargo arriving here in June next. 
Several of our leading merchants who have 
made heavy importations by this route, assure 
us that they found it much cheaper than the 
route via New York, Albany, Buffalo&c

We have hundreds of vessels that will 
challenge comparison with the most vaunted 
ocean clippers, and in trials of speed upon the 
high seas, our lake craft iiave invariably carried 
off the palm. The finest of our vessels are too 
large to pass the Wellaud Canal, and there are 
but few that can get through that channel with 
over 19,000 bushels, that are fit for an ocean 
voyage. With the dull condition of the large 
transportation interest this year, it is some 
what singular that a large number of our lake 
craft have not sought the ocean servise.
